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Police continue investigation o f Haggerty Rd. remains; no new leads
B Y JILLIAN BOGATER

The Wayne County Medical Examiner’s Office has determined 
that the skeletal remains found in Plymouth Township May 10 
belonged to a man in his late 20s to early 30s.

The victim possibly wore dentures, had a fractured right arm 
and a large pin in the left shoulder, said Del. David Hayes of the 
Plymouth Township Police Department. The man also had Osgood 
Schlater Disease, a joint disorder.

These discoveries are good clues to discovering the identity of 
the skeleton, Hayes said.

“That’s the one reason we’re releasing this information,” Hayes 
said. “We’re hoping someone will remember that so-and-so had a 
pin in his shoulder or wore dentures.”

The medical examiner has not determined a cause of death.
The body was found wrapped in a piece of carpet in a field

located 75 feet north of the C IO  Railroad and 400 feet west of 
Haggerty. The skeletal remains wore a blue and white striped shirt, 
blue shorts and white socks with the words “USA 80” on them.

Because of the socks, police believe the body was most likely 
dumped there in the 1980s.

Although the police department sent out a multi-state message 
to alert other agencies to check their missing person files, Hayes 
said he has no new leads.

He continues to investigate a possible link between this death 
and the 1980 discovery of two men wrapped in carpet in the bed of 
a truck parked at the Sheldon Road Ford Plant in Plymouth 
Township.

Hayes said he talked to the detective that investigated that 
crime, but that a connection at this time doesn’t seem likely.

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C o n c r e t e  p l a n s

Motorists traveling the 1-275 expressway 
this summer should plan on delays and 
detours, as the Michigan Departm ent of 
Transportation will begin a missive recon­
struction project next week.

N orthbound and southbound 1-275 
between 1-94 and the I-96/M-14 interchange 
will receive a new asphalt surface. Although 
a start date for the Plymouth-Canton project 
has not been set, MDOT intends to complete 
construction by late 1998.

The two-phase project will cost $39.7 mil­
lion, according to MDOT.

The project comes at a low point for 
Michigan roads, which are riddled with large 
cracks and potholes. Much of the damage 
resulted from a flawed road design used 20 
years ago,

“We need to rebuild the roads according 
to today’s standards,” said Tom Pozolo, 
MDOT engineer.

The existing roads were poured as a con­
tinuous reinforced concrete, which did not 
allow for expansion or contraction, and they 
began cracking, Pozolo said.

“We’re not building that way anymore,” 
he said. “It’s done now with jointed concrete 
pavement.”

One section of 1-275 — between 
Newburgh Road and 1-94 — will undergo 
total reconstruction beginning June 30. All 
northbound lanes will be closed, but south­
bound lanes will remain open.

This phase of the project, which will 
extend the life of the road by 30 years, will 
take 85 construction days to complete — two 
months ahead of schedule.

“The concrete industry can provide long­
term solutions in a short period of time,” said 
Bob R isser, executive d irec to r o f the 
Michigan Concrete Paving Association. “We

can get in and out quickly and stay out with a 
long-term solution.”

In tersta te  Highway C onstruction of 
Owosso and Iaffate Construction of Warren 
will handle the reconstruction work.

MDOT plans to use a better design to 
ensure the lifespan of the expressway.

“People shouldn’t confuse current resur­
facing designs with overlays, of the past,” 
said Jim DeSana, state transportation direc­
tor. “These overlays will be thicker, wedging 
will be inserted to improve drainage and a 
more intensive repair of the concrete base 
will take place.”

The project also involves a section of I- 
275 between Telegraph and Newburgh roads, 
which will receive a new asphalt surface to 
improve driving conditions. Beginning June 
9, the northbound lanes will close completely 
at Telegraph, but southbound traffic will have 
two lanes open at all times.

MDOT expects to finish this portion of the 
construction by August 1997.

The remaining project will recover the 
surface of 1-275 between 1-75 and Telegraph 
Road. Construction will begin in August with 
a completion date of summer 1998. MDOT 
will keep northbound and southbound lanes 
open during this project.

This project demonstrates MDOT’s dedi­
cation to safer, smoother roads, said Dave 
Wilson, district construction engineer for 
MDOT.

“I believe we’re committed to improving 
the roads in M ichigan ,” W ilson said. 
“However, there’s only so much money and 
there are lots of roads dial need fixing.”

Wilson asked motorists to be patient with 
the construction.

“We’re trying to do this in a way so peo­
ple can get around while the roads are 
improved,” he said.

City opts for Optiscan
Langmesser ‘not comfortable with Unilect fo r  various reasons’

The City o f  Plymouth plans to purchase five Optiscan voting 

systems at the beginning of July.
This will provide one 30-station system per precinct, said Clerk 

Linda Langmesser.
“We will use them in the November election,” she said. “But we 

can’t purchase them until July 1, when the new budget year starts.”
Langmesser and Plymouth Township Clerk Marilyn Massengill 

made the decision to go with Optiscan instead of Unilect voting 
systems. The two investigated the voting systems because at one 
point they considered jointly purchasing the system.

