Fewer lost votes, voters seen at polls

Less than two percent of the 2513 bal-
lots cast in Monday’s School Board elec-
tion, won by Roland Thomas, were lost,
according to Judy Evola, director of com-
relations for Plymouth-Canton Commumty
Schools.

This figure was being watched closely
by many, after 716 votes lost at the polls in
the March 22 school bond special election.

Four separate groups filed petitions with

the schools over this loss, including

Thomas.
Dan Dismuke also filed recount/revote
petitions. Vorva filed a lawsuit in May,

which is still in court, seeking an injunc-
tion of the bond’s progress.

Following these and other allegations
that the Unilect system was faulty and defi-

cient, Evola’s department worked with the

schools’ elections office to provide at-the-
precinct training to improve voter compe-
tency with the system.

Evola said 45,000 copies of the schools
Newsline newsletter were distributed to
“all the hores in the district.”

Flyers and how-to-vote directions were
posted in voting booths and around the

precincts. An instructional video played

constantly while the polls were open.

Tax hike proposed to

buy $180,000 in
Plymouth advertising

In a meeting Thursday with the
Plymouth Property Owners Group, the

Plymouth Downtown Business Association

(PDBA) proposed a nine mill tax increase
to generate marketing funds for the city.

If implemented the special assessment
district, which would affect the businesses
located in the Downtown Development
Authority district, would raise $180,000 to

_ promote Plymouth.

While retailers overwhelmingly support
the idea, many of the landiords felt nine
mills was too high ‘and suggested a three-
to five-mill increase. _

Before proceeding, the PDBA needs
approval from the majority of the property
owners. Next, Plymouth’s City
Commission will hold a public hearing on
objections to establishing the district and
commissioners will vote on the issue.

Downtown Development Authority
Director Steve Guile said he plans to meet
with the PDBA to solidify a proposed mil-

fage amount, then set up the public hearing.”

The nine mill proposal was to replace an
carlier idea that would assess a flat $650 to
cach landlord.

“We know it’s increasingly dlfflcult
and burdensome to promote the downtown
area,” Guile said. “We felt this was an
equitable way for everyone to participate.”

If established, the district would levy
the nine-mill assessment.

The PDBA projects that a property
owner with a building valued at $100,000
would pay an additional $75 per month.

Without the funding, the PDBA says
marketing will be seriously curbed.

“We need to establish an image and use
it for ontreach programs to residential
properties because of the increased compe-
tition for everyone’s shopping dollars,”
Gauile said.

A need to compete with encroaching
residential housing and a future mall fuels
the marketing campaign.

The PDBA addressed this fear in a
Principal Shopping District Report issued
at the meeting.

“Unless we exploit the alternative, the
commercial viability of downtown busi-
nesses will begin to suffer,” the report
states. “The downtown district must be pre-
pared to compete.”

- City land owners in the district currently’
pay about 55 mills.

Most of the landlords attending the
mecting supported a millage increase but
differed on the number of mills.

‘Cafe Bon Homme owner Greg
Goodman suggested starting at a lower mill
rate, such as three to five mills, then
increasing it as things progress.

Property owner Bob Bake supported
some level of millage, saying the city
would greatly benefit from an organized
marketing campaign. '

He expressed concern for the downtown
shopping district, mentioning that four
“trophy” business locations are vacant.

“We're a sick little puppy and we need-

help,” Bake said. “Property owners need to
lead the way. P'm going to bite the bullet
and absorb things the best I can.”

Some land owners remained uncon-
vinced.

“Us as an old town fighting against
commercial malls has been an issue for
years,” John Thomas said. “I wouldn’¢
mind paying if I thought it was the solution
to what I think is the problem. I'm not con-
vinced.”

The DDA currently spends $84,000
annually to promote downtown Plymouth.
The money from an increased millage
would be used only for marketing purpos-
-es, Guile said.

