In 1952, NBD opened its downtown
branch at the corner of Main Street and

Now, just four years after running a pro-
motional piece with the headline “NBD is -
commitied to you,” the comerstone bank in
downtown Plymouth may close its doors.

While none of the bank’s employees
will lose their jobs — the bank plans to
relocate them — the closure would leave a
gap for those in the community who have
grown accustomed to the bank’s presence.

First OK for costly Canton sub

Approved plat includes more than 200 homes at $300 - $400 thousand

Canton  Township’s  Planning
Commission gave the preliminary approval
for a major upscale Planned Development
District Monday. i

The development, named Heron Ridge,
is situated on 217 acres in Canton’s north-
ern most corner between Warren and Joy
roads and Ridge and Napier roads.

The 214 homes planned for the project
will be among Canton’s most elite and
expensive, according to project sponosr
Jeffrey Brown.-

“The estimated cost of the homes will be
from $300-400,000,” he said, although he
said he could envision slightly more expen-
sive homes being constructed. -

By staggering the driveways and group-

ing the utility portions of the homes, Brown
hopes to retain much of the natural setting
of the area, he said.

“With the utility areas or garages
grouped together, we can offer homeown-
ers a better view from the living room win-
dow,” he said. “You won’t look out and see
someone elses’s garage; you'll see trees.”

Keeping the trees intact was the largest
problem with the preliminary site plan. The
Commision was concerned that the width
of the road through the development would

" not accommodate fire rescue services.

“I think if it came down to a choice
between saving their houses and looking at
trees, the average homeowner would prefer
to save their house,” Commisioner Tom
Sullivan said. “At least, I would hope s0.”

The average size of the house and the
desire to maintain a natural surrounding
were two things that determined the width
of the road, Brown said.

“People want big houses,” he said. “We
started at 3,000-square feet, but they said
that wasn't big enough. One of the ways we
wanted to make them bigger was to
increase the depth rather than the length.”

The Planning Commission voted 7-0 to
grant preliminary approval to the Heron
Ridge Development, contigent on meeting
with Public Safety to discuss safety issues.

The devlopment will go back to the
commission for final phase-by-phase site

. plan approval, according to Senior Planner

Judy Bocklage.

With over 100 years of Canton history and over
150 Canton families and their stories written about,
Wilson gives a view of the township unknown to
most peopie now residing in it.

The history of Plymouth is probably best cap-
tured in “The Story of Plymouth, Michigan: A
Midwest Microcosm” by Sam Hudson, the author of
other local books.

With this volume, Hudson provides readers with
an in-depth look into the city’s growth, from  its
early woodlands beginning to the community it is
today.

The book begins with the early settling of
Plymouth through the years 1824 1o 1835 and con-
tinues with, among other things, the naming of th
city. :

Slowly, Hudson takes the reader through the
years of 1835 to 1890. It notes the birth of local dig-
nitary George Starkweather, and mentions that with
a population of 2,163 in 1840, Plymouth was the
seventh largest community in Michigan, Hudson
then describes the many people invoived with the
economic development of the city.

When Hudson writes of the community’s rail-
roads, he takes the reader back to the tragedy at Van

Sickie Cut on July 20, 1907. In one of the biggest
railroad wrecks in U.S. history, 33 people died and
100 peopie were injured about four miles west of
Plymouth. The book succeeds in describing the con-
tributions ‘madé by local townspeople aiding the
wreck victims,

The next four chapters detail the life and times of
the Plymouth area from 1890 until the 1970s, the
decade in which Hudson’s book was published.

The final two chapters of the book deal with
Plymouth’s religion, education, culture and the
city’s bouts with 2 major nemesis — fire.

Hudson writes about the two major nineteenth
century fires that took place in Plymouth and are
focused in the final chapter. '

Both fires, in 1856 and 1893, wiped out the entire
business block on Main Street facing Kellogg Park,

Hudson gives people a way to read about the
past, but with 25 pages of pictures, he also offers a
look at the past.

The seasonal
progression Carne uses in
these three pages successful-
ly highlights the Detroit area
with an active and: lively
look. .

Most of the lighthouses
Camne illustrates throughout
the book provides the back-
ground for the ships he sails
toward them. Along the way
we’re also shown sunsets,
villages, festivals and a ghost
town.

The book is ended by “To
The Sea”, a poem appropri-
ately titled and writtén for
such a collection. |t gives
each Great Lake an identit
of its own. The book could-
n’t have been wrapped up
any better.

Sam Hudson continued his literary look at the
local area when he published ‘“Michigan’s Tenth
Largest.” This book is a thorough examination of
the Plymouth-Canton Community School District
from the years 1830 through 1986.

