The amendment would create a common 
set of land use and regulation standards in 
the Ann Arbor Road Corridor (ARC), and 
would provide a unified vision and aesthet­

be negligible, Walters said.“This is a 10-20 
year process. Not much is going to happen 
in the next 12 months.

“Nobody has to change anything as a 
result of the amendment, but as time goes 
on and things change, there’s the potential 
for redevelopment to occur,” Walters said.

Creating the ARC zoning district will 
also provide opportunities, “for cost sav­

H a rd e e ’s to  H o rto n s

At the corner of Plymouth Road and 
Mill Street, they’re trading burgers for 
donuts.

Tim Hortons will replace Hardee’s at 
the comer in a construction project sched­
uled to begin Sept. S, according to The 
City of Plymouth Building Department.

The Hardees that had operated at the 
comer was demolished last month to make 
way for the 2,200 square-foot chain donut 
shop, building department sources said.

Changes to the site will be minimal, 
according to the department. The new 
building will be closer to Plymouth Road 
to allow for better use of the drive-through

which accounts for the bulk of Tim 
Hortons business.

Tim Hortons is owned by the Wendy’s 
hamburger chain, which bought 26 
Hardee’s restaurants in southeastern 
Michigan.

All the Hardee’s are being converted 
into or torn down to make way for the 
donut shops, according to Cindy Pruzinski 
at Tim Hortons. Such conversions have 
already taken place at Ford Road in Canton 
and Six Mile Road in Northville.

The City has issued building permits, 
but Pruzinski said Tim Hortons is still try­
ing to secure a contractor for the project.

The morning rush hour was slowed — 

or rather sludged — to a crawl Tuesday 
when a truck carrying dredged-up gunk 
from the drained Newburgh Lake lost its 
load on M-14.

“One of the clasps on the equipment 
broke,” said Acting Plymouth Township 
Police Chief Bob Smith. The spill covered 
most of the highway, reducing Westbound 
traffic to only one lane.

Plymouth Community Fire Chief Larry 
Groth said this spill is almost exactly the 
same as one that happened in June along 
the same stretch of road.

“Near Hines Drive on M-14, the pave­

ment dips,” he said. “The turnbuckles on 
the truck broke, and spread sediment out 
over a half mile.”

The fire department, Michigan State 
Police, and Plymouth Township Police 
responded to the spill. Fire trucks hosed the 
sludge off the roadway, while police con­
trolled traffic.

Groth said the fire department sprayed 
2,700 gallons of water on the road before a 
Wayne County street sweeper arrived.

The lake is being drained and cleaned by 
Wayne County to remove PCBs and other 
contaminants in the bottom layer of mud. 
Trucks have been hauling contaminated 
sludge from the Livonia lake to a dumping

site since June.
The sludge, Groth said, was not haz­

ardous. “The county told us that the PCBs 
are about two parts per million,” which is 
well below hazardous material standards.

The cleanup of the lake is like no other 
project ever undertaken. Wayne County 
received a federal grant to preform the 
cleanup and study its progression for a 
paper dial will be written on the subject. 
The results of this project will set the stan­
dards for other such projects all over the 
country.

The project is scheduled to be completed 
in July 1998.

K m a r t  f i r e s . . . r e h i r e s ?

When the Super Kmart at 
Ford and Haggerty roads opens 
Septem ber 20, some o f  the 
employees from the old Kmart 
store at Ford and Sheldon will 
be there.

Somewon’t.
As part of the closing and 

opening process, all jobs at the 
Ford and Sheldon store will be 
eliminated, according to Kmart 
spokesperson Stephen Pagnani.

“When we close a store, all 
jobs are eliminated. Everyone is 
eligible for rehire at another 
store, though,” Pagnani said. 
“We just don’t do formal trans­
fers.”

Kmart employees who wish 
to work at the new store have to 
go through the normal inter­

view process, according to 
Pagnani.

“They have to come in, sit 
down and get inteviewed,” he 
said. “They will be reh ired  
according to their retail experi­
ence.”

