Kellogg Park in downtown Plymouth is scheduled 

to get a fountain facelift, hut it looks as if the project 
will not be com pleted as originally p la n n e d — .

“When you’re dealing with community groups, 
things don’t always get done on schedule,” said 
Steve Guile, director of the Downtown Development 
Authority. The new fountain is a project of the 
Rotary club, and is being funded by a donation from 
Calvin and Charlotte Perry of Plymouth,

The Perrys have lived in Plymouth for nine years, 
and Calvin worked here for 25 years before that. 
“We really like the park,” he said. “But we thought 
the fountain was getting shabby.”

“The park is used so much,” said Charlotte. “It’s 
really the center of the whole town.” The Perrys said 
the fountain will be the only one like it in the area. 
“We ju s t  wanted to do it fo r the people o f 
Plymouth ”

The Perrys spend'winters near Hilton Head, S.C.

They said their idea for the fountain in Plymouth 
came from a similar fountain they saw near their 
winter home.

The fountain was designed by local architect 
David Schaff. It was built in Carson City, NV, and 
shipped to Plymouth Aug. 16. It is currently disas­
sembled in the DPW yard.

Guile said the fountain can’t be completed before 
the Fall Festival because preliminary work on the 
existing fountain has not yet been completed, and the 
city has yet to find a crane that can adequately lift 
and place the concrete pieces of the new fountain.

“The fact that this is being done is a tribute to the 
Rotary club. They’ve put a lot of volunteer time into 
this.”

The fountain itself cost around $50,000, and the 
entire installation project is expected to run about 
$70,000.

Guile said the Rotary club now plans to have the 
fountain installed before their annual chili cook off, 
held the second week of October..

Falling wall injures 6

Training m inim ized seriousness o f  injuries

An 18-foot fall left five construction 

workers w ith non-critical injuries 
Thursday, after part of the wall and scaf­
folding drey were working on collapsed.

The workers were trying to lower the 
scaffolding after laying a row of cinder 
blocks at the top of 
the 20-foot wall. A 
gust of wind top­
pled the freshly laid 
blocks, according 
to C harles
M c l l h a r g e y ,
P l y m o u t h  
Township ch ief 
building official.

The blocks, 
scaffold and five 
workers all fell
about 18 feet into the mud below. They 
suffered leg, wrist and rib fractures and 
lacerations. A sixth worker, who was on 
the ground when the fall occurred, called 
911.

According to Mcllhargey, injuries could 
have been much worse, but were not 
because of the workers’ training.

“They rode it down,” he said. “They 
teach you when you work construction that 
if the wall falls, grab hold of something 
and ride it down.”

Falling with the wall as it tumbles, 
instead of trying to jump away from it, pre­
vents workers from hitting the ground 

before the wall and 
being showered 
with debris, 
Mcllhargey said.

“They did what 
they were trained to 
do.”

Mcllhargey said 
he had inspected 
the site and scaf­
folding, and that he 
would not issue a
citiation to the 

site’s developer, International Beck LLC.
“The scaffold was braced properly,” 

Mcllhargey said. “Things looked good.”
The site is located north of the railroad 

tracks near Five Mile and Beck Roads in 
Plymouth Township.

Alien 
workers 
arrested 
in Canton

U.S. Border Patrol officers arrested 

more than twenty Mexican illegal aliens at 
Canton construction sites in the last week.

Acting on an anonymous tip, they ques­
tioned workers at subdivisions under con­
struction during three separate trips in 
southwestern Canton, according to Stan 
Rosas, Border Patrol assistant chief patrol 
agent.

Monday, eight Mexican men were taken 
into custody after they and others fled a site 
near Beck and Powell Roads, according to 
Rosas. All eight were found to be working 
in the United States illegally.

As a Border Patrol van approached the 
site, Rosas said, a group of workers ran 
from the construction site and into a corn 
field on the north side of Powell Road.

The officers radioed Canton Police, who 
aided the Border Patrol in finding and cap­
turing the fled.

Groups of 11 and nine workers were

captured in the same vicinity last week, 
Rosas said.

In each event, workers were taken to a 
central Border Patrol office at Selfridge Air 
Force Base, according to Rosas.

“We contact the Mexican Consulate and 
let (the workers) talk to them,” he said. If 
they have family in the U.S. or another 
claim to stay, such as for financial or legal 
reasons, workers often tell members of the 
consulate, according to Rosas.

“They have the right to a deportation 
trial,” he said. “Or, we offer them a volun­
tary return,” All 28 men found working in 
Canton last week accepted such a return, 
and were flown to M exico City on 
Northwest Airlines.

