No tickets in bus crash

A School bus driven by a 50-year-old
Ypsilanti woman drove over an electrical
pole Wednesday, trapping the driver.and
two Plymouth children inside.

The incident occurred at 7:58 a.m.
Wednesday, Sept. 17 behind Central
Middle School, according to reports.

; The woman, who has a valid bus driver’s
license, didn’t see the pole and crashed into
it, cracking it in half. The pole landed
beside and partially on the right front fender
of the bus, according to reports and electri-
cal wires, still attached to the poles landed
on the bus’ roof.

The driver and two passengers, a six-
year-old Plymouth boy and an eight-year-
old Plymouth boy, had to remain inside

until Detroit Edison arrived and cut the
wires at about 8:45 a.m.

Reports said the woman had pulled
beside another bus because her radio was
not working to advise that she had no stu-
dents for the TAG program on board. As
she puiled away, she said she felt and heard
nothing and the pole just fell down, accord-
ing to reports.

There were no citations issued, and no
one was injured in the incident.

Police were on the scene within one
minute, according to Chief Bob Scoggins.

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SWAT team hopeﬁ,tls tryout for hzghly tramed polzce umt

For two hours Monday morning Canton
Place senior housing became a classroom in
for a cooperative SWAT certification and
training course held in Canton.

Thirty officers from Canton, Northville
Township, Livonia, Ann Arbor, Port
Huron, Van Buren and Deraborn participat-
ed in the school to earn SWAT certification
and become members of the Western
Wayne County Special Operations Team.

The need for just such a unit of highly
trained police officers was demonstrated
later that day with the murder-suicide at the

Johnson Controls-Technology- Center-in——

Plymouth Township.
The SWAT school was in session just
hours earlier in Canton.

The officers practiced rappelling down

the side of Canton’s tallest buildingunder
the watchful eyes of Northville Township
Police Lt. John Sherman, leader of the
cooperative SWAT unit and Port Huron
Police Sgt. Scott Pike, a certified master
rappeller.

“Thls is the advanced rappelhng sce-
nario,” Sherman said. “We’ve already rap-
pelled from a four-story tower. There’s
eight stories here, plus a ledge. It’s a differ-
ent set of challenges.”

Challenges are just what the officers
face during the rigorous three-week course.
They are trained in a variety of situations,
including assault procedures, building
searches, hostage negotiationg and barri-
caded gunman situations, as well as tactical
rappelling.

On the buﬂdmg s roof, Sherman, Pike
and other certified SWAT officers checked
the rappellers’ gear and offered suggestions
as rappellers stepped over the side of the
building and scuttled down the side like
spiders from their webs.

The trainign setup up was different from
a real-worl scenario, Sherman said. During
training, a pair of officers anchors each
rope at the bottom of the buildingready to
take control if anything went wrong.

“In a real situation, we wouldn’t have
the ropes hanging over the suspect’s win-

-dow,” he said.

Officers will learn building searches and
assault procedure later this week in aban-
doned buildings in Canton, Sherman said.
Then, an exercise will bring together all of
their learning: instructors will simulate a
four- to six-hour hostage scenario

they’ve learned and make it work,”
Sherman said.

“The SWAT school is a cooperative
effort between the communities of Canton,
Northville Township, Livonia, Ann Arbor,
Port Huron, Van Buren and Dearborn. At
least one officer from each department par-
ticipated in the school, some as students,
some as instructors.

SWAT hopefuls volunteer for the certi-
fication course and undergo a series of rig-
orous evaluations to ensure they are quali-
fied, according to Sherman.

“A department may have 10 men volun-
teer, but we may only take one or two, if
any,” he said.

After training and the practical scenario,
officers take a series of tests on everything
they’ve learned — from weapons systems
and terminology to a shotgun obstacle
course, according to Sherman.

“Everything has to be 100 per cent.
They can’t pass with a 75 per cent,” he
said. “It’s not like a normal class because
you can’t forget anything. Everything you
learn is critical. It’s all or nothing.”

Buying a newly built home is an

adventure. Choosing the builder, location,
and style are just the beginning. Even
after moving in, homeowners still need to
keep an eye out during the first year of
ownership for problems that may occur.
“With new homes people need to look
out for things such as nail pops,” says
Northville Architect Greg Presiey. “The
lumber may still be green, so it shrinks.

