Plym ouths approve jo in t  
zoning for Ann Arbor Rd.

The Plym outh City Com m ission and the 

P lym outh  T ow n sh ip  B oard voted  unani­
m ously M onday to create a special, cross­
community zoning district.

The district w ould provide special zon­
ing ordinance am endm ents for businesses 
on the north and sou th  s id e  o f  the A nn  
Arbor Road Corridor (ARC).

“This is som ething w e ’ve been working 
on for a number o f  years to ensure Ann 
Arbor Road w asn ’t go ing  dow nhill,” said 
Dave Schaff, a Plym outh architect working 
on the ordinance.

The zoning w ould  provide for uniform  
buffers, landscape and parking features for 
businesses on both the city and tow nship  
sides o f the street, Schaff said.

“W e wanted a unified look and structure 
to the corridor,” he said. “W e want som e­
thing at the start, in the m iddle and the end 
o f the ARC to g ive it its own sense o f iden­
tity, instead o f  being just a string o f  busi­
nesses.”

“W e wanted to create a conceptual plan 
w ith  p h y s ic a l im p ro v em en ts  a lo n g  the  
A R C , and ties w ith  the dow ntow n area,” 
said Jim A nulew icz, director o f  public ser­
vices for Plymouth Township.

One o f  the ideas discussed w as a large 
c lo ck  tow er at the 1-275 and A nn Arbor 
Road junction, according to A nulew icz.

Air Touch Cellular One has preliminary 
plans for a com m unications tower for the 
junction, A nulew icz said. He hopes to work 
with Air Touch Cellular to make the tower 
into a clock  tow er with the communication 
workings on the inside, he said.

“This is what government needs to do,” 
he said. “W e need to look at was o f  cooper­
ating with business instead o f  being argu­
m entative and create solu tions instead o f  
problems.”

A n u le w ic z  is  m e e t in g  w ith  the land  
owner later this w eek, and if  all issues are 
reso lved , the tow er cou ld  be under c o n ­
struction within 30  days, he said.

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Court stays in Plymouth, still
C ourt com m ittee o ffic ia lly  accepts advice to stay in the C ity

It’s o ffic ia lly  o fficia l: the 35th D istrict 

Court is staying put.
W ed n esd a y , th e  C ou rt A d v iso ry  

Committee accepted the court reconstruction 
c o m m itte e ’s a d v ic e  to  reb u ild  the 35th  
D istrict Courthouse on its original site in 
Plym outh T ow nship , according to retired 
judge Jim Garber, reconstruction committee 
chair.

“W e met several times over the past two 
m onths,” Garber said. “W e view ed dem o­
graphic stud ies and m et w ith  the ju d ges  
about the needs o f  the court for the next 20- 
25 years. Based on these findings, w e recom­
mended the court be built on the same site.”

The com m ittee a lso  recom m ended that 
the new courthouse be larger than the origi­
nal: a 30-35,000 square foot, two- or three- 
story building with four courtrooms, accord­
ing to Garber.

Made up o f  representatives from Canton, 
the Plymouths and the Northvilles, the Court 
A d v iso r y  B oard  v o te d  u n a n im o u sly  
Wednesday to accept the reconstruction com ­
mittee’s recommendations.

The board is now in the process o f select­
ing an architect. They w ill so licit resumes 
from architectural firm s, particulary those 
with experience building courthouses.

The board hopes to have information from 
architects by the end o f  this month and selec­
tion process com pleted  by the end o f  the 
year, according to Garber.

‘T im e is o f  the essence,” said Judge Ron 
Lowe. “U nisys isn ’t all that happy with us 
being on their property because they’ll soon 
be at a point where they can sell it to devel­
opers. The sooner w e’re off, the better.”

Chief Judge John MacDonald agreed, but 
added that the corporation has been helpful

in allowing the court to keep their adminis­
trative offices in the building.

“I  d on ’t know  w here w e ’d be w ithout 
them,” he said. “U nisys really has been out­
standing.”

The modular building, which w ill house 
the 35th District court until the new building 
is  c o m p le te , w ill  b eg in  arriv in g  tod ay , 
accord in g  to  C ourt A dm inistrator Kerry 
Erdman. They should be ready for use by 
N ov. 1.

“It’s going to be real tight,” Erdman said. 
“But they should be ready by then.”

Until then, court w ill be held in the lower 
level o f  Canton Tow nship’s administration 
building on Canton Center Road, according 
to Erdman.

The court’s cash and probation depart­
ments have moved to the Canton Fire Station 
on Cherry H ill and Canton C enter roads, 
Erdman said.

