everything up to the present codes.”
The inflated renovation bids stem, in part, 

from the way the hotel was constructed, 
according to Steve Walters, Plymouth city 
manager. Built in many different phases, the 
interior is a maze of patchwork architecture. 
Floors are not level and the basement has less 
than adequate ceiling height, Walters said. 
Walters, and the rest of the Plymouth City 
Commission, has received updates on the

project through its many months.
Although Karmo said that the decision 

hadn’t been made one way or the other, he 
did know what type of structure would take 
its place.

“It’ll be the same image it has today,” he 
said. “It will definitely be a hotel with the 
same type of building. We don’t anticipate 
making a modern high-rise. It will be what

Razing and rebuilding the hotel would cost 

a good deal more than the cost of renovation, 
Karmo said. But a new hotel could save 
money in the future.

It has other ben­
e f i t s  as w e ll, he 
s a id . “ T he b an k s 
think i t’s more ju s ­
tifiable.”

The hotel would 
r e ta in  the
M a y flo w e r nam e, 
w h e th e r  r e f u r ­
b ish e d  or re b u ilt ,  
a c c o rd in g  to 
Karmo.

The M ayflow er 
ow ners’ agreem ent 
with the City, which granted City prop­
erty rights and tax incen tives, expires 
M onday.

W hether the C ity decides to extend 
the agreement again or issue a new one 
depends on the repo rt K arm o gives to

the Com m ission, according to W alters.
“If  they decided to spend the money 

on renovation, and show that they have a 
contractor and give us dates as to when 
the p ro jec t is com pleted, I th ink w e’ll 
give it further thought,” he said.

“I don ’t th ink 
that’s where we’re 
going to b e ,” 
W alters said. “I 
think they have to 
examine the possi­
bility of building a 
new hotel, and that 
will take some 
time.”

Walter said if the 
City did not extend 
the agreement with 
the M ayflow er 

owners, they would then have to pay taxes 
owed to the City. The City would go about the 
normal process of collecting, he said.

The original deadline for project comple­
tion was Sept. 30, but in early October the 
City Commission extended it to Dec. 1.

“W e’re trying to wrap this up,” Marge 

LeBlond, of The Plymouth Community 
United Way, said. “It’s most difficult to get 
that last 10 per cent.”

According to LeBlond, the charitable 
organization has raised $797,853 for use in 
its 1998 budget; that’s about 91 per cent of 
the 1997 goal.

The U nited Way collectively raises 
money on behalf of charities and service 
organizations. This year’s goal of $870,000 
is more than the Plymouth office has ever 
tried for, LeBlond said.

In past years, the fund drive is closed by 
the end of November, LeBlond said.

But until the final donations come in, 
most from smaller businesses in Plymouth, 
LeBlond said they can’t tell their organiza­
tions how much money they’ll get for their 
1998 budgets.

“There are some companies that haven’t 
reported in to us yet. So we’ve got to wait 
around and hold our breath. H opefully 
they’ll make their contributions by the end 
of next week,” she said.

More food, more
beer and wine
Upscale E.G. Nicks restaurant eyes 
Plymouth, liquor license, for new location

Add one more restaurant to the list of 

those pursuing a liquor license in downtown 
Plymouth.

According to Steve Guile, director of the 
P lym outh  D ow ntow n D evelopm ent 
Authority (DDA), W est Bloomfield-based 
E.G. Nicks, Inc., has applied to the DDA for 
a Class C liquor license.

The company, which operates three E.G. 
N icks restaurants around M etro-D etroit, 
wants to open a fourth location in Plymouth, 
according to Tony Belli, one of the compa­
ny’s owners. They have already signed the 
lease to a shopfront on Forest Avenue —  for­
merly occupied by Minerva’s-Dunning’s — 
Belli said.

E.G. Nicks restaurants are family orient­
ed, Belli said, and feature eclectic American 
food. “W e’re known for our planked white- 
fish,” he said.

