County puts hold
on Hanford Road

So close, yet so far.

With about three days left before concrete
could be poured on Hanford Road, Wayne
County shut down the project for the winter,
according to Tom Casari, Canton Engineer.

“It’s typical for something like that to
happen around this time of year,” he said.

“It’s just shut down for the winter.”

The Hanford Road project has been
plagued with problems, both known and
unknown, since the outset.

Engineers had to deal with condemning,
demolishing and removing a building that sat
on the property, relocating a Detroit Edison
telephone pole and filling in an old, hand-dug
well, Casari said. '

The Township also-had to replace an old
inadequate storm sewer line that had been
left in a thin layer of top-soil instead of prop-
er fill, according to Casari. All totaled, the
extra projects have pushed the cost of the
extension to more than $500,000.

But Casari said none of these obstacles

slowed the project significantly, and contends
that the project still could have been complet-
ed before winter fully set in.

The county disagreed, and refused to
allow township engineers to work on Canton
Center Road, Casari said.

“We had to widen Canton Center and put
in a left turn lane as part of the project,”
Casari said. “Their policy is, once you start it
you have to finish it, and they were con-
cerned that there was not adequate time to
open 1t and c]ose it before the cold weather
sets in.”

Casari said that since the Township
couldn’t complete the entire project, they
decided to not pave even the portion of
Hanford that was ready. The township will
also avoid winter protection costs this way.

Protection costs include covering the
poured concrete to shield it from the ele-
ments until it has time to dry, a process that
would cost more than $50,000, he said.

Engineers will clean up the site and wait

Property owner seeks use for odd-shaped parcel:

" The Canton Township' Planning °

Commission voted 3-2 Monday to deny
special land use for a restaurant on

Haggerty Road near Joy Road. Chairperson -

Vic Gustafson and Commissioner Catherine
Johnson were absent.

The site for the restaurant is a slxver of
land between Old and New Haggerty roads,
just South of Joy, according to Rocky
Yaldo, son of property owner Mark Yaldo.

The site currently contains a gas station
and car wash. The restaurant would have
occupied the southern most portion of the
property and complete the development, he
said.

“It would be a first- class business,”
Yaldo said. “We had planned a family
restaurant that would enhance the look of
the corner:”

Yaldo would require a special land use
for a restaurant on the site, which is current-
ly zoned for light industrial, according to
Jeff Goulet, community planner.

Goulet said that to be eligible for special
land use, the restaurant must be on the cor-
ner of two major thoroughfares or as an
accessory to an outdoor recreation site, such
as a softball complex or park.

The commission’s main point of con-
tention was that the site was not located on
the corner of Joy and Haggerty, according
to.Goulet.

“The intent of the ordinance was to not
bring non-industrial traffic into an industrial
area,” he said.

Yaldo said that technically the site was
on the corner.

“It’s one project,” he said. “It’s no dif-
ferent than having a shopping center at the
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corner.”

The restaurant would have been a stand*
alone structure similar to the Grecian Cafe
on the corner of Main and Starkweather -
streets in Plymouth Wthh Yaldo also “
owns.

Melissa McLaughlin voted with Rob
Lieberman against denying the request,
because of the unique size and location of
the site, she said.

“It’s a difficult site to develop. It’s hard
to say that this land could support an indus-
trial building with its size constraints,” she
said. “By denying this we may be denying
him an opportunity to develop his land.”

Greg Donovan, who sold the property to
Yaldo, agrees. Donovan donated the proper-
ty for New Haggerty Road, he said. .

“It’s difficult to conceive an industrial
facility on the site, based on-the shape of
the property,” he said.

The project faced other obstacles in addi-
tion to location and traffic concerns,
according to Commissioner Bob Wade.

“They didn’t demonstrate a need.
There’s a restaurant right around the cor-
ner,” Wade said. “If I’'m going to vote to
override an ordinance I want to be sure we
really need it.”

The request goes to the Township Board
of Trustees in January, and Yaldo said he.
hopes to persuade the board to overturn the-
planning commission’s decision.

“Right now the site is vacant. It’s a
dumping site for people who want to get rid
of their trash,” he said. “We want to put a
high-class restaurant there; something to
enhance the nature of the community.”

As the holiday season approaches, Plymouth residents and
businesses are pulling together to help out the family of
Margaret Williams. :

According to a City of Plymouth police report, Williams
was struck and killed by a Jeep Grand Cherokee after leav-
ing Einstein Bros. Bagels on Ann Arbor Road last
Wednesday. She suffered severe multiple injuries at the
scene, and was pronounced dead on arrival at St. Mary’s
Hospital in Livonia. The driver of the Cherokee was not
injured in the accident, the report said.

Williams, 50, was uninsured at the time of her death and
was the single parent to daughter Carrie, 25, and son Brian,
20, a person with cerebral palsy.

“People were calling and connecting with a desire to do
something for her family,” said Bill Graham, vice president
of Peoples State Bank, in Plymouth. Inspired by their plight,

particularly.during the holiday season, Graham and the bank
have organized a fund to help Williams’ family. “We real-

ized her financial condition and thought it would be appro-

priate to contribute some money, mostly for Brian’s welfare
and benefit since he will be affected the most.”

Sign owner
fined for
graffiti

Canton resident Patrick Ratchford will
appear in 35th District court tomorrow
for ordinance violations issued on a graf-
fiti-covered sign at I-275 and Palmer
Road.

The top of the sign is painted with
bold black letters proclaiming freedom of
speech.

The remainder of the message is less
. democratic, however. Nazi slogans and
. swastikas are scrawled on the sign, as
well as phrases such as ‘white power,’
and ‘Hitler yesterday, skinheads today.’

