P-C-N harness racing 
legend dies at 99

George Rattenbury, a legend in the P-C-N 

racing community, died Wednesday at the age 
o f 99.

R attenbury was a harness horse owner, 
trainer and driver, and a fixture at Northville 
Downs other horse-racing tracks across the 
coun try . H is ca ree r began in 1917 w hen 
Rattenbury’s father asked him to race because 
his father couldn’t make it to the track.

Rattenbury placed second in his first race, 
and took first later that day. He was 19.

He raced every year for the next 75 years 
at tracks and fairs across the country, before 
settling in the Northville area.

“H e raced  in our first race here ,” said 
Margaret Zayti, partner at Northville Downs. 
“He was sharp as a tack, even at 99. He could 
remember everything.”

At the age of 93, Rattenbury was inducted 
into the H arness Horse Hall o f  Fam e. The 
year was 1991 and it was only two years after 
his last official competitive race, according to 
Karen Greengard, editor o f M ichigan Tack 
and Harness Magazine.

The depth o f Rattenbury’s history as a 
d rive r and tra iner are unclear because o f 
inconstant records, and changing methods of 
score-keeping, Greengard said.

“They didn’t start keeping official track of 
records until 1951, and he was already in his 
50s,” she said. “We do know that after 1971 
he had  22  w ins and  ea rn e d  m o re  than  
$22,894.”

Rattenbury worked as a butcher for A  & P 
in Northville during the off-season, and later 

as a meat salesman for Kingen M eat Packing

Rattenbury is survived by his sister, W ilma 

Pow er o f M arshall, M I; seven nieces and 
nephews; several great- nieces and nephews;

313 becomes 734 Saturday
Ameritech’s switch compulsory for land lines; cellular customers have choice

Hold the phone!
Holiday shoppers who have a cellular phone or pager on their 

gift list may avoid future inconvenience if  they procrastinate for a 
few days.

An optional dialing period begins Saturday as Ameritech intro­
duces its new 734 area code to Southeastern Michigan. M andatory 
dialing begins July 25.

Seven new exchanges will be added with the area code, and at 
least 182 existing exchanges will switch from 313 to 734. None o f 
those sw itched, however, will be changed to long-distance status 
where they were local before, according to Ameritech spokesperson 
Sara Snyder.

“W hat was a local call today will be a local call Saturday,” she 
said.

The change is compulsory for conventional, land-based service.
But m obile service customers will be able to choose between the 

two area codes said Cheryl Hawkins, spokesperson for Am eritech’s 
cellular division.

“Cellular and paging customers don’t have to change area codes

Saturday, residents of The 
Plymouth-Canton- 

Northville Community and 
the rest of Southeast 

Michigan will again change 
they way they make phone 

calls, as Ameritech acti­
vates the new 734 area 

code.
More than 180 existing 

exchanges — including at 
least 10 currently assigned 

to P-C-N — will switch 
from 313 to 734. 

Nationwide, 95 new area 
codes have been introduced 
since 1995, says Ameritech 

spokeswoman Sara Snyder. 
“We are not the only state 

experiencing a growth in 
area codes.” 

This, she says, is because of 
a change in use; phone 

cords now patch in to 
much more than just the 

normal phone: pagers, cel­
lular phones, fax machines 
and computer modems all 

communicate via phone 
line, and are commonplace. 
And as newer applications 

are developed, such as 
credit card machines and 

pay-at-the-pump gas 
pumps, the demand for 

phone lines becomes 
tremendous, Snyder says.

And while she concedes 
that the change, required 

by FCC regulations, can be 
difficult, it is necessary. 

“We know area code adap­
tations are inconvenient 

and not fun. (But) what is 
really going on is a growth 

in telecommunications.”

i f  they d o n ’t w ant to ,” she  said . W hether or not they chose to 
change will depend on their dialing habits.

“Some people may want their cel phone to have the same area 
code as their office. Others may not. I t’s a simple m atter o f  choice.”

Customers who opt to  do so can have their phones and pagers 
reprogram m ed —  with an entirely new num ber— free o f  charge, 
Hawkins said. “W e’re doing this to help the process m ove along 
smoothly.”

A m eritech can reprogram  any phone at any o f its stores, but 
H aw kins said she recom m ends returning to the original place o f 
purchase. “That will help to avoid possible confusion over records.”

For those who are thinking about cel phones and pagers as holi­
day presents, the Changing o f  The Code might mean it is best to 
w ait until after the 734 code is activated this Saturday. Until then, 
734 isn ’t available, even if  the exchange you’re getting is one o f 
those that will change Saturday.

Hawkins said A m eritech is adding the new area code to help 
accommodate the proliferation o f telecommunications technologies 
and widespread growth in the dem and for phone lines.

