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Canton ice rink 
decision soon

C anton’s Board of Trustees m et in a 

closed session yesterday to discuss the 
final points of an agreement that would 
locate an ice rink in Canton Township.

The fac ility  proposed  for H aggerty  
Road north of M ichigan Avenue would 
be a recreation center with two ice rinks 
and a variety of other uses, according to 
Canton Supervisor Tom Yack.

The board in itially  was supposed to 
h ea r the a s-y e t unnam ed d e v e lo p e r’s 
p ro p o sa l la s t m onth , bu t som e o f the 
facets were incomplete Yack said.

“T hey  d id n ’t q u ite  hav e  th e ir  ac t 
together but th ey ’ve got a fairly  w ell- 
developed plan now,” He said.

A cco rd in g  to Y ack , the T o w n sh ip  
would donate the land for the ice-rinks, 
while the developer would pay fair mar­
ket value for the rem aining portion  of

the land.
This portion would be used for vari­

ous rec rea tio n a l needs such as soccer 
fields, Yack said. ;

“I ’m sure there  w ill be som e o ther 
su rp r ise s  fo r  th e  p ro p e rty , as w e ll ,” 
Yack said.

The Township bought the land to be- 
donated for about $50 around 20 years 
ago, according to Yack.

The Board w ill m eet Feb. 12th in a 
special Thursday night study session to 
discuss the m erits o f the prosed ice-rink, 
according to Yack.

Representatives from the Soccer Field 
A sso c ia tio n  and  o th e r  re c re a tio n a l  
groups w ill be on hand to d iscuss the 
plan as well, he said.

“W e’ll have a lo t m ore answ ers by 
then,” he said.

Patterson enters House race
Rumored since October, County Commissioner announces candidacy, county-oriented agenda

There’s been talk since October.
But it wasn’t until Monday afternoon, in a conference 

room in the Canton Public Library, that Wayne County 
Commissioner Bruce Patterson announced his candidacy 
for State Representative in the 21st House District.

For some, the announcement has been a long time in 
coming. With family, political allies and yard signs sur­
rounding him, Patterson threw his hat into the ring.

“Trust me,” he said.
It was a reiteration of the political motto and opener he 

employed during conversations with his constituents in 
Wayne County.

And as he outlined his campaign agenda, the reference 
to his county seemed appropriate in that Patterson still

B ruce P atterson

sounded much like a commissioner.
Before a crowd of about 30, mixed with supporters, 

associates, family, staff and reporters, Patterson introduced 
his list of “conceptual” goals. At the top, he said, is making 
Wayne County government more attentive to the needs of

its residents, not “the select, favored special interests,” he 
has encountered in his three years as a commissioner.

“W ayne C ounty  governm ent m ust be m ade m ore 
responsible and accountable actually, not just theoretical­
ly,” he said.

Wayne County’s six officials and 13 of its 15 commis­
sioners are dem ocrats. P atterson  and C om m issioner 
Thaddeus McCotter, who will run for the state seat Sen. 
Bob Geake leaves in November, are the only republicans 
on the commission.

Together, Patterson and M cCotter represent W ayne 
C ounty’s largely republican west. M ost o f Canton lies 
within Patterson’s district; McCotter’s district contains the 
Plymouths, Northville Township, part o f Livonia and the

Canton Police seek donations to fund gang manual
B ook  w ill include tips fo r  paren ts and neighborhoods on preventing gang activ ity  - »

The Canton Police Officers Association is beginning a 

fundraiser next month to raise funds for a 128-page Gang 
Awareness Manual, according to Canton Police Det. Bill 
Keppen.

Keppen said that although the Canton Police Officer 
Association (CPOA) has tried other fundraisers, this one 
is different because they hired an outside company for 
assistance.

“We found that fundraisers were very time-consuming, 
and we didn’t necessarily have enough time to give them 
enough attention,” Keppen said. “Based on the recom ­
mendation of other police agencies, we decided on trying 
a reputable fund-raising company.”

CPOA called M idwest Publications of N orthville, a 
company that has provided similar services to organiza­
tions such as area police departments for 18 years, accord­
ing to Keppen.

