No runners yet
School board field empty, deadline Monday

Less than a week remains before the fil­

No more R.R. snarls?

If all goes well in the next few months 
Plymouth residents may learn that the era of 
long waits at the Sheldon Road railroad 
crossing will soon be over.

Or, under.
On its way to the U.S. House is a bill that, 

if approved, could bring more than $5 mil­
lion to fund a railroad crossing underpass for 
Sheldon Road south of M-14 in Plymouth.

The underpass would create traffic relief 
for motorists accustomed to waiting for peri­
ods as long as 45 minutes while trains wind 
their way through Plymouth.

The total cost o f the underpass project 
would be about $7 million, according to 
Steve Walters, Plymouth city manager.

Some $5.6 m illion of that cost could 
come from Uncle Sam if the House bill pass­
es in its current form.

The bill would create $27.6 billion annu­
ally for federal transportation spending,

according to Gayle Boesky, chief of staff for
U.S. Rep. Lynn Rivers (D, Ann A rbor).
Monies would be appropriated for specific 
p ro jec ts . The Sheldon Road underpass 
would be one of them.

Unanimously approved by a 68-member 
by-partisan transportation committee, the bill 
has another three steps of approval to make 
before funds could be levied.

Coming out of committee with such sup­
port can be read as a good sign, said Boesky. 
“It’s good to know you’re walking in with 
68 votes already.”

The Senate has already passed its own 
version of the bill. Unlike the House bill, the 
Senate version does not earmark monies for 
specific  projects. Part o f the battle  for 
Plymouth bucks will be getting the House 
and Senate to agree on a final draft of the 
bill.

Twp. checking back on track

Following last week’s revelation that 
Plymouth Township hadn’t balanced then- 
checkbook to the general ledger since June, 
1997, Supervisor Kathleen Keen McCarthy 
ca lled  a m eeting  w ith T reasu rer Ron 
Edwards and Finance Director Rosemary 
Harvey.

The meeting’s purpose was centered on 
what the township needed to do, particular­
ly Edwards and Harvey, in order to iron out 
this problem, according to Keen McCarthy.

“I think it went very well,” she said. 
“We figured out what we needed to com­
plete so that the auditors could finish their 
job . And we discussed how we could 
avoid this in the future.”

A ccording to Edwards, “everybody 
came out of the meeting with responsibili­
ties. The bank statements will now come 
to the treasurer’s office and information 
will be exchanged faster.”

Edwards said he does not regret sending 
out letters accusing the audit firm, Rehman 
Robson P.C., of developing “biases” and 
“unwarranted political considerations.”

“I have problem s with the way they 
handled things,” Edwards said. “You don’t 
start pointing fingers and that’s what they 
did. I’ve been in this business long enough 
to know that’s not how you do it.”

Both Keen McCarthy and Edwards said 
that improvements were made to the inter­
nal control of township finances. “Both 
(the treasurer and the finance director) need 
to do bank reco n c ilia tio n s,” Keen 
McCarthy said. “There has to be that bal­
ance.”

Edwards said there are still a few things 
that need to be worked out, particularly 
between Harvey and himself, before the 
auditors return next week. “But things are 
looking good,” he said. “Everything is 
coming out right just like I said it would.”

Bones found in Plymouth

Skeletal hum an rem ains were found 
Monday night in a wooded area of Plymouth 
Township west of Eckles Road and South of 
Five Mile Road.

Wayne County medical examiners now 
have the remains and preliminary findings 
indicate they belonged to a 5’-7” white male, 
aged 18 to 28 years, according to Plymouth 
Township Police Det. Jim Jarvis.

Investigation continues, he said, as exam­
iners attempt to determie identity, and the 
cause and date o f death accord ing  to 
Plymouth Township Police Lt. Robert Smith.

“They’ve probably been there years and 
years,” he said.

Mostly bones, the remains were discov­
ered som etim e around 7 p.m . by David 
M ade while on a walk through the woods, 
according to Jarvis. Township police were at 
the scene until 11 p.m. Monday night after 
Marcie reported the find.

“He said he was walking in the woods and 
got to a point where he couldn’t go any fur­
ther. When he looked to his right he saw 
what looked like a skeleton. He went back 
and got his buddy to check it out.”

Marcie returned with his friend Charles 
Redoutey before calling police.

Official investigation of the site turned up 
a semiautomatic handgun which police sus­
pect was the cause of death, Jarvis said.

