Vincenti warns about “putting the cart 
before the horse,” but says a conservative 
total for the projects he is now  
investigating nears the $40 million range.

Plym outh’s July 4th fireworks fizzle

It’s two weeks until the 4th of July and the Plymouth- 
Canton Jaycees are still hopeful that there will be a fireworks 
show.

The Jaycees have organized the event for more than 10 
years, according to Jaycees Chairman Tim Fedewa. These 
displays have typically been launched from a site in Riverside 
Cemetery—until this year, that is.

“Unfortunately the graveyard has been getting more and

more full,” Fedewa said. “They didn’t like the idea of us 
shooting fireworks off of graves and grave markers.”

Fedewa said the Jaycees are exploring other options and a 
likely site is in Hines Park, west of Haggerty Road. The 
Jaycees also scouted the nearby Starkweather Center, but the 
Plymouth-Canton School District turned them down due to 
liability concerns, Fedewa said.

“The idea is to find a place relatively close to the same spot 
so people can watch the fireworks from the same location.”

Fedewa said the Jaycees were waiting for county approval of 
the Hines Park site, because it falls on county property. Wayne 
County requires a 500-foot clear zone be present between the 
launching area and spectators before they’ll okay a fireworks 
display, Fedewa said.

The Plymouth Community Fire Department also has to sign 
off on the permit, but Fedewa doesn’t anticipate any problems.

“We’re working with the same fireworks company that we

3-car wreck kills Canton 
man, damages gas station

A three-car collision Wednesday claimed 

the life of a 61-year-old Canton man.
According to Canton Police reports the 

victim, Gerald Murphy, was driving a 1992 
Ford Explorer southbound on Lilley Road 
near Cherry Hill.

A 1998 Chevy S-10 pickup driven by a 
19-year-old Canton female was traveling 
North on Lilley and made a left turn onto 
Cherry Hill. The Explorer struck the S-lO’s 
rear end, spinning it around, and sending it 
crashing into a 1990 Ford Probe waiting at 
the light on Cherry Hill.

The Explorer then crashed into the wall 
of the Mobil gas station, narrowly missing 
Keith Hill, who had been talking on the pay 
phone, according to police reports. Hill told 
police he heard the crash, whirled around 
and saw the Explorer heading toward him. 
He dropped the phone and ran.

When Canton Police Ofc. Brian Darow

arrived at the scene, Murphy w as- 
unconscious and non-responsive, according ■* 
to reports. Darow checked Murphy, who^' ‘ 
was gasping for breath, and found a weak 
pulse.

Canton firefighters arrived on the scenjeV" 
and transported Murphy to Annapolis 
H ospital. He was pronounced dead on 
arrival.

According to reports, Murphy’s son Jerry 
told police that his father had undergone 
bypass surgery in 1990. He had recovered 
fully, Jerry said, but had experienced some 
problems recently.

An autopsy has been performed but 
o ffic ia l results are not yet available, 
according to Sgt. Eddie Tanner.

“Typically a medical examiner’s report 
won’t come back to us for a month or so,” 
he said.

The other two drivers were uninjured in 
the accident.

Vandals hit senior village
Just one month shy of opening its doors to 

the seniors who have waited more than a year 
to move in, Independence Village was struck 
be vandals.

Karen Beer, a sales associate for the senior 
housing complex, discovered the damage 
when she entered the building Sunday, June 7 
according to Plymouth Township Police 
reports.

Doors were bashed and some first-floor 
apartment walls were broken with two-by- 
fours, according to Linda Barnwell, a 
representative for the senior citizen  
community. The vandals also sprayed fire 
extinguishers and broke covers on light 
fixtures that had just been installed.

Damage to the basement left it “just 
trashed. A mess,” Barnwell said. “We’ve all 
been putting in so much effort. To see this 
happen is hard to take.”

The project’s first phase —  151 apartments 
of independent and assisted senior living in 
the building that was the Plymouth Hilton —  
was awaiting finnish carpentry work before its 
opening scheduled for mid-July.

Barnwell said the vandalism will not delay 
the July opening date.

For the seniors set to move in, security

isn’t something she wants them to worry 
about. “That’s a big concern with the people 
who are selling homes and are going to move 
in here in July,” she said.

But Plymouth Township police say this is 
an example of opportunistic vandalism, not 
the symptom of a high-crime area.

“There’s no question the place will be safe 
because we seldom have crime over there,” 
said Det. Jim Jarvis.

“What you’ve probably got is group of 
kids who were looking for something to do, 
found a door open and went inside,” he said. 
“It’s not a roving gang of thugs, just a couple 
of jerks.”

Jarvis said evidence technicians found a 
pager in one of the rooms registered to 
Redford phone number, and are pursuing 
leads in the case.

John Morrissey, Independence Village 
property manager, said outside lighting 
wasn’t yet wired at the time the vandals 
struck and that fences around the 
construction site had recently been taken 
down.

Morrissey said the development will 
have a controlled entrance way and will be 
well lit around the outside when complete.

