Plymouth’s City Commission found itself politically and legally on shaky ground Monday.
It tried and failed to keep private its investigation of Mayor Don Dismuke’s alleged
inappropriate advances toward a City employe.

In a move which circumvented the state’s Open Meetings Act,-Commissioners met
separately in two groups of three Saturday afternoon to talk with the employe and her union
representative to question her about the alleged events.

A quorum of the Commission was not present in City Hall at any one time during the
questioning, City Manager Steve Walters said, adding that it was for scheduling reasons.

But Michigan Attorney General opinions and several court cases say that splitting a public
body into two “non-quorum” sizes violates the Open Meetings Act.

The Commission had also scheduled a closed-door meeting to discuss the allegations
Monday night, but was advised by attorneys for The Community. Crier and the Michigan Press
Association that there was no legal right to do so and voted to strike the meeting from their

Monday agenda.

-City Attorney Sarah Osburn concurred and advised the Commission that there was no legal
foundation to close Monday’s session.
The Commission voted 5 — 2 to remove the closed session from its agenda, with dissenting
votes cast by Commissioners Stella Greene and Dennis Shrewsbury. (Shrewsbury is the
commission’s only lawyer and has championed the Open Meetings and Freedom of

Information Acts in the past.)
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By calling for a vote on the agenda before the
closed session was removed, Shrewsbury tread
" the tender turf of politics and forced
commissioners to go on record as for or against
holding the meeting at all. ‘
After the meeting, Shrewsbury refused to
comment on his actions.

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‘Living my life for you
chronicles Plymouth

musician’s time on the
road with all-girl band

When Plymouth resident Caroline Weage
was nine years old, her father thought she
should begin to learn music.

She did. She learned it well. So well, in
fact, that her life would become consumed
by it. Eventually, with music, Weage would

- see the world and break tradition.

Now, decades later, she has written a
book about her experiences.

The other side of war

Durmg her years playing big-band swing

music in small bars and clubs around the:

country, Weage took notes — where she
was when and what happened. Her experi-
ences define a generation often hidden from
traditional historical view: women on the
homefront during World War II stepping
into the shoes of predominately male roles.
In her book, Living My Life For You,
Weage, a founding member of the Plymouth
Community Band, tells-her story as a young
girl musician through a series of anecdotal
vignettes, often funny, always true-to-life. It
is not the great American novel. It won’t set
new literary. traditions. But what it captures,
through very pure writing, is the essence of
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Weage ready to beat the skins with The Swingettes, sometime in the 1940s.

“I always kept a diary,” Weage says.
“The girls would say, you have to write a
book someday. So I did, mostly for them.”

Weage actually finished writing the book
10 years ago, but only recently found a pub-
lisher that would print the book the way she
wanted it. Wrapped in a simple red cover,
the 126-page book is broken down into 35

concisely-written chapters. It centers on six .

years, 1940-46, when Weage traveled in a
number of bands, most notably The
Swingettes with whom she appeared twice
on the cover of Billboard Magazine.

“Girl bands were quite popular at the
time,” Weage says. “The male bands were
all broken up. They were all in the service.”

Big band, big country

Weage’s saga begins in Saginaw during

the American landscape circa 1940.

The Triangle Foundation, a gay rights
organization, filed the lawsuit in March of
1997 after Whyman published false
information ‘about the organization in her
campaign literature. That literature claimed
her opponent, Deborah Nesbit, accepted
contributions from the organization, and said
the foundation “has proclaimed its support of
sex acts between grown men and boys.”

The lawsuit could have been avoided,
according to Sean Kosofsky, associate
director of the Triangle Foundation.

“We were willing not to sue if she issued
a retraction and issued an apology,”
Kosofsky said. “We would have been happy
with that even after the election, but she
rejected any and-all attempts to settle.”

Whyman said she refused settlement
because the literature fell under the
protections of political free speech,
according to her attorney, Robert Huth, Jr.

Canton to get

‘Alzheimer home

An Alzheimer patient care facility could
occupy a long-vacant Canton corner rather
than a strip mall or other commercial
development.

The three-acre site is located on the
west Side of Lilley Road, south of Warren
Road. It had been zoned for village shop-
ping as part of the Willow Brook Planned
Unit Development (PUD) agreement,
according to Canton Planner Judy
Bocklage.

“The parcel was identified in 1994 as
one of the older PUD commercial corners
that should be changed to some other use,”
Bocklage said. '

Instead of more commercial develop-
ment, the land will host a valuable service
not yet provided in Canton, according to
project sponsor Bryan Amann.

“It’ll cut the possibility of commercial
development in half,” Amann said.

The unit is part of a chain With two
other locations in Metro Detroit — one in
Sterling Heights and one in West
Bloomfield, according to Amann. It will be
a one-story building with four wings, and a
common area in the center that will contain
offices and a cafeteria. It will house 60
patients with A]zhexmer s related disabili-
ties, he said.

