1. The committee recommend that the
delegates to Cincinnati be left free and un-
trammeled. so as to brlng about an honest-
union of all the forces in the country op-
posed to monopolies of every name and na-.
ure. I
2. Thatwe approve patriotism, personal
worth and unselfish devotion to the best in-,
terests of the people, wherever and when-
ever found.

8. Thatwe honor any man who seeks to
better the condition of his fellow men by
opposing unjust, unequal laud monopolistic
legislation.

I, That we recognize in Gen. J. B,
W eaver an honest, intelligent and peerless
statesman, a brave soldier; a safe leafier, and*
a true friend. That we heartily endorse
his congressional*actions, prominent among
which is loyal defense of the Federal sol-
diers in demanding equal remuneration
for those who saved the Union, as has been
granted those who robbed the treasury of
the nation. We hall him as the championof
the people’s rights, and if in the wisdom of
the national convention he is nominated for
president, the Union Labor party of Michi-
gan pledge him their cordial and unanimous
support.

The Boiler ,Exploded-

The boiler of the Caro tub and -pail fac-
tory exploded the other mbming completely
demolishing the brick boiler room* killing
Henry Howland almost instantly and se-
verely injuring Frank Riddle, T. W. Wis-
ner.-jAlbert Riddle and Fireman Joe Ran-
dall, who was in the well fixing the pumps.

The boiler was torn into two pieces, the
front half blown 25 rods away and the back
half 35 rods in the opposite direction. The
door panels and part of the windows of the
residence of Judge F. H. Thomas were
blown out, and the bricks were blown
through the siding boards. Bricks were
also blown through the walls of the ma-
chine shop of the factory and of other ad-
joining houses. The debris was scattered
for3ftrods in every direction and the shock
felt for half a mile away. The cause of the
explosion is unknown.

Howland was an employe at the factory.
Wisner was badly cut and bruised in his
leftarm, and Riddle’s injuries were about
the head. The accident is probably the
worst of the kind that ever happened in the
county. i

Mr. ChipmaU of Detroit has filed a paper
inithe ways and means committee room
which means, fcfit means anything, that ho
will not vote for the Mills bill unless it is
radically changed from its present!form.
Mr. Chipman’s paper, which has stirred up
quite a little excitement among the demo-
crats of the ways and means committee, is
as follows: |,

Mr. Chipmau-submits to the committee
the following amendments: He begs to pre-
face them by ithe statement that the bill
leither by great reductions 6r absolute re-

1p~al of duties: affects every staple of the
]state of Michigan, viz: copper, wool, iron,
llumber and salt. As to tbe policy of
;this action- he has only to say that he
lis willing to vote for changes If co|Tes-
jponding benefits can be obtained, arfi he
i recognizes a benefit to the entire oountfy as
fa proper reason for a change. He will
frankly say thathe does notbelieve that
any section, industry or state should be
selected as the single theatre of tariff re-
form. There should be comity in the mat-
ter. Inthatview he movesthat ride, bitu-
minous coal and sugar be placed on the free
list. He findsin addition to the attitude in-
which the staples of his state are put;that
the industries of his district are very large-
ly affected. He therefore moves to strike
from the free list, glue, line 49, section I;
fish, glue or isinglass, line 49, section 1;
bone black, etc, line 96, section 1; brick,
line 132, section 1; meats: game and poultry,

line 145, section 1: milk, fresh, line 146,
section 1; pulp, line 149, section 1. He also
moves to strike out as follows: “Flaxseed
or linseed oil,! 10 cents per gallon, line 12,
section 2; common window glass, line 135,

section 2.” He also moves to strike out
the words “gilling twine” in line 431, sec-
tion 2, and to put said twineon the free list.
He alsomovestostrike outnil line 6, section
3,viz: “Woolen rags, shoddy, mungo, waste
and flocks.” He also moves to insert in
section 4, between the nineteenth and twen-
tieth lines, “lithographic prints, from either
atone, or zinc, bound or unbound (except
illustrations in printed books,).and all
articles produced in whole or in part by
lithographic process, 85 per cent aid valo-
rem.” He also moves that there be a
rebate of the tax on alcohol used in the arts
and for medicinal purposes and that all
tax on druggists as dealers shall be re-
pealed. He also moves that the tax levied
on manufacturers of fine cut chewing
tobacco and bn smoking tobacco be not
r~pealed, but reduced one-half.

Mr. Chipman begs to add thatthe articles
and industries enumerated above are only
a small part of the articles and industries
of his district affected by the bill.

He feels that the free list at least must
be increased in the directions he intimates
in order to make the bill at all palatable to
his and other constituencies.

Postmaster-General Dickinson has issued
an order fixing the minimum compensation
for the transportation of mails on railroads
at $12.75 per mile.

