There is Art in Cow Rearing.

In the first place, the calf of a jioor
cow should’never be reared, unless to
make beef; and this will hardly pay. as
a steer will make so much more
growLb in the same length of time.

The calf that is to be reared for a
cow should never suck more than
three days and then it should la: fed.
Thereshould be a purpose, and that
should be to-keep the future cow in a
thrifty and vigorous condition all its
life, and no more. A fat condition is
not natural, nor desirable, for a -food
cow. While the young animal isgrow-
ing. there must bo a development, “f
all of its bodily functions, fitis tu he
a perfect animal, und not a mass of
fat. It must not bo fed foods to make
fat, hence skimmed milk is just the
thing; but it should he fed often aiid a
little at a time. If fed all it will drink
at a time; there will he a podtfl ex-
pansion of tjie stomach 'and it will get
out otshape. The same law of jine-
gnal.ty holds true, if it is fed foodsj loo
rich in carbon or carbohydrates—heat
and fat-forming foods—as there will
be an excessive development of fat in
all of the glands and membranes, and
the glands, membranes and muscles,
as well as the bony tissue, will bo defi-
cient This will tend towards an ex-
cessive fatty or beef growth, and a de-
ficient development of the mammalian
organa Such calves will make poor
milkers, although nature may have
designed when they were born that
they should be good milkers. They
are spoiled In' raising. —Our Country
Borne.

He
wil crawl into a bed in the
middle of the day and wait patiently
until night, when the rightful owner
crawls in, so he, tbe intruder, can m-
pWive bi® opportunity to get even with
the human race, against whom lie has
a spite. But mall has a friend in the
prairie runner, which is the name of a
bird whose mission in life is to super-
vise tbe centipede census.- This bird
has a fondness for centipedes au nat
urel. If it were not for these indus-
trious birds centipedes would be as
plentiful as men who think they under-
stand all about tbe tariff question.
When a prairie rupner discovers a ecu-'
lipetle. he takes the iusect in his b 11,
and runs off with him. What the ob-
ject of the bird is in running | cannot
imagine, unless he, the bird, wants the
centipede to admire tbe grace ami
swiftnesr of his motions.

The
merchants here do them up in small
mpackages, marked with their own
stamps, and in this manner they reach
the public on this side of lhe water.
Sotno of them are enormously expen-
sive. The writer bought, last season,
a microscopic quantity of some pansy
seed which cast at the rate of $75 per
emice. But they Were well worth the
money. ,Tlie tlowors wiliiclt sprang
from them were vegetable butterflies,
(omiUufo ting those gorgeous insects
not only in the brilliancy of their
var ed coloring, but even in the shape
and peculiar markings of their wing-
like petals.

Fuchsia seeds of the finest quality
firing SL00 an ounce, and others—such
as thiosc of Jtho gloxinia, cinneraria,
cdlens ami echeveria—fetch yet higher
prices, equal to many times their
iwrioht in gold. A few are so valuable
jllint they have actually to be counted
(out at so much apiece.

[plants for the, market; but the supply
Ider.ved from these sources is consider-
able.—\&to England Farmers .

Dried Sweet Corn.

We dried n little last autumn and
’itre epjoying it so much | wish to urge
pvery one who has never tried it to do
it this year, writes a correspondent in
the Cincinnati Enquirer. It is not
-quite equal to canned corn, but it is a
kery good substitute; and as most ama-
teurs who hsva undertaken to can
sweet corn have been unsuccessful,
this seems to be the surest way for a
housewife to:supply her family with
green corii through the winter without
(the expense of buying. Every farmer
Should plant a good-sized plot of sweet
rorn—either of several varieties or at
different times, so as to have it as
muny weeks as possible during summer
ind autumn—for there is inothing
healthier for people with godd teeth,
easier cooked or liked better.

When boilipg green corn for dinner
it Is bnt little trouble to boil several
[extra ears, sad after dinner cut with
a sharp knife the corn from all the
ears that are left catting as close to
Ilhe cob as possible, spread thin on
plates and dry! in the warming oven of
the cook stove, or inany place that
the temperature is right to dry it with-
out sour.hg or scorching; if it gets hot
bnougli to scorch and brown it can
never be swelled out to be good, and
nil housekeepers know .that any thing
of a vegetable nature must begin dry-
ing very soon! in warm weather or it
sours and is lost Dry until all the
moisture is extracted and it will keep
iz well as seed peas; stow in glass or
Ain cans where it will not gather damp-
ness and mold.

Kentucky bluo grass
is the best pasture grass for perma-
nence and feeding value. and the old
meaddws of Kentucky, which never
felt the plow, bear testimony to its
performance, while tbe noted horses
and cattle fed upon them provos its
nutritive value.

Some grasses are of early growth,
some later, and one of these is recup-
erating while the other is being eaten
do ym. English blue grass is one of the
earliest to afford pasture; orchard grass
is next, then follows red clover then
timothy, fall oat-grass, red-top and
white clover. Some grasses, as fowl
meadow grass, meadow fescue and red
top with alsike clover, succeed fipon
moist lapds, and others as orchard
grass, timothy and oat-grass, do belter
on dry soils. Hence one can easily suit
his mixture to the land and. so hit
every point lie aims at once.—Cincin-
nati Enquirer.

Important to SUK-Growet-s.

The commissioner of agriculture at
Washington lias just received from
Europe a consignment of choice silk-
worm eggs, which ho will distribute
gratuitously to. an persons who desire
to raise silk-worms and who are so sit-
uated that they can do so satisfactor-
ily. He will also be able to furnish
books of instruction in silk culture be-
fore the seri-cultural season com-
mences.

For two seasons he has bcon pur-
chasing cocoons froth American silk-
growers at an average price of ninety-
five cents per pound, and wishes a still
further supply with which to continue
the experiments now being made at
Washington in the reeling of silk from
the cocoon. All therefore, who seek
a market for their cocoons or wish silk-
worm eggs or books of instruction or
information of any sort in relation to
the industry can obtain the same free
of charge upon application to Hon.
Norman J. Coleman, commissioner of
agriculture, Washington, D. C.

Polish It Yourself.

The best thing to clean jewelry with
is prepared chslk. It is so soft that it
does not scratch and so lino that it
works into every part of tho ornament
and can be easily brushed out. it is
very simply made. , Take some ordin-
ary chalk and thoroughly ptilvorize it,
and then mix it, aismt two pounds of
the powder with a gallon of pare rain;
water. After it has been well stirred
let it settle for about two minutes. All
tbe gritty, hard matter will settle at-
tbe bottom of the water. Which must bo
carefully poured off Let the water
stand until all the chalk lias settled,
pour off the water and the settlings is
the prepared chalk. A good polishing
powder can be made by using rotten-
stones in jtlio same way. liiting
treated similarly is also good. Some-
times earbonate of soda is added to a
solulion of chloride of calcium. The
solutions should be carefully filtered
through paper before being mixed, and
all dust carefully excluded. . The white
powder which falls down Is chalk, and,
after being carefully waahed and dried,
forms an excellent powder for softer
metals. —Hail and Express.
