W o m a n  S u ffrag e  P la t fo rm .

At the annual meeting of the Michigan 
Equal Suffrage association a platform was 
adopted favoring the enfranchisement of 
women; favoring the adoption of a sixteenth 
amendment to the constitution of the Unit­
ed States giving suffrage to women; con­
demning the use of semi-nude pictures on 
placards for advertisements; condemning 
the recent indifference of Gov. Luce to the 
immorality of the lumber camps, and call­
ing upon the voters of Michigan to retire 
Luce to private life; resenting as an insult 
to womanhood the use of the, female form 
on tobacco, cigar and v/hisky labels; favor­
ing kindergartens in public schools; favor­
ing the election of men to the legislature 
who will pledge their influence to secure 
the ballot to womens that the Rev. Dr. - 
Buckley’s reasons for not allowing women 
seats in the Methodist Episcopal general 
conference are a relic of barbarism and 
tyranny that would consign women to a life 
of slavery and degradation that should 
meet the condemnation of all right minded 
people; opposing child labor.

The convention elected the following offi­
cers: President, Mrs. Mary L. Doe, Bay 
City; vice-president, Mrs. Catherine A. P. 
Stebbins. Detroit; secretary. Mrs. Fanny

T e r r ib le  R a in  S to r in .
Reports come in from different parts of 

the upper peninsula giving accounts of the 
damage doue by the great storm Saturday, 
June». The storm appears -to have been 
heavier at or near Lake Linden, Keweenaw 
county, than elsewhere, although all the 
country for 100 miles each way . was visited. 
The storm burst like a water-spout. At 
Calumet the Methodist church was struck 
by lightning, and a large quantity of water 
poured into the Calumet & Heclamine. At 
Portage Entry the quarries were stopped, 
being full of 'water. Reports from Lake, 
Linden estimate the damage at $50,000.* 
Nearly every basement in the city is flood-' 
ed and an immense quantity of merchandise 
is damaged. All along the line of the Du­
luth, South Shore & Atlantic there were 
heavy rains, and several washouts are re­
ported. At a point between Robinson and 
Houghton passengers and baggage were 
transferred by a tug. While there arfc many 
breaks in the track, and nearly every up­
per peninsula railroad is more ox less dam­
aged, there has been no accident of any 
kind. Houses were undermined in some 
places, and even floated .bodily off. While 
there is no way of approximating the dam­
age, it will reach way up in the thousands.

B a d  fo r  L a ln g s b n rg .
The business portion of Laingsburg, 

Shiawassee county, is a heap of smouldering 
ruins. A lire, which is oefieved to have 
been caused by the firing of rockets by boys, 
brolje out on the night of thei 7th inst. and 
$wept through two solid blocks on the east 
side of the Michigan Central track, taking 
the postofflee, telephone exchange, opera 
house and a number o f ' dwellings, and 
stopped only when nothing was left to burn. 
The tire started in an unoccupied building 
in the middle of the block at midnight, and 
as the town has literally no fire protection 
whatever, there was nothing to obstruct its 

r progress. The Lansing lire department 
j was sent for, but before it could arrive it 

was too late, the tire spreading rapidly on both 
sides of the street. The result is almost a 
death-blow to the town. The heavy tire last 
winter led! to a scheme to buy a fire engine, 
but this,was voted down last spring. The 
loss is between §75,000 and §100,000, and 
there is not §12,000 insurance on the whole.

A n A w fu l T ra g e d y .

Henry Munehthaler, the keeper of a small 
store on Jefferson Ave., near First street, 
Detroit, murdered his wife and then shot 
himself dead. Munchthaler had planned to 
leave his wife and children, and had tried 
to.obtain from her money, which she re­
fused to give.

The President has approved the act of 

congress providing that pensions heretofore 
or'hereulter granted to widows of soldiers 
of the war of the rebellion shall begin at the 
date Of the death of their husbands. This 
legislation favorably affects all claims of 
widows of tljie late war which have been 
filed in the pension office on or after July 1, 
1880, and which have been allowed to begin 
from the datie of the filing of the claims; but 
will not favorably affect the cases of 9uch 
widow’s as Were filed before July, 1880, and 
which have been allowed, pension having 
already been granted in those cases from 
the date of their husbands’ death. No form­
al application will be required and the ser­
vices of attorneys will not be necessary.

