UNION LABOR PARTY.

Proceedings of the State Convention.—
h»tthe Bolters Did.

The Union Labor party held its state con-
vention in Detroiton thé 15th inst., adopted
a platform and placed a state ticket in nom-
ination. The platform adopted is as follows:

General discontent prevails on the part of
the wealth producer.  Farmers are suffer-
ing from a poverty which has forced most
of them to mortgage their estates, and the
prices of products-are so low asto offer no
relief except through bankruptcy. Labor
ers_are sinking into great dependence.
Strikes are resorted to withoutbringing re-
lief, because of the inability pf employers
in many cases to pay_ living wages, while
more and more are driven into the street.
Business men find collections almost impos-
sible, and meantime hundreds of millions of
idle public money which is needed for relief
is locked up in the United ~States treasury
or placed without interest in favored banks
in grim mockery of distress. Land monopo-
ly flourishes as never before, and more
owners of soil are daily becoming tenants.
Great transportation corporations still suc-
ceed in extorting their profits on watered
stocks through ungjstcharges. The United
States senaté has become an open scandal,
its membership being Purchased by thei
rich_in open defiance of the popular will.
Various efforts arc being madp to squander
the {)ubllc mondy, which arq designed to
empty the treasury without pajying the pub-
lic debt. Under.these and other alarming
conditions, wo appeal to the people of our
country to come lout of old party organiza-
tions, whose indifference to the public wel-

mfare 1s responsible for this distress, and aid
the United Labor party to reﬁeal _existin

class legislation and rélieve the distress o

FOUND IN A WELL.

A Calhoun County Myntery Cleared Up.
The body of George Campbell, 24 years
old, was found the other morning at the
bottom of an old unused well on the ¥irm
of Charles Chiddester, in tho township of
Convis, about seveA miley* northeast of
Battle Creek. Unknown to Mr. Chiddes-
ter the shift had been partly filled with
earth, entirely concealing the body and
leaving the weéll a shallow, muddy plaice.

George Campbell livecLwith & widowed
mother on a neighboringfarm. A year ago
this month he suddenly disappeared, and
it was reported he had gonewest. _Nothing
havingsince been heardfrom him hismother
and the neighbors became alarmed and
feared that he had met with foul play or-
some accident. :

At the time of Campbell’s mysterious
departure a young man named Frank
House, who was then employed oh the
Chiddester farm, said that he ihad; pur-
chased the team and other persohql effects
belonging to Campbell. A fevtf jmonths

later "he"left Chiddester'ft employ and be-
gan working the Campbell farm for the
missing man’s mother.

Campbell's long continued silence' and
absence and House’s seemingly suspicious
actions resulted in the institution of an in-
vestigating and searching party, which
discovered the body while digging out the
old well. . ! Y
_The body was not entirely exhumed at
first, but sufficiently to identify it as the
remains of the long-missing GeOrge Camp-
bell. A messenger was_atronce dispatched
for the coroner and sheriff, who immediate-
ly drove'to the farm. \
 The remains when exhumed were full?/
identified as those of George Campbell.
Two terrible fractures of the “skull prove a
murder beyond doubt.

Frank House, who is suspected of some
knowledge of the affair, was present' and
assisted “in disinterring the  body. The
ghastly sight did not phase him. "He was
arrestéd and held withoutbail for examina-
tion. The prisoner has already served one
term in the state prison. House admits
filling the well after’ Campbell’s disappear-
ance, but he denies the murder.

The Steamer Geiser Sunk off Sable
Island.

One HnndretL'and Nineteen Drovrnell.

The steamer® Wieland' from Hamburg,
which arrived at New York on the 17th
inst., reports that on August 14, off Sable
island, the Danish steamer Thingvalla was

The commander incollision with the steamer Geiser.”

The Geiser sank in about five minutes.
Fourteen-passengers and 17 of the crew;
and among them Capt. Moller, were saved.
Seventy-two passengers and 33 of.the crew
were lost.. .

