The message of 1resident Diaz to til
Mexican congress takes an encouraging
view of the future of the country. He
congratulates the people upon the continu-
ance of.domestic peace and upon the signs
of increasing Industrial and commercial
prosperity, recounts the rapid extension
of the different railroad system, speaks ot
the enlarged poetolt.es facili ies and the
increasing postal revenues, and nar ates
the progress of common schools. Even of
the financial condition, his nightmare for
the past four years he can now speak in
a t ne of moderate hope. The Jerlin
bankers have taken another third of the
loan proposed last March, and he hopes
that they will >et take the remainder.
General Diaz gives, hovevrr, but few
figures to substantiate his statements that
the treasury is really out of the crisis

.The exports have fallen oT slightly.
What the Imports were he does not say,
though the slight gain in the national
income wonld seem to imply that they
were larger than last year's. Even so.
the revenues are about 34.0 :0,000 short of
the estimated expenditures. In foreign
relations, Mexico is on an excellent foot-
ing with her neighbors and all the world.

The sensation and the situation pro-
duced by the publication of those remark-
able extra-ts from the diary of the late
Emperor Frederick grow more and more
interesting. The latest dispatches state
that Bismarck has threatened to resign
because Emperor William disapproves the
Idea of criminally prosecuting Prof. GeTc-
ken,~who gave the diary for publication,
and also was displeased with the chancel-
lor’s report on the affair. ~ This has been
Bismarck’s way of forcing an acceptance
of bis policy, and It remains to be seen
whether it will be so effectse with the
present emperor as with his father and
grandfather. In the meanwhile it must
be admitted that the chancellor has been
hard hit. A distinct shrinkage has taken

"plaice tn his dimensions and he is no
longer the unapproachable Jove of
Enr pean politics. He Beeras to be pain*
fully conscious of the circumstances, and
is talking and acting in a manner far trom
being marked by his wonted shrewd-
ness. and which can only make ma ter
worse. For once the man of bloodand
iron seems to have lost his h. ad.

It is inconceivable that a government

lo strong as that of Russia should stoop
to the vexations of the passport
system. The news comes that so

far from relaxing their onerous rules they
have added other , some of them directed
squarely against the Jews, not only these
who are of Russian nationality, but
against men of the race, whatever their
land. What is the secret of this Slavo Ic
hat. ed against the Jews? It is a mystery,
for naturally the Slavons are light-
hearted, friendly, good-natured people,
who in remote ages, cert Inly displayed
no animosity to the Jews, but on the con
trary, a strong liking for them.

The French propose to restrict immi-
gration into Fran e. This decision it
aimed against the Italian laborers who
tramp over the Alps and find work as
stonecutters and as railroad laborers
They are willing to accept lower wages
than the native laborers, who certainly
have not been very grasping In their
demands-  The French evidc ntiy accept
the formula that the work of a country
belongs to the workmen of that country,
and that is, in fact, the basis of the social

-compact, and the only reasonable ground
on which a state can claim a citlren as a
soldier for its defense from invasion or
for the preservation of order.

A JAW-BONE OF(y@OLD.

Thbe Horrible Condition of a Con-
firmed Phosphorus need. .

A man forty yean of age, named

MICHIGAN |James Wallace, was admitted to the

German hospital a few months ago.
writes the New York correspondent of
tbe St. Louis Globe-Democrat. His
case was very remarkable, not to eay
unique. On exam-nation it was found
that be was suffering from necrosis, or
death of tbe Inferior maxilla (lower
jaw), and at the eamd time was sub-
ject to constitutional symptoms of the
gravest nature. Phyeically he was a
complete wreck, and mentally little
more could be said of him. Tbe natu-
ral character and expression of his
face was destroyed by the swelling of
the tisanes surrounding his jaws, and
his month was distorted in a manner
that made him a horrible object to
look at The face bad a peculiar
ashen pallor, different from that usual-
ly found in most kinds ot sovere sick-
ness. He was almost completely bald,
hie hair having ootne oat daring the
last year. All the teeth in the lower
jaw had fallen out, and he had but four
left in the upper. The cavities from
which the teeth had fallen were filled
with pns, while the gums were con-
tracted. ebowing here and there por-
tions of the jaw. The odor emanating
from the parts was unbearable.

As it was impossible for him ta
masticate he lived on liquid food
which  was not proving sufficient

nourishment, and death from starva-
tion was among his possibilities. About
bis lower jaw immense abscesses bad
kept forming dnring the months be-
fore he came to the hospital. In stat-
ing his case to the attending surgeon
he said that be was a chemist by pro-

fession. Several years ago,, he was
taken sick while In Paris. He bad
worked too hard and was much run
down in mind and body. The

phvsicians who attended him at that
time gave him phosphorus in pills.
The drug had an excellent effect on
him at tbe time; he recovered, paid his
doctor, left Paris and thonght no
more about it. Two years ago he was
attagked w.lh symptoms of much the
same kind as be bad while in Frauce,
and immediately took a dose ot
pbosphorua It seemed to put now
strength into h<m at ouoe. and after a
few doses he stopped taking the drug,
but the nervous debility returned
worse than before, and he again took
the drag. He now continued several
months to use it without ceasing, at
the end of which time, feeling much
better, he tried to give itnp. To his
horror he tound that he could not get
along without IL He had all the
symptoms of an opium eater deprived
of his stimulants.

