Tho constant and 
quite extensivo sale that the book still 
enjoys could notjm t convince her that 
its hold upon the regard of her coun­
trymen was not much relaxed. Besides, 
although she hover witnessed a per­
formance of a dramatic version of 
vUncle Tom’s.Cabin” she was made 
aware by tho newspapors that she fre­
quently saw as she went about, that tho 
characters of her creation slill had 
moving qualities with the people. It 
is only- latterly that her idoas on tho 
subject have become irrational.

At present she is undoubtedly poss­
essed by delusions. She thinks that 
“Uncle Tonies Cabin” was gs {much 
a divinely inspired work as U»e Bible 
—that she was merely a mqduun 
through which God expressed his con- 
demnatiou of human slavery. There 
is modesty and not self-glorification in 
tho old lady’s theory on that point 
She argues that unaided, she would 
have been quite incnpablo of writing 
Ihe story, lit support of this asser­
tion she cites the fact that although 
she turned out other books, they made 
nothing like the sahie success. Indeed, 
she will often challenge a visitor to re­
call even by • name any other work 
of hers than “Uncle Tom’ls Cabin.”  
jSo strenuous did she at lopgtli become 
ĵ n this matter that strangerB and even 
acquaintances took umbrage at it  and 
at length the family strove to protect 
her from all intrusions. Tourists who 
went through Hartford were in the 
habit of stopping over for the express 
purpose of seeing her. That had to be 
stopped as early as last fall, and since 
then she has been all but inaccessible 
except to her. intimates.-

Mrs. SloWo lias estate enough to 
support her comfortably. Had sho 
foreseen the enormous popularity of 
her book she might have been the 
richest of American authors; but sho 
sold the copyright for a ,pricp that 
yielded to her only a very small per­
centage of the prolits. Nor did she 
have the forethought to reserve the 
right of dramatization, as is done now 
with nil novels, and therefore the pro­
tracted use of her story ou the stage 
has never brought her a cent. Two 
years ago the project of a biography 
by Mrs. Stowe was conceived by Mark 
1’wa n, who has made a grbnt fortune 
out of books sold through subscription 
agencies. He believed th^t a $2 vol­
ume of Mrs. Stowe’s recollections 
would find an extensive sale. The en­
terprise progressed so far as tho con­
trac t under which Mrs. Stbwo began 
to work* but her pen had lost its cun­
ning, and the little she tVrote proved 
unsuitable for the purpose. A recent 
modification of the plan contemplated 
the composition of the book by some­
body else, under Mrs. Stowe’s supervi­
sion, and to bo issued as authenticated 
by her. But she has failed so rapidly 
and completely that she can do nothing 
whatever in the matter, and it was not 
in a shape to proceed without a certain 
amount of her attention. Therefore 
the proposed book cannot be made.—

. FACTS ABOUT MARBLE.

ITo-w th e  R w czad Ttooic i s  c o n v e r t e d
I n to  I 'o lis lio d  V arieira ted  Slab*.

Few people who stand before a fin* 
ished monujnent or mantel, or even ar 
soda water fountnin a drug store, and 
addiTe the highly-polished variegated  
marble, savs the N ew  York C o m m e r ­
c ia l  A d v e r t i s e r ,  realize the amount of 
time and labor that has been expended  
in the evolution of the com pleted  
structure from the raw materials. The 
highly-colored var ct os are found . 
cbieily in Italy, Spain, Franco. Belgium , 
or Portugal, though som etim es in 
Mex co or Algeria. The white stone  
is common in this State. Am ong the 
marbles winch most frequently enter 
into composition of fancy apparatus 
are:

Italian—white, vernal ami clouded, ' 
with bluish g r a \; Etrurian—pure por­
celain white, Saragossa shaded cream  
while, veined with dark 'gray; Alger- 
ian and M exican onyx—translucent 
while, veined with opaque white, y e l­
low, or pink; Iianliglip—deLcately  
veined gi’ay; Sam m colin —shaded 

-pearl gray, dashed with curneliau red; 
Sienna—golden yellow, clouded with 
white and veined with olive and brown; 
Tennessee—chocolate, frosted with 
white; Genoa—green; Bracatcl—rich­
ly mottled, yellow, purple* brown, 
white aud rod; Violet B rocatel—pur­
ple, mottled and veined with golden  
yellow; Lisbon—reddish; Gryott.e of 
France—deep red, shaded with red 
and brown; Gryotte Fleure—purplish 
red, mottled with pearl white; War­
w ick—brilliant red, veined with white; 
B elgiau--velvety black; African—yel­
low. with purple veins; Rouge Antique 
—deep red; K noxville—grayish pink, 
with light blue veining.