“We did two years of research and we were not comfortable 
with Unilect for various reasons,” Langmesser said.

Unilect voting systems have come under scrutiny since th e - 
March 22 school bond vote, in which 716 votes were lost.

The voting systems will be purchased through Business Records 
in Chicago.

The city has used an Optiscan for the last two years to tally 
absentee voters, Langmesser said.

“We have no complaints. The election workers were thrilled 
with it,” she said. “This system leaves an audit trail and a paper 
hail so we can recreate an election if we need to.”

Lorenz pleads guilty to sex charges on child

Rick Lorenz, formerly of Plymouth, pleaded guilty in a 
Durango, CO District Court to a felony charge of sexual assault on 
a child and a misdemeanor third-degree sexual assault.

Lorenz, 48, is a member of Plymouth’s prominent Lorenz fami­
ly, previous owners of the Mayflower Hotel and Mayflower 
Meeting House.

The felony charge, according to Colorado District Attorney 
Sarah Law, stems from sexual assault on a child over a ten-year 
period. During part of that time Lorenz lived in Plymouth, she said.

Law said the victim was assaulted from about age five to 15.
Neither Lorenz nor his attorney could be reached for comment.
Sentencing on the felony could be deferred by three years, as

part of Lorenz’s plea agreement. Lorenz would also be required to 
have sex offender treatment, three years of probation, and pay for 
four years of therapy for the victim, Law said.

Lorenz could serve up to 90 days for the felony, which involved 
sexual contact but no intercourse, according to Law. The misde­
meanor could carry a 60-day sentence, to be served concurrently.

A 1966 graduate of Plymouth High School, Lorenz was a star 
diver on the swimming team. He later graduated from Michigan 
State University with a degree in hotel and business management.

After working in Plymouth — in part with the Lorenz family’s 
real-estate interests — he moved back to Durango, CO, where he 
works as a real estate broker.

Lorenz will be sentenced June 27.

- Canton residents will notice an increase 
in their water and sewer rates this summer.

The increase is in response to a re-evalu­
ation of a 1989 plan to support water and 
sewer services, including the western part 
of the township, according to Canton 
accountant John Spencer.

“In the past we had raised the rates 10 
cents per 1,000 gallons of water and 15 
cents for sewer, but (Finance Director) 
Anthony Minghine re-evaluated the plan 
and found a 29 cent increase was more rea­
sonable,” Spencer said.

The rates will raise by 12 cents per thou­
sand gallons for water, and 17 cents per 
thousand gallons for sewer treatment, 
Spencer said.

“With a 10 and 15 cent increase, we 
would never reach a break-even point,” 
Spencer said. The increase would allow the 
Township to break-even by the year 2003, 
according to Spencer.

Ions of water per quarterly billing cycle, 
Spencer said. At an increase of 12 cents per 
thousand gallons, the average resident will 
see an increase of $3.92 for water, and

The Plym outh C ity Com m ission 

review ed a tax abatem ent to E & E  
Manufacturing Monday night for phase II 
of an expansion project that will result in 
the creation of 20 new jobs.

The improvements, estimated to cost 
$2.5 m illion, are part o f a three-year 
expansion program at the com pany. 
Construction is expected to complete by 
Mfarch 1998.

The commission referred the application 
to the Tax Abatement Review Committee, 
w hich consists o f com m issioner Don 
Dismuke, city attorney Don Morgan and 
C ity M anager Steve W alters. The 
committee will submit a report at the June 
16 Commission meeting.

The stam ping and festener plant is 
located on Industrial Drive at the corner of 
Plymouth and Haggerty roads.

Building improvements include the

addition of 5,200 square feet to the existing 
5,500 square foot canopy used for storage, 
constructing a new 13,000 square foot 
building jo in in g  the north and south 
buildings, additional shipping docks and a 
new lunchroom, restroom and office area.

Equipment purchases include one 500 
ton stamping press, welding equipment and 
exhaust system, an electrical transformer 
and a parts tumbler used to remove sharp 
edges from stamped metal parts.

Phase two o f the project w ill also 
expand parking at the facility  to 
accommodate the 123 people working the 
day shift. The zoning ordinance requires 
87 spots, but the company currently has 
117.

However, the land E & E  wants to use 
for the expansion is owned by the city as a 
righ t-of-w ay. The com pany, which 
currently maintains the piece of land, seeks 
to lease the property for the expansion.

In a le tte r addressed to the 
commissioners, E & E  President Wallace 
Smith describes a major parking problem 
especially at shift change.

“Many employees are forced to park in 
the street, then having to re-park once a 
space becom es av a ilab le ,” the le tte r 
states.

To address the problem, commissioners 
agreed to write a document allowing E & E  
M anufacturing to use the 54 feet of 
property for parking. Commissioners are 
expected to approve the resolution at the 
June 18 meeting.

Mayor Ron Loiselle commended Smith 
for keeping E & E  Manufacturing in the 
city.