They ve ranged from allegations the plant is changmg its name
or its product; to one that it has been sold or is even shuttmg
down.

Rumors are circulating about Ford Motor Company’s Sheldon
Road Plant, in Plymouth Township,

But Denise Bither of Ford Motor Company said she could not
confirm any of them.

Suggestions that the plant has been sold “are absolutely not
true,” she said. “And we have no plans to close.”

She also said she has “no knowledge” of plans to change the
plant’s name or product line.

The Sheldon Plant is part of Ford’s Automotive Product
Operations (APO), which has 68 facilities in 19 countries.

According to Ford, the organization did $16.4 bllhon in sales in -

" 1996.

The APO is a single business enterprise formed from four sepa-
rate Ford divisions: Automotive Components, Electrical and Fuel
Handling, Glass and Chassis.

These divisions were reorganized Nov. 1 in order to improve
global competitiveness in component markets.

Roger Caldwell, President of United Autoworkers Local 845 in
Canton, connected this goal to rumors he said he has heard.

Some peopie secure their door
screens, but leave the sliding glass open to circulate air.”

Taking simple steps to avoid break-ins are generally effective, Tanner said, like mak-
ing sure doors, windows and doorwalls are locked. “Especiatly side-entry garage doors.
"Then they can use the garage for concealment while working on the inside door.”

Using motion sensor lights is another good way to avoid break-ins, he said. “It’s your
best bet.

for Canton

mega-development
Township commission cautious over
rezoning for 124-acre commercial park

BY SCOTT SPIELMAN
A long-talked-about 124-acre mega-
development may be on the way to Canton.
The development is a proposed corpo-
rate park district south of Ford Road
between Lotz Road and I-275. It could

contain a variety of structures, including - &

theaters and assembly halls.

The proposal received a tentative go-
ahead by the Planning Commission last
Monday. The commission voted 7-0 to
amend existing zoning on the condition
that the developer meet with the Ford/Lotz
study group to discuss some design issues,
according to Community Planner Jeff
Goulet. .

“My only concern was that if it was a
corporate park district, there should be a
consistent theme,” Planning Commissioner
Bob Wade said. “We wanted to be sure all
the stiuctures were uniform.”

Other aspects the commission was coa-
cerned with include signs, landscaping,
right of ways, and other detail items, Wade
said.

But the concerns may have been a case
of putting the cart before the horse, Goulet
said.

“The concerns were based on the con-

ceptual plan of the district, and we’re a-

long way from that,” Goulet said. “It was
just a skeich to show what the dlstrlct
could possibly look like.”

The land had been zoned C-4

(Interchange Commercial) and R-2 (Single
family residential), and was rezoned to

- MRD (Mid-Rise Development). The iand

could encompass exisiting uses and expand
the capacity to include buildings up to
eight stories in height

One of the structures could be a mulh—

screen movie theater, Goulet said.

“We wanted to change the zoning,”
Wade said. “This project fits well with
what we wanted to do with the area.”

Wade agreed with. the time-sensitive
nature of the project, he said.

“When you have a lot of small parcels
that you have to pull together, and some-
one starts thinking it isn’t going to happen,
it doesn’t take much for them to pull oyt

-and the whole thing to fall apart,” Wade

said.

“But we haven’t done anything to stop
what the developer wants,” he said. “We
just went ahead with the rezoning on the
condition that they meet with us: I'm com-
fortable that we can pull this thing togeth-

Whalers select local star at OHL draft

Plymouth’s draft picks focus on size, strength

Saturday night the-Red Wings brought
home Stanley for the first time in 42 years.
On the same day 260 miles east, up
Highway 401 at Maple Leaf Gardens in
Toronto, the Plymouth Whalers hoped to
add enough new players to eventually bring
home Robbie for the second time. .

Robbie? The . Ross Robertson Trophy
is awarded to the Ontario Hockey League
champions, won by the Whalers in 1995,
then known as the Detroit Jr. Red Wings on
the same Joe Louis Arena ice surface.