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Legionnaires, foul play ruled out in deaths

Konstantin Stevanovich, 14, and Devon Cashero, 19,
stopped breathing in separate incidents Saturday, said
Canton Township Police Officer Lew Stevens.

“Both of these young kids were extremely sick, and
most likely died of natural causes,” Sievens said, adding he
does not suspect foul play.

According to Stevens, the first 911 call came in at 3:40
a.m., while a foster home worker administered CPR to
Stevanovich. He was taken by ambulance to Annapolis
Hospital in Wayne, where he was pronounced dead.

Four hours later, at 8 a.m., a foster home worker placed
a second 911 call to report another resident not breathing.
Cashero was also transported to Annapolis Hospital where
she was pronounced dead.

The foster care home, located on the 700 block of
Stonehenge, houses young adults with physical and mental
handicaps, Stevens said.

Dehem said the foster care family members are l:ramed

" to work with developmentally disabled teens and have

never expetienced problems in the past.

“They do really, really good work,” Dehem said. “The
family cares for-the three teens. Two of the teens were
medically needy with respiration problems.”

The third child was moved to another foster care home,
Dehem said.

It is not uncommon to see people with extreme medical
needs die prematurely, he said. However, he said that he is
dsiturbed that two died in the same day.

“That is not usual,” he said. “It’s a big concern to us.”

Stevens doesn’t know how rumors that the teens died
from a Legionnaire’s disease outbreak arose.

“The home doesn’t even have an air conditioner,” he
said, which is one way of transmitting the deadly disease.

To absolutely rule out Legionnaire’s disease, the police
department sent blood and tissue samples to the Infectious

Disease Center in Lansing for testing. Results are expected
in three weeks.

Autopsy reports indicate Stevanovich died of pneumo-
nia. Cashero had a history of palsy and was exiremely ili,
he said.

“These are children who have little chance for survivai,”
‘Pehem said. “Foster care homes provide more TLC than
hospitals.”

What a relief

Former first baseman s career pzcks up wzth swztch to pltcher

Mike Stafford is relieved he finally has
secured a position on the Ohio State
University baseball team.

After a stellar carcer at Canton High
School, Stafford had been a utility infield-
er in his first three scasons at QSU,

When he walked into fall practice last
year, he carried frustration and hope along
with his cleats and glove.

MEAP test concerns Allen teachers

EDITOR:

The purpose of this letter is to convey
our concerns regarding the timing and
appropriateness of the MEAP test for
elementary children.

The timing of the fourth grade reading
and math test is inappropriate because

many children, in the autumn of fourth
grade, are still in the concrete stage of
learning. In this stage, children need
repeated hands-on experiences and activity-
based lessons to be able to apply what they
have learned. When teachers deviate from
this type of instruction and assessment,
children show many stress-related
symptoms.

According to the preeminent cognitive
psychologist of our time, Jean Piaget, the
concrete stage of development extends

" from age seven through eleven or twelve!

During this stage, children’s thoughts are
limited by their actual experiences. They
are only beginning to pay attention to more
than one idea at a time. They are not yet
capable of dealing with abstractions or
inferences.

Elementary school children are excellent
observational scientists, but they are not yet
able to go from a general principle to an
anticipated outcome (like going from a
theory to a hypothesis). The MEAP is
asking children to do just this. :

Many of the MEAP questions for
reading are not found right in the text. The
children have to apply prior knowledge to
the reading selection — a difficult task for
children at this age. Prior knowledge comes
from information and experiences in life.
Schools de not control life bcyond the
classroom and the range of experiences is
often great.

Children come from different types of
backgrounds and have a variety of
experiences. Some of the factors that affect

a school’s MEAP results are divorce,
substance abuse, attention deficit disorders
and uprooted, transitory families. These are
not excuses, they are factors of reality. Is it
possible that the test is culturally biased?

Another issue of concern is the
discrepancy between Michigan’s new
definition of reading and the MEAP. The
new definition of reading states:

Reading is a process which enables us
to make sense of print. When we read, we
use what we already know, combined with
the print we see, to make sense of what we
read. Reading is about making meaning. It
is not about saying words. Reading does
not occur unless the reader understands
what has been read.

In our classrooms, instruction and
assessment are based on this excellent
definition of reading. The MEAP, however,
reduces reading to an isolated passage and
a list of multiple choice answers. This is
not constructive or meaningful.

We are not objecting to appropriate,
well-timed assessment tools. But the
MEAP does not fit either of these criteria.
We are looking for an instrument that
evaluates each individual’s progress and
strengths. '

This instrument would have a
meaningful context and would fit our
population of children. Then assessment
would be closely linked to the reality of the
active learning environments that we foster
in our classrooms.