But employees will not auto­
matically be rehired, he said.

“A high percentage o f 
employees are rehired, but it is 
not automatic. The Super Kmart 
has different requirements,” he 
said. “I t’s a grocery store in 
addition to a retail store, so cer­
tain retail skills might not be 
applicable.”

The policy isn’t the same for 
m anagem ent, Pagnani said. 
“It’s not always the same for 
management, because there are 
fewer managers and they have

different skills.”
Rumors have circulated that 

the firing and rehiring process 
is a way for Kmart to avoid 
paying benefits, but Pagnani 
assured that this was not the 
case.

“Benefits don’t change as 
long as you stay with the com­
pany,” he said. “If you’ve been 
with Kmart longer, you may 
have more built up in the pen­
sion plan and you may have 
more vacation time, but every­
one has the same benefits.”

Any employee rehired by 
Kmart within 90 days would 
not lose any accumulated bene­
fits, Pagnani said, whether it be 
vacation time or pension funds.

“And that applies across the 
company,” he said. “If  you left

a Kmart at another part of the 
country and were hired by a 
Kmart in Michigan within 90 
days, you w o u ld n 't  lose  any 
benefits.”

The SuperKmart is sched­
uled to open Sept. 10, Pagnani 
said, and the Kmart on Ford 
and Sheldon is scheduled to 
close Sept. 24. “A lot of 
employees will start at the new 
store before the old store even 
closes.”

Pagnani said there were no 
definite plans with the old store 
yet, although the corporation 
would work with the lease 
holder to find a new tenant if 
K m art’s lease had not yet 
expired.

“It’s not so much a continuing problem 

with speeders as it is an issue with public 
safety,” said Sauntomauro.

The request for the sign was just the lat­
est step that Canton Public Safety has taken 
to address safety issues in the area, 
Sauntomaruo said. ‘‘We’ve been working 
with residents and the county for some 
time now,” Sauntomauro said.

The concerns were raised when the 
county raised the speed limit on the road 
from 35 to 40 m.p.h. according to a nation­
al engineering standard. The county can 
raise the speed limit on a county road if it 
determines than 85 percent of drivers 
would drive the proposed speed limit.

The first time the "dead” man and his 

daughter saw each other was in 1984.
Richard O’Hare, of Northville, had all 

but given up hope of ever seeing his 
Okinawan daughter; and she didn’t know 
he was alive, believing him to be a casu­
alty of war.

“It’s amazing,” O’Hare said. “One of 
those things you just hear about.”

O’Hare was in the Marine Reserves 
during the Vietnam War, and stationed in 
Okinawa from 1960-64, he said. He lived 
with an Okinawan woman.

“When I was d ischarged, they 
wouldn’t discharge me over there. I was 
forced to come back to the States,” he 
said. “I tried to make arrangements to get 
back, because I knew she was pregnant, 
but I couldn’t get back.

“When I told her that I couldn’t make 
it, she broke off all contact.”

So it was for almost two decades, 
O’Hare said, O’Hare married, had chil­
dren, and settled in Northville.

But then O’Hare heard about the Pearl 
S. Buck Foundation, he said, which helps 
American/asian children. He gave them 
his former girlfriend’s name and Waited, 
not really expecting to hear anything.

“It took them less than two weeks,” he 
said. “They came back with names, ages, 
and how to get in contact. It was incredi­
ble. I was absolutely shocked. We had 
inquired before, but cu ldn’t get any 
response.”
• As soon as he got word that the foun­
dation had made contact with his daugh­

ter, O’Hare started working with the 
American Consulate and achieved citi­
zenship for his daughter.

Soon after, she made her first trip to 
America. She stayed with O’Hare and his 
wife, Jodie, who was more than receptive 
to the idea.

‘T o everybody’s total amazement, my 
wife, and my daughter’s mother got along 
like long lost sisters.”

For years, O’Hare said, the reunion 
had been hampered by a mix up in mili­
tary communications.

‘They thought I was dead,” he said.
According to O’Hare, a man matching

his description in just about every way — 
name, approximate age and rank, had 
been reported killed in action.

Since discovering this, O’Hare has 
found the name printed on Vietnam  
Memorials.

“It’s a creepy feeling,” he said. “I get 
goosebumps when I think about it.”

O ’Hare is having fun now with his 
extended family, he said. And everyone 
he knows is having fun with it, too.

“Everyone in the town of Northville is 
just enjoying the heck out of it,” he said. 
“I ’m just glad to know them. I t’s all 
worth it.”

G a b r i a l a ’s  u n v e i l s  ‘H i d d e n  S e c r e t s ’

Plymouth’s best kept secret is getting 
bigger.

Gabriala’s, which opened in 1987 and 
moved to Main street in 1991, is 
expanding again.

The specialty gifts and home accents 
store has been going through extensive 
remodeling, right under the nose — and 
feet of loyal customers.

The. extra work will be unveiled 
Friday, with the grand opening of 
“Hidden Secrets,” an additional 1,000 
square feet of retail space which is an 
extension of Gabriala’s line of home 
furnishings and accents.

Hidden Secrets will occupy the, lower 
level of Gabriala’s, where the Little 
Hangups store was until March of 1997. 
When the last tenant moved out, landlord 
Jim Mckeon lowered the floor about eight 
inches, making room for an additon to the 
popular store above.

“McKeon is really good in working 
with tenants,” said Gabriala’s owner 
Larry Bird,

Lowering the floor to provide more 
headraom was just one of the 
modifications Bird provided for his 
expansion, he said. Support beams were 
moved, columns, were added, and a 
fireplace was built in; all to give 
Gabriala’s Hidden Secrets a homey 
feeling, he said.

The addition to the store is designed 
just like a house, he said, with examples 
of decorating in every room. There is a 
home office room with office furniture, a 
bathroom with bathroom accessories, a 
lamp section, a one-of-a kind night-light 
gallery in a room that at one time was a 
coal bin and a sentiments section, among 
others.

Everything in each of the sections is 
for sale, Bird said, “Except for the staff. 
They can’t be bought.”

L arry Bird is expanding Gabriala’s again, with a lower level full of home furnishings 
such as lamps, mirrors, clocks and furniture. The addition was named “Hiddden 
Secrets” because many customers refer to Gabriala’s as Plymouth’s best kept secret.

The expansion is in response to a 
survey of Gabriala’s customers, Bird 
said,1,000 of whom were mailed surveys 
earlier this year.

Listening to customers is just one Of 
the reasons for Gabriala’s success, 
according to Bird. The business has 
grown at a fantastic rate, from two 
employees in 1987 to 20 today. The 
business has also grown from 1,000- 
square feet to 7,000 with the new 
addition, which was enough to nominate 
it as one of the 100 fastest growing 
business in Michigan from 1990-1995.

Bird attributes the businesses success 
to his loyal customer base, he said. It was 
also one of the reasons why he decided to 
stay in Plymouth and expand instead of

moving elsewhere.

The Downtown Development Authority 
(DDA) has nearly finished the installation 
of a new ice-melting system on the ramp of 
the parking structure in downtown 
Plymouth.

DDA Director Steve Guile said the 
$200,000 project is expected to be com­
plete by Sept. 3. He said using a boiler sys­

tem through PVC pipe under the ramp con­
crete replaces the electronic melting system 
abandoned by the city in 1986, three years 
after the deck was built.

“There will be a number of eyes from 
the Archdiocese on the school. They will 
all be interested on how it turns out. It’s 
very exciting,” Allen said.

The school will open like an angel, one 
wing at a time: “We’ll have eight class­
room s and part of the adm inistration 
offices ready by Tuesday,” Allen said.

“There are a few things that will be 
cliffhangers, but we hope to have them 
resolved by then.” _

Allen hopes that the main hallway will 
be ready; as of yesterday it still needed 
work. So, too, did the driveway which had 
yet to be poured.

“We have been promised that it will be 
ready,” Allen said. “It’s not behind sched­
ule now. The ground just has to be thor­
oughly dry before they can pour anything 
over it. They’re already pouring the side­
walks and curbs, which are concrete, but 
the rest will be asphalt.”

The other wings will be opened and 
filled as the school grows, Allen said.

According to Allen, enrollment is grow­
ing already. The school has two full, all­
day kindergarten clashes, and one full half­
day kindergarten class, two first grade, one 
second grade and one third/fourth grade 
combination, Allen said.

“We had too much for one first grade 
class, so we split it into two to leave room 
for more students. And we didn’t have

enough for a separate third and fourth 
grade class, so we combined them.”

Allen said enrollment is already grow­
ing, with students signed up for classes 
until the year 2002.

All Saints, which will eventually enroll 
students in grades K-8, is the answer to 
countless request from area parents, Allen 
said.

“Many parents thought we needed it,” 
she said. “The only other Catholic school 
in the area is Our Lady, of Good Counsel, 
and they have a tremendous waiting list.”

Like OLGC, students will have the 
option of being bussed by P-C school 
busses, although Allen said that because 
All Saints and most of the students are so 
young, she expects a lot of them will be 
driven to school by their parents.

The project has taken on a special place 
in Allen’s heart, she said. Formerly an 
assistant superin tendent for C atholic 
schools, Allen is excited that her grandchil­
dren may be able to attend a catholic 
school.

“I’m thrilled. This is personally very 
exciting,” Allen said. “It’s something that 
I ’ve wanted for a very long time, so I 
became very involved with the project.”

The school will charge each family a 
$3,500 one time registration fee, and 
$2,500 per child for each year’s tuition, all 
of which will be worth it, Allen said.

The ultimate resolution of the bond lawsuit brought 
against our school district, begs for the wisdom of a 
King Solomon.

During the past 4 months since the bond vote, it has 
been both an enlightening and disturbing experience to 
read some of the thoughts expressed in several letters to 
the editor.

While everyone is entitled and encouraged to express 
their own opinion (as I’m now doing,) every writer has 
an obligation to take care that opinions expressed are not 
being conveyed to the reading public as if they were 
facts.

For instance, several letters to the editor printed in all 
the local papers accused our publicly elected school 
board and the d is tr ic t adm in istra tion  of: e lec tion  
engineering (both through the choice o f the voting 
device and the date of the election “arguing away this 
loss of votes...through some technicality of the election 
commission,” “using public money to silence us,” and

“making thinly veiled threats to our constitutionally 
guaranteed rights.” Another recent writer added— “this 
superintendent...this school board would rather play the 
legal system than abide the ethical system.”

We should  all th ink long and hard about these 
opinions. Is there any substantive evidence that would 
validate these allegations as facts? Or, like a tiny

that there are always m iscast votes whether voting 
machines, paper ballots, or. computer screens are used. 
I t ’s a fact that there is no ‘good’ tim e to hold an 
election—March, June or November. It’s a fact that the 
local board of canvassers and state election officials are 
bound by laws governing the election process—laws that 
‘we the people’ put in place.

If  anyone feels those laws are outm oded due to 
current technology, the opportunity exists for ‘we the 
people’ to do something about it. Chastising the board of 
canvassers for upholding those laws is neither logical, 
ethical or productive.

In my own opinion, our school board and school 
district officials have always conducted the public’s 
business in a professional, ethical and legal manner. 
They have vigorously sought public input on issues, 
they have consistently made the effort to keep the 
com m unity  in fo rm ed  and have tried  to to  make 
responsible decisions on our behalf. Gur public school 
district pursues the betterment of the entire community 
through the education of this community’s children.

It is now up to the judge to consider all the facts 
surrounding the bond lawsuit issue before making a 
decision. With the wisdom of a King Solomon, perhaps 
the greater community will emerge as the winner.