Border Patrol officers do not know who 
employed the men, Rosas said, and do not 
plan to investigate the question further.

“We just go in and start questioning the 
workers,” he said. “We don’t look for who 
they were working for.”

Rosas said many captures such as last 
week’s come from tips, and that workers 
tend to be found in construction, agricultur­
al or restaurant jobs.

The Patrol is a branch of the Department 
of Justice.

Com pared to Im m igration and 
Naturalization Services (INS) officers, who 
are usually stationed at customs stations in 
transportation centers, the Border Patrol 
does just what its name suggests: “We 
patrol the actual border itself, the river, 
usually,” Rosas said. “We’re mobile.” 

Officers were dispatched to Canton from 
an office in Trenton; the office at Selfridge 
is the headquarters for the sector made up 
of Michigan and part of northern Ohio.

An elderly woman was killed last week

The 35th District court building com­
mittee has changed the focus of the long­
term temporary court location away from 
the Western Electric building to a used 
modular building, according to retired 
Judge Jim Garber.

“They found out we were actually going 
to bring defendents into the building,” 
Garber said.

The property owners backed out after 
several of their other tenants voiced securi­
ty concerns, Garber said.

“But that’s not necessarily all bad,” 
Garber said.

The committee then re-examined other 
properties, including an old Farmer Jack 
store in Northville, which they declined 
because it was too expensive, and focused, 
again to the used m odular building at 
Wright-Patterson Air Force Base offered 
for lease by GE capital.

Originally turned down because it was 
too expensive, the price of leasing the used 
modular building has since dropped.

“The deal has sweetened considerably,” 
Garter said.

By changing the type of mounts the 
building would require and providing for 
less landscaping and aesthetics, the price of

the lease dropped by more than $60,000, 
Garber said.

Court Administrator Kerry Erdman and 
P lym outh building official C harlie 
Mcllhargey will fly to Dayton this week to 
examine the structure and give their evalu­
ation to the committee.

Placing the modular building in the old 
Unisys parking lot presents some advan­
tages, according to Garber.

“It eliminates the problem of tenant 
sharing and parking,” he said. “It’s close to 
the old site, so if we chose to rebuild on the 
old site, the public already knows were it 
is, and the court can watch over the 
rebuilding process.”

But this decision is all contingent about 
the condition of the building, Garber said. 
“We were told it was in good shape, but 
that was the description of the people who 
wanted to lease it to us.”

The modular building, if used, wouldn’t 
be ready until October 31, one month after 
35th District Court’s lease with Unisys 
expires*

“We’re running out of options,’’Garber 
said. “But that’s the problem with projects 
like this: every time you think you have 
things tied down, 24 hours go by and every 
thing is going in another direction.”

There has never been a better time to 

play with your food.
The Trailwood Garden Club will return 

again for the Fall Festival with an exhibi­
tion tent, a number of contests and a 
perennial plant exchange.

The Club was established in 1976 to 
help beautify the community and joined 
the festival soon after, according to 
spokesperson Georgia Randinitis.

“We do a lot of community service,” 
Randinitis said. “Like planting flowers at 
the temporary library building site and the 
Plymouth Community Arts Council when 
they first opened their new building.”

But the Fall Festival is where they 
shine, according to Randinitis. Their 
exhibit tent, which will open for entries in 
their various contests at 9 a.m. Sunday, 
Sept. 7, will feature all kinds of plants, 
pies, and, of course, garden faces.

“People from the community can enter 
any kind of fresh flower arrangements,, 
speciman flowers, fruits and vegetables, 
or in areas like largest squash or zuchini,” 
Randinitis said. “There’s adult judging or 
junior judging, or just plain exhibition if 
they don’t feel competitive.”

As far.as contests, the garden club fea­
tures a pie baking contest, with judges 
Plymouth City Manager Steve Walters, 
and Plym outh Tow nship D irector of 
Public Services Jim Anulew icz, 
Randinitis said.

“They had a good time last year. They 
didn’t actually have to taste the pies 
because they judged them by the way they 
were sliced, but they said they didn’t 
mind tasting them at all,” Randinitis said.

Another contest the club sponsors is 
the garden faces contest. Contestants 
design whimsical faces out of fresh pro­

duce (not plastic). They can use any type 
of fruit or vegetable, whole or cut, accord­
ing to Randinitis.

“It doesn’t have to be big; you don’t 
have to have a pumpkin and make a face 
on it. You can use a tomato.”

The rules are less strict now than in 
years past, Randinitis said, because she 
feared that excess rules frightened people 
away, and the club wanted to maintain a 
fun atmosphere.

Now the only rules are that the produce 
has to be fresh — or partly. A tomato with 
a bad spot on it would be accepted, for 
example.

“I t’s all meant to be fun,” she said. 
“You don’t have to be a professional or a 
member.”

Also on hand for the day is a perennial 
exchange, where someone can bring in a 
perenniel in any form — seed or plant — 
leave it and take another one. All the club 
asks is that the plant be identified.

Randinitis said she hopes for more par­
ticipation in the contests this year.

“We have so many people come by 
and look, but there aren’t too many partic­
ipating.”

She hopes to raise participation so they 
can get a sponsorship for their exhibit 
tent, which is usually paid for by the fall 
festival board.

Entry forms are available in The Crier, 
or at the tent Sunday morning.

“It’s really for everyone. We’ll see 
what happens and pray for good weather.”

If 100,000,000 people can find Mars, 

surely they can find the business around 
the comer, or down the block, or even in 
another town.

That’s the philosophy that sparked 
Storyteller Web Page Design Company, a 
hom e-based business developed by 
Plymouth’s Debbie Madonna.

Storyteller is designed to help smaller 
businesses advertise on the internet, 
Madonna said.

“A lot of people who own their own 
small businesses may not be online, but 
they can still advertise on the Web,” she 
said.

Storyteller is designed to help those 
businesses, she said.

The process is simple and easy, even 
for the computer illiterate.

Madonna gives the client a form to fill 
out about their business, asking such 
questions as phone and fax numbers, type 
of business, hours o f operation, how 
customers find the business and how they 
get there.

Other, more in-depth questions try to 
determ ine the com pany’s strengths, 
concerns and what the business owner 
wants to say about his or her business.

Madonna compiles the information, 
evaluates it and determines what type of 
web site would best suit the business.

“It’s all part of a formula,” she said. “I 
just ask where they are, and what they 
want people to know about them if they 
could put five newspaper pages up and 
leave them all the time.”

The internet is the ideal place for small 
businesses to advertise, Madonna said. 
“In order to compete you have to get on 
the net. Every time there is some new 
technology, there is a potential to fall 
behind,” she said. “Getting online is a 
good step back into the race.”

Storyteller does more than create a 
web page and leave it languishing in 
cyberspace. Madonna will also register it,

so it connects w ith various search 
engines.

“If you had an art supply business in

Plymouth, for example, I would register 
the page in links that included Plymouth, 
Art and any other category the customer 
wanted me to.”

The links are an important aspect of 
being an online advertiser, according to 
Madonna. A health food store could be 
linked with a health and education site, so 
someone visiting one web page could find 
out about products n another page.
 ̂ In a way, it’s what started Madonna 
down^the road to her own business.

“I started checking out information on 
health pages toget information on certain 
medical issues,” she said; “I was amazed. 
I had access to just about-anything in the 
world. It really peaked my interest. In 
terms of that, I saw the possibilities.”

Madonna said the more she used the 
internet the more she learned about it, and 
how to use it. And she saw the potential 
for small businesses, which she hopes to 
turn into a small business of her own.

She has the background. Her husband, 
Marcel, works in computers and can offer 
her technical advice. But M adonna 
already has set up Web pages for the Arts 
Alliance and other community groups 
with whom she volunteers.

Which she will continue to do, she 
said, in an effort to get more information 
on the web about Plymouth.

“Even in a small town it’s easy to get 
fragmented,” she said, “So many people 
don’t know what’s here and what’s been 
here”

A more formalized method of prioritizing 
road improvements, a long-range road 
improvement plan and a possible millage 
down are among the recommendations the 
Blue Ribbon Road Committee presented to 
the Canton Township Board of Trustees yes­
terday.

The committee, which has met since late 
April, was formed by the board and headed 
by former state Rep. Jim Kosteva.

In a report submitted to the board, the 
committee stated that while Wayne County is

ultimately responsible for most of the roads 
in Canton, the township should not expect 
any new sources of funding.

The report also stated that Canton’s road 
problems will only increase with time, that 
the life of Canton’s roads are winding down 
and, according to a committee survey of 
2,500 residents, there is support for Canton’s 
management of any available road dollars.

The committee recommended the board 
form an on-going committee of staff and 
qualified citizen advisors to develop criteria 
and prioritize road improvements, and form a

long-range road improvement plan.
The committee also determined that voter 

support for a gas tax does not exist at this 
time, due to the recent division about a gas 
tax increase. The report suggested that the 
board wait until the summer of 1998 before 
testing waters for a local road millage, to give 
time to see if additional funds from the gas 
tax would help solve Canton’s road needs.

The report pointed out that the township 
has been able to commit $10 million during 
the past 10 years, and that the Township 
should continue to provide this support.

Pressuring developers to improve roads j 
adjacent to their property should be contin- • 
ued, even if a millage is eventually passed,' 
according to the report.

The committee also determined that the 
Township should lobby and work with local, 
state and federal representatives to isolate 
funds that can be directly applied in Canton, ; 
and pursue ‘joint” projects with the state and | 
Wayne County to stretch out funds. !

Plymouth remembers local legend, 99
Mother of retired Judge was a familiar fixture in dowtown Plymouth

One of The Plymouth-Canton Community’s legends 

was remembered in ceremonies yesterday.
Helen C. Garber, a Plymouth notable, died Aug. 22, 

1997. She would have been 99 on Labor day.
During the many years she lived near downtown 

Plymouth, she was a familiar fixture, “dressed to the 
nines” walking around downtown, holding forth with 
friends on politics and life in general. She was proud of 
her son, Jim, as judge at 35th District Court, and often 
stopped into The Crier to defend him in a good natured 
manner to the editorial staff.

Once, in an unfortunate incident , Mrs. Garber was 
robbed outside Danny’s supermarket. A thug knocked her 
down, grabbed her purse and fled. She didn’t want to 
make a case out of the incident but chuckled that the 
assailant surely got a rude surprise — all that was in the 
purse was maybe five dollars.... and a couple dozen 
business cards for her son the judge.

Mrs. Garber was born Sept. 1, 1898 in Detroit. She 
was active in several social and civic organizations 
including the Plymouth Woman’s Club, the Plymouth- 
Historical Society, the Plymouth Garden Club, the Sarah 
Ann Cochrane Chapter of the Daughters of the American 
Revolution, Alpha Chi Omega and Panhellenic. She loved 
poetry and American History.

Until recently she presented programs on these 
subjects to service clubs and senior citizen organizations.

Mrs. Garber was married on June 24, 1920 to Ralph 
Garber, the noted Plymouth Township board member 
who is credited with much of the original planning 
decisions for that community. At the time of their 
marriage they were students at Albion College, and were 
the first students ever to attend Albion as a married 
couple.

She is survived by her daughters, Barbara Jean Cato of 
Hilton Head Island, SC, Lou Ann (John) Seely of 
Bloomfield Hills; son, James N. (Marianne) Garber of 
Northville Township; sister, M arguerite Purse of

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Dancing career shifts into overdrive
Northville resident, MSU graduate begins 2nd year with 
Pistons’Automation Dance squad

About 20 years ago, Jennifer 

Abramczyk’s mother pleaded with an 
adamant dance instructor to let her three- 
year-old daughter take classes at a 
Livonia dance studio.

The instructor finally relented, but 
only on one condition. “She (the instruc­
tor) said I could take lessons, but she 
didn’t want me in the recital. So it was 
coming to the end of-the year, and my 
mom calls my teacher and said, ‘If it’s 
OK, we would still like to come to the 
recital so Jennifer can watch. And my 
teacher said, ‘What do you mean watch? 
She’s the star of the class.’ ”

Now Abramczyk’s star shines bright­
ly under the lights of The Palace as a 
member of the P istons’ Automation 
dance squad.

She is currently preparing for her sec­
ond season with Automation. The dance 
team was added before the 1996-97 sea­
son, coinciding with the Pistons’ new 
colors and logo.

Performing in front of 20,000 may 
seem intimidating — even the profes­
sional players get rattled sometimes — 
but it’s just another ball in basket for 
Abramczyk, who is married and lives in 
Northville. She attended Michigan State 
University and spent several seasons 
entertaining about 70,000 spectators on 
fall Saturdays at Spartan Stadium.

That doesn’t make her gig with the 
Pistons any easier, however. “That’s a 
very difficult crowd at the Palace, com­
pared to the Michigan State games with 
the student section. We go out there for a 
minute at a time, at the most, and it’s 
very hard to get them involved,” she

said.
But if anyone can do it, Abramczyk 

can. She was footloose long before she 
was fancy free.

(Courtesy photo)
the year-end recital at the Fifth Position 
dance academy in Livonia, Abramczyk’s 
athleticism carried over into gymnastics 
and swimming. -

But when she left home for MSU in 
1991, Abramczyk also left her moves 
behind. “I wasn’t that ambitious. I want­
ed to get a career, and be a student. I

really had no desire to be a dance stu­
dent,” she said “It was always strictly for 
fun.”

And she always had fun dancing at 
Spartan games, regardless of the final 
score, Abramczyk didn’t participate with 
the MSU dance squad her last year, 
though, and graduated with a degree in 
interior design.

She was working for an architectural 
firm when the phone rang one day.

“I had started thinking about going 
back to classes. Then one of my friends 
that I w ent to M ichigan State with 
called, and she told the Pistons had 
decided to have a dance team, and she 
wanted to know if I’d like to be a judge. 
And I said, ‘Actually, I might want to 
tryout’.”

So did 700 other people. There were 
15 openings. “It was super nerve-rack­
ing. I was surrounded by girls, half of 
which d idn’t have any idea what to 
expect. They were there just to see what 
it was all about,” said Abramczyk.

It was about being in shape; it was 
about dancing. “ I felt out of shape. I 
hadn’t danced in two years. I felt like I 
didn’t have a chance, but I just wanted to 
try my hardest. At least 100 people 
walked out right way when they saw the 
dance routine,” said Abramczyk.

The tryouts were stretched out over 
three days, and Abramczyk made the 
first two cuts, dropping the number of 
dancers to 35. A panel interview fol­
lowed and then Abramczyk and the other 
contestants were sent home to wait for a 
phone call.

Canton ice arenaTime right for
Building of new facility warranted 
by community needs and growth

MIKE,
On Aug. 17, 1997 the Plymouth- 

Canton Hockey Association had its 
registration for the coming season. At 
that time, 261 children signed up for,the 
“Learn to skate” program* This is a 
program that teaches young children, 
some of whom have never been on ice 
skates before, to learn the basic skills 
necessary to play the game of hockey*

Because of the limited amount o f  ice 
available to the Association, we will be 
forced to turn away more than 50 per 
cent of the children we registered. Add 
to this the fact that of the 120 children 
we had in our “Learn to skate” program 
last year, only 20 entered the regular 
hockey program due to lack of ice and 
you can see there is a major problem that 
must be addressed.

To go further with this line of 
thought: some of our age divisions 
accepted no new children because we 
have to limit the amount of teams in each 
division we can have and again, it is hard 
because of the lack of ice.

The Hockey Association, under the 
leadership of Mike Ward and before him 
Gorden Bowman, have searched

throughout the Greater Detroit Area in 
search of ice availability. They have 
gotten ice in Grosse Pointe as well as the

city arena which is located in downtown 
Detroit. Though the hours we managed 
to get were few and the distances we 
asked our youth teams to travel was 
great, we felt it was worth the effort. 
When the Compuware arena was opened 
last year, Plymouth-Canton was on their 
doorstep begging for any ice available. A 
few precious hours were gained with this 
effort.

I believe it is time for the township of 
Canton to address the needs of the 
hockey community. Over the years the 
Township has had in its master plan a 
phase for the building of an ice arena. It 
is time to dust off those plans and put 
them into effect.

Every day families are moving into 
Canton from the surrounding areas only

to find their children excluded from the 
local hockey program. They also find out 
they cannot go to a neighboring 
community because of residency 
requirements. Most hockey programs do 
not allow children from other 
communities to participate in their 
programs.

There is no high school hockey 
program in the Plymouth-Canton school

district and that means the full burden of 
supplying a hockey program falls on the 
Plymouth-Canton Hockey Assoc.

Canton has one of the finest soccer 
programs in the country. This was 
achieved through the efforts of the 
soccer community and the direction of 
the recreation board. Both are to be 
commended for their fine effort. I 
believe it is now time for the Canton 
hockey community and the recreation 
board to join together and get an ice rink 
built.

Everyday is important because every 
day families are moving into Canton. I 
believe that an ice arena should be the 
top priority. The arena will not only 
satisfy the needs of the Hockey Assoc., 
but will also promote figure skating. 
Families will be afforded the opportunity 
to go for a family skate on a Sunday 
afternoon. Ice made available for rent (if 
there is any) will be easily sold.

The Plyouth-Canton Hockey Assoc, is 
ready to assist in any way the Township 
desires to achieve success in this project. 
Mike Ward, the president of Plymouth- 
Canton, as well as myself and many 
others are ready and waiting to assist.

Having sat on the recreation board in 
the early ‘80s, I know the dedication the 
board has to the needs of all the 
community. It is my hope that the board 
will see as I do the need thatis there adn 
will be a guiding force to see its 
successful conclusion.