The house must be aired out before the

drywall is installed or the wood will
continue to shrink and the nails will pop

”

out.’

Presley warns that settling foundatlons
can cause cracks in walls, and may knock
doors and windows out of alignment.

“If the roof is going to leak it most
likely will happen during the first year.”

_ says Presley.

Presley’s advice to new home buyers:
Know right from the beginning that your
builder is insured.

“Choose a builder that has been around

for awhile. That way there’s a good

chance that they will still be there for call
backs if you need them.”

Presley says that builders are
responsible for up to 18 months after

occupancy to repair building problems in
new homes.

Landscaping may have its pitfalls, too,
according to Jim Bonadeo of Bonadeo
Builders.

“To help avoid cracking your

.sidewalks talk to your landscaping

company before they start working,” says
Bonadeo. “Don’t let them drive their
tractors over the concrete sidewalks unless
they use planks or dirt on the walkways.”

When landscaping near the outside
walls of your home there are also some
things to watch for.

“If your landscaper is working near

brick walls, make sure that they do not
grade about the brickline or else you will
have water leaks,” says Bonadeo. “If they
do go over the brickline make sure that
they tar the bricks beforehand to prevent
leaks.”

Bonadeo asks that you be patient with
your builder about drywall problems.

“At the end of one year we go through
the entire house to spot any problems,”
says Bonadeo. “If a builder is good and
reputable they will take care of any
problems you may have, even after the
18 months are up.”

What causes domestic violence in the
workplace; and, how can it be prevented?

According to Karen Porter, assistant
director of Canton’s First Step shelter,
domestic violence stems from “a control
pattern of social, economic and emotional
abuse. This happens in a number of ways
but over time increases in frequency and
intensity. The violence usually occurs
when the partner tries to step away from
the relationship.” .

Expr~ts say the workplace is most often
chosen by attackers for a number of rea-
sons.

“Attackers put a lot of thought into
where to do it,” saiG sudith Barr, also from
First Step. “Thev don’t want to do it in
front of children, uad it’s very easy to find
someone where she works. It’s very easy
to predict when the victim will be there.”

So, what can be done to prevent an

can be done to prevent it

attack? . First, it is important to recognize
the warning signs. Does he have a past
history of violence? Does he make threats?
Does he have control issues? Does he
break or strike objects, or resort to force in
an argument? Does he have easy access to
weapon? These are all signs that a relation
ship may end in an act of violence.

The next step is to make a safety plan.
Involve others; let them know what he and
his car look like. Take different route
home each night. Talk to your employer
about where to park, moving your desk,
posting a description, and possibly increas-
ing security. Attempt to solve problems in
a non-violent way.

There is no surefire way not to be
attacked. “Many times she will do all the
right things and still be attacked,” said
Barr, “it’s important not to blame the vic-
tim.” ’

Replacing windows
an overlooked option

BY LINDA KOCHANEK

Replacing the windows in a home may not be a project that people look forward to,
but with a little research and creativity it can be fun.

“Many homes in the P-C-N area are 20 to 30-years-old,” says Dick Anderson,
former owner of Plymouth Glass Company. “Insulation glass seals start to fail and that
causes condensation to make the inside of the window look clouded. One solution is to
replace the glass portion, yet use the same frame.”

Anderson says the most important advice to homeowners is to get referrals.

“There is no license required to install windows,” says Anderson. “Watch out and do
your research on the company. Make sure that they will honor their service calls.”

“Other concerns when looking for a window company should be the number of years
in business and membership with the Better Business Bureau,” says Gary Weston,
owner of Weston Window Replacements. ‘ :

“If you are going to replace your windows, make sure that you have to do it just
‘once,” says Weston. “Price isn’t what you should be looking at, you should look for
quality. Good windows will. keep paying you back.over the years.”

New advances in windows include Argon gas in-between window panes and Low-E

. glass as new energy saving ideas in windows. _

“People should look for Low-E glass,” says Weston. “It blocks out ultra-violet rays
from the sun, protecting carpet, drapes and furniture. Also it helps to keep the room
cool in the summer and warm in the winter.”

New designs in windows add up to more options.

“There’s two new features in windows,” says Weston. “Slim-shades are available
with mini-blinds inside the two panes of glass that can be raised and lowered. Also new
are windows with wood on the inside and aluminum clad on the outside.”

They say-history repeats itself, and it

certainly did at the Plymouth Whalers’
season. opener Saturday night before
3,588 fans at Compuware Sports Arena.

-1t was seven years to the day that the
Whalers franchise played its first game
~— also the OHL’s inaugural game in the
U.S. — at Cobo Arena in 1990. The
Whalers, then known as the Detroit
Compuware Ambassadors, skated away
5-0 losers to the London Knights.

 The Knights were again the culprit in
1997, defeating the Whalers, 6-4.

It also continued a trend started last
season: The Knights’ surprising success
against the Whalers.

London was the worst team in the
OHL in 1996-97, finishing 13-51-2, but
four of those victories came versus
Plymouth, who was 26-34-6.

Domestic violence, workplace solutions

Even when not part of the problem, steps at work can reduce risk

For the third time in 32 months, The
Plymouth-Canton Community has been
shocked by violence at a workplace.

Ironically, it can be argued that each of
the incidents had nothing specifically to do
with the workplace in which they occurred.
(Some violent incidents elsewhere have
been tied to disgruntled workers.)

Monday afternoon’s tragedy in
Plymouth Township is more aptly a lesson
on coping with domestic violence which
can follow a woman wherever she goes —
including to work.

The common thread here leaves those
who work in plants and offices here with a
naggmg fear:

“What if a domestic or personal feud or -

grudge involving the person next to me
boils over at work?”

As a spokesman for Johnson Controls
said Monday night after the shocking
murder-suicide, “I don’t know if any level
of (office-plant) security could prevent
this.” The same could be said of the two
incidents that occurred at the Ford Motor
Co. Sheldon Road Plant in 1996 and 1995.

Johnson Controls says it is evaluating its
security in light of Monday’s incident. With
two similar incidents dccurring so soon
before it, many would be tempted to label
this as a workplace issue — and that would
miss the proper focus.

‘It is time for employes and employe S
alike to realize that personal Securit
the workplace may aﬁ‘ect hundreds 0;?
others in that plant or office, and the
;cozmmuniﬁly at large as well.

.

As unbelievable as the coincidence of
these three murder-suicides happening here
may be, it raises real concerns about coping
with domestic violence at home and in the
workplace. It tells employes and employers
alike that threats and concerns about
violence should not be taken lightly.

Dr. Frank Ochberg, and “The Victims
and the Media Program” at Michigan State
University, visited The Plymouth-Canton
Community to study the first incident at the
Sheldon Road Plant. After hearing of
Monday’s incident, Ochberg said:

“The worksite may not be part of the
problem, but it can part of the solution to
help women.’

According to Plymouth Township
Acting Police Chief Robert Smith, the
woman who was shot and killed in

Monday’s incident had obtained a personal
protection order against her common-law-
husband-assailant after he visited her at her

" offices a few weeks ago.

At that time she notified her employer
but asked that police not be called, Smith
said. Such attitudes are not uncommon in
instances of domestic abuse.

But it is time for employes and
employers alike to realize .that personal
security at the workplace may affect
hundreds of others in that plant or office
and the community at large as well.
Involving the existing community programs
on domestic abuse with the program on
workplace safety that Plymouth Township

Police have been offering would be a step

forward.
While this latest tragedy affects

everyone who works with others, the
underlying concern stems from how to
adequately deal with domestic violence.
Obviously, obtaining a personal protection
order is not security enough.

Three such incidents here in the past 32
months have made everyone edgy here. But

“actually this is not new. In the early 1960s,

a man entered the Western Electric Plant on
Sheldon Road, killed his girlfriend and then
killed himself.

Since then, this type of tragedy has
become more common —- especially in auto
plants and post offices. And with three
incidents in 32 months, it’s on everyone’s
mind here.

“It can’t happen here,” shouldn’t be said . .

for The Plymouth-Canton Community
anymore. Everyone should be more aware
of domestic abuse and the dangers it poses
for everyone.