Anyone going to the building for payment 
or probation purposes should enter from the 
Cherry Hill Road entrance park in the rear o f  
the building.

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HUD subsidy renewed for Canton Commons
Official says ‘No one even has to think about moving out i f  they d o n ’t want to ’

Residents o f  Canton Commons have at least a year’s worth o f  breathing room, and proba­

bly a lot longer, according to Ken Barnard, public information officer for the Department o f  
Housing and Urban Developm ent (HUD).

H U D  has renewed subsidy contracts with H ighland M anagement, the firm that ow ns 
Canton Commons.

“Everything has returned to business as usual,” Barnard said. “The subsidy contracts were 
extended to one year after they had originally expired, w hich was in June.”

Highland Management was originally penalized for improper maintenance o f property in 
Colorado, according to Barnard. H U D  was going to revoke all o f  the firm’s subsidy contracts.

Since this summer, however, Barnard said HUD has reconsidered the judgement.
“W e decided that w e would base all decisions on a property-by-property basis,” Barnard 

said. “Canton Commons upholds all H U D  standards, so  it wouldn’t be fair to base the decision 
on the state o f  property in Colorado.”

Terms o f  HUD contracts vary, according to Barnard. The one year renewal o f  the Canton 
Commons subsidy is not unusual, he said.

“It all depends on the kind o f  contract that w e sign,” he said. “W e don’t anticipate an> 
problems when this contract is up, because Canton Commons has always maintained our stan­
dards,

D ean Saxton celebrates 100 years

W h en  N o r th v il le  s e c e d e d  from  
Plymouth Township in the spring o f  1898, 
Dean Saxton was less than a year old.

But 100 years later, Saxton continues 
to leave his mark on P-C-N business.

Saxton turned 100 years o ld  A ug. 9, 
and more than 3 0  relatives joined  him in 
Tucson, A Z to celebrate.

“ H e ’s d o in g  g r e a t ,” sa id  so n  B i l l  
S axton  w ho m anages S a x to n ’s G arden  
Center on Ann Arbor Trail. “H e’s doing  
much better there than he was in the nurs­
ing hom e.”

S a x to n ’s h as b een  a f ix tu r e  in  
Plymouth for more than 60  years, but the 
business made a few  stops along the way 
to it’s present location.

D ea n  f ir s t  o p en ed  h is  b u s in e s s  in  
Northville in 1928. In 1934 he purchased 
land in Plymouth from a fam ily mem ber 
and  o p e n e d  a sto re  t h e r e ,  w h ere  th e  
M ayflow er M eeting H ouse stands today, 
according to Bill.

The business m oved to its current loca­
tion in 1937 and expanded as Saxton pur­
chased surrounding property.

S ax ton  had three b u s in e sse s  at on e  
tim e in the late ‘30s and early ‘4 0 s . He 
operated the N orthville store until 1942,

and a th ird  store  in R ed ford  in  19 4 6 , 
according to B ill, w ho started working for 
his father as a teenager in 1939.

Saxton’s accom plishm ents aren’t limit­
ed to the business world. He served during 
W W  I, and is the last known survivor o f  
the Battery D  o f  the famous 32nd Infantry 
D iv is io n , w h ich  w as know n as the Red  
D ivision.

“He caught pneumonia in England and 
is fortunate to be a liv e ,” B ill said. “He 
w as sep arated  from  h is d iv is io n  for  a 
while, and didn’t m eet up with them again 
until towards the end o f  the war.”

During that tim e, Dean Saxton was a 
runner for an artillery unit. He would run 
between the forward observers and batter­
ies o f  guns and relay information, accord­
ing to B ill.

“He was running through pretty dicey  
conditions,” he said. “He had a few  close  
encounters.” * *

S a x to n  a ls o  fo u n d ed  the P ly m o u th
V .F .W . P ost shortly  after he m oved  to  
town in 1942 and w as a m em ber o f  the 
C ham ber o f  C om m erce  and a 5 0 -y ea r  
member o f  the Kiwanis.

“He is very personable w ith the pub­
lic ,” B ill said. “Everyone enjoyed com ing  
in and talk ing to him . He is very w e ll-

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In its hey day, Plymouth served as the 

market center for trade as far east as 
Telegraph Road, as far west as New Hudson, 
as far south as Belleville and as far north as 
Farmington.

At first, milling was the thrust.
Then the railroad brought new emphasis 

to serving travelers, handling goods and 
retailing.

Windmills gave way to BB guns by the 
turn of the century, and manufacturing 
became important.

Each of those functions of the economy 
— agriculture, transportation and 
manufacturing — spurred related economic 
growth.

The Daisy Manufacturing Company was 
selling BB guns so fast, the presses at the 
Plymouth Mail were humming all night long 
to print the targets that came with each gun 
and the Daisy employes started their own 
credit union. Many businesses thrived from 
Daisy payday to Daisy payday.

Then, Daisy left for Arkansas in 1957.
The Plymouth-Canton Community was 

stunned. But soon other manufacturing was 
to follow — Western Electric, Burroughs 
(had opened in 1938 and is now Unisys) and 
Ford Sheldon Road (opened in 1967) 
stepped up to take advantage- of the 
community’s workforce in a growing 
economy.

Town diversified in the 1950s, the 1960s 
and the 1970s. By the 1980s, the role of 
agriculture and the railroads was noticeably 
diminished.

During all of this, the role of Plymouth 
as a financial center changed dramatically.

The Daisy employe credit union decided 
to remain by becoming Community Federal 
Credit Union. It grew steadily, but slowly 
until the late 1970s.

In the mid 1970s, the National Bank of 
Detroit shifted its emphasis to being part of a 
regional bank. Until then, it had grown by 
combining other banks here and was a 
dominant force in lending to Canton farmers 
and downtown Plymouth businesses.

NBD moved its Plymouth headquarters 
onto Sheldon Road and gradually emptied its 
old, “bank looking” offices on Main Street at 
Penniman. Earlier this year, they announced 
the branch would close. After an uproar, 
NBD said it will keep the location but use it 
other than as a general banking branch. 
(Details are forthcoming, but original 
speculation centered around a “private 
personal banking” use.)

A new upstart — First National Bank of 
Plymouth — set up shop in 1974 to 
emphasize local banking. By the 1980s, this 
bank (as First of America, Plymouth) 
became the major local banking rival to 
NBD. Then, as happened with banking 
generally, its parent, First of America, turned 
to a regional banking approach. The parent 
also acquired Wayne Bank and Security 
Bank, both of which had strong roles in 
Canton.

cen ter  o f  w estern  W ayn e
Meanwhile, Community Federal Credit 

Union continued to grow and opened 
Northville and Canton offices. (It also 
adopted a credit union in Gaylord with 
offices in Atlanta, Hillman and Lewiston and 
is now growing there into a new office in 
Gaylord for the third time.) It’s now a $150 
million financial player..

CFCU’s headquarters had moved from 
Main Street to Harvey Street into the former 
St. John’s Episcopal Church. Enlarging and 
remodeling there twice could not 
accommodate the growth and plans were 
announced last year to begin construction of 
a 25,000-square-foot, $3 million 
headquarters on Harvey Street.

The new building — a major shot in the 
arm to downtown Plymouth — opened Sept. 
22.

Meanwhile, two groups — one in 
Dearborn and one in Hamtramck — began 
to revisit the “old” idea of how well 
community banking had worked in The 
Plymouth-Canton Community in the past.

Community Bank of Dearborn, led by the 
40-year-veteran car dealer chairman Jack 
Demmer, and president Mike Ross looked at 
a northwestern banking move from its 
Dearborn roots. After toying with a 
Northville location, they settled on a 
Plymouth Township site — a nickel’s throw 
from the Northville Township border. Denis 
Nissel, a veteran Northville banker had been 
manager of Community Bank’s second 
office in Dearborn and has now moved back 
“home.”

Peoples State Bank in Hamtramck had 
been slowly and quietly expanding into the 
Macomb County area. As Mike Weaver 
watched his First of America base turn 
regional, he talked to his father — a board 
member at Peoples. Those discussions led 
Peoples to look at expanding community 
banking in its home base of Wayne County. 
Two other FOA veterans — Margaret Slezak 
and Bill Graham — and a Plymouth 
Manufacturers Bank-Comerica veteran, Dick 
Bachman also joined Peoples.

Last week, both Community Bank of 
Dearborn (44623 Five Mile Rd. in Sheldon 
Place Mall), and Peoples State Bank 
(“temporarily” housed at 245 N. Main St. in 
Charlestowne Square) completed their 
grand opening celebrations and Community 
Federal Credit Union opened for business in 
its new headquarters (at 500 S. Harvey St.).

Three major financial developments 
culminated in one week. (Another glimmer 
also surfaced last week — Republic Bank 
has discussed opening a general banking 
center in addition to its mortgage operation

across from Plymouth City Hall.)
Many other financial institutions serving