According to Guile, however, the chain is 
better known for its financial success and 
staying power in the communities where its 
restaurants are located.

“I t ’s a very solid operation ,” he said. 
“T h ey ’ve been in business for about 50

years.”
Guile described the possible opening of 

an E.G. Nicks on Forest Avenue as “a major 
development in terms of cash infusion. The 
things they’ve done are first rate.”

Guile also said that the restaurant is the 
type of business the DDA wants to attract to 
Plymouth’s downtown. “Bigger restaurants 
create a larger night draw (of people),” he 
said. More people downtown at night will 
lead retailers to stay open longer, he said, 
which can mean increased sales.

This fits into the DDA’s wish to further 
diversify downtown attractions, according to 
Guile. “W e’d like to be a viable commercial 
district that offer various forms of entertain­
ment and a good shopping mix.”

Belli, who runs E.G. Nicks, Inc. with two 
of his cousins, said Plymouth has long been 
considered the site for another restaurant.

“W e’ve looked at the com m unity for 
years. W e’ve all spent a little  tim e in 
Plymouth, and it has a unique feel,” he said. 
“This opportunity came up quickly.”

Part of that opportunity came in the sud­
den availability of the Forest Avenue loca-

Police seek murder leads
No names yet in shooting o f  Van Buren man in 
Canton mobile home park

Canton police continue to investigate the 

shooting death of a 21-year-old Van Buren 
T ow nsh ip  m an, w ho w as found dead 
Wednesday in a Canton mobile home park.

David Martell, a state correctional officer, 
was shot in his vehicle as he left West Trail 
M obile Home Park after visiting friends 
there , accord ing  to C anton  Police  Ofc. 
Leonard Schemanske.

“He was near the middle of the park when 
it happened,” Schemanske said. “Within 15 
seconds of the shots, Martell lost control of 
his vehicle and ran into a m obile home. 
W e’re assuming he was either trying to get 
away and he floored it, or he could have 
been slumped over the wheel.”

The incident was initially reported as an 
injury accident, but Canton police discovered 
bullet holes in the d river’s door and two 
apparent bullet wounds on Martell —  one in 
the elbow and one in the chest, according to 
Schemanske.

M artell w as p ro nounced  dead  at 
Annapolis Hospital later that night.

Police are still looking for a motive for 
the killing, according to Schemanske.

“W e’re working on a lot o f follow-up 
leads,” he said. “W e’ve had a lot of coopera­
tion from the neighbors.”

P o lice  believe it was a p rem ed ita ted  
killing, according to Schemanske.

“Som ebody was w aiting  for him  and 
wanted to talk to him ,” he said. “He was 
ambushed, no doubt.”

P o lice  said they are u nclear w hether 
Martell knew his killer.

“T h ere ’s no way we can say yet. We 
don’t know if it was over drugs, or a girl or 
anything. That isn’t clear yet,” Schemanske 
said. “It’s too early to tell.”

Schem anske said that an autopsy had 
been performed and determined Martell died 
from the gunshot wounds, not the crash.

Police detectives and evidence techni­
cians found spent shell casings from some 
kind of handgun at the scene, Schemanske 
said. Police await lab results to determine 
exactly what type of gun was used.

Schemanske said most witnesses reported 
hearing three or four shots fired. There was 
probably only one shooter, Schemanske said, 
but he believes someone else may have been 
involved as well, v

“We don’t have one focus suspect, but we 
are look ing  in to  severa l s tro n g  le a d s ,” 
Schemanske saidl “What we know for sure, 
based on family testimony, is that this is not 
a random  th ing  or a m istaken  id en tity . 
Someone was laying in wait.”

so, it also tries to help them understand 
American culture.

“Becoming part o f the community is 
important to our students,” Linda Hart said. 
“Many of them go on to become American 
citizens.”

H art shares the ESL classroom  with 
Beckman and teaches English basics to 
beginner students. Some of them have a 
rudimentary background in English. Others 
start her class without knowing word one, 
she said.

For the absolute 
beginner, the acqui­
sition  of English 
begins sim ply.
Picture dictionaries 
are used and instruc­
tors, such as Marilyn 
Collins, teach words 
by pointing  and 
naming.

“A lot of things are universal,” Collins 
said. “You start with gestures. I’ll hold out my 
hand, point to it, and say hand.” Students 
quickly recognize what she’s getting at, she 
said, but getting the pronunciation right is 
more difficult. That’s where practice comes 
in.

Intermediate and advanced students study 
in Beckman’s class. It’s a refresher course for 
grammar, conversational English and slang; 
language important to socializing —  acclimat­
ing —  in their neighborhoods.

To this end, understanding the culture

around them is just as important, according to 
Collins.

As The Plymouth-Canton Community 
gears up for the holiday season, most resi­
dents expect to see the comacopias, menorahs 
and statues of the wise men that have recently 
appeared. For newly arrived ESL students, 
though, the significance can be unclear. Class 
events such as the Thanksgiving feast help the 
students to make sense of their surroundings.

“This is a new country for them, a new 
place to live,” Beckman said. “It’s nice to 
understand what everybody is doing.”

It’s also nice to 
understand w here 
your fe llo w  s tu ­
dents are com ing  
from. The feast is 
good for that, too, 
Collins said. Each 
student cooked up 
a trad itio n a l d ish  
from  th e ir  hom e 
coun try  and 

brought it to the ESL potluck.
But the lack of turkey and absent yams

Canton’s only comic book store has 
joined the fledgling Mall of Michigan, an 
online shopping center established in 
O ctober by the M ich igan  R e ta ile rs  
Association (MA).

Setting up shop in the Internet was an 
easy decision, according to owner Bob 
Smethers.

“I t ’s the m ost co st e ffec tiv e  and 
efficient way to get up on the Internet,” 
he said. “Every program  w e’ve been 
invo lved  w ith th rough  the M ichigan 
R e ta ile rs  A sso c ia tio n  has been 
successful.”

Comic City opened more than four 
years ago at the Canton Corners shopping 
center at Ford and Lilley roads. The store 
has increased sales by at least 10 per cent 
in each of its four years of operation, and 
is about to open a second b ranch  in 
Pontiac, according to Smethers.

W hat makes the sto re’s success so 
surprising is that the comic book industry 
itself has been flat for the past few years, 
Smethers said. He attributes the store’s 
growth to his retail background at Kaybee 
Toys.

tion. Minerva’s-Dunning’s owner Minerva Chaiken announced last month that she would 
close the clothing shop after 47 years. John Thomas, the Plymouth-based lawyer who 
owns the building and leased the space to Chaiken, let Belli know that the space was open, 
Belli said.

But Plymouth’s recent efforts to acquire liquor licenses from the state was also part of 
the potential City move, Belli said.

Generally, the number of liquor licenses available to a community is based on popula­
tion.

Currently, Michigan is offering 50 liquor licenses to communities statewide who apply 
for their use in Downtown Development Areas.

To date, Plymouth’s City Commission and DDA have approved seven such applica­
tions. The state Liquor Control Commission is considering for approval applications from 
Crepes N ’ Coffee, Dinersty, Tom’s Oyster Bar, Harvest Moon and The Penniman Deli.

Applications from Uncle Frank’s and Cozy Cafe have not yet reached the state, and are 
pending at the City level.

The E.G. Nicks application brings the total to eight. Its state approval is a linchpin in 
the agreement between Thomas and the resauranteurs for the Forest Avenue space, both 
said.

“You have to have a liquor license to make this work,” Belli said. Beer or wine are 
important to E.G. Nicks’ meals, he said — and to his potential clientele.

When dining in Plymouth, he said, “we see people with bottles of good wine on the 
table. They’ve got more of a sophisticated taste.

“Beer and wine are crucial to that end of the market.”
At its meeting last night, the DDA was expected to approve the E.G. Nicks application, 

according to Guile. The next step toward approval would come from the City, and eventu­
ally the state LCC.

We real­
ly wanted to win the Catholic Central 
game, having lose to them the previous 
year. W e cam e out like a sh o t,” said 
McCarthy.

The tournament title game featured the 
first match up between Canton and Salem 
since the 1996 district final game, which 
the Chiefs won, 2-1.

And to think that the subtle, affable 29- 
year-old head coach and general manager 
of the Plym outh W halers, Pete DeBoer, 
m ight be approaching the bench rather 
than standing behind it.

It was late in the 
summer of 1993 and 
DeBoer was living 
in Windsor about to 
begin his second 
year of law school 
when the phone 
rang.

The W halers, 
then known as the 
Detroit Junior Red 
Wings, had just fired 
their veteran coach 
Tom Webster and replaced him with twen- 
tysomething Paul Maurice, who was a friend 
of DeBoer’s.

“Paul Maurice called me the day before the 
season started during my second year of law 
school, and he had just been named head 
coach, and because of the lateness of it, he 
couldn’t find another assistant anywhere

around,” DeBoer. “We had played together in 
juniors and lived together during my first year 
of law school, so while I really didn’t have any 
interest in coaching as a career, I saw it as a 
way to get away from the books for awhile, 
blow of some steam, and get back around the 

dressing room and 
the players.”

DeBoer contin­
ued his law studies 
while coaching and 
eventually graduat­
ed, bu t he can 
trade  in those 
books on torts and 
statues for record 
books this year.

The coach who 
becam e one 

because he was the only person available for 
the job, is seven wins away from breaking 
Maurice’s record of 86 regular season victo­
ries.

Since 1995, DeBoer is 79-62-13 during 
the regular season and 89-74-13 overall. 
Maurice, now coach of the NHL Carolina 
Hurricanes, was 86-38-8 in two regular sea­

sons. “If I don’t get it (the record) this year, 
I ’ll probably never get,” said DeBoer, in ref­
erence to the lack of job security so often 
exhibited in his profession.

Being a lawyer would’ve been more sta­
ble, but the excitement is here. “I’m perfect­
ly happy. I learn new things every day here. 
I really believe I have the best job in hock­
ey, outside of the NHL,” said DeBoer.

And at the rate he’s going, he might be 
inside the NHL sooner rather than later. 
DeBoer, who was married last year and 
recently moved to the U.S., led the Whalers 
to a W est Division title in his first season 
(1995-96) as head coach. Last year, along 
with associate coaches Steve Spott and Greg 
Stefan, he guided a rookie-laden to a playoff 
appearance. And in a few weeks, DeBoer 
will join the coaching staff of Team Canada 
for the W orld Junior C ham pionships in 
Helsinki, Finland. He also won two division 
titles and an OHL championship in his two 
seasons as assistant coach.

It’s the big time for the small-town guy.
DeBoer grew up in Dunnville, an Ontario 

farming and dairy community nestled in the 
rolling fields between Toronto and Niagara

Falls. “Population about 9,000, and proba­
bly about 5,000 of those thousand are cows 
and 4,000 are people. It’s a great, little, typi­
cal Ontario farming town,” DeBoer said.

And DeBoer was the typical kid, playing 
hockey in the w inter and lacrosse in the 
summer. “That was just a typical Canadian 
childhood,” he said.

But it soon becam e apparent DeBoer

w asn ’t an average  hockey  p layer, sk ill- 
w ise anyway. H is lanky fram e channeled 
him into becom ing a forw ard, and a pesky 
defensive one at that. “Growing up I prob­
ably w asn’t big enough to be a defense- 
man. W ith the num ber o f goals I scored 
g ro w in g  up m a y b e  I sh o u ld ’ve been  a 
defensem an , b ecau se  I w a sn ’t really  an 
offensive talent*” D eB oer said.

But he earned a pretty good reputation 
“c h a s in g  th e  g o o d  p la y e rs  a ro u n d ” in  
Ju n io r  h o ck ey , and  w as d ra fte d  by the 
W indsor Spitfires in the 1 4 ^  round o f the 
O H L D raft. D eB o er sp en t the  f irs t tw o 
seasons (1985-87) in and out the lineup. 
S till, D eB oer says, “I was ecstatic  to be 
there.”

A fte r  tw o  th i r d - p la c e  f in is h e s , th e  
S p itfires  p u t to g e th e r  arguab ly  one the 
best OHL o f the 1980s. They cruised to a 
50-14-2 record, won the Em m s D ivision, 
and  l i te ra lly  sw ep t th ro u g h  the  leag u e  
p la y o ffs  and  th e  M e m o ria l C up  round

ro b in  to u rn a m e n t ,  o n ly  to  lo s e  to  
M edicine H at in the cham pionship game. 
A  tough but positive experience to  endure. 
“It was great. I t ’s som ething yo u ’ll always 
c h e r is h , e sp e c ia l ly  fo r  a gu y  lik e  m e, 
because I was an average hockey p layer,” 
he said. “A nd to be able to  be on the ice 
w ith those types o f players, i t ’s som ething 
you can alw ays tell your kids about.”

A  m onth or so later, he had som ething 
else to talk about.

T h e  
V ancouver C anucks took notice, and trad­
ed for the hard-w ork ing  forw ard. “I was 
ju st happy an N H L team  was interested in 
m e ,” D eB o er sa id , upho ld ing  the tra d i­
tional Canadian hum ble personality.

H e signed  a th ree -y ear con trac t w ith  
the  C an u ck s , b u t sp en t the  en tire  tim e 
playing for their farm  club, M ilwaukee, in 
the International H ockey League. His pro­
fessional opportun ities d isappeared  w ith 
the Berlin W all, as the European Invasion 
im ported  p rev iously  unavailab le p layers 
on to NHL rosters.

“I 
had som e unbelievable coaches.”

Parent permission vs. student access?
Otherwise exemplary schools should be ashamed they’re not leaders in Internet education

Into th e  fire

After many years o f waiting, students at 
C E P have fin a lly  been  g ran ted  In te rn e t 
access.

O f course, we w on’t actually be able to 
use the Internet until we return a permission 
slip we and our parents have signed.

The permission slip says we will follow 
the Internet Code of Conduct, which states: 
“In all situations I w ill act w ith honesty, 
integrity, and respect for the rights of others. 
I w ill approach the In ternet w ith the sole 
p u rp o se  o f  in c re a s in g  m y le a rn in g  by 
accessing relevant information, conducting 
valid research, and collaborating with others 
on defined projects. I agree to follow  the 
access, usage, and content rules as stated in 
this guideline and further subscribe to the 
Code of Ethics for the Education Profession, 

P o licy  N um ber 3211/4211, S ta ff  E th ics, 
Policy Num ber 3210/4210, and the student 
handbook.”

I think it is silly that students are required 
to sign permission slips. I feel as if, while 
technology is advancing, over at PCEP the 
students are moving back in time...

To begin with, I can’t imagine any parent 
not allowing their high school-aged child to 
use the Internet. If parents are w on’t give 
their perm ission, they shouldn’t send their 
kid back to school, either. Using the Internet 
has com e to rank  righ t up there w ith the 
telephone —  it’s relatively easy, fun and, for 
som e, a necessity . L ooking in to  the near 
future, it is reasonable to predict that any

college student will need and use the Internet. 
M y point: if  your child is going to school, 
they need to learn to use the Internet now, 
regardless o f why you might feel otherwise.

A nyw ay, le t’s assum e that a student is 
ready to use the Internet at school. He and his 
parents have each signed the slip. W hat’s 
next? How accessible with the Internet and 
its resources be? Let’s suppose.

T he be ll r in g s fo r c lass  to s ta rt. T he 
s tu d e n t p ro ceed s  to  the  lib ra ry  w ith  a 
“defined project” in his mind as to what he 
will use the Internet to do.

H e a rr iv e s  a t th e  lib ra ry  and  lo o k s  
a ro u n d . W h a t d o e s  he  se e ?  N o th in g .

T h e re  a re  n o  c o m p u te r s  a ro u n d  th a t  
can  access  th e  In te rn e t. B u t th e re  are  
p len ty  o f  o ld , o u td a te d  M ac C la ss ic s .

O h , w a i t  —  t h e r e ’ s a c o m p u te r ,  
lo ck ed  up in  a se c re t c o rn e r , th a t has 
access  to  th e  In te rn e t.

He requests to use the com puter. The 
librarian first checks her records to make 
sure his permission slip has been signed. (I 
estim ate  th is process to take at least ten 
minutes). He may begin to wonder why he 
even turned it in —  w asn’t it supposed to 
make things easier?

W ell, it hasn’t. So he continues to. wait 
until his slip is confirm ed. The lib rarian  
then guides him to the secret com puter he 
will use. The librarian then m ust type in a 
series o f  passw ords and  codes th a t w ill 
hook up the computer to the Internet. (He is 
asked to look away while she is doing so. 
The school staff is on to us kids; they know 
the reason we really want to use the Internet 
at school is to steal the password.)

A fter the com puter is ready to go, the 
l ib ra r ia n  say s to  th e  s tu d e n t, “ Ju s t 
rem em ber to use integrity and follow the 
C o d e  o f  E th ic s  fo r  th e  E d u c a tio n  
Profession, Policy Num ber 3211/4211, Staff 
Ethics, Policy Number 3210/4210, and the 
student handbook.”

H e nods in ag reem en t. T he lib ra rian  
leaves. Immediately he begins to use the 
In terne t to search for pornography . That 
was, after all, his sole purpose.

The idea blows up in his face. An alarm 
goes off. The librarian catches him, and not

only are his Internet privileged revoked, but 
he is charged with a felony and prosecuted.

Actually, this probably w on’t happen. In 
fa c t, I d o n ’t th in k  an y o n e  w ill u se  the  
Internet at school. M ost students, including 
myself, will continue to use it at home. The 
school has made it so ridiculous to use the 
Internet at school, no one will bother.

I ’ll be honest. I signed my perm ission 
slip and I have no idea w hat the Code of 
Ethics for the Education Profession, Policy 
N um ber 3211 /4211 , S ta ff  E thics, Policy  
N u m b e r 3 2 1 0 /4 2 1 0 , and  the  s tu d e n t 
handbook stands for. I would have no idea 
if  I was in compliance with all that or not. 
To make m atters worse, I forged my dad’s 
signature on the the slip. I use the Internet at 
hom e everyday, and have for years. So I 
figured I ’d save him the time and sign it for 
him.

I th ink the schools are stuck in a tim e 
warp. The In ternet has been around for a 
w h ile . S tu d e n ts  h a v e  been  u s in g  it 
elsewhere for a long time now. If the school 
really w ants to educate students about it, 
they need to  hurry  up and stop being so 
lame about it all. W e have, what is for the 
most part, an exemplary high school. They 
should be leaders in educating students on 
technology. But they’re not, and should be 
ashamed.

They are more concerned about possible 
lawsuits from  the parents of students who 
might find pornography on the Internet. The 
schools m ust have failed to realize that the 
televisions we watch the announcements on 
every other m orning could be a source o f 
p o rn o g ra p h y . W e use  th o se  w ith o u t 
p e rm is s io n  s l ip s , n o t to  m e n tio n  th e  
telephones found in every classroom.

U nder the d istric t’s current approach, I 
feel bad for students that don’t have Internet 
a c c e ss  a t h o m e . T h ey  w ill p ro b a b ly  
graduate w ithout any exposure to current 
te c h n o lo g y . B u t th ey  w ill p ro b ab ly  be 
experts at following rules and guidelines. I 
give them credit for that.