Ratchford was ticketed Oct. 21 for the
sign under a Canton ordinance that pro-
hibits graffiti, according to Russ
Heatwole, Canton ordinance officer.

“This is just plain graffiti,” he said. “It
has to be removed.”

Ordinance requires removal of the
graffiti regardless of who wrote it,
Heatwole said. '

“If it’s on your property, you’re still
responsible for the sign whether you put
it there or not,” Heatwole said. “It’s the
same for anyone.”

Canton’s Building and Inspection department has ticketed Patrick Ratchford, the owner
of this sign, for the graffiti painted on it. The sign, which Ratchford parked in view of I-

It is Ratchford’s second violation in
connection with the sign, constructed last
year out of plywood and an old trailer.
The sign’s original message accused
Canton officials of biased hiring practices
in the Public Safety Department.

The first violation concerned the size
of the sign, according to ordinance office
Russ Heatwole. :

“It was a political sign, and Canton

ordinances only allow a political sign to
be six square feet in size,” he said. “The
sign was a little bigger. He didn’t have to
take it down; it was just too big.”
Ratchford appeared before 35th
District court on the violation, but pled
not guilty as is awaiting trial. The process
was hampered by the burning down of the
courthouse, with no jury trials being
scheduled before the court moves into its

temporary facility on Plymouth road early
next month.

Instead of reducing the size of the
sign, it was painted over and left with the
Freedom of Speech disclaimer across the
top.

Raichford is scheduled to be arraigned
tomorrow. at 35th District Court for the
second violation, Heatwole said. The trial
for the initial violation is still pending.

Longer than that could become expensive, he said, but taking time to make the right deci-

sion would pay off in the long run.

New Internet
llne for Canton

The Canton Township Board of .

Trustees has unanimously approved the

purchase of a special fiberoptic line dedi- -

cated to the Internet. v

The new line should improve the level
- of Internet service to the township and to
those who visit its website, according to
Dan Durack, administrative and communi-
ty services director.

Consisting of a phone line and a service
contract with Internet Access Group (IAG),
the new service will be tested for one year,
Durack said.

“We’re using the Internet now, but the
systems we’re using have been unreliable,”
he said. “This will allow us our own phone

line dedicated for Internet access and a-

contract with a con51stent Internet
provider.”

Durack said the Townshlp curremlyi

~ uses several different Internet services to
provide Internet connections such as IBM
Internet Service and Compuserve, but they
are unreliable and inadequate for the job.

The township also explored the idea of
and .

individual America Online
Compuserve accounts, but chose the dedi-

cated line and IAG because it was less

expensive in the long run, Durack said.

The contract with IAG includes installa-
tion of a 128Kbs burstable T1 phone ser-
vice, which means a dedicated phone line

of data than the lines Canton has now.
 The Internet phone line will also be

monitored by IAG, and upgraded in times

of peak capacity to handle more informa-
tion, according to Durack.

The Internet service is designed to con-
solidate all township employees into one

_service, and provide the groundwork for

added services for residents in the future,
according to Durack.

“Ultimately we’re gong to have more
interactive uses for it,” he said. “Our cur-
rent web page is pretty static. We’d like to
be able to have residents register for the
Summit or pay their water and tax bills
right over the Internét, to name Just a few
applications.”

IAG will also provide “firewall” protec-

tions, which are safety precautlons that

provide ‘protection against viruses that
could potentially be downloaded through
the Internet. The contractor will also
screen certain areas of the Internet, such as
adult sites and game sites would be inac-
cessible through the new system, Durack
said.

The system, will cost about $33 000 and
will be evaluated at the end of next year,
according to Durack.

“We’ll be taking a look at it to-see if

we’re really getting our money’s worth,”

he said. “If not, we’ll go somewhere else.”

Fedetov’s return

strengthens Whalers

Sergai Fedotov — a draft choice of the
Carolina Hurricanes — returned to the
Whalers after a stint in New Haven in the
American Hockey League.

Fedetov will supply the Whalers with
extra power and depth, according to
Coach Pete DeBoer.

Fedetov scored 10 goals with 27
assists with 60 penalty minutes in 52
games last year for the Whalers and
enjoyed an excellent playoff against the
Sault Ste. Marie Greyhounds.

“Last year Sergei Fedotov was one of
our most underrated players. He logged
about 30 minutes a game and played
against all the top players in the league,”
DeBoer said. “In the playoffs against
Sault Ste. Marie he was our best player
and should have received a playoff MVP
other than Robert Esche’s outstanding
performance.

“He’s going to be a big addition for us.
He’s going to solidify our power play
along with guys like Nik Tselios and
Shaun Fisher. He can also kill penalties,
so he’s an all-around player and should
be one of the premier defensemen in the
league this year.”

Last year, Fedotov was at times hin-
dered with the dump-and-chase style of
play the Whalers had to employ in a
rebuilding situation. DeBoer feels
Fedotov will flourish playing in the
Plymouth transition game this year with
skilled players like Dave Legwand and
Yuri Babenko.

“We’ve got a lot more skill for him to
utilize,” DeBoér said. “He’s not just
going to be hitting Mike Morrone through
the neutral zone with a break-out pass and
have Mike dump it in for him. He’s got
some guys this year that can get the puck
and go with it and can find him jumping
into the play late. Europeans often take a

year to adjust and I think Sergei’s really
going to flourish this year.”

With the addition of Fisher, Fedotov
and Tselios now on the Plymouth blue-
line, DeBoer has retooled his defense to
become more mobile.

It’s similar to the Whaler blueline of
1995-96, when players like Bryan Berard,
Dan Preston and Mike Rucinski often
jumped into the play.