MDOT, Twp. 
reach agreement 
on new signal
M eetings spur change in p o licy

Michigan’s Department of Transportation 

(MDOT) has approved the six month trial of a 
new traffic signal on Ann Arbor Road, near 
Haggerty Road, after m eetings w ith the 
Plymouth Township Police Department last 
week.

A change in MDOT policy also comes 
from the meetings, initiated by Acting Chief 
Robert Smith when he noticed the new signal 
and realized the state had made addition with­
out first consulting the township, according to 
Smith.

“I drove by and said, ‘What the heck’. No 
one ever asked us,” he said.

Smith said he was concerned that, in light 
of the coming addition of a right-turn lane 
and left-turn signal just down the street at Ann 
Arbor Road and Mill Street, the signal might 
not be necessary.

That a business developing property was 
able to legitimize and pay for the signal with­
out prior approval from the township was also 
of concern, he said. “I didn’t want to set the 
precedent that any business who wanted a 
traffic signal would get one.”

Chrysler Corporation paid the roughly 
$30,000 cost to buy and put up the signal in 
front its new Chrysler and Jeep Engineering 
Facility at 41605 Ann Arbor Road, according 
to Ernie Savas, metro region engineer at 
MDOT’s office in Southfield.

Savas said C hrysler hired M artin & 
A schm an, “a reputab le  firm ,” to  study 
whether the shop’s eventual staff of about 400 
employes would create traffic demands that 
begged an additional signal. The study said 
they w ould; a Lansing M DOT office 
reviewed and approved the study’s findings, 
and the signal’s addition. MDOT proceeded 
with the project, unbeknownst to the town­
ship.

MDOT skipped township review because

the State of Michigan owns Ann Arbor Road, 
not Plymouth Township, according to Smith.

“They’ve got a policy that they consult 
with cities and villages, who own their roads, 
but not with the townships because they 
don’t,” he said. “It boils down to a lack of 
communication between state government 
and the township.”

Smith said the state was unfamiliar with 
the m aster plan for developm ent of Ann 
Arbor Road, which is due to receive its left- 
turn signal in late winter and its right-lanes at 
the start of construction season in the spring. 
These expansions could accommodate the 
traffic increase Chrysler’s workers will bring 
as the facility's staff grows, according to 
Smith.

“I still don’t believe that the light is neces­
sary. However, we’re going to let it run,” he 
said. MDOT and the township will review the 
signal’s impact in six months.

“In May we’re going to see what negative 
effects it may have caused and re-evaluate the 
whole thing,” Savas said.

Following Tuesday’s meeting between 
M DOT and the tow nship , Sm ith and 
Tow nship Superv isor K athleen Keen 
M cCarthy were invited  to a m eeting of 
MDOT’s department heads Thursday.

It was there that discussion of the Chrysler 
light lead to a change in MDOT’s policy.

From now on, Savas said, MDOT will 
notify townships before beginning such pro­
jects.

Smith is glad for the change, he said. 
“How can you miss when you communicate 
more? It’s a real plus for the township. We’re 
real pleased about that.”

Savas agreed: “Working with communi­
ties, our customers, always helps. Sometimes 
you just forget about somebody.

“It’s an excellent idea, but we should have 
been doing it all along.”

T here’s no place like home to open a 

restaurant that specializes in home cooking.
T hat’s exactly w hat Tom Alonzo and 

Randy Blaylock, ow ners o f Central City 
Diner, did.

Central City opened last Tuesday, and 
Alonzo said it has been nothing but non­
stop business ever since.

“I was expecting that when we opened 
everyone would come by and check it out, 
but this has been better than w e’d hoped 
for.” he said.

A lo n zo  is C e n tra l C ity ’s c h e f  and  
kitchen manager. H e’s lived in Canton for 
28 years, and never had a doubt of where he 
w ould open his restau ran t, he said. His 
ed u ca tio n  in th e  cu lin a ry  p ro g ram  at 
Jo hnson  and W ales  U n iv e rs ity  in 
P ro v id en ce , R I a llo w ed  him  to trav e l 
through the w orld, w orking in hotels in 
Lake Tahoe and Jamaica.

Alonzo started his culinary career when 
he w as 15 as a b a k e r’s assistan t at the 
Mayflower Hotel, he said.

“I knew then that’s what I wanted to do,” 
he said. “I was working nights and going to 
school during the day, so it was a pretty 
demanding schedule, but I really loved it.”

Alonzo has been friends with co-owner 
Blaylock since the fifth grade, he said.

Blaylock, also a Canton resident, has a

“W e tried to keep it sim ple. I t’s little 
things people like, and we w anted to do 
them right,” Blaylock said. “W e’re trying to 
ge t peo p le  w ho n o rm ally  d o n ’t go ou t 
d u rin g  the  w eek  to  co m e o u t and  ge t 
something they’d eat at home and not spend 
a  whole lot o f money.”

Alonzo and Blaylock have been working 
18-hour shifts since the restaurant opened, 
but say they don’t mind the extra work.

“It’s really rewarding when its running 
smooth/' Alonzo said. “And it’s always a 
very exciting thing.”

Court Administrator Kerry Erdman, C hief Judge John M acDonald and Judge Ron Lowe 
represented the court.

C D PA  had the best balance o f  court-building experience and in-house specialists, 
according to Erdman. At 14 months, the firm also presented the most aggressive timeline 
for the project.

Southfield-based CDPA has been in business since 1961, according to Stacy Peterson, 
the firm ’s president.

“Ninety-five per cent o f our work is in the public sector,” he said. “W e’re well experi­
enced with public funds, public budgets and public tim e-fram e.”

The firm has a great deal o f experience with similar projects, according to Peterson. On 
their resume are 14 court projects, including buildings in W oodhaven and the recently com­
pleted courthouse in Dearborn.

The firm also designed Canton Township’s new fire station on Canton Center Road.

Kenny w ent to Cuba as a photojour­
nalist, one of the capacities in which U.S. 
citizens are allowed to travel to the coun­
try, he said.

“I was down there taking pictures, and 
I ju st fell in love with the place,” he said. 
“It’s so vibrant.”

W hile Kenny was in the country, he 
also m et Roberto Salas, the national pho­
tographer for Cuba. B om  in New  York, 
Salas m oved to Cuba w ith Fidel Castro in 
the ‘60s, according to Kenny.

The tw o shared a  sim ilar interest —  
nude photography —  and Salas invited 
K enny to  show  h is w ork in an in terna­
tional exhibition in June o f 1996, featur­

The exhibition was a  first o f its kind in 
Cuba. The more than 100 photographers 
exh ib ited  w orks p rev io u sly  co n sid ere  
pornographic in Cuba —  Nude photogra­
phy.

“U ntil a year ago it w as considered  
pornography,” he said. “You could show 
p a in tin g s w ith  nudity  in them , ju s t  no 
photographs.”

The exhibit was such a success that he 
w as asked to do a one-m an show  la te r 

that year.
K enny  h a d p h o -  

to g ra p h e d  n u d e s  fo r  
more than 25 years and 
had plenty o f  m ateria l 
to work with, he said.

“I started doing them 
fo r  fr ie n d s  y e a rs  ago  
when we w ere all h ip ­
p ie s ,” he sa id . “I lik e  
p h o to g ra p h in g  n u d e s  
b e c a u se  th e y  p re s e n t  
such  s tr ik in g  im ag es . 
They’re enjoyable from 
30 fee t aw ay o r th ree  
feet away.”

T h e  C u b a n  p u b lic  
m u s t h a v e  a g re e d , 
because K en n y ’s one- 
w eek  e x h ib i t  h ad  a 
record opening.

I t  w as d u r in g  th e  
e igh t m onths betw een  
h is  tw o  e x h ib i ts  th a t  
K enny  le a rn e d  o f  a 
need in Cuba.

“ A s I w as re a d in g  
more about the country 
I discovered more about 
th e y  p ro b le m s  th e y

h a d ,” K e n n y  sa id . “ A  lo t  o f  th em  
stem m ed  fro m  U .S . sa n c tio n s  a g a in s t 
Cuba.”

K enny said  U .S . restric tions aga inst 
C uba resu lt in inadequate m edical sup­
plies, am ong other things.

H e d ec id ed  to  team  up  w ith  S usan  
H urlich, a B oston-born  w riter living in 
C uba with her husband to  get the word 
out, he said.

“The hospitals in Cuba are wonderful. 
T h e y ’re  a ll c lean  and  the  d o c to rs  are  
wonderful,” he said. “The problem is they 
c a n ’t get any supp lies because th ey ’re 
made in the U.S. They have to pay more 
money and it takes much longer, if they 
can get them at all.

“I know o f one point w here all surg­
eries w ere pu t on  h ia tu s  fo r five  days 
because they cou ldn ’t get supplies,” he 
said. “There’s no need for that.”

Kenny said he is in the planning stages 
o f his work with Hurlich, but because of 
the difficulty in com m unicating between 
the tw o coun tries, w ork is p rogressing  
s lo w ly . I t  w as a lso  h a m p e re d  by  a 
momentary loss in email, which had been 
their primary source o f correspondence.

“W e’re still in the planning stages o f 
putting stories together for publication,” 
he sa id . “W e w an t to  p u t h e r w ritin g  
together with my photography to try and 
change some o f those policies. The U.S. 
is  the  o n ly  c o u n try  w ith  any  k in d  o f  
restrictions against Cuba.”

Kenny said he w ill try and arrange a 
show ing o f  S a la s’ w ork  in the U .S . as 
well as conceptualizing a book o f his own 
photography. But for now, he’s going to 
concentrate on C uba’s medical dilemma.