Midwest Publications works with non-profit organiza­
tions to coordinate fundraisers, according to Ed Jacques, 
spokesperson for Midwest.

“Organizations like police departments obviously don’t 
have the time to do this while we have the wherewithal

and the people to devote full-time.”
Midwest has produced drug education manuals for the 

Dearborn and Frazier police departments, as well as safe­
ty publications for firefighter organizations, Jacques said. 
The gang aw areness m anual was first produced for a 
police department in Colorado.

“The Colorado Springs Police Department was having 
a serioiis problem with gang activity,” Jacques said. “We 
put together a manual o f advice and information from 
police experts from Los Angeles to address specific prob­
lems in the area.”

With tips for parents and neighborhoods wanting to 
prevent gang activity, the manual has also been distribut­

ed in Dearborn and Frazier with positive results, Jacques 
said. is-

Under the terms of the agreement, Midwest takes on gill 
costs and aspects o f the fund-raising. Midwest provides a 
direct mailing and telemarketing solicitation for funds to 
offset the cost of the manual’s editorial content* according 
to Jacques.

“We solicit businesses for donations in the form of 
advertisements for the manual,” he said. “W e’ll list the 
business and the type of services they provide.”

For their part, Midwest gets a percentage of every dol­
lar collected for the manual, according to Jacques.

Midwest will print 1,000 copies of the manual, which 
CPOA will distribute to churches, schools and other non­
profit agencies such as the Canton Public Library. The 
manuals will be distributed in early fall, according to 
Jacques. Midwest can print more if need demands it.

Keppen said that the manual is in response to reports of 
gang activity growing in other parts of western Wayne 
County.

“We felt our community needed this type of informa­
tion,” Keppen said. “Gang activity in Canton is relatively 
small.”

Rocking on.

Like the bluesmen o f the 
Delta South, The Lower Town 
G rill stands at the proverbial 
crossroads this week. Only 
i t ’ s not the devil they’ ll be 
dealing with, it ’s the City of 
Plym outh P lanning
Commission.

After receiving noise ordi­
nance citations for more than 
a year, Judge M acD onald  
cleared the Grill of all charges 
in 35th District Court.

“As it  stands righ t now, Judge 
MacDonald has dismissed all tickets against 
The Lower Town G rill,” said prosecuting 
attorney Cameron M iller. “He ruled all o f 
the City’s noise ordinances unconstitutional”

It was the ordinances’ vagueness, in part, 
that earned them the unconstitutional stamp, 
according to Miller.

Current City noise ordinances lack noise- 
level standards to specify what is allowable 
and what is not, M iller said.

A  new noise ordinance is now being 
developed by the C ity  P lanning  
Commission.

For The Lower Town G rill and its owner, K im  Guenther, the 
new ordinance should provide needed direction.

According to M iller, the new ordinance “would give (The Lower 
Town Grill) the standards they were looking for.”

It was the absence of such standards that left The Lower Town 
Grill powerless against last year’s complaints, Guenther said.

“I  needed someone to say to me ‘Don’t go any louder than this,’”

he said.
Over the past eight to nine months, 

Guenther has taken steps to alleviate the 
noise problem in his bar: insulation and 
covering for the back windows and an ele­
vated stage designed to reduce the amount 
of floor amplification.

“We are interested in controlling sound,” 
he said.

According to G uenther, more than 
$6,000 has been invested in the improve­
ments.

The Lower Town G rill’s problems first 
began a year ago when residents living nearby called police to com­
plain about the loud, late-night music.

One o f those residents, Terry Kariniemi lives about 200 feet 
from The Lower Town Grill. A t several City Commission meetings 
she has voiced her opinion about the G rill’s noise, but had no com­
ment on the latest developments.

“I  was concerned that it might develop into an us-versus-them

Commission OKs tax revision
New evaluation measures accompany 2nd draft of Plymouth promotion plan

Let’s try this again.
P lym outh ’ s C ity  C om m ission has 

approved a revised draft of the proposed 
P rinc ipa l Shopping D is tr ic t (P S D ) 
Promotion Project.

The revised promotion tax plan has its 
own set of checks and balances to assure 
business owners that they are getting their 
tax levy worth, according to Steve Guile, 
director of the Downtown Development 
Authority.

The Downtown Business Association 
will oversee the project.

“W e w ill survey the business owners 
and landlords in three years,” Guile said.

“I f  they don’ t feel that our e ffo rt has 
increased business, then it w ill cease from 
the point we received the funding.”

Just prior to approval and implementa­
tion of the program at the last public hear­
ing, some business owners voiced concerns 
over the amount of money being spent on 
analyzing the program’s success.

“W e reacted on requests o f downtown 
landlords and business owners,” Plymouth 
Mayor Don Dismuke said.

The C ity  Commission returned it to 
com m ittee for revisions, devising new 
methods of analyzing the project’s success.

The tax will be assessed to commercial 
properties w ith in  the D ow ntow n

Development Area and will go to fund the 
promotion of Plymouth as a shopping and 
business destination.

The City o f Plymouth may already be 
known as a safe place for family activities, 
but as a commercial destination it needs to 
be defined and set apart from others like it* 
according to Guile.

Even in its revised form, however, the 
plan continues to draw criticism from some 
downtown business owners and landlords.

Some downtown business owners have 
protested the tax, claiming it w ill not bene­
fit all who pay it. Some office building

Rumors have been circulating that 
Canton Trustee M elissa M cL au gh lin  
might bid for Patterson’s commission job.

“That decision hasn’t been made yet,” 
she said. “ I ’ ve only know n what 
Patterson’s decision was going to be for a 
few weeks.

“Right now I ’m happy with what I ’m 
doing. I ’ve got the best job in the world.”

ernment is an exercise Patterson has per­
form ed and a theme to which he often 
returned as a commissioner.

I f  elected to the House, he said, “we’ll 
take another approach in Lansing.”

One way is through pushing for legisla­
tion to “elevate the legal status of town­
ships to that equal to Home Rule Cities,” he 
said. Such status could empower Canton 
and Plymouth Township, granting them 
jurisdiction over roads within their bound­
aries. It  could also boost their input into 
how state funds are spent on those roads.

“And it is a way to get out from under 
the subjugation and oppression and the 
reprisals and the retaliation currently being 
imposed on the people by the likes o f 
(Wayne County Executive) Ed McNamara 
and (W ayne County Deputy Executive) 
Mike Duggan,” Patterson said.

Patterson also touched on solid waste 
planning and tax reforms.

Local control o f airports made 
Patterson’s agenda, too. A  bill state Sen. 
Loren Bennett has introduced “would pro­
vide for local control of certain taxes...rev­
enues would come from users of the airport 
and would be kept in the communities, 
rather than shipped to the state and then 
back to the county,” he said.

As Patterson praised Bennett’s bill, he 
laid out a role for himself, i f  elected to the 
House, as the senator’s cross-capital policy 
partner. Bennett’s comments supported 
this.

“I ’ve been hounding Bruce for a year,” 
he said. “ I  need an a lly  in Lansing. 
Character counts.”

Bennett wasn’t the only political ally 
who showed up to testify to Patterson’s 
moral strength, and cajole him for the long- 
awaited announcement.

Also seated before the audience with 
Bennett and Patterson’s family was Canton 
Supervisor Tom Yack.

Yack listed township projects which 
owed part of their success to Patterson, 
including the W illow  Run Airport expan­
sion, Canton’s withdrawal from the coun­
ty’s SM ART bus program, and the expan­
sion of Canton’s D D A , which brought a 
greater share of state funds to Canton.

“He’ll be there for us,” Yack said. “We 
couldn’t have a more moral person, a more 
ethical person” in the House.

“I ’ve been w aiting for months,” for 
Patterson’s candidacy announcement, Yack 
said. “It ’s been like, come on, Bruce.”

mentality,” said Guenther, who likens the dispute to territorial growing pains.
“It does me no good to bother these people or to create enemies. We do want to fit in 

here,” he said.
Steve Guile, Downtown Development Authority director, said he doesn’t see this as a 

continuing problem and believes a solution is imminent. “I  think the situation will even­
tually resolve itself,” he said.

The new noise ordinance now must go before new City Attorney Sarah Osburn, said 
City Clerk Linda Langmesser. With Osburn’s approval, the ordinance will be sent back to 
the Planning Commission, and then on to the City Commission for a final okay, she said.

For Guenther, the coming ordinance is a welcoming sign. “I  just feel there’s an answer 
out there and the commission will come up with it.”

hydronic heating and how will I  benefit 
from it?”

Hydronic heating is a hot water system 
generated by a gas, liquid propane or an 
oil heated boiler and pumped through 
series o f pipes beneath floors, walls or 
cement walkways. Developed and used 
p rim a rily  in Europe and frequently  
u tilize d  on P B S ’ s T h is  O ld  H o u s e ,  

hydronic heat is making its way into'the 
American market at an incredible rate.

Now, i f  the word “boiler” evokes scary 
thoughts of the large iron monster that sat 
(and m aybe s till does sit) in your 
grandparents’ basement complete with 
asbestos-insulated pipes running every 
which way, then it ’s time to erase that 
vision from your brain. Newer boilers 
take up only a bit more of the space than 
your current furnace does and sit against 
the w all instead o f the m iddle o f the 
basement. Those unsightly cast iron  
radiators are eliminated as well.

Three Canton students were expelled 
from the P-C school district for a Nov. 24 
theft of four computers from Canton High 
School, Ken Jacobs, assistant principal.

Canton Police Ofc. Leonard Schemanske 
said that high school security originally 
found signs o f forced entry at the rear 
entrance to Canton high school and later 
found four Compac Deskpro computers, 
worth about $7,200 were missing from the 
school’s counseling center.

Schemanske said that high school securi­

ty officer Terry Barnhart received an anony­
mous tip about three possible suspects.

The tipster told Barnhart that after the 
three suspects broke into the school, they 
used a stolen key to gain access to the area 
where the computers were kept.

The tip led to the arrest of 17-year-old 
Patrick Kanai, 17-year-old Mohammad  
Aryan and 18-year-old Matthew Maekie, all 
from Canton.

“We received a call from a student who 
told us who may have been involved,” 
Jacobs said. “A fter an investigation, we

found one of the students, and he eventually 
led us to the other two.”

Canton Police Detective Leonard Wolons 
said Aryan worked in the counseling center 
from which the computers were taken.

The three were charged and arraigned in 
35th D is tr ic t C ourt on Breaking and 
Entering a B uild ing  Jan. 9, 1998. The  
charge is a felony punishable with up to 10 
years in jail, Schemanske said.

Their examination, scheduled for Jan. 23 
at 35th District Court, was postponed until 
Feb. 6 because the students are trying to

plea to a lesser charge, according to 
Wolons.

A ll three students were expelled from the 
Plymouth-Canton School District in a spe­
cial expulsion hearing last week, according 
to Jacobs.

In  an expulsion hearing students go 
before the school board, which hears the cir­
cumstances of their case, Jacobs said.

“It ’s every bit as formal as a court,” he 
said. “The students can even have legal rep­
resentation.”

owners do not see their tenants gaining 
from the advertising and increased street 
traffic.

“First o f a ll, I ’ve never had a retail 
establishment in my building,” said Frank 
Bauss, Plymouth building owner. “M y ten­
ants are insurance agents and stockbrokers

for commercial and industrial, and a reha­
bilitation facility. They don’t have people 
just walking in the door.”

Bauss said he tenants have five year 
leases without rent increases and he hasn’t 
any way to make up the tax loss.

“The promotion is suppose to promote 
downtown Plymouth, but it is really pro­
moting the business district for shopping,” 
said Bauss. “They say that most everyone 
is in favor of it, but I  was never contacted. 
I t ’s like the fox saying ‘I ’ll guard thp hen 
house for you’ . Now my taxes are increas­
ing an excess of $1000 a year.”

Bauss said the benefit is for the whole 
city; residents, landlords and business 
owners.

“So why
shouldn’ t they all 
carry their fa ir  
share,” he asked.
“Businesses who are 
h a lf a block away 
from the district will 
pay nothing, but still 

-> benefit.”
“There were 

three people 
opposed,” said 
Walters. “By far the 
majority of business 
owners supported it 
and they approached 
the c ity  w ith  the 
desire to proceed with it.”

“I  want it to work,” said Sharon Pugh, 
chairperson for the Downtown Business 
Association. “I ’m a property owner and my 
live lihood  is from  my business. I  feel 
there’s been a void since 1988.”

According to Pugh, Plymouth— like the 
much of the world— is immersed in an age 
and culture o f rapid communication. To 
keep up with internet and Q VC  shopping, 

\ downtown Plymouth needs to let people

know who, where and what it does.
“We need an accountable driving force,” 

said Pugh. “Volunteerism doesn’t get the 
job done anymore. W e need a cohesive 
group that w ill push, work and fight to fill 
the void that exists.”

Under the plan, advertising would be tar­
geted to other cities to increase awareness 
o f what dow ntow n has to o ffe r, from  
restaurants and gift shops to professional 
offices and services.

“We want to keep downtown Plymouth 
in the minds o f people in the area year- 
round,” he said. “Downtown is like a mall. 
We want to promote not just one store or 
sale, but all of the wonderful things in gen­
eral.”

A nnually  the 
assessment would 
generate about $40 
thousand for a five- 
year period.

At a public hear­
ing to come, the 
Com m ission w ill  
again try to finalize 
the plan. They w ill 
also hear fu rther 
com m ent on the 
plan, and correc­
tions to tax 
amounts listed on a 
roll of affected tax­
payers.

team at the World Junior Championships 
in Finland.

EDITOR:
On this day set aside to honor one of America’s great 

c iv il rights leaders, D r. M artin  Luther K ing , I  feel 
compelled to write this letter to you.

You have used your place as the publisher of the local 
community newspaper to leave a black mark on the City of 
Plymouth, and a great special event that bears its name. 
Placing an editorial of this nature in a supplement for the 
primary special event of the year, and then distributing it to 
visitors to our town is reprehensible.

However, this is America and our constitution does 
provide that all have the right to Freedom of Speech which 
I  am choosing to exercise myself by writing this letter.

I  take offense the way you have approached a simple 
request fo r in fo rm ation  regarding the P lym outh  
international Ice Sculpture Spectacular. I  have also 
Hided myself as a professional, and have worked very hard
0 establish a quality reputation as a friend of the media.

You recently contacted a member o f the Board o f
Directors o f the Plymouth International Ice Sculpture 
Spectacular, Inc., and indicated that I  was not providing 
information to you that you had requested regarding the 
finances of the Ice Spectacular. I  have never received a 
formal request for any specific information from you or one 
i f  your staff.

I  do recall receiving a phone message from you months 
ago indicating you would like some information, but when
1 returned your call to inquiry what specifically you wanted 
I never received a follow up call. I  attributed this to the 
fact that I  also sent you an invoice for the ice sculpture you 
ordered for in front of you office in 1997 which was 
considerably past due. For the record that request and 
others sent were ignored by you until this issue was raised.

I  would also like to go on record as saying that I  have no 
objection to you or anyone else having access to the 
financial information relative to the Plymouth International 
Ice Sculpture Spectacular that Watts Up, inc. has been 
involved in producing. However, that request has been 
submitted to the Board of Directors of the organization as a 
matter of procedure, and in order to do that you need to 
m ake a fo rm al request in w ritin g  ind icating  what 
specifically you are interested in reviewing.

As required by the law, Watts Up, inc. is licensed and 
bonded by the state o f M ich ig an . The P lym outh  
International Ice Sculpture Spectacular, Inc., is a Michigan 
Corporation, and is current on all filings with the State of 
Michigan, and the Internal Revenue Service. W e have a 
top local CPA firm (Southerland and Yoe) that assists us in 
our accountability, a Plymouth law firm that assists us in 
legal matters, and we bank at First of America Bank in 
Plymouth.

The Board of Directors of the Plymouth International 
Ice Sculpture Spectacular are some of the finest and most 
honorable leaders in our community, and they approve the 
annual budget for the event. I  am proud to say that they 
have been pleased with the accomplishments and work of 
Watts Up, inc. relative to this event, and have extended our 
contract for another three years.

I  believe that you are interested in looking into our 
records as a guardian of the people, as the City of Plymouth 
allocates funds toward the presentation o f this world  
renown annual event, and that the people have a right to 
know what funds are being used for. You are absolutely 
right, anyone receiving and using public funds should be 
scrutinized.

In this particular case we have maintained a system that 
assures compliance. The City of Plymouth’s allocation to 
the festival ($16,400) remains within the city budget. No 
funds have ever been transferred to the Plym outh  
International Ice Sculpture Spectacular account, and at no 
time have I  or the officers of the event ever solely directed 
the expenditure of these funds.

The monies are allocated to cover a portion of the costs

incurred by the City in conjunction with the event, and do 
not fu lly  cover a ll costs. Each year the Plym outh  
International Ice Sculpture Spectacular writes a check to 
the City o f Plymouth to underwrite their expenses that 
exceed this allocation. These areas of expense include such 
items as: police overtime, municipal service department 
staffing costs and expenditures, ice flow, the special event 
workers who work the event, trash bags, ambulance service 
and other such public safety and physical p lant 
expenditures.

This portion o f Plymouth International Ice Sculpture 
Spectacular is managed by Paul Sincock and his staff who 
have been involved with the event since it’s inception, and 
for many years prior to my being involved. I  am pleased to 
say that we have established a strong working relationship, 
and have together managed to reduce the line item of the 
budget from the level it was prior to our involvement 
despite the fact costs have increased due to inflation. *

I  would again like to go on record to make certain that 
you are aware that even though Watts Up’s compensation 
for operating this event is based on a percentage of monies 
that come into the budget each annum, we have never 
included the allocation from the City of Plymouth in this 
equation. No public funds associated with this allocation 
have ever found their Way into my hands.

I  am being specific about this particular item because I 
believe that our recent inquire and editorial are a direct 
attack on me personally, and I  want to make certain that 
you know  that you are dealing w ith  someone o f

I c e  F e s t ? ’

considerable integrity, and a person who takes pride in his 
involvement in the community in which he has raised his 
family and proudly calls home.

I  believe that my wife and I  have done a yeoman’s job 
in rebuilding the Plymouth International Ice Sculpture 
Spectacular to a world class event. This year’s festival 
was, by accounts of those who have been involved with the 
event for it’s entire history, the finest and most successful 
Ice Spectacular ever. This event has become synonymous 
with the Plymouth community, and has generated millions 
of dollars in publicity and business for the local economy. 
I  might also indicate that this includes the advertising sold 
in the annual Crier supplement.

Lastly, I  would like you to know that even thought I 
appall your brand of journalism (tabloid sensationalism as a 
means to sell newspapers) I  w ill continue to provide 
information to the paper and your staff, because as it says 
in the Declaration o f Independence that D r. K ing so 
eloquently quoted: “We are all entitled to life, liberty, and 
the pursuit of happiness.” I  would appreciate it however if  
they were given their assignments days instead o f hours 
before deadline as it is difficult to drop everything I  am 
doing ju s t p rio r to the opening o f the Plym outh  
International Ice Sculpture Spectacular to give them the 
interviews and information they need to write their stories 
for the supplement you publish, and derive revenue from, 
that is a few hours from deadline.

I  challenge you as a newspaper man, a member of the 
Plymouth Community, and as a self purported champion of 
the public interest to publish this letter (in full) in your next 
edition.

I  w ill also be pleased to take any specific request you 
m ake to the P lym outh  In ternationa l Ice  Sculpture  
Spectacular for information of any kind to the Board of 
Directors, and w ill be happy to debate you in any public 
forum relative to any of these issues. You see Ed, I  am just 
as concerned as you with how this event is operated, 
because my name and reputation are associated with it, and 
I  value them both very much. I  want this exchange of 
information to remain before the public, as I  have seen 
other good people in this community attacked by you 
without them having an opportunity to adequately defend 
themselves, and I  want to stand up for myself, the Board of 
Directors, and the future of the Plymouth International Ice 
Sculpture Spectacular.