“It appears the victim was shot once in the 
head,” Lt. Smith said. “From the position of 
the body, some of the evidence lends itself to 
suicide.”

Jarvis said police are asking for the com­
munity’s help in finding an identity for the 
remains.

A few clues found at the scene may help.
At the site were a camoflauge jacket, 

Levi’s jeans, a flannel shirt and a T-shirt. The

Library tax help? Hurry

If Canton’s Downtown Development 

Authority decides to kick in some $3 mil­
lion in funds for a mega-development at 
Ford Road and 1-275, it won’t be without 
conditions.

A ccording to DDA Chairm an Ralph 
Shufeldt, before the DDA is w illing to 
front the funds, they first must find if they 
can afford it an<J ensure Canton won’t be 
held  re sp o n sib le  if  the p ro je c t fa lls  
through.

In an ongoing exploration of the pro­
posed development, he and DDA board 
members Dave Khoury and Dave Griffin 
met in a closed-door meeting with Burton- 
Katzman representatives last week to dis­
cuss financial aspects of the project.

Burton-Katzman has proposed a 120- 
acre mixed-use development to include a 
multiplex theater, four restaurants, a shop­
ping center, and business and residential 
space.

M uch o f  the land  is sw am py and 
requires firming up, and would have to be 
purchased from 17 independent land own­
ers. The overall complexity of these issues 
pushed the cost of the land to more than 
$17 million, according to project manager 
Chuck DiMaggio.

The sum  was m ore than  B urton- 
Katzman had anticipated. To defray this 
cost, B urton-K atzm an asked the DDA 
board to fund $3 million in initial infras­
tructure improvements, such as a roadway 
and storm and sewer improvements.

The DDA, while im pressed with the 
concept asked for specific inform ation 
about the costs and tenants, which Burton- 
Katzm an provided at last W ednesday’s 
closed meeting, according to Shufeldt.

“They were very forthright, open and 
honest,” he said. “I felt comfortable with 
the  p ro p o sa l; we suggested  th a t they 
should proceed with the knowledge that 
the DDA did approve of their idea as a 
concept.”

This approval does not mean the board 
is ready to sell bonds for the im prove­
ments, Shufeldt said.

“W e s till  need ano ther look  at the 
financial side,” Shufeldt said. “We need a 
little more information.”

This tim e, however, the inform ation 
will not come from Burton-Katzman, but 
from Canton itself, according to Shufeldt. 
The DDA is already planning to sell $5 
million in bonds for improvements to the 
Ford Road corridor, he said. Projects are 
scheduled to begin this year and include 
th e  w id en in g  o f in te rse c tio n s  from  
H aggerty to Sheldon. The Ford-L illey 
intersection is at the top of the list.

Shufeldt said he is unsure whether the 
DDA can afford to sell another $3 million 
in bonds, a question that Finance Director 
Tony M inghine will answer before the 
next DDA meeting.

Even if  they could afford to back the 
p ro ject, Shufeldt said the DDA would 
need financial protection first. The board 
is also exploring whether provisions can 
be written into the bonding agreement to 
guarantee Canton isn’t forced to pay off

Counting on the Plymouth Library again 
this year for tax help? If so, you’ve got until 
April 6 to get it.

Monday, the Plymouth District Library 
will close its doors to the public as staff and 
stuff begin their move into the new library 
building at 223 S. Main.

During that time, the IRS forms and publi­
cations, how-to guides, tax code and the thou­
sands of reproducible IRS forms stocked by 
the library will be inaccessible to Plymouth 
residents who go the library for them each 
year, according to Gerry Barlage, coordinator

of the library’s senior programs.
The library’s store of tax materials has 

long been a resources tapped by a variety of 
residents, she said. “Everybody comes in, 
from the 16-year-old filing for the first time, 
to the accountant doing research and check­
ing the IRS code.”

Can’t get to the library before April 6? 
Barlage said services and forms will be avail­
able at alternate locations in Canton, Livonia 
and Northville.

The new 45,000-sq. ft. library is set to 
open Sunday, April 26.

Confessions of a watercolorist

Add one more accolade to the list that 
Canton painter Connie Lucas has accumu­
lated.

The 63-year old Canton resident has 
been p a in tin g  fo r 30 years, has won 
awards at juried art shows across the state 
and been featured in several books on 
painting. She has appeared on the televi­
sion show “Painting the Town.”

Lucas also recently won the Ann Arbor 
Street Art Fair award, first place, in the 
Ann A rbor W om en P ain ters W inter 
Exhibition. More shows are coming in 
Milford and Flint. I t’s possible that the 
awards could keep coming for Lucas, who 
came to the art later in her life.

“Painting was something I liked to do 
as a child, but I didn’t really get into it 
until I was in my 30s,” she said. Every­
day life, such as raising her family, left 
her little time for painting before then. But 
the thoughts were always there, she said.

They guided her when, in her 40’s, she 
returned to college to pursue a master’s 
degree in painting. They guided her to 
teach o thers, w hich she has th rough 
Plymouth-Canton ’ s adult education pro­
gram. The same will to create guided her 
through w orkshops in places such as 
Tennessee, Italy, France and Mexico.

Now a nationally-known water colorist,
Lucas’ work has even been complimented 
by a blind man. Using vivid coloring to 
bring her renderings to life, Lucas said she

Although her reduced hearing makes 
her inelig ib le for a patro l position , a 
return to police work is the ultimate goal 
for Cole-Stever, who was the first woman 
investigator appointed in Hamilton’s 700- 
officer force.

“Most of what I ’ve been through has 
been because of my job, but I don’t want 
to stop doing it,” she said. “I want to go 
back.”

C anton’s Pat C ole-Stever isn ’t sure 

w hat led her to volunteer at C anton’s 
Public Safety Department.

She suspects it has something to do 
w ith  an even t e ig h t years ago in 
Hamilton, Ontario, where she had been a 
police officer for 15 years.

“I call it my ‘Iucky-to-be-alive-day,” 
she said.

Cole-Stever was on-duty, dressed for 
undercover work as a prostitute and was 
heading to a bar to make a drug bust.

Her partner was driving when he sud­
denly lost control of the car, causing it to 
jum p a curb and crash into a concrete 
lightpole. She was flung from the car and 
suffered a broken left shoulder, pelvis, 
knee and head and facial injuries.

As a result o f those injuries, Cole- 
Stever was out of work for 11 months, 
she said. And that was just the beginning.

“It was near Christmas in 1994 when I 
woke up with a numb tongue. I went to a 
fam ily  docto r and she though t I had 
pinched a nerve,” she said. “She suggest­
ed I come back after the holidays if it 
didn’t get any better. It didn’t and I did.”

She was schedu led  fo r m ore tests 
when she returned to the doctor. Put on a 
long waiting list, months passed before

she was able to have the tests performed 
—  months which later proved crucial.

“She dropped it on me like a bomb: 
‘You have a brain tumor; it has to come 
out and it has to come out soon,” she said.

Cole-Stever said the next few months 
were a blur of gathering information on 
alternatives to surgery. As she put herself

sometimes uses many layers of water col­
ors to achieve a depth of color and tone.

“Color is a very emotional draw to a 
piece of work because everyone has emo­
tional responses to colors,” she said.

Canton Public Safety’s latest grant 

allows for a new com m unity policing 
officer in a high-crime area of southern 
Canton.

Offered through the M ichigan Office 
o f D rug C ontrol Policy (O D C P), the 
grant can be used to hire a police offi­
cer to pa tro l a ta rge t ne ighborhood , 
according to John Santomauro, Public 
Safety director.

The new community policing officer 
w ould be assigned to the Sherw ood, 
W e s tp o in te  and  A cad em y  P o in te  
mobile home parks. All three parks are 
located along Haggerty Road south of 
M ichigan  A venue, and have ex p eri­
enced a h igher crim e rate  than e lse ­
where, according to Santomauro.

S antom auro  said  th a t assig n in g  a 
community policing officer to the area 
has been in the works.

“We did som e b ra in -s to rm in g  for 
our 1998 budget but we d id n ’t think 
w e’d have enough m o n ey ,” he said. 
“This was a pleasant surprise.”

The grant will provide $28,209 for a

new police officer, and will be matched 
by $18,687 from Canton, the total of 
salary  and fringe benefits  fo r a new 
police officer.

“T yp ica lly  w e’ll assign  a veteran  
o ffice r to the area and use the g ran t 
fu n d s to  h ire  a new  one to re p la c e  
him ,” Santomauro said.

The program  has been successfu l 
before. Ofc. Keith Lazar was assigned 
to Canton Commons as the result o f a 
similar grant four years ago. His work 
there contributed to a decreased crime 
rate, and will be the model for the com­
munity policing officer assigned to the 
mobile home parks, Santomauro said.

T h a t o ff ic e r  w ill a lso  w ork  w ith  
W alk er E lem en ta ry  Schoo l and the 
re c e n tly  re m o d e le d  and  c o n v e rte d  
Human Services C enter on M ichigan 
Avenue, according to Santomauro.

“It’s an integral part of the program. 
The hum an resource center will be a 
station that the officer can use to come 
off the road and interact in a positive 
way,” Santomauro said. “It gives them 
a different perspective.”

Henry Ford 
breaks ground 
on new health 
buildings 
in City, Canton

H enry F ord  H ealth  System s broke 

ground op two facilities this weekend, one 
in Canton and one in Plymouth Township.

The fa c ilitie s  w ill rep lace  ex is tin g  
bu ild ings in the City of Plym outh and 
C anton  th a t w ere also  b u ilt at 
approximately the same time, according to 
Tom  G roth , regional adm in istra to r for 
Henry Ford Health Systems (HFHS).

The new Canton facility will be located 
off Haggerty Road just north of Ford Road. 
The $5.9  m illio n , 17,300 sq u are -fo o t 
facility is more than three times as large as 
HFHS’ current building on Ford west of 
Lilley.

Plymouth’s new facility will sit near M- 
14 and Beck Road, according to Groth. The 
$7.3 million, 20,000 square foot facility 
w ill o ffer g rea tly  expanded  se rv ices, 
including urgent care.

The projects have been in the works for 
more than four years, according to Groth.

“The p o p u la tion  was ask ing  us to 
expand,” he said. “Our facilities were too 
sm all and we w anted to provide more 
community education programs.”

Groth said HFHS hasn’t built any new 
facilities in more than five years, which 
makes the dual groundbreaking a historic 
event.

Canton Supervisor Tom Yack, on-hand

for the Canton groundbreaking, said the 
additional medical services mean a higher 
quality o f life for Canton and Plym outh 
residents.

“T h a t’s especially  true when part of 
the ir m ission is to provide com m unity 
health education,’ Yack said. “The fact that 
the medical services are spread out through 
the community is a plus, too. No one has to 
drive that far to use them.”

Groth said HFHS has renewed the lease 
on it’s Plymouth building for another two 
years, and will continue to provide some 
serv ices there. No decisions about the 
cu rren t C anton bu ild ing , w hich HFHS 
owns, have been made yet he said.

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U sed  car problem s are often  h idden  from  view

It might look like a peach, but inside 
could be a pit o f future headaches and 
expenses. Minor problems such as paint 
scratches, door dings and dirty interiors 
are to be expected when purchasing a used 
car. But m ajor problems may not be as 
easy to tolerate.

“L ook fo r ev id en ce  o f  a p rev io u s 
repairs,” says John M orano, ow ner of 
Colonial Collision and Reconditioning in 
Plymouth. “Compare the outer panels of 
the doors to one ano ther. C heck  the 
seams and caulks to make sure they all 
look the same.”

A seller may not tell you if body work 
has been performed, but a few clues can 
help you find out for yourself.

“B ody shops seldom  rep lace  the 
warning and service labels that the factory 
p laced  und ern ea th  the h o o d ,” said 
Morano. “If they are missing, it’s a sure 
sign there has been front-end or hood 
work done.”

Tires are tell tales, too.
“You should look for front tire wear,” 

says V ince W atroba , used  vehicle  
manager at Blackwell Ford. “It can be a 
sign of alignment and frame problems.” 

W hile inspecting  the tires you can 
check for engine problems, too.

“Look underneath the car for any oil or 
coolant leaks,” says Watroba. “Also look

under the hood. Inspect the belts on top of 
the engine because they will show oil if 
there’s a problem.”

Watroba says the best advice is to buy 
a used  car tha t is s till under fac to ry  
w arranty, especially  one with 36 ,000

m e c h a n ic
can take a look underneath the car for 
damage, such as past accident repairs and 
welds.”

Finding out ahead of time if  the car 
needs any serious repairs will give you the 
upper hand when bartering on the price.

Cox says “I t ’s probably not w orth 
buying a car for $3000-$4000 if it needs a 
new transm ission, which will cost the 
customer an extra $1000-$2000.”

Cox says that in his 15 years as an 
independent inspector, only one or two 
cars looked repair-free.

Now there are six doing the 
same job . The car is almost monitoring 
itself,” says Arden. “If the system fails 
then the car will shut itself down.”

“New 
on-board diagnostics systems equipment 
w ill be expensive .

Every year people from around