Arson tied to domestic dispute
A 27-year old Canton man was arrested for 

arson last week after he allegedly tried to blow 
up his mobile home during a domestic dispute.

Canton Police first responded to the scene 
June 6 in Sherwood Mobile Home Park near 
Michigan Avenue and Haggerty roads, 
according to Ofc. Leonard Schemanske. They 
found damage to the trailer’s front door and 
some items inside, reports said.

The suspect, Earl Dean Hicks, admitted to 
police that he set his mattress on fire and blew

out his stove’s pilot light.
Hicks was allegedly intoxicated and 

arguing with his live-in girlfriend, according to 
Schemanske.

Hicks was arrested, arraigned and charged 
with arson, a 20 year felony. A $20,000 bond 
was set. Hicks is now in custody at Wayne 
County Jail.

He is scheduled for a preliminary 
examination Friday at 35th District Court in 
Plymouth.

Judge grants injunction, agrees 
to hear Super Majority case

Wayne County’s Election Commission 

won’t be able to draft its Aug. 4 ballot until 
a Circuit Court Case against it is 

resolved. Judge Micheal Sapal has issued a 
temporary restraining order against the 
county Elections Commission and will hear 
charges filed against it Friday.

Wayne County Commissioners and state 
legislature candidates Bruce Patterson and 
Thaddeus McCotter will appear before 
Sapala in their suit that charges the 
Elections Commission with illegally strik­

ing a charter amendment from the Aug. 4 
ballot.

The amendment, a “Super Majority” tax 
limitation issue, would require two-thirds 
of county commissioners’ and 60 per cent 
of voters’ approval for county tax hikes.

The full County Commission passed the 
amendment in an 8-7 vote last Spring.

“They acted without any legal power to
keep our amendment o ff  the b a llo t,” 
McCotter said, explaining he hopes Sapala 
will instruct the Elections Commission to 
return it to the ballot.

When asked why the Township hadn’t considered someone outside the government or

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Raycraft takes a bite out of drug crime
C anton o fficer w orks w ith  cou n ty  n arco tics  con sortiu m  to p u t the kabosh  on in tern a tion a l d ru g  trade

The year is 1995 and after a successful bust 

in southwest Detroit, then-Det. Charles 
Raycraft has found enough narcotics and cash 
to fund the next three Cheech and Chong 
movies.

Little did the Canton police officer know 
that that raid was only the beginning of an 
investigation that would entail thousands of 
hours of police work, cooperation with state 
and federal enforcement agencies and result in 
the successful prosecution of a drug trafficking 
network that stretched from Detroit to Mexico.

For his role in the investigation, Raycraft, 
now a sergeant with Canton Public Safety, 
was recently presented with the Professional

Excellence Award 
by Michigan State 
Police (MSP) and 
the Drug
E n f o r c e m e n t  
Agency (DEA). He 
received the award 
along with fellow  
investigators MSP 

RAYCRAFT Det. Stephen Sipes 
and Det. Lt. William 

Darnell, along with DEA Special Agent Mike 
Sarhatt.

Raycraft participated in the Detroit bust as 
a member of the Western Wayne Narcotics 
(WWN) unit, a consortium of police officers

from Western Wayne County. Officers seized 
more than 100 pounds of narcotics as well as 
$13,000 in cash in the bust, according to 
Raycraft.

It also gave offi­
cers a houseful of sus­
pects to investigate.

“We started an 
exhaustive back­
ground check on all of 
the occupants,”
Raycraft said.

I n v e s t ig a t io n  
turned up one suspect 
the WWN believed to be a major drug traf­
ficker in the Detroit area. That suspect, whose 
name is withheld because of ongoing coopera­
tion with police investigations, was also the 
target of a DEA investigation. The agencies 
decided to work together. Raycraft was put in 
charge.

“The DEA investigation was dead in the 
water and we had a fresh informant,” Raycraft 
said. “In the drug game it’s often who you’ve 
got that can get you in that makes the differ­
ence. It’s not always the case, but it’s usually 
how it works.”

Using the informant as well as the vast 
amount of information already compiled by 
the DEA, WWN gained enough evidence to 
execute three search warrants in Detroit and 
Lansing, with net seizures of more than 180 
pounds of marijuana.

One of the packages of marijuana held a 
fingerprint that was identified as belonging to

their chief suspect.
With the informant’s cooperation, Raycraft 

and other investigators were able to track 
down his supplier 
and thus break up a 
drug operation that 
had dispensed more 
than 4,000 pound of 
marijuana to the 
Detroit area in the 
last four years.

It was an investi­
gation that took 
Raycraft to Houston 

and Springfield, MO to gather evidence and 
interview potential witnesses.

“It was a good experience working with so 
many different agencies,” Raycraft said. “It 
was interesting dealing with something as 
complicated as this turned out to be, and the 
amount of information available on a federal 
level was just amazing.”

Raycraft has been with Canton Public safe­
ty for 13 years. He also served in police 
departments in Fort Lauderdale and Detroit. 
Now 43, he says he plans to finish his career in 
Canton because he likes the organization and 
the department’s desire to stay current with 
technological advances.

It’s also a good place to realize the goals he 
set for himself when he started with the force.

“Whenever you ask someone why they 
wanted to be a police officer they always have 
the same idea,” he said. “They want to help 
people. I just want to do my part.”

have in the past, and they have an excellent reputation throughout Michigan,” Fedewa said.
Assistant Chief A1 Matthews, who normally handles the Jaycees fireworks requests, could 

not be reached Tuesday because he was in an all-day seminar.
With the site in limbo, the Jaycees have encountered another problem with the fireworks dis­

play: funding. The show is normally backed completely by donations from area businesses, 
Fedewa said. The Jaycees collected $11,700 for last year’s show, which cost them $11,000. 
Funds left over went for other expenses associated with the show, such as clean up.

“The size of the show depends on the generosity of Plymouth-Canton businesses,” he said. 
Fedewa said any business wanting to make a donation for the fireworks show could call him 

at (734) 455-0446 or the Jaycees hotline at (734) 453-8407. Funds collected will be returned in 
the event the fireworks don’t happen, Fedewa said.

“We’ll keep the money in an account and give it back if the site falls through. People are 
much more likely to give if they know the event is going to happen,” he said. “We’re still hope­
ful that we will have a show.”

It’s the Friday drive home, 6:45 p.m., 
and the 55 hours of workweek still lie heavy 
on your body and mind.

Traffic is backed up again. And as you 
trudge slowly toward another weekend of 
mindless recouperation, you realize you 
need a boost, a kick in the pants to get you 
going. You begin to switch aimlessly 
through the radio dial.

Classical music? No, you might fall 
asleep at the wheel. News radio? No, too 
depressing. How about dance music, that’s 
upbeat. But the monotony of the rhythm 
gets lost in your understimulated mind.

Just as you’re about to give up, and stick 
your worn-out copy of ABBA’s Greatest 
Hits into the tape deck, something catches 
your ear near the middle of the FM dial. A 
voice with a certain pop-pop-pop military 
cadence to it.

In a dream you see it, deep in the abyss, 
where reality is hidden, there’s a deep chill 
in the mist.

At first it sounds like an advertisement 
for some highly-caffienated soft drink. But 
the voice is too sincere, too much involved 
in its own message.

You can see it surge, bright lights in a 
spark. But is it the Dream Lord that has it, 
or is it your outline in the dark?

The voice pounds out the words like a 
drum, slowly rising in a cresendo toward a 
climax.

As you struggle through your dream, the 
dream that is within, that dark shadow is 
you, so let your dream begin.

The voice tapers off, consumed by the 
opening riffs of some Metallica song. The 
world of regular radio returns.

Some might say it’s strange. Others say 
it’s inspirational. Either way, if it makes 
you smile, laugh, think or cry, Mr. Positive, 
the voice behind the words, has completed 
his mission to move you, to influence you if 
only for a brief moment.

Mr. Positive is Gregory Balteff, manager 
of Gold’s Gym in Canton and for the last 14 
years he has lent his voice and enthusiam to 
several different stations on Detroit radio. 
At his current radio home, 97.1 FM WKRK, 
Balteff contributes 15 seconds every week 
to the station’s Friday afternoon program. 
His short phoned-in speeches range in style 
from the highly-rhetorical poem to a Red 
Wings pep rally.

He is sometimes played up by the station 
as a humorous side act, a borderline lunatic 
whose diatrabes are meant more to entertain 
than inspire.

But for Balteff, his message is real.
“It has a very motivating, believing-in-

yourself quality about it,” Balteff said. “In 
society today people are desensatized by 
television and by immorality. Mr. Positive 
tries to take that same vein and shock them 
even further, but in doing so, get them to lis­
ten to the message.”

Balteff, 34, began spreading his positive 
message in 1984 when he said he realized 
the power of mass media. “I called the DJ 
and said, ‘Hey, you’ve got a lot of influence. 
You can make a difference in somebody’s 
life,”’ he said.

Balteff was determined to be that influ­
ence, and after weeks of badgering the DJ, 
he finally got his chance. Mr. Positive was 
bom.

“At the time I was an amateur in my pos-v 
itive motivation,” Balteff said. “Since then, 
most people will tell you I’ve gotten a lot 
better.”

Mr. Positive has appeared on several dif­
ferent stations, had his own weekly show 
and even appeared on MTV, but the mes­
sage has never swayed. It’s always been 
about believing in your abilities.

“People have told me I helped them get 
off drugs, that I have made a difference in 
their lives,” Balteff said.

Balteff knows what it’s like to need that 
inspiration. When he was eight, while get­
ting treatment for a severe speech impedi­
ment, Balteff was told by his speech pathol­
ogist that he would never amount to any­
thing.

“You don’t know what that’s like for an 
eight-year-old,” Balteff said. “I believed 
what he said.”

Around the same time, however, Balteff 
was inspired by who he describes as “the 
greatest cultural force to ever walk this 
Earth,” one of reasons he later got into 
motivational speaking.

“In 1973,1 saw a man named Elvis on 
the TV,” Balteff said. “It showed me how 
much one man can make a difference. If one 
is happy, it makes other people see it and 
feel it. They feed off it. It’s contagious.”

Jerry Millen, WKRK’s afternoon DJ, 
said while Mr. Positive’s method is unusual, 
it’s u welcome change.

“Everybody on Detriot radio is doing the 
same thing, and he’s something different,” 
he said. “Maybe it will pump somebody 
up.”

Most of Balteff s speeches are co-written 
by Robert Balch, a musician out of Mt. 
Clemens. “He is the John Lennon of my 
positive speeches and I am the Paul 
McCartney,’ Balteff said. “Sometimes I 
have a hard time getting my thoughts orga­
nized. He helps me write them and get them 
in speech form.”

“(Balteff) has a lot of good ideas,” Balch 
said. “We’ll get together when he’s got a 
speech coming up and work it out. A lot of 
times they are based just on emotions and 
feelings. We try to use a lot of powerful 
images to get the message across.”
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K of C brings national 
BBQ contest to P-C-N
Club hopes popular event will catch on locally

So you think your barbecue ribs can’t be 

beat? Well, here’s your chance to prove it.
The Plymouth Knights of Columbus is 

looking to host the First Annual Barbecue 
Cook-off Saturday Aug. 1, where cooks 
from around the Midwest will simmer and 
smoke chicken, pork, ribs and brisket in a 
judged competition.

“It’s very big in about 75 per cent of the 
country,” said organizer Steve Zdan. “In 
our area we know what a chili cook-off is. 
I’m trying to bring a barbecue cook-off.”

Zdan, who has been a participant in sev­
eral barbecue cook-offs around the coun­
try, said he believes this is the first barbe­
cue cook-off in Michigan, at least in the 
last five or six years.

Rules are based on those of the Kansas 
City Barbecue Society. Meat cannot be 
cooked over fire or coals, but must be 
slow-roasted by the smoke of a wood fire. 
Cooking begins on Friday night and lasts 
through the evening. Zdan said some items 
like beef brisket can take more than 10 
hours to cook.

“It’s a very slow process,” he said. “The 
temperatures are never raised above 200 
degrees.”

Each participant will bring their own 
meat, seasoning it to their liking before­
hand. They may also choose which type of 
wood to smoke their meat over, which, said

Zdan, can make a big difference in taste.
“I was at a competition in Florida where 

they were using the wood from orange 
trees,” he said.

Judging will be done in three categories: 
taste, texture and appearance, with taste 
counting double. Each category— ribs, 
chicken, pork and brisket— will be judged 
separately with individual winners in each.

The panel of judges may be made up of 
local personalities and celebrities, Zdan 
said. He added that com petition meats 
won’t be available for public taste, but that 
the Knights of Columbus will host a barbe­
cue that night.

Prize money will be awarded, with the 
amount based on the number of partici­
pants.

Zdan said, thus far, only a few barbe- 
cuers have expressed interest and there is 
still a chance the cook-off could be can­
celed for lack of participation.

“W e’re hoping to get at least 24 teams,” 
he said, “six teams per category.”

Given the limited level of popularity of 
barbecue cook-offs in the area, Zdan said 
he expects many of the cookers will come 
from around the state and the Midwest. 
But, he added, he hopes it will catch on 
locally.

“W e’re trying to bring something into 
the area that is tried and true in other 
areas.”

Citing a decrease in walk-in traffic, owners close shop after 14 years

Jim and Betty Buzuvis have decided 

that 14 years in business is long enough.
With colorful signs in the windows 

and regrets to long-time customers, the 
couple plans to close up their shop, the 
Paper Parade, by the end of the month.

“It’s certainly a bittersweet feeling,” 
John said. “Very nostalgic.”

When John and Betty first purchased 
the business, it was located at the corner 
of Forest and Ann Arbor Trial. They 
m oved into their current location  in 
Forest Place Mall when their previous 
building switched owners, John said.

“We used to joke that I bought the 
business to keep her from shopping,” 
John said.

Betty has primarily been responsible 
for running the business, which sold  
custom stationery and wedding and birth 
announcements as well as other products 
such as pens and non-Hallmark greeting 
cards.

She said many factors contributed to 
the store’s closing. Primarily a family- 
run business, the Paper Parade relied  
h eav ily  on the con trib u tion s o f  the 
Buzuvis’ children. Those children, now 
grown and on their own, have moved on 
to other things, Betty said.

Another factor was the condition of 
the roads d ow ntow n. The le v e ls  o f  
construction over the past few years was 
detrimental to business, according to 
Betty.

“The streetscape construction really 
hurt our business. People had a hard time 
getting to town and the cou ld n ’t get 
around in town. We lost a lot of walk-by 
business, to o ,” she said. “Having the 
streets torn up last year hurt us again. 
We really  c a n ’t 
recoup.”

“I think overall it 
did hurt businesses  
quite a bit during the 
construction phases,” 
said Plymouth DDA  
director Steve Guile 
o f the streetscap e.
“Som e b u sin esses  
d id n ’t market 
t h e m s e l v e s  
a g g r e s s i v e l y  
afterwards, but those 
that put money back in to the business 
came out okay.”

W hile B etty said  she thought the 
b usiness was b egin n in g  to return to

dow ntow n P lym outh , she said they  
didn’t want to put the additional time to 
rebu ild  the b u sin ess back to pre- 
streetscape levels.

John agreed, adding that they would 
spend the extra time together, instead. 
Closing the business would free up a lot 
of it, he said.

John works full-time at Masco Tech 
Braun, a Detroit firm which supplies 
auto parts to the Big Three. At night he 
hand-paints the personalized stationery 
that has been requested from customers 
as far away as France and California. He 
a lso  h elp s out w ith the store on

w eekends and
during sp ecia l
events such as this 
w eekend’s Sunrise 
Sale.

The b u sin ess  
background is in his 
blood, he said. His 
father ow ned a 
grocery store for 
many years in 
D etroit, and John 
said he had always 
fe lt the d esire to 

own his own business.
John and Betty rent the building from 

P lym outh law yer and landlord John 
T hom as. Thom as said am ong the

possibilities for the shop was a custom 
ceramic store, but no lease agreement 
had been signed yet.

John and Betty plan on closing the 
store at the end o f the month, which  
means this week for the final time they 
w ill rise at the crack o f  dawn for 
Plymouth’s Sunrise Sale. It’s an event 
that John has enjoyed since he had to 
sprint hom e for the store’s cash box 
during their first one.

“Events like that are fun,” John said. 
“If we had the whole thing to do over 
again, I guess we would. We might do 
some things differently, though.”

The Sunrise Sale is also an event their 
son hasn’t missed since he was eight. In 
fact he w ill be returning home from  
M ichigan  State U n iv ersity  to work 
during this year’s sale, even though it 
falls on his 21st birthday.

The couple plans to spend more time 
together after their business is closed, 
according to John. They might even take 
a vacation, which would only be their 
second in 14 years.

Betty said she has some things she 
wants to do first, however.

“The first thing I’m going to do is go 
shopping,” she said. “Then I’m going to 
make a nice home-cooked meal.

“I’m going to miss all the people in 
Plymouth, but I’ll be around,” she added.

Another Royal Oak?
Officials say City's size and parking revamp will put check on growth that has sacked others

At the completion of Plymouth’s streetscape project, DDA 

Director Steve Guile says experts told him to expect a three- 
year lag between the project’s end and the arrival of big 
dealmakers downtown.

It’s been about three years: enter John Vincenti, center stage.
Just two of Vincenti’s projects proposed for the City could 

bring more development and tax dollars downtown than the 
entire Central Business District has generated in recent years. 
Part of what attracts him, he says, is the look of town since the 
streetscape.

“The visual stuff help developers make up their mind about 
the community,” Guile says. “We’ve had developers interested 
all along, but nothing this positive, no one saying ‘This is what 
I’m going to do,’ and then doing it.”

And now that Vincenti seems to have made up his mind to 
work in Plymouth, the City stands to reap the benefits. Tri- 
Mount brings not only deep pockets and a potential $40 million

increase in the City tax base, but also a reputation that can help 
attract other developers of a similar caliber,

“He’s got a good reputation with his peers,” Guile says. 
“They’ll say, ‘Hey, if John can work there maybe I can too.’”

But such predictions might inspire skeptics to ask how to 
control such big-ticket growth in a city of only 2 square miles.

As the climate of Plymouth’s CBD has changed —: 
especially with the upscale E.G. Nicks restaurant moving in on 
Forrest Avenue, Starbucks nosing around the Amoco property 
on Ann Arbor Trail and Main, and liquor license applications 
pending :— some have forecast a nightlife renaissance in 
Plymouth similar to that experienced in Royal Oak.

City officials agree this is unlikely..
“I guess we want to become more like Royal Oak, but not 

too much,” says City Manager Steve Walters. The dead-end of 
too many restaurants, too much entertainment and not enough 
retail that Royal Oak has hit would be undesirable, and 
surprising, officials say.

According to Guile, it is Plymouth’s parking ordinances and 
smaller CBD that could help the City avoid the unchecked 
growth that has sacked downtown Royal Oak.

“We’ve got a lot more of a contained situation, a condensed 
core of retail, versus Royal Oak which is spread out,” he says. 
“And parking will be a priority.”

The City is now working with property owners to close a 
deal to lease or buy the individually owned parts of the 
combined parking lot that runs along Harvey Street between 
Wing and Ann Arbor Trail. According to Walters, that deal 
could be finalized by the middle of July.

Then, he says, the City will implement changes to its 
parking ordinances that will help facilitate more commercial 
development o f second-floor spaces downtown and 
construction on sites that are now empty.

“Fold that in with what we’re trying to do,” says Mayor 
Don Dismuke, “and I think amazing things will happen 
downtown.”

Mayflower & Penniman
Thursday, Vincenti and architect Craig 

Smith met with Mayflower developer Matt 
Karmo and City officials to explore an 
expanded rebuild at the historic Plymouth 
hotel.

No deal has been finalized yet, but 
Vincenti says a verbal agreement he has with 
Karmo for Tri-Mount to become the 
principal developer in the project should be 
on paper “real soon.”

At Thursday’s meeting City Manager 
Steve Walters, DDA Director Steve Guile, 
Building Official Jim Penn and Paul Sincock, 
director of Municipal Services, briefed 
Vincenti and Smith on City ordinances and 
other CBD limitations on possible projects.

“It was for the benefit of the architect and 
engineers to get an idea of the issues for 
developing a plan,” Walters said.

If built as discussed, however, Walters 
says Vincenti’s Mayflower would be the 
largest development the City has seen since 
the Western Electric building was built in the 
1950s.

“It’s a big project,” he said.
As planned by the Karmos, the 

M ayflower renovation would include 
demolishing the existing hotel and rebuilding 
a $4 million -  $5 million structure combining 
hotel, banquet, restaurant, retail and offices 
space.

Vincenti plans similar uses, Walters says, 
but on two to four times the scale at $10 
million -  $20 million. A five-level parking 
deck could also figure into the rebuild.

Officials acknowledge that this alone 
would be an im pressive step up for 
downtown and the Mayflower, a project 
overdue since September.

“This goes a long way toward being that 
solution we’ve waited for,” Guile says, but 
there might be more. “This could be just the 
tip of the proverbial iceberg.”

Purchase of the Penniman lot, located 
across from the Post Office and between The 
Music Man and the proposed site of Tom’s 
Oyster Bar, was complete last month.

A multi-story office building is planned 
for the lot and, although Tri-Mount is now 
building a facility in Novi, Vincenti says he 
would like to move the company to the 
Penniman building.

“In about three or four months we will 
evaluate the Novi site,” he says, and then 
decide whether Tri-Mount will move there or 
to Plymouth.

In addition to the Penniman purchase and 
the Mayflower project, Vincenti says he has 
been talking with Jack Wilcox, owner of the 
Wilcox house and property, for about six 
months. A mixed-use development to the 
tune of $10 million has been discussed, he 
says.

Wilcox, who says he is often approached 
by developers who want to buy his 3-acre site 
on Union Street near Kellogg Park, says 
Vincenti is different than the others.

“Money isn’t my main concern,” he says. 
“I want something that will make downtown 
residents proud. I don’t want them coming 
over to Riverside Cemetery and stomping on 
my grave saying ‘This is the guy who 
brought us the pancake house.”

The balance of residential, office and 
retail space he and Vincenti have discussed 
would bolster commerce,, rents and keep 
people living downtown, Wilcox says.

“He has the greatest potential (of recent 
developers). It’s an exciting prospect for 
Plymouth.”

The whole picture
Other properties in and around the CBD 

have either been presented to Vincenti or 
caught his attention as he surveys the City for 
total growth potential. Some have been ruled 
out.

Both the vacant Farmer Jack lot on Main 
Street and Saxtons Garden Center on Ann

Arbor Trail have been considered, he says, 
but are priced too high.

Bill Saxton says he hasn’t spoken with 
Vincenti and has not listed his business for 
sale. “Anything is possible, but we haven’t 
been sitting around thinking about it,” he 
said.

Along Penniman Vincenti says he will 
investigate whether Tom Brandel, owner of 
the building which might become a Tom’s 
Oyster Bar, would sell that property; he says 
he has already checked into the lot across 
Penniman and next to the post office — no 
go.

Down at the corner, the empty building 
that was home to NBD’s downtown branch 
would suit a center for his residential clients 
looking to renovate their homes, he says. But 
like each of the other Penniman sites, 
Saxtons and Farmer Jack, the former bank is 
just a could-be at this point.

Seen together, though, the could-be 
projects allude to som ething bigger in 
Vincenti’s planning —  visions of a greater 
Plymouth.

Mayor Don Dismuke gets the picture: “I 
don’t see one project. He wants to make as 
big an impact on downtown as he thinks we 
want him to ,” he says. “It w ill be 
phenomenal.”

At the same time, Guile says that part of 
Vincenti’s reputation is based on being “very 
sensitive to his impact on the community. He 
does quality projects that fit in.”

What might balance this ambitious vision 
for downtown is his relative impatience: 
whatever he’s going to do, he’ll do it soon.

“I want to break ground on the properties 
by the end of the year.” “If we can’t see that 
happening I won’t wait,” he says.

“W e’ll look at the whole picture,” he 
says, meaning all downtown projects as a 
simultaneous endeavor. “Doing them one at 
a time doesn’t make sense.” If prices are 
right and the City is agreeable, new

buildings would be going up throughout the 
CBD.

Vincenti already has work under way in 
15 communities around Metro Detroit, 
including a five-story building Birmingham.

“He’s got a pretty good line of credit,” 
Guile says, which allows him to proceed with 
projects once communities agree to them —  
no waiting for banks to finance his work.

“He isn’t like other developers because he 
has the money on-hand,” Walters says.

Projects would begin “as quickly as 
humanly possible,” Vincenti says. “The City 
seems willing to work. And the people want 
to see progress if  it’s positive for 
downtown.”

The fo llow ing le tte r is in response to 

C athy  S h u m ak er’s le tte r , “B ig g e r j s n ’t 
better at CEP,” (Crier 5/13/98).

I believe we should first ask ourselves 
is why do the CEP teachers w ant the third 
high school on the CEP cam pus. Having a 
third high school on cam pus would be of 
no significant benefit to the teachers; they 
want it for the sake of the students.

L e t’s say the th ird  h ig h  school is its 
own entity.

S hum aker sees no need  fo r e lec tiv es  
since 20 per cent o f the students at CEP 
might drop  ou t o r b eco m e  in v o lv e d  in 
drugs.

A c c o rd in g  to  y o u r  l e t te r ,  M s. 
Shumaker, are you saying that if  we offer 
less a d iversity  o f c lasses in a school o f 
very d iverse  people , s tuden ts w ill learn  
more, or are you not considering  any of 
these things and only the m oney it would 
save the district?

Do you also believe that m oney is more 
im portant than the education  o f  children 
who w ill one day run your com m unity?

S h u m a k e r  a sk s , “ H ow  do  o th e r  
com m unities (less affluent, by the way) 
m anage tw o or m ore free -s tan d in g  high 
s c h o o ls ? ” W e ll, y e s  th e s e  o th e r  
com m unities have m ore free-standing high 
schools, bu t I a lso  know  from  speaking 
w ith students from  several other schools, 
such  as C h u rc h ill  and  S te v e n so n , th a t 
th e s e  s c h o o ls  h a v e  n o w h e re  n e a r  th e  
am ount o f electives that CEP does.

Yes, these electives are im portant and 
necessary.

M y d re a m  is to  b e c o m e  an 
an th ropo log ist. A s a d irec t resu lt o f the 
fact that I attended CEP, I was able to take 
a full year o f anthropology, participate in a

w eek-long archaeological field, school in 
Colorado w ith my class (for w hich many 
s tu d e n ts  w ere  a b le  to  re c e iv e  c o lle g e  
cred it), and take 2.5 credits in the o ther 
b e h a v io ra l  s c ie n c e s , s o c io lo g y  a n d  
psychology, offered at the Park.

W hen I go to college, I will already be 
a step ahead o f the o ther students in my 
classes because o f the extensive education 
I have receive in those areas. Being able to 
choose classes that interest me has kept me 
interested in school. If  there are parents in 
the com m unity  w ho d o n ’t w ant to send 
th e ir  c h i ld re n  to  a sc h o o l w ith  
opportunities like these, then I hope they 
do m ove our o f the d istrict as Shum aker 
said they would.

In re sp o n se  to  S h u m ak er’s q u es tio n , 
“How m any 8th-grade students need to see

d id).” The answer, obviously, is none. In 
my four years at the h igh  school I have 
only seen one student sm oking something 
o th e r  th a n  a c ig a r e t te .  O u t o f  5 ,0 0 0  
students and four years, that’s not bad. As 
for the cigarette sm oking, it doesn’t affect 
you unless you want it to. Sm okers aren’t 
w a lk in g  a ro u n d  try in g  to  so lic i t  o th e r 
poep le  to  becom e sm okers, too. If  your 
son becomes a smoker, M s. Shumaker, it’s 
because he w ants to, not because people 
are shoving cigarettes in his m outh as he 
walks down the hallway.

T h ey ’re com ing  
a f te r  m o re  o f  y o u r  m on ey  w ith  th e  
“Recreation” and the “Police and Fire” tax 
proposals on the August 4 primary ballot. 
This is a classic “Bait and Switch” tax hike. 
It works like this:

R e m e m b e r  th a t th e re  w as a th ird  
proposal for the new township hall in the 
original package. It was pulled off the table

because our friends at the township know 
there is no way the taxpayers would go for 
it. While it’s gone from our sight it remains 
the  h idden  agenda. N ow , pu t these  tw o 
proposals that are hard to oppose on the 
ballot and get the voters to approve them. 
Everybody likes recreation  program s and 
w e a re  all in fa v o r  o f  p o lic e  and  f ire  
protection. W ith these increased revenues 
th e y ’ve fo o le d  th e  v o te rs  in to  p ay in g , 
they’re able to free up other money for the 
to w n sh ip  h a ll w ith o u t th e  ta x p a y e r ’s

approval.
It also means you and I end up paying 

tw ice  fo r recreation  and po lice  and  fire  
protection. A ren’t these services supposed 
to be p rovided  to the taxpayers w ith  the 
fu n d s  w e a re  c u rre n tly  p a y in g  to  th e  
township?

Another very important elem ent to this 
new township hall business is the fact that 
la s t  y e a r  th e  ’ to w n sh ip  b o a rd  sp e n t 
“A m ericans w ith D isabilities A ct” funds 
(aga in , your tax do llars) on b arrie r-free

restrooms at the current building locations. 
I know this because, as a disabled citizen of 
this community, I spoke in favor o f those 
barrier-free improvements based on the fact 
that the township offices would remain in 
their current location. That is wasting tax 
payer’s m oney. The citizens o f Plym outh 
Township should not only oppose these tax 
h ik e s  in A u g u s t b u t f i le  th is  in  y o u r 
memory and be ready to clean house in the 
next township election.

W e w ere den ied  
access to tour because 
we were late for the 
“o ffic ia l” tour tim e, 
which I had misread as

S a le m ’s group  was 
still in Ann A rbor). 
Som eone certa in ly  
could have graciously 
escorted  us through  
quickly. The security 
person had let us in, 
but someone who was 
“in charge” refused to 
give us any leeway. I 
am abso lu te ly  
convinced that if this 
person  had been 
know n to me or my 

d augh ter, we w ould  have had “ sp ec ia l” 
treatment.

I have seen- this happen again and again. I 
am angry with myself that I did not question 
this persons’ authority on the spot. We have 
been involved at the high school for 10 years;

we have paid our taxes for 12. Who was this 
rude self-appointed gate keeper? It was a 
terrible embarrassment. It is no wonder our 
school spirit faded with each passing year. I 
can relate similar stories of unfair treatment 
over the past 12 years, by teachers, counselors 
and administrators, I did not want to embarrass 
the children by trying to take on the district 
each time; we (the family) “swallowed it”. We 
were original members of the “I Care” group, 
until it became a political tool only to achieve 
the Boards’ objectives.

The excellence that our children achieve in 
this district has a lot less to do with the system 
and a whole lot more to do with where the 
students com e from. C aring, devoted  and 
supportive parents and families need to take the 
credit for the many wonderful achievements 
we enjoy.

W e do have some devoted and excellent 
teachers. There are excellent programs.

L e t’s be realistic  and stop  tou ting  the 
“system” —  it is the residents and students 
w ho m ake it w ork; ce rta in ly  no t the 
administration or the Board, or some o f the 
staff- who meed to be “out of there” by 2 p.m. 
sharp, or are often equally rude and some times 
downright cruel to the children. My anger has 
mounted to a rage. Don’t ask me for any more 
money— let’s start taxing the many retailers 
who have been allowed to take over Canton, 
and get those class sizes down to where a 
student is personally known and treated as the 
precious child he\she is.

People who are buying expensive homes so 
their children can attend school in Plymouth- 
Canton are making a sad mistake, unless they 
plan to attend with their child daily. Working 
moms cannot get appointments to see teachers 
after 2 p.m. Bus stops have been eliminated to 
accommodate the subdivisons with a higher tax 
base. Children who live on a dirt road get door 
to door service for safety reasons, I was once 
told by the transportation dept., who were also 
rude and dism issive when I called  w ith a 
concern some four years ago.

Discipline has moved from the campus to 
the Plymouth Police Department.

Parking would be a joke, if  it were not for 
the penalties the children pay for tardiness.

T h e  J o y n e r  B u i l d i n g ?
T he P ly m o u th  T o w n sh ip  B oard  o f 

Trustees has gone completely over the edge 
—  unanimously too.

Many township residents who have been 
demanding recreation programs (like other 
com m u n ities  o ffe r)  have accused  the  
township board of only grudgingly putting the 
.5 mill tax issue on the Aug. 4 ballot. They 
argue the board has never really wanted it to 
pass.

As o f  la s t T u esd ay , those  c ritic s  are 
obviously correct.

The township board —  by a 7 to 0 vote no 
less h ired  B ill Joyner to  run a “voter 
education” cam paign about the recreation 
millage, the 3.0 mill request for police and fire 
tax increase, and the .75 mill W TUA debt 
issue.

Bill is a veteran campaigner so that should 
be a plus, right?

Wrong.
Bill has also been leading the campaign for 

Township Trustee K.C. Mueller and for the 
citizens group backing the police-fire millage.

That means that most township residents 
will be asking: IS THIS LEGAL? After all, a 
governmental unit cannot spend public money 
to urge a “yes” or “no” vote on a ballot issue. 
I t can  spend  p u b lic  d o lla rs  on  “ v o te r 
education” —  even when it’s undisguised 
boosterism like Canton Township’s “Road to 
Quality ‘98 Improvement Program.”

Jo y n e r w ill be  p a id  $2 ,800  each  fo r 
“professional” writing services and to oversee 
the printing and distribution of a minimum of 
two and a maximum o f three “supplemental

new sletters to inform  the 
c itiz e n s  o f P lym ou th  
T o w n sh ip  reg a rd in g  the 
millage questions.”

I t is lun acy  fo r the 
township board to think that 
Joyner —  who says he will 
now  resign from the pro- 
millage campaign —  can be 
regarded as impartial. And did K.C. Mueller 
forget that she should abstain from voting to 
give tow nship kickbacks to her cam paign 
manager?

The board’s move alone will doom  the 
millages.

The township citizens com m ittee being 
form ed to  cam paign against the m illages 
should  have an easy task... w ithout even 
starting they got Joyner to join the other side.