City ‘mans’
The board is new, but the process of pick-
ing its members is about as old as they come.
Five City residents — all men — were
named to The City of Plymouth’s new pay
board Monday night, a panel that will meet
every other year to review the amount of pay
City Commissioners receive for their service.
Fred Libbing, Robert Mundt, Tom
Lainge, Tom Lewis and Russel Ash were
named to terms of five, four, three, two years
and one year, respectively.
They were chosen at the City
Commission meeting from a field of 17 resi-

All access to the facility would be from
-Lilley Road In order to lessen the impact

on nearby condominiums, all access to the
facility would be from Lilley Road. Also
proposed is an eight-foot fence around the
facility, a variance on the six-feet allowed
under Canton’s fence ordinance.

“It will come off the building, be made
up of wood material and have lattice work
for a foot or so on the top,” Amann said.
“It’s important for us that it looks attrac-

" tive.”

The fence is important because of the
special needs of Alzheimer’s sufferers,
Amann said. Apart from the extra height,
the fence will be designed to blend in with
neighboring residential neighborhoods, as
will the facility itself, according to Amann.

“It will look very residential in nature
and certainly be lower in height than the
neighboring condos, so it won’t be impos-
ing,” Amann said. “It will be a very nice
looking facility. The closest facility of this
type is in Chelsea or Dearborn and I think
it will be very well accepted.”

Bob Datlin, treasurer of neighboring
Willow Homes Homeowners association,
expressed support for the projeet.

Victory Lane Quick Oil Change re- opens after an extenszve renovatzon

BY SCOTT SPIELMAN

The Victory Lane Quick Oil Change on Ann Arbor Road had
been through some renovations during their 18 year hlstory in
Plymouth, but none have been quite as extensive as their most
recent reworking.

Seven months ago, ‘owners Derrick and Jane Oxender tore
down the facility and literally started over from scratch,

When they bought the building in 1981 it was a car wash,
according to Jane. They quickly converted half of the operation
into their second Victory Lane and later converted the car wash
portion into a car detail shop, she said.

A fire in 1991 sent the eventual razmg and raising into mouon
she said.

“It was a very old building anyway, but the fire was the last
straw,” she said. “We always wanted to build a new one there.”

As part of the rebuilding, they added a third car bay and
reconfigured the bays so that they would be facing Ann Arbor
Road rather than Main Street.

“I think the old bays were hand-dug and they had barely six feet

of clearance,” said manager Tim Taylor. “We now have a full .

basement here with about eight feet of clearance. It’s a great
difference.”

Tavlor sald the dlfference in the two, shops, doesn t stop at the .

size. It’s also a good deal more stable than the previous shop,
cleaner and more up to date. Vlctory Lane has gone high-tech, too,
with a computerized car care tracking system.

The computer system keeps track of any customer’s oil change
records throughout the Victory Lane system, which includes 25
‘shops around Metro Detroit. The customer registers at his or her

“ first visit by supplying the license number and make of car, and the

computer does the rest, Taylor said.

“It gives us all the information about a partic'ular make of car
— type of fluids it needs, the recommended type of oil, everything
conceivable. With a push of a button, we know everything we
need to know.”

The computer systern will also keep track of services provided

“They
want to make it into somethlmy There’s
nothing to it.”

Commissioner Dave McDonald echoed

department’s main computer in their patrol
cars, according to Capt. Laura Golles.

The department received approval last
week to purchase 14 laptops last week.

State, state and federal criminal histories,
registration checks and stolen vehicles.

Eventually that will be a mere drop in the
laptop’s bucket of capabilities. Officers will be
able to'access national databases and gain
more information about stolen property. They
will also be able to call up history on locations
or persons they are sent to investigate, Golles
said.

“We'll know ahead of time if there are any
weapons registered to the person or at the

location,” Golles said.

The computers are part of a larger system
and hardware upgrade approved by the Board
of Trustees earlier this year. The upgrade will
combine computer-aided dispatch, record
management and mapping functions to
improve efficiency and response time.

When the system is fully operational it will
tell dispatchers exactly where Canton’s patrol
cars are at any given time.

“We’ll be able to get to locations faster
because we’ll have a better idea exactly where
the cars are and which to send on a call,”
Golles said.

certainly didn’t look like it was worth its
appraised value of $10,000.

“If you passed it by in the street, you'd
probably just throw it away,” said Sgt.
Chuck Raycraft.

The bat was stolen along with several
other pieces of baseball memorabilia
between Sept. 17-27. according to Ofc.
Leonard Schemanske. Other items stolen m
the robbery, which was reported Sept. 1,
include a bat signed by Rod Carew after his
3000th hit, a Ken Griffey, Jr. autographed
bat and four baseballs signed by major
league greats Mickey Mantle, Joe
DiMaggio, Willie Mays and Al Kaline. All
were recovered.

According to Schemanske, the items
belonged to David Martin of Birmingham
Hills. Martin is the owner of National
Pastime Exhibits, which sells sports items to
fans at ball parks.

The suspect in the theft is an ex-employe,
who left the company on bad terms,
according to Schemanske. ‘

“We had a prime suspect right away, and
he was very cooperative, which is why we
were able to recover the merchandise,”
Schemanske said. “I would say that the
word was out that the items were stolen,” he
said. “It would probably be very hard to sell
them.”

Together, the items were valued at more
than $12,000, according to Schemanske.
The victim recovered the items from
Canton’s police department Wednesday, but
hasn’t decided on whether or not he is going
to press charges against the ex-employe,
Schemanske said.

“It’s up to the victim if he wants to press
charges. But the ultimate goal was to get the
items back and return them to the rightful
owner.” '

the spring of 1940, Fresh from high school graduation and a
five-month stint with a Flint group named the Bonnie Lassies,

Weage set out to Dubuque, IA, trumpet in hand, to join an all-

girt band for a club tour out west.

 “I had never been on a train, or even out of Michigan,”
Weage wntes in'the opening chapter. “I know I did a lot of
things wrong.”

In the year that followed, Weage was swept into a whirl--

wind tour across the United States, 45 jobs in 42 days during
one stretch, “which meant a lot of traveling and no time off.”

Her description of those tours, pieced together by specific:

places and dates, echoes among the vastness that is the
American West. Anybody who has ever traveled to

Montevideo, MN or Beulah, ND, those wanderers who’ve ven-

tured off the beaten track, can probably relate to Weage'’s
description of the landscape. '

For the rest of us, however, they become Anytowns U.S.A,,
lodged either in a valley or on the plain. Each has its own small
club, its own local atmosphere. But for this rag-tag group of
young musicians, they were each just one more pomt in a tire-
less train of stops.

Swinging through tough times

By April of 1941, after a year of touring, Weage had sepa-
rated from her traveling .group and returned home. But she

would get little rest. “About a month after we left the big band, -

I bought a train ticket for Plattsburg, NY and joined the
Swingettes.”

It was with the Swingettes that‘Weage found her largest
success. The Swingettes remained together for five years,
through World War II, and in the end became nothing less than
family.

Weage also switched instruments during this time, from

trumpet to drums, a position she still holds today whenever she-

plays.

The Swingettes were made up of six musically-diverse
"women: Hilda, the curvy blonde who sang and played. bass:.

Gmny, ‘a cute brunette from Ilinois,” who handled sax and
clarinet duties; Billie on tenor sax; Edna Mai, “a pretty dark

“haired lass from New York,” played piano; and Renee, the suc- -

cessful, experienced leader.

During their time together, the Swingettes became one of -

the premiere club bands in the country, always working,

. always in demand. They zig-zaged like nomads across the
country, touching base in 47 states.

Eventually, they were broadcast from nearly every stop they

‘made, entertaining Americans desperate for a diversion.

The human landscape
Throughout the book, Weage introduces a series of first-

_name faces, soldiers, managers and club owners. Sometimes

they are famous — Ella Fitzgerald, Perry Como — but most
are not: The lesser-knowns act like extras in"a movie, ushering
in a particular theme or tone. Often they are the faces of men,
scared and unsure, who months later were killed in the North

, African desert, at Omaha Beach or on the shores of Okinawa.

World War II permeates the book. When the Japanese
attacked Pearl Harbor in December of 1941, the Swingettes
were working through a six-week contract in Muncie, IN. At
first they didn’t realize the implications, but quickly; as the
world around them turned to chaos, they too were swept into
the mayhem.

“When war was declared, we were aware for the first time’
in our lives there was more to life than music, traveling, broad-
casts, floor shows and fun,” Weage writes. “There was a real

~world out there, with a real war that killed people. Our little

world had suddenly changed.” 5

Weage and her bandmates became engrossed, like most
Americans, with the homefront war effort. They rationed food,
they wrote letters to lonely soldiers stationed around the world
and gave blood nearly every day. Through it all, they played

“on, nearly three years straight without a break.

When Weage finally did return home in late 1944, shewa‘s

. saddened by the way her hometown had changed.

“The only young men were either 4-F or home on leave,”

. she writes...The. “War on Widows’fwents;‘out in groups, trying

to have fun until their men would come home again. It was an
artificial life I hope I never have to experience again.”

Soon the war ended. So did the Swingettes.

“Perhaps we were tired of the grind,” Weage writes, “sitting
on a bandstand every night, forcing a smile when we didn’t feel
well or happy, talking to smelly drunks in noisy rooms. The job
was worth all the discomforts, and I wouldn’t have wanted any
other, but eventually, everything gets stale.”

With boyfriends and husbands returning, the Swingettes
officially disbanded in 1946. But the friendships forged during
those times lasted a lifetime. The group had one official
reunion in 1975, one year before bandmember Billie would die
of cancer. Today, two other Swingettes remain beside Weage
and each remains committed to music. - '

Weage too still pounds the skins like her youthful self with
The Plymouth Commumty Band, playing as recently as The
Fall Festival.

“Everybody says I had an interesting life,” Weage says.
“But we didn’t realize it. We were just working.”