A short time ago there was a fad!
for rose-jars, says Tht Aeto Torb Mail
and Express. Now it laacraze. Every-
body has it In some drawing-rooms
they are elaborate and costly, in less
pretentious apartments they are hand-
some and effective, and in still humbler
apartments they are pretty. The
aroma of the leaves with which they
ore filled ndd a pleasant perfume to
tlio room. They are employed not
only iu parlors and reception-rooms,
but in my lady’s boudoir, and in some
cases each room in the house has one.
So popular have they became that a
form of jar-worship now prevails. At
ladies’ teas the latest designs are dis-
cussed and raved about, and every
new aquisition is hailed with delight
The history of the evolution of the
rose-jar is quite romantic, and ranches
back some distance into the past The
roso-jar proper was in tho shape of nn
urn, and originated with the Turks
centuries ago. They were usually
made of lead, and were one of the in-
dispensable adjuncts of the harem.
The old palaces of Oriental
countries were without windows, and
tho rooms were inclosed by rough
walls, which were covered with various-
colored hangings. Those apartments
were decorated most sumptuously, and
the ntmosjdier was rendered delightful
to the soones by perfumes emittted by
nrus containing rose leaves. Their
use extended throughout Turkey and
Persia, and even to India, where they
are still employed.

An importing house of this city, hav-
ing business representatives all over
tho world looking for curios and
antiques, first introduced the. rose-jars
into th s country. Tlioir trade extends
as far as Japan in one direction and to
ponstantinople in the oilier, and they
conceived the happy idea of applying
the Japanese tea-jar to the Turkish
nse as a receptacle for rose leaves.
Tho tea-jars of Japan end their origin
with tho establishment of a secret so-
ciety called tho Chano-you, about four
hundred years ago. This society was a
strong political power for many years,
and. as a cover to the real purpose of
meeting, tea-drinking was indulged in
and tea-jars employod. These jars
were used to hold' the tea-leaves, and
were made of china and porcolinn. The
best skill of the country was applied to
making fanciful designs. Tho customs
gf tile society were handed down from
generation to generation, until they
have become matters of history.

Tims the rose jar of to-day is a com-
bination of tho rose urn of the ancient
Turns and the tea jar of the Japanese.
They are being imported in large quan-
tities, and the demand for them, which
Started in' this city. Is spreading all
over the country. A prominent Broad-
way dealer lias imported four hundred
tUfferent styles of jars. They are of
every cooceivable shape and design,
and. cost from 15 cents to $200 each.
Small cans containing a pot-pourri of
roso leaves and spices aro kept for fill-
ibg the jars. Some ladies, however;
propose to fill the jars with rose leaves
from tlioir own gardens or consorvato- ¢
lies. The craze is confined lo America
at present but is expected to extend to
Europe by, next summer.

<f the great men in the country for the
lust-third of a century. | asked him
the other day how many presidents had
sat in his chair.

esl et roefsee.” ho answered. “I be-
lieve 1 have had eveiry one of them
since tho time of Buchanan. | came
to Washington in his administration,
but hud not mooli practice then. Peo-
ple used to doctor their own corns.
Several times 1 wont to the white
house while Lincoln was there. Both
lie ami his wife had very troublesome
feet. While I was operating on Lin-
coln once he admitted a delegation of
clergymen who had come to see him
about extending the work of the Chris-
tian commission in the army. They
were very much astonished when they
were shown into the room where he
sat on a table with his bare feet on a
chair, and I do not know of any other
president who would have received so
dignified a delegation under simiinr
circumstances, hut his time was very
valuable and be did not want to keep
them waiting. He told a number of
funny stories about bis oxperienco witb
corns and bunions, and verv soon the
doctors of divinity recovered from their
astonishment and began (o exchange
vews on the subject. Then they so-
bered down and presented their case to
Mr. Lincoln, who promised to issue
the order they wanted.

"At another time | was with him
when Secretary Stanton came over
from the war department with the
news of a great victory and the presi-
dent was so pleased that lie jumped
around w.th his bare foet like a boy.

"1 never had much to do with John-
son and never treated him but once
that | remember of when lie came to
tl.e offleo. Grant had very good feet.
They wore quite small for a man of
his build and he bad little trouble with
them. | do not remember having
treated him more than three or four
times while be was president, although
after lie wentout of office became down
here on several occasions. He was
visiting Gen. Beale. | believe it was
after his trip around the world.

‘eHayes sent for me only once, bnt
Garfield was a regular customer all the
while be was in congress, and after he

became president. | suppose | have
iiis name _twenty or thirty times
on my books. Ho was always

troubled with corns. The day before
he was nssnssinatod a colored mail in
fojtmau’s livery came into my office
and asked if | could treat Gen. Garfield
at once, a8 lie was to leave town the
next day, | had a patient in the chair,
but lie kindly consented to give way
for the president who then camo up,
and was here for half an hour.

They get no pay, only
their food. They ore trying their
prentice hands and much of the stuff
tliev turn out find s its way to the Lon-
don and Paris shops. Connoisseurs in
brass readily recognize the distinction
between Persian work and Arab work.
The best Persian is done at Bagdad.
Talieran, and Ispahan, and is mostly

repousse. The worst is what is sold at
Caro, and!is chiefly imported 'from
Damascus. A certain amount of Per -

siitn work is done fit Damascus itself,
by; a colony of Persian artificers who
hare setiled there. But ail this infer-
ior work is destined for the English, or
at least -for the European market.
There is one clear distinction between
tbe two kinds, intelligible even to tbe
least learned fancier. In Persian brass
work you frequently find figures—
whether of birds, or animals, or men—
introduced into the pattern. In Arab
work this scarcely ever occurs. The
reason is lhitt the Arabs are much strict-
er Mohammedans, nud literally inter-
pret and obey the,injuntiou of the Ko-
ran, which [forbids the reprodnctilon of
Images of whnt is in the heavens above

or.in the earth beneath, or in the wat-
ers under tbe earth. :

Of this Arab engraved work it may
be safely said that the best pieces are
always dated. The workmen who exo-
cuie it form a very different class to
the workers in the bazaars. They are
artists, and devote themsolves to pro-
ducing perfect pieces, which are, as a
rule, ordered for special occasions. It
is for Jhis reason that, while bad work
is Tery plei: tifui, the best kind, really
artistically executed, is rarely met with.
The good workmen date the pieces
which they produce; and those dates
are almost invariably correct The
cause is not so much due to national
honesty ns to revenue regulations.
The dish os a piece of art manufacture
lias to pay n tax to the government
A inark is stamped on it to show that
the tax lias been paid, and the work-
men pills the date above the mark.
This government mark, called the
mejidi mark, is a fat-simile of the sul-
tan’s autograph, SN Is identical with
the obverse of the Turkish coins. Bad
brass work, boys' ;Work. the kiqd of
sniff so plentiful .just now, is not
thought worth the stamp, and the gov-.
eroment mark iB merely scratchod
upon it.  When you get very old pieces
they are sure to be good. What you
know about English china is true
about Persian orjArab brass. Pro-
gressed Bastion, railways and civiliza-
tion have ruined tbla art In those old
days—and they weye very old days—
two or three centuries ago or more,
the workman's mint was to produce a
perfect piece, to! emulate former
achievements in the art and to satisfy
a patron who knew and rewarded good
work. Now it is not the piece bnt tbe
gross that Is considered, and the only
aim of the employer is quantity at a
low price. But these eastern manu-
factures differ in one respect from dxn
own. Practically, we can Aot in Qnoen
Victoria’s- days produce as good work
as in Queen Anne’a? It is said that if
you care to give tlfe price and know
where to go you cab get work just as
artistic and as' perfect now in Bagdad
orConstsotinople as if the date were
foar centuries old.

They
still tell this story in tbe bazaars of
Constantinople, not so much to illus-
trate the questionable sagacity of the
Englishman as to prove that first-rate
work can still be bad! by.those who
care to pay for it These monguls are
made all over Persia, but not so freely
as in Constantinople, where, owing to
the great and searching cold of the
northern winds, they,are an article not
of ornament bnt of necessity.

Grant and His Confiding Na-
ture.

I was at Mount McGregor whon
Grant died, and had opportunity to
learn many things in regard to his last
days which could not be then given to
the public. | became well acquainted
witb his private secretary and he told
me that Grant dictated freoly and
without cessation after he begau.

His dictation was that of
a literary man, and he expressed him-
self simply, tersely and in such a way
a td convey his thoughts in the fewest
words.

This private secretary was Mr. N. E.
Dawson, who is one of the most re-
loliable stenographers of tho United
States. He said to me not long ago:

“l never knew such a man as Gen.
Grant, and 1 was surprised again and
again at the extraordinary confidence
he had in all about him. He never for
a moment suspected his friends of un-
faithfulness. and if I had written a
note for $10,000 and taken it to him

in the shape of a letter | have no
doubt be would have signed it. When
I first met him all that | had witli

which to win his confidence were my
recommendations. | went with him
to Mexico, and he put $20,000 into my
hands for our expenses, and though |
was a comparative stranger he asked
no questions and trusted me implicitly.
It was his habit, after a letter had been
read, to tear it up and”~throw it on the
floor, and lie was not careful, as a
general rule, in taking care of bis pa-
pers.”

Taking this statement of Mr. Daw-
son into consideration, it is wonderful
that Grant should have had the fore-
sight to have anticipated this trouble
with Gen. Badeau, and written ns liu
did a letter which has settled it in his
favor.—Prom n Washington Letter.

But this is not all the uses | find for
them. In a few weeks my kitchen will
be decorated with old salt boxes each
filled with as many cans, minas the
bottoms; as will stand up in it, each
can filled with good garden soil and
each of these tin pots holding a tomato,
dahlia, or other plant. 1 find it easier

to. transplant without disturbing the
roots when the plants are so treated,

&pd having no bottoms, the cans do not
hold water enongh to spoil tbe roots,
might be the case were they used
separately. Sometimw | have-sunk in
,the soil in the garden, near a plant
that needed a good deal of water, an
old can with a hole or two punched in
the bottom to help it to leak, and then
filled this with water each night or
morning. | also found this a good
chance to add fertilizers by patting
them in the water. John likes the
cans to put around the trunks of young
fruit trees. He says he has saved
enough trees from the m ce in this way
to pay for all the canned tomatoes,
corn, and peaches wo have eaten. He
takes off the bottom, cuts open one
side, fits them around the stem, and
draws the sides together again, arid
then pashes them down so that an inch
or two is below the top of tbe soil.