Philadelphia News writes: I recently 
visited the New York clearing house, 
iu com pan v with a gentleman well 
known in banking circles, aud it per­
sonal friend of J. D. Vermilyef chair-i 
man of the Clearing House Associa-j 
tlon. The -clearing house is down 
town, in what would be called th© 
“city” if New York copied LoiulorTs 
business terms, where Pino and Nas­
sau streets intersect, and diagonallyl 
across from the sub-trqasury building. 
It is a structure of brown stone, dig-, 
nitied enoughs but inconspicuous. Th© 
building [was purchased bv the Clear­
ing House Association in 1875, and re-! 
niodeledlto adapt it for the purpose; 
which it lias since served

But oiice within the guarded doors, 
tlie visitor, however little of a banker) 
lie! may be, receives tlie impression 
that this place is in effect whaLiHs inj 
fact, the quintessence of many banks. 
Even the hall and stairway leading up 
to the clearing room, though done in 
nn unobtrusive scheme of decoration.J 
inflates the traveler with a proper 
appreciation of good fortune. An 
impression and heavy air hangs over 
these “fiuger-pointed halls of wealth.” 
The counting room is a large rec­
tangular hall nearly ninety feet loug, 
with three lines! of counters containing 
twenty-two desks each, extending 
nearly its whole length. Atr one end 
is an elevated platform where the of­
ficer who had us in charge conducted 
us, and there we met the manager 
who had just arrived and was waiting 
for 10 o’clock, when the day’s business 
begins.

Tho manager, William A. Camp, is 
a man approaching 70, and has held 
his present position since 18G4. He 

i hais shrewd, penetrating but kindly 
I eyes, a high, broad forehead, and 
: aquiliue nose. He came to Ndw York 
!from Connecticut and began his busi­
ness career as a merchant. This lie 
soon relinquished for banking, a call­
ing for which he has unusually pro­
nounced qualifications. This is not tho 
expression of my opinion, for, of 
course, I could form none on the sub­
ject, but I found it easy to accept it 
ready made after being told that in tho 
twenty-four years he has held the helm 
the clearing, house has bandied over 
$800,000.000,000 without the loss of a 
c^nt.
. I t  was now 10 o’clock and Mr. Camp 

struck a gong. Instantly the clerk* 
took thefr places at their respective 
desks, each of which represents a bank, 
there being sixty-four banks oi^menr-^ 
bers of the association at proseut; Run­
ning his eye down the length of the 
room,the manager announced “ready.”  
and struck,the gong again. Then the 
delivery clerks of each bank began a 
slow and'solerun procession, each ,one 
moving to the next desk in £ront of his 
own, depositing upon it tfie exchanges 
of that bank, then proceeding tp the 
next, and' so on until each had made 
the circuit of the room, having' visited 
all the desks of tho sixty-four banks 
and delivered the paper exchanges to. 
each.

This long rnovihg line of del verers 
holds the j  attention of the spectator. 
It is madq^up of mernof every age, 
from a youth just of ageT with bright 
and attractive face, to an old man. 
gray-headed and dignified, who has 
made that trip tlaily for - forty vears- 
Ybc :cst of the business-Ahat done bv 
tho accountants and settling clerks at 
their desks—is far less interesting and 
less dully understood; yet one need 
havo very little knowledge of account­
ing, provided he has a conception of 
pantomime.1 to see that the clerks at 
tho desks are.doing a vast quantity of 
work with great rapidity and correct­
ness. Farther than this the averago 
visitor never gets, but there is enough 
on the surface to keep him interested 
uutil 10:45. when the proofsheet, made 
upon the platform out. of all the re­
ports handed in by the various clerks, 
receipts and deliveries, credit and debt 
balances, appears and stands as the 
key for! settlement of all the ;day*s 
transactions. The pantomimic exhibi­
tion of lightning speed holds the most 
frivolouB spectator until tbe manager 
observes that the allotted time is up, 
and announces ‘Proof is made.”

A letter from Borne in the Edinburg 
Scotsman notices the opening of “a 
mosic hall in the Tarpeiah Bock,” 
meaning it Is to be presumed, in the 
narrow space between the foot of the 
rock and the Tiber. The association 
is a queer one, and the latter remarks 
Upon it that "Italians are crying omt 
against the progressive Americaniza­
tion of the Eternal City, and Signor 
Boughi unites with the French Boissier 
and the German Gregorioas in protest­
ing against the spirit which is robbing 
civilization of its most precious oppor­
tunities—that of studying ancient 
Borne in its habit as it lived, face to 
face, so to speak, and on the spot

The protest comes too late, and 
would have been too late any time this 
hundred years. There is precious little 
of ancient Borne to study about the 
surface of the fifteen to thirty feet of 
rubbish that has it buried as deeply as 
Pompeii ever waa Even the old Forum 
had to be dug out and is exhibited at 
the bottom of an exoavation like a stone 
quarry. As long as this “Niobe of 
nations,”  as Byron calls her, is left 
under such a cover the Italians can’t 
damage her teaching capacity very 
largely byjipprovemonts on the top of 
i t  Such remains of the old city as 
have been preservedsofar.no  doubt,