The Geiser left New York on August 11,
bound for Stettin. The Thingvalla was on
her way? to iNew York, and was adver-
tised to [eave there on August25. Avery
heavy sea and dense fog were experienced
through the ni?ht and earlg_ mornin
of August 14. 1 is said an object coul
not be distinguished 50 feet away by
reason of the fog. Stories differ asto where
the liability lies, if not wholly due to the fog
and heavy sea. The Thingvalla struck tho
vieiser on the starboard side amidships,
-dose on to 4 o’clock in the morning.. The
boats then parted, ahd within live minutes
the.Geiser sank. The crew of the Thing-
valla did all they could to save the Geiser's
i-rew and passengers, while still indoubt
as to whether the “Thingvalla was not dan-
gerously disabled, but owing to the heavy

ea only 31 were saved. No other vessel
was nedr at tlhe tiige. The Wieland on her
waé/ to this port was 100 miles;, away. At
11.80 0’clock bn the morning of the 14th the
Wieland 'was sighted. Signs, of distress
were made by the Thingvalla, and-a trans-
er of the ﬁassengers began. The sea was
then very heavy, but no mishaps occurred
in the transfer of passengers.

The steamer Wieland took 455 passengers
from the Thingvalla and those saved from
the steamer Geiser to New York. The
Thingvallawas so badly disabled that after
transferring her passengers she was com-
pelled to put into Halifax.

COMMANDER SCHOFIELD.

A Successorto Geo Sheridan Appointed.

The President has issued an order placing
Maj.-Gen. Schofield in command of the
army, with headquarters at Washington.
Gen: Schofield will also continue in ‘com-
mand of the dlivision of the Atlantic.

Gen. Schofield was bornin 1831 and is no\tr
at the age of 57, in most vigorous life. For
live years after graduating at West Point
he was one Of it§ dlStIanLllShed professors,
and shortly before thi® war opened ho re-
signed to ‘accept the chair of physics at

ashington university in Missouri. He
entered the field at the outbreak of the re-
bellion, and was soon detailed as chief of
staff to Gen. Lyons, H© was with him in
the! battle of Wilson’s creek, and performed
brilliantservice in that early engagement.

In the spring of 1863 he was _transferred
for a Bhort time to a command in the Army
$f the Cumberland,, and was assigned to the
division organized and first commanded by
Gen. George H. Thomas. He took charge
quietly,, and looked sharply after every in-
terest, and wjhen, at the end of a few weeks,
he was assigned elsewhere, he retired with
the>good will and affectionate regard of this
vel_r|y particular division. .

hought best to continue him. .

In person Gen. Schofield is_a little taller
than Gen. Sheridan and a little heavier,.
He has a large head and pleasant and inteW
ligent face.. He is a most dignified, courte-
ous, and affable gentlemen _thoroughl¥ ac-
quainted with é)ubl_lc af_falrs, and fully
versed in every detail of his profession.

A 820,000,000 THRUST.

One of the Kmc Gigantic Ever Planned In
the United States.

The details of one of the most gigantic
trusts ever devised have just come to the
surface iu Minneapolis. It’is a combination
of all the principal lumberinterests of Min-
nesota apd those of Wisconsin. Fred Wey-
erhauser, the Inch lumberman, a short time
aﬂo bought lip the controlling interest of
all the big lumber firms and pine land own-
ers in northern Wisconsin, and now has
absolute control of the lumber business in
that section. He is atthe head of the Mis-
sissippi Iogglng company, whose headquar-
ters are atEau Claire, Wis.., The company
is now said to control about $80,000,000 in-
vested in lumber and pine lands, and ts
backed by heavy capitalists of Berlin. The
company now owns about nine billions of
stumpage in Wisconsin, and it is under-
stood on good authority that nearle/ as
much more is_now being contracted for in
Minnesota. Options have already been se-
cured on a large amount of Minnesota
stumpage, and agents of the syndicate are
sgo#rmgthe country to getall theroisin
sight.-

er in Minnesota, was asked If he would sell
his land. He]named™* price about double
the market value of his lands, supposing it
would be rejected, but to his surprise three
days later the syndicate took UP his offer.

Charley Crocker Dead. I . f

Millionaire Charles Crocker dieii at Mon-
terer)]/, Cal, August 14 i

Charles Crocker was born iu Troy, N. Y.
Sept. 16. 1822. He had a limited education
and was early turned adrift by his father.
In 1849 he went to California, hnd after
engaging in placer mining, opened a gener-
al store 1u Sacramento. e was plected to
the common council in 1855 and to the leg-
islature in 1860. .

With Leland Stanford, Mark Hopkins
and. C. P. Huntington he furnished meaqs
for the survey of a railroad route across
the Sierra Névada mountains, and on the*

assage of the Union Pacific railroad bill
by cong%ressl he was_associated_tyith them
in constructing the Central Pacific division.
He personally builta largo portion of the
more difficulf:-sections unddr contract. In
1871 he was elected second vice-president of
the-*Southern Pacific railroad company of
California, and second viejo president of
the Central Pacific, supérintending the
construction of the divisions inUArizona,
New Mexico and Texas. In he effect-
ed a consolidation of the two properties,
having joint control of 8,903 mites of rail-
road and steamship lines. Mr.) Crocker-
soon after removed to New York city, but
has spent a good deal of his time in Cali-
fornia, largely as a seeker after biealth.

Women Can’t Vote.

The supreme court of Washington Terri-
tory has decided the law _granting suf
frage to women unconstitutional.” The
grounds . for the opinion are based ou
the fact that the legislature exceeded its

owers granted by congress. The court
ook the'ground that the'word “citizen” in
the organic act can mean nothinglelse than
male citizen. The opinion contained 7,000
words and an appeal will be taken to_the
supremeq{court of thp United Stajtes. The
peculiarity of the [legislation on woman
suffrage in the territory is that this is the
second law passed and tho second time it
has been declared unconstitutional.

Under the original law passed oy a large
majority of the legislature two years ago,
an election was held and women bast votes
in all the counties. Then the supreme
court overruled it. Again a few weeks"
ago the legislature paSsed the law, and
this has met the same fate. The territory
is a stronghold of prohibition and woman
suffrage advocates, and they will fight this
case to the court of last resort.

Fruit Xote*.

Strong 8tr»vrberry plants, set a year
ugo and bearing a few berries
libis season, are not as good as this
gear's new plants. Plants that yield
fruit are exhausted and require
inore time after fruiting season to
,nake new roots. Howeyer, if in set*
ljing them one cuts off all of the old
leaves close to crown and wets the
lioots thoroughly when transplanted,
llhev will make good plants for fruit-
ing next year.

In trials to find
e relative value of shelled corn as
compared with corn meal.i 3.64 pounds
or shelled corn produced one uound of
iitcreue. while 4.15 pounds of corn
meal were required to produce the same
titsolt. One bushel of whole shelled
corn produced 15.4 pounds of increase;
alien made into coarse meal and fed
It*J it produced but 13.5 pounds.
Other trials produced-results not very
much different, showing that when fed
ity, shelled corn Is more economical
to feed to fattening hogs. One bushel
of corn was ascertained to be worth
nkarly three bushels of oats a* food for
fattening hogs. The cost of tbe mixed

As a result of experiments in rela-
tion to tbe oil test for cream, the W:;s-
consin .experiment station concludes
that while the oil test churn is capable
of sliowi ng the difference between good
and poor cream, it is questionable
whether it can make strictly accurate
distinctions between dilierent grades
of good or poor cream.”

Tims, in order to maintain our reputa-
tion as dairymen, we must improve ahd
increase the quality an quantity of our
dairy products per oow aud per acre.”

<ore of I*oultry

Over-feeding is one of the uninten-
tional evils which are continually crop-
ping out in poultry vards. To keep
hens that havo to be confined during
the summer from taking considerable
surplus fat requires much tact and at-
tention. They must have “hot weather
diet.” Buckwheat, oats, and barley
are good, with occasionally a sprink-
ling of cracked coni.  Give plenty of
green food, and skim milk is prefera-
ble to so much water. Excessive water
dribk ng has the same bad effects ou
fowl as on human beings. An ailing
hen will drink almost twice as much
as a bird in normal condition. The
best diet for young chickens is soaked
bread or baked corncake and a sparing
sprinkling of finely cracked corn.

I have introduced skim milk i i place
of water this .season with the best of
results. *lie milk also furnishes much
nutriment not obta liable in water. It
is qiMe surprising—how rapidly the
chickens grow on the bread and milk

arrangement. Let me assure tlie ljo-
g nner to feed light and often. B-
this | mean, do not throw a loaf of

bread and a quart of corn into the pen
and not go near it again until next
daw but feed the chickens sparingly
every few -hours, so that they will
clean lip every particle and leave none
around the ground to sour.

Another evil in the poultry yard at
this season of the year is lice.  Once
let the lice get the lead and it is very
hard indeed to head them off. That old
proverb, **An ounce of prevention is
worth a pound of cure.” applies in this
case. Every effort, aided by sulphur,
kerosene aud carbolic powder, should
be exerted to rid the houses of the
hen’s worst enemy.  The caution to
keep the drinking utensials clean can-
not be too often repeated. The cans
must be thoroughly rinsed ainl scoured.
Special care should also Ix taken on
the nests. Where so many broody
hens are ou the nest the boxes are liable
to soon become filthv if not watched.—
American Lu'tivitOo 4

Use the horse and cultivator among
the hoed crops until you h«ve done all
you can in that wa*. We cannot' af-
ford to dig np sods with a hoe iu these
tines.

Filthy stables are always disease
breeders, but particularly so in hot
weather, when the purifying influence
of the frost is missed.

Now the farmer is so busy that he
neglects to clean his horse stalls every
Uav, and the flics wliich are bred in
the filth get into iho house, and ho
thinks the woman is careless.

Some caution should be exercised in
using a kerosene oil emulsion.  The
Kew England Farmer tells of an* or-
chardist in Connecticut who ruined
his trees by. using ail emulsion that
was not properly mixed, the free oil
killing the bark in spots.

In this age of enterprise and com-
petition a good thing is never neglect-
ed: Thousands of peoplo are watching
for it.and they know enough to keep it
when they get it. Anything that has
been tossed to and fro has been discard-
ed many times may bo safely let alone.

Cover the floors of the stalls as far
as they are wet with earth or some
other absorbent, and clean it out and
change it every day. It will keep flies
from breeding there, make the stable
more healthful and add to the* manure
pile. k

Every farmer who has a hog to sell
is interestedJn having a law to pre-
vent adulteration of lard. If the cot-
tonseed oil now sold os pure leaf lard
wero driven out of the market or sold
under its true colors the price ot pork
would at once go up several notches.

To protect melon vines from bags
get thin muslin and cut it eighteen
inches Baquore; stick four stakes near
the plants and spread the muslin over
them and cover the edges and corners*
with earth. This is cheaper and easier
than making boxes to tack tho muslin

Go oyer the orchard at least once a
month and search for borers, or they
will bore in too far to be reached. Re-
move the earth from each tree and ex-
amine lhe trunk carefully. The borer
may be known by the exudations of the
tree where it enters, and also by the
“chips” it throws out. \

There arc two things va-iarmer can
never have enough of: One is feed,
the other is manure. Feed obviously
makes manure, for it enables the farm-
er to keep more cattle, and some cau
always be purchased cheaply in the
fall or winter and make a good profit
ou the feeding.

One can readily gain an idea of the
minuteness of banknote work when it
is learned that it takes a good engraver
from twenty to thirty days to complete
the vignette—portrait or scene alone.
Take for instance Gen. Grant’s por-
trait in the vignette of the 85 silver
certificate, tbe counterfeit of which Is
jiist now the talk of the city. A care-
ful scrutiny by means of the magnify-
ing glass will disclose that the work,
which npon first glanoe impresses one'
as this result of miniature portraiture
in ink. consists of a multitude of deli-
cately engraved lines and dots that
can only be produced by the aid of a
magnifying glass.— Chicago Herald.