Abcesses soon began
different parts of his body. His finger
and toenails began lo drop off, bis
teeth to oame out,and at last the lower
jaw showed symptoms -of crumbling
away. He knew very well that the
phosphorus he was taking was the
cause of all his troubles, but be delay -
ed seeking medical assistance, bocause
he felt sure that he would be obliged
to give up the drug to which be had
now become an abject slave. Had not
neuralgic symptoms of the intens-
est kind appeared, he, probably, wonld
not have apDlied to the hospital. The
only hope tbe doctor .held out to him
was tbe removal of the dead jawbone
and the total stoppage of the drug.
But the system of tbe patient was ia
such a condition that it made a very
dangerous complication, and rendered
the result doubtful at best. However,
as the patient was becoming weaker
daily and a fatal termination was only
matter of time it was decided that the
operation be performed at once.

The patient was taken to the opera-
ting room, and ether was administered
by the house surgeon. In the deleri-
nm which comes In the early stages of
anmithesia, he straggled frantically to
get free, and constantly implored tbe
doctor to give him "a little phospho-
rus.” When well under tbe effects of
the ether, the doctor selected a keen-
edged sospel and made an inoteio'n
from the point of the chin to the lower
ilipv the vermilion border of which was
carefully avoided. From the point of
the chin, or sympiesls, the incision
Was carried to the right along the na-
tter aide of the bone to the protuber-
ance of the ear. A similar incision
was made on -the opposite side of tbe
fade. Then the obeeks of both sides
‘Ware dissected from the bone, and tbe
loosened flesh reflected up. in flaps
over the face. This exposed the fee-

to form on

taring bone in all its hideonseess. It
wasa mass of corruption. Puss oozed
from it and from the tissues about iL

There was also considerable hemor-
rhage. Tbe bone was carefully seized
with forceps, and crumbled even un-
der the lightest pressure, jAs the bone
wonld break away a now hold jwas ta-
ken; until it had been removed np to
the lIfiiit ot the incision. Thus it was

igp

ly chawed awzy. To com pleter
theremoval of what remained, tbe In-
cislon; bad to be enlarged, the knife
run through the tissoes in front of the
ear.

The rijgbt of articnlatlon Was remov-
ed with great ease. It was not so
badly; affected as the left, bat was
loose from all tendonous or muscular
attocttmsnta.  The left artienlation
had been the seat of a recent absoesv
and! the tendons and bone were mixed
with unhealthy granulating tissue.
This bad to be cat away and the ten-
dons severed before the sequestra was
fully removed. All the diseased and
ulcer ating tissues were scraped with a
sharp spoon scoop and tbe open sur-
faces washed with a:eolation of bichlo-
ride of mercury. Then began the tedi-
ous aad delicate task of repairing dam-
ages The flaps were pat back in their
bormal position and sutured with fine
carbolized silk. The muscles of the
tongue, throet and face were brought
together and held in such position that
they would unite to each other in ab-
sence of the jaw bone, their natural
attachment place, by silver sutures.
This completed the operation.

Daring the first two weeks of tbe
patient's convalescence he suffered
greatly for phosphorus, but none was
allowed him. Ho was, however,
given.morphine freely daring tbe first
west Two Weeks alter the operation
a light frame, made of gold, in the
shape of a jawbone, was placed inside
his month, and at once corrected the
horrible appearance left after the
bone’s removal. This gold jaw is so
arranged that it will be fully under
tbe action of the facial muscles, and
will carry astill lower set of teeth.
He will have a set of false teeth above
also. He left the hospital a few days
ago, fully recovered The wounds had
healed very quickly, in spite of the
surgeon's forebodings. He disclaims
any longings for phosphorus, and de-
clares he would ru.her die than again
become the victim of any drug habit.

Lord Lome on American Insti-
tutiona
To foreigners, the great nation

which is the predominating power in
tbe New World offers a speotacle of
admiration and envy. She is mot
obliged, through fear of her position
being lowered, to place a tremendous
tax on the wage-earning power of her
people, by the obi gation of military
or naval service. With the mass of
exports to offer, and with the immense
population demanding foreign goods,
she will in"time draw to her mars
commerce than has ever been handled
in the history of the world by any om-
pire. It Is safe to assume thut her
millions will at a future date prefer to
have their own flag over tbe countless
cargoes that will pour from and will
pour into her harbors from Asia and
from Europe.

In comparing systems of govern-
ment, few of the older republics, em-
pires or kingdoms, are found to enjoy
more real stability than the system
founded under Washington. The
The American ship of atate is bnilt in
so many compartments, that even if
several became water-logged the ship
would float This oannot be said ot
many older natipna Mere centraliza-
tion, either in the hands of a
monarch, or in the bands of a demo-

To
those who look upon tbe United States
Jrotn a European standpoint, it ap-
pears that there is far more of real

sovereignity in the hands of the presi- .

dent than there is in the bands of Iny
of the kings who in Europe govern by
means of imitations of tho English
constitutions. That -  constitution
makes the sovereign reign, but does
not allow him or her to govern. In
metfified forms this is the same in
Italy, in Swedon and Norway, in
Belgium, and in Spam. It is the
same in tho republio of France. Only
in Russia, and to a less extent ia Ger-
many. does the monarch immediately
sway the destinies of his people.—
Forum.