The colored marbles retain their 
freshness longer and can be repolislied  
after many rears’ use.

Tne marble is extracted from the 
quarry in oblong blocks cut out by 
means of wedges.

Except when designated for statuary 
or building purposes the first thing the 
manufacturer does is to place the block 
of marble under a gang-saw in order to 
saw it into slabs. The gang-saw con­
sists merely of a series of parallel saws 
to which an oscillating motion is im­
parted while they are kept fed with 
sau.d and water. When they come 
from the gang-saw the slabs are gen­
erally about 1 J inches thick, so that 
they may dres3 lo one inch when rub­
bed on both sides. The slabs are then 
inspected. To the inexperienced eye 
the rough slabs are much alike, and 
while the good qualities of the slab are 
only fully brought o u t' under the 
polisher's mop. the imperceptible de.- 
fects are also magnified very much. It 
is, therefore nece^sarv- to detect llaws 
before the poLshing begins.

The perfect slabs are cut into re­
quired lengths by a rip-saw and passed 
to the rubbing bed to be rublnd smooth. 
The rubbing bed consists of a soli4  
horizontal cast-iron wheel about four 
inches thick and usually about twelve 
,or thirteen feet iu diameter. This, 
wheel is fixed in a vertical shaft which  
revolves on chilled steel friction balls, 
placed one upon tlie other, and inclos­
ed in a cast-iron box which is kept well 
supplied with oil. The box itself is 
firmly imbedded in a stone foundation, 
and the entire structure is made as 
trne and as steady ns possible. It i n ­
quires a great deal of care and atten­
tion to keep the rubbing bed perfectly 
true; and il is sometimes necessary to 
rub it down for a whole week with 
bluestone in order 1o keep the surface 
smooth.

When the slab leaves the rubbing- 
bed it is camparatively smooth, and is 
ready to be cut out by bands Into its 
final shape. It then gasses into the 
polishers, who are provided with rub­
bers made of ordinary tjpking rolled 
up into a mop of about three or four 
inches in diameter aud sewed firmly 
through and through. With these 
they rub the surface of tlie slab back 
and forth, hour after hour, un­
til they bring out the high polish so 
much admired. The marble is first 
rubbed with grit, aud then with pum­
ice-stone, and then with hone. On 
some white marble oxalic acid is then 
used, and finally the finishing touches 
are given with putty of zinc. On 
colored marbles emery and French put­
ty, prepared with sulphur aud lead, 
are U9ed.^ It is estimated that each 
square foot of surface polished costs 
oue man four hours of steady work.

In gilding, four or five gold loaves 
are blown into a cushion made of a 
board covered with chamois. The g il­
der cuts it into strips a quarter of an 
inch wide, lays it on the. marble with 
his “tip”  then ••cottons” it on, after 
which he rubs it down with a tine hair 
brush in order to sm ooth the laps and 
form an even and continuous surface. 
He then cleans off the edges with cut- 
tlo fish. Great dexterity is acquired 
by gilders, and they seem  lo handle 
with the greatest ease the delicate

gold leaf! which the isjlightest breath of 
a in  is sufficient to  carry dif£ and which 
in inexperienced hands is utterly un 
manageable.*

The variegated, dark-colored mar­
bles are most expensive, but thev are 
alsd generally harder and moro dura- 
able, as well as more beautiful, than 
those that are, wliile or light colored. 
'!®ie common wh le jmarblc, which is 
not !so valuable from an ornamenta1 
Doitlt of view, has a jseperato value as 
beiitg the best basis ff>r the production 
of carbonic ac (I gas for the production 
of carbonic acid gas for tlie ruanufact 
ure of “soda and alii other carbonated 
beverages, and a large trade is done in 
it fur this purpose. It has succeeded 
whitjmg and bicarbonate of soda in this 
respect on account o f its cheapness. A 
barrel of good marble-dust, weighing  
aboijjt iUQ pounds, jeosis $1.25. An 
equal quantity of whiting costs about 
S3.op, and produces |no more gas. A 
like I weight of bicarbonate soda pro­
duces a double amount of gas, but 
costs about $7.

As far as chemical compos'd on is 
concerned marble and whiting affe an­
alogous— both are carbonates of lim e, 
aud jwlien equally pjiire both contain' 
the sam e amount of carbonic acid. 
Whiting, however, is Rarely, if ever, as 
pure as garb le. It ^onslst9 cb efly of 
tlie remii' 113 of ext return ly sm all an im al­
cules.

How m any Brooklynites are aware 
that within walking distance of their 
homes lire and thrive one or m ore of 
the most powerful branches of the 
moth famih P Who has not seen tlio 
yellow  backed ] caterpillar glid ing  
ncross the sidewalks, under the stoops 
of touses or making its way up the 
few trees left standing in our streetsP  
This industrious aud, to some minds, 
destructive little worm lias been the 
plaything of our boyhood. In the 
cruelty  of ch Idliood we loved to pull 
out its silken whiskers and match one 
against another in a race across the 
pavement. The caterpillar is one of 
the tribe of worms which by some 
m ysterious process of nature evolve 
into a moth. He is interesting in his 
way, being known to the world of 
science as the orgyia leucosligm a. yet 
he has no place in this article. It is 
of Ids more pretentious and certainly 
more useful neighbor, tlio attacus 
cynthia silk worm, that I propose to 
treat. Every <me, no matter how  
little  he or she knows of the science 
of entomology, is aware that the coffin 
shaped substances clinging to the 
trees in the la t e . fall and winter 
contain life. Here tho knowledge 
of the casual observer ceases. 
The custom of cultivating silk worms 
is an old and honored ono and 
has done service for hundreds of news­
paper and magazine articles. The 
cultivated worm is the dude member 
of thu bombyx or silk worm family, 
and ow ing to his bluo blood looks 
down upon others of his kind not: so 
orlunato as to have food and shelter, 
provided for himj I refer to tho s Ik 
worm in its w ild;state when it is not 
watched, from the depositing of tho 
eg g  to its transformation into a butter­
fly or moth. Nature wild can in no  
wav be compared to nature cultivated  
at least from a picturesque stand­
point. It is the wilderness, llio un- 
Iramtneled, that, pleases tlie eye in 
landscape. Tlie same can be said of the 
silkw orm . In his cultivated state the 
silk worm wears a dignified air entire­
ly different from that carried by his un­
cultivated brother. He appears to 
kDow lie is under tins eye of the silk  
culturist and carries himself according­
ly. Not so his untutored relative. Tlie 
natural condition is always the Ibest,' 
whether in animal or human life, and 
for this reason between the two Studies, 
that of the silk worm in its wild or 
cultivated state, Ihe former is the more 
interesting. That Brooklyn was one 
of the first places of residence in this 
country, favored by the attacus 
cynthia silk worm I will proceed to 
show.

Mr. John Uean is a sharp—a sharp 
in silk  worms. I mean. He has boon 
engaged  in the cultivation of those cu­
rious creatures since 1852. Mr. Dean 
js  favored in many ways, hut particu­
larly by being a resident of Brooklyn. 
To him readers of the E a g le  are in­
debted for the interesting treatise 
which follows. When ho said that the 
silk w orm  flourished in a wild state 
under our noses 1  was skeptical and 
thought h& was jok ng. I had alwars 
associated silk and worms with tho 
warm clim ate of France or the Orient. 
Never did it enter my mind that in 
Brooklyn of all places, a seaboard 
city, subject to tlie many changes of 
wind and storm, together with her se­
vere winters, could be found the deli­
cate worm lo whoso wonderful forma­
tion and industry our wives and sw eet­
hearts owe so much. Mr. Dean said 
so. however, and his word on his life 
long study caunot be gainsaid. Did I 
want to see worms in the various stages  
of development? IVas I desirous of 
delving into the mysteries of one of 
thu most interesting studies in ento­
m ology? If so. Mr. Dean promised me 
I m ight accompany him on one of his 
rounds.

A recent Saturday was selected for 
the purpose. All day long tho clouds 
did their best to raibfbut the sun prov­
ed the stronger and tho afternoon 
broke clear and cool. Our outfit was 
simple and consisted of an ordinary 
prunnlng knife attached to a p ole  
eighteen long, done up in sections, a 
sm all handbag, which I was permitted 
to carry a pair of very sharp shissors.

The ailantlii^ tree, 
like the attacus cynthia, ha3 its o r ig in ,  
ih Chinn, where, for some reason l e s t ,  
known to the natives, it is called tho 
trhe of heaven. Its odor, especially in 
blossom, is most offensive, hut its 
adaptability as a shade tree is uneqi al- 
ed. Mr. Dean says it possesses, »ox 
and that onlv the blossoms of the male 
give forth a disagreeable odor.— B r o o k ­
l y n  E a g l e .  I '•

M ilitary S trength of C anada
The possibility of trouble on  the 

northern frontier grow ing out of the 
retaliation policy to be pursued in re­
turn for outrages on American fisher­
men has induced inquiries as to the 
military strength of the Dominion.

According to the.D om inion m ilita  
act the militia consists of all the m ale 
inhabitants of Canada of the ago of 
18 years or upward and under 60. not 
exempt by law. The number of m en  
to be trained and dr,lied annually is 
limited to 45.000, except as specially  
authorized, and th e( period of drilll is 
sixteen days and not less limn eight 
days every year. In 1873 the strength  
of tho activo militia* was 45.750, all of 
whom put in their anuuul drill ot six­
teen days.

According to the last annual report 
of tlie muster of militia this bos been 
reduced to an actual strength of 3|8.- 
152. of whom onliy 20,255 were author­
ized for driH.— Tlie reduction of tlie 
force was made in 1874. .w hen tlio 
actual strength was lowered from 45.- 
750 to 30,000 men, by reducing cqch 
troop, company and garrison battorr 
from 55 non commissioned officers alinl 
men to 40 for drill purposes. Tlio 
total strength of. the act ve militia as 
at present organized is 38,152, divided 
according to tlie several arms of the 
service as follows: Cavalry 1,987. field 
artillery 1,440, garrison artillytv 2401. 
engineers 179. infantry 82.145. The 
total strength of the force by provinces 
is as follows: Ontario 17,341. Quebec 
11,693, N ova Scotia 3,646, New Bruns­
wick 2,506, Prince Edward Island 617, 
Manitoba 1.115. British Columbia 270; 
Royal Military College, Kingston, and 
schools of gunnery, comprising the 
regular force, 964

According to tlie various arms of 
tho service the force by provinces was 
distribuled'as follows: Ontario: Cav­
alry, 1,017; field artilery.

Corporations sometimes demand, that their 
employes vote in this and that wav. It is 
skillfully done. It is not positively In so 
many words demanded, but the employe un­
derstands he will be frozen out of the estab­
lishment unless be votes as the firm do. So 
you can go into villages where there are 
establishments with hundreds and thousand^ 
of employes and having found out the politics 
of the head men iu the factory, you can tell 
which way the election is going. Now, t h a t  
Is damnable. If in any precinct iu the United 
States a man CQiinot vote as he pleases, there 
is something awfully wrong.

How do you treat that employe who votes 
differentlv from what you do? Oh, you say 
you do not interfere with his right of suf­
frage. But you call him into your
private office, and you find fau't w.th 
bis work, and after a while \ou 
.tell him there 19 an uncle, or an aunt, or a 
niece, or a nephew that must have that posi­
tion. You do not say it is because he voted 
this way or that wav, but lie knows aud God 
knows it is. If that mao has given to you in 
hard work an equivalent for the wages you 
pay him. you have no right to ask any­
thing else of him. He sold you his work; he 
did not sell you his political or religious priifl 
cl pies. But you know as well as I do th-re is 
sometimes on that 6acred chest, the ark of the 
American covenant, a shadow corporate or 
monopolistic.

I do not wonder at the vehemence of Lord 
Chief Justice Holt, of England, when lie said: 
“Let Ihe people vote fair'y. Interference 
with a man’s vote is in behalf of this- or that 
partv; I give you notice that if an offender 
agalffist the law comes before me. I will charge 
the jury to make him pav well for it.” No 
shadow plutocratic, or mobocratic, or capital­
istic.

You know something of the hundreds of 
thousands of dollars that were expended to 
carry Indians iu 1880. You know something 
of the vast sums of money expended m Brook? 
lvn and New York In other years to carry elec­
tions Bribery is one of the disgraces of this 
country. And there will be more inouev used 
in bribery this Autumn’s election than In 
any previou^election. It is often the case 
that a man is nominated for office wiih refer­
ence to his capacity to tirov.de money tor 
the elections or wth reference to 
his capodtv to command money from 
others. You know the names of men who 
have at different times gone into the Guber­
natorial chair or Congressional bffiee buy ng 
their way all through. I tell \ou no news. 
Your patriotic heart bus -been puiued again 
and again with it.

Verv often it Is not money that bribes, hut 
it is office. “You make me President and I’ll 
make you a cabinet offle* r; \ou make me 
Governor ami I’ll make you Surveyor Geucral; 
you make me Mavor ami I’ll put you on the 
.Water Board: vou give me position and I’ll 
give you position.” That is the form of bribe 
often ana often in tbesfi great kdt lea. I do 
not sav It is 1n our citv, but you know again 
and again throughout the land these have 
been the forms of bribe offered. S-» It is orten 
the case that bv the time a man comes to an 
office to which he has been elected, he Is from 
the crown ot head to the sole of foot mort­
gaged with pledges, ami the man who goes 
to Albany or to Washington to get an < flke 
is applying for some position which was given 
away three months before the election. Two 
long lines of worm fence, one worm fence 
reaching to Albany and the other to Wash­
ington. and there a great many citizens 
flsiride the fence, and they are equally po sed, 
and they are waiting to see on which side 
there is emolument, and on this side they get 
down. But bribery Kicks both ways. It 
kirks the man that offers it and ttie man that 
takes.it- Bribery to-dav you will admit to be 
one oT the mightiest foes of the American 
ballot-box.

Another great enemy of that sacred chest 
Is defamation of character. Can you find 
out from the newspapers "hen two men are 
running for office wuich is the best? IIow 
often in the autumnal elections the good man 
fs denounced and the bad man applauded 
so that vou can come sorm-times to 
no just opinion as to who is the best man, 
and there are hundreds and thousands of 
electors who go up to vote so utterly befog* 
ged .they know not what they do. Is not 
•that a fearful Influence to b<* brought upon 
;ttic ballot-box of this country? It bus Iwen 
so ever Rlnce the foundation • f this govern; 
men . Defamation of character.

Thomas Paine writes Washington a letter, 
and publishes it saying: “ Treacherous in all 
private friendship and a hypocrite in publ c 
morals, ihe world will he puzzled to- know 
whether we had better call you an apostate 
or an impostor, and whether v«>u abandoned 
good morula, or never had am .” Th<t is 
Thomas Paine’s opinion of George Washing­
ton.

John Quincy Adams declared that he was 
solaced m regard to the scandals and the 
anathemas Inflicted upon him by the fact Hint 
his father. Jot n Adams, had to go through 
the s >me process, and John Quincy Ad:<int 
declared he reallv thought in that present 
election there'were men who ave their entire 
time to manufacturing falsehood in regard 
to him. Martin Van Boren was alwa s pc- 
torialized as a ra t Thomas II. Benton and 
Amoa Kcnd -ll plctorialized as robbers with 
battering rs-ms breaking In the door of the 
United States Bank.

On the dav on which Thomas Jefferson was 
inaugurated President of th<* United States, 
March 4tb, I SO I, the follow ng appeared in 
Ihe Sentinel of Boston: 4 Monumental in? 
scriotion. Yesterday expired, deeply regret­
ted bv millions o' grateful Americans, and by 
nil good m-n the Federal Administration of 
the Gov-rnment of the United Stiitcs, ani­
mated bv Washing on. Adams. Hamilton. 
Knox. Pickering, Mcllertrv, Marshall and 
Stod'tard; aged twelve years. Its death was 
occasioned by the secret arts ^nd 
open violence of foreign nud domestic dema­
gogues. As one tr bute of gratitude in 
these times this monument to the talents and 
and services ot the deceased Is raised by the 
Sentinel.”