“Phase one has been completed well. 
We appreciate your commitment to the 
city, for investing money and creating a 
sign ifican t num ber o f jobs in our 
community,” Loiselle said.

This year’s Canton LibertyFest promises to be bigger than ever, according to Bob 

Dates, Park and Recreation supervisor.
The UbertyFest will feature many of the attractions that brought more than 40,000 peo­

ple to the festival last year, as well as some exciting new attractions, according to Dates.
The biggest new attraction will be a laser-light show Friday night, Dates said. “Fm 

always on the lookout for new attractions so when I heard about it I was intrigued.”
The light show will be performed by Minneapolis-based Lasertainment, the company 

that produced laser light shows at the Atlanta Olympics and 1997’s Superbowl halftime 
show.

“We’re very excited,” Dates said. “It’s a new addition, and we think it has the potential 
to draw a lot of people.”

Dates had been looking for a big attraction for Friday, he said. “Saturday was packed, 
with the fireworks, and I wanted something equally big, if not bigger.”

The laser show, which will cost around $7,000, promises to fit the bill.
It will feature multi-colored laser beams, laser sculptures and a six-story-high inflatable 

.projection screen showing different laser designs and logos. All will be fully chore­
ographed to upbeat, family-oriented music.

“The screen will be taller than the Canton administration building,” Dates said,explain­
ing that the cost of the show will be offset by local business sponsorships.

The 6th Annual Fine Art and Fine Craft Show will be held at the Festival June 21 and 
22. It will feature artists from near and far, including Canton artists that work in every 
medium from water colors to wood to air-brushed clothing.

The LibertyFest will open again on Thursday night, according to Dates, this time 
including a special free presentation of Disney’s live-action version of “101 Dalmations.”

The movie and entertainment sets the tone for the whole festival, Dates said. “It’s fun 
for the whole family.”

Under their desks their legs bounce on 

the balls of their feet; they tap their feet, 
play with their pencils. They look at the 
clock.

They’re high school freshmen 10 days 
before summer vacation, five minutes 
before lunch.

And Mary Beth Carroll, a Plymouth- 
Salem English teacher, has to keep them 
focused.

But odds are Carroll can relate to her 
students’ excitement. At the end of this 
month she flies to Paris for a six-week sem­
inar, thanks to a competitive grant awarded 
to her by the National Endowment for the 
Humanities.

Carroll and fourteen other grant recipi­
ents, selected from a group of 171 appli­
cants, will study from June 28 - August 8. 
Cornell University professor Robert G. 
Calkins will lead the seminar entitled, “The 
Gothic Cathedral as a Mirror of Medieval 
Culture.”

It isn’t Carroll’s first N.E.H. grant, how­
ever. In 1987 she attended another seminar 
on narrative in the Old Testament.

According to Susan Welker, who team- 
teaches Humanities classes with Carroll, 
winning the competitive grant is quite an 
honor.

“They give out a total of about thirty of 
these across the country in a year,” Welker 
said. “It’s weird to be chosen once, let

alone twice.”
The grants are awarded by the National 

Endowment of the Humanities (N.E.H.), a 
federal fund that sponsors summer seminars 
each year for the advanced education of 
humanities teachers.

“They treat us like scholars, rather than 
teachers,” Carroll said.

In contrast to seminars that provide new 
or different teaching skills, the N.E.H. pro­
grams are knowledge-based; teachers study 
in areas of personal interest.

But die knowledge trickles down, 
according to Carroll. “The idea is that if 
you inform the person, they will become a 
better teacher,” she said.

“I’ve got a reading list as long as my 
arm; I’ll have to write a paper,” Carroll 
said. “It’s funny, but the summer reward for 
teachers is learning.”

The key word, Carroll says, is re w a rd . .
Architecture is one of Carroll’s “special 

loves,” she says. The walls of her room are 
covered with posters and photos of archi­
tectural details and elements.

Studying medieval architecture should 
prove invigorating, she says, much as her 
Old Testament seminar was.

“It renewed and deepened my love. I 
came back passionate about it,” she said. “It 
was one of the peak experiences of my 
life.”

Cyndi Bumstein, who also won an
N.E.H. grant in 1987, says she agrees.

Bumstein’s seminar was on Grimms’ 
Fairy tales. She met folklorists and studied 
with Jack Zipes, a nationally known scholar 
of American culture.

For Carroll, the N.E.H. programs help 
her curriculum because the seminar exam­
ines the matter of the subject, rather than 
techniques for relaying it to students.

“We’re learning for content, not teach­

ing techniques,” she said. “Teaching is a 
diffferent set of skills. The content brings a 
scholarly edge to the high school.

“It renews you,” she said. “You remem­
ber to be an intellectual and forget the day- 
to-day struggles,” of teaching.

And in a room full of bouncy 9th- 
graders anxious for summer, remembering 
to be an intellectual can be tough.

Susan Kopinski says: “I love living in the country 

because it allows publicity seekers such as Jerry Vorva to 
say whatever they want, even though it doesn’t make sense 
or what they say is incorrect.