Although it’s premature to think the
Whalers are ready to chalienge for another
OHL title, they may have found a few more
pieces to the puzzle in a draft that lasted
eight hours, 24 rounds and 323 players.

Plymouth made 16 selections, including
four centermen, six wings, five defensemen
and a goaltender. Whaler scouts understand
that size and strength are a plus in the tough
OHL West Division, so all but one of the
wings and defensemen are over 6 feet tall
and at least 200 pounds. .

As predicted, all Plymouth General
Manager/Head Coach Pete DeBoer had to
do with his first choice was walk down the
hall from his own locker room some 50 feet
to select Compuware Ambassador center
Dave Legwand ninth overall.

“We took the best skater in the draft,”
DeBoer said with a smile.

On a team with plenty of grit but hungry

for goals, Legwand (21 goals with 41

assists) fills the need for offense as well as
anyone in the draft.

Legwand played last season in an out-
standing situation that faces skaters on both
sides of the U.S./Canadian border — does
he stay with the Ambassadors and keep his
college hockey eligibility open? Go the col-
legiate route? Turn pro (in the eyes of the
NCAA) and play with the Whalers? Or
play with the National Development Team
in Ann Arbor?

When asked last seéason, all Legwand
said was he wanted to explore all options.

But the smile on Legwand’s face as he

walked around Maple Leaf Gardens wear-
ing a Whalers jersey szemed to answer the
question emphatically.

“Last year when I came to the (OHL)
draft I pretty much decided that this was
what I wanted to do,” l.egwand said. “Last
night, my dad asked me one more time if [
wanted to be skating in the (Michigan)
maize-and-blue jersey. And I said, ‘No,

this is the right way.””

Helping people who can’t help themselves is a time-honored
noble calling. ‘

Helping people who go out of their way to make life difficult
and unpleasaat for those who try to help is another story.

There’s a strong temptation to do nothing — or worse —
when folks you’re trying to help go out of their way to slap you
in the face. '

Three such examples sarfaced last week.

Jack Moores, Jr., who heads the MedHealth Wellness Center,
succeeded at sullying his otherwise noble cause to help women’s
professional golf as a benefit for Our Lady of Providence Center
"in Northville Township.

Moores, known in the past too for his abrasiveness, tried this
approach to asking for media coverage:

Here’s a reporter already going out of her way to cover a
“lesser” committee meeting because she recognized the
importance of the decision making going on there.

But perhaps the toughest slam of the week came from
National Bank of Detroit — now First Chicago-NBD.

With malice
toward none

While downtown Plymouth has regained momentum since
completion of the Streetscape, the out-of-state banking
beancounters have announced they’ll close the Main and
Penniman branch that is Plymouth’s oldest banking location.

It has_the lowest number of transactions in the NBD group,
says the bank.

Yet, with Community Federal Credit Union building its new
corporate headquarters two blocks away and a new bank looking
to move downtown, it seems NBD has slapped downtown in the
face just as it stood 1o gain more from the momentum.

NBD may have other issues about its downtown location as
well. Wayne County Circuit Court records show the bank is
involved in a lawsuit with its landlord, to whom it sold the
building three years ago. There is not much easily-accessible
parking for the bank now that it no longer has an exit to the
Central Parking Deck. There is no drive-up facilivy.

Despite that, it was NBD’s decision to move lending out of
the downtown offices years ago that eventually doomed the
bank’s business level.
~As other business booms downtown, how can NBD miss thls
opportunity?

Trying to help foster businesses downtown has been a
rewarding struggle. (The same can be said for the roots laid
down by the late, great Bart Berg who. fathered the Canton
Chamber of Commerce.)

But it’s hard to help when a business slaps you in the face.

Nonetheless...

To help keep NBD in its historic location, there is somcthmg
you can do:
