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AROUND ft GREAT STATE.
\  POLICEMAN MURDERED.

Itotro'.t Jhe Sr«ae of Another Mjitertoas 
J .... • Hardier.

4  Albert W. Thayer, a Detroit i*>licemau, 
waa shot about 10 o’clock the* other even­
ing, while on duty on Fort Street west,

’* near Twelfth Street. People living in tho 
vicinity heard three shots fired, and rushed 
to the spot whence the sound cqme, only to 
find the policeman weltering in his blood. 
Officers were atonce summoned, and a phy­
sician, who examined the wound and found j 
that the ball had entered the hoad at thc| 
base of the left ear and passed clear through- 
toe head, coming out half an inch forward; 
of the right ear above the cheek bone, 

i A thorough search of Thayer’s person de- 
i veloped the fact that his revolver was miss-)! 

tog. His gloves were in his pocket, show-i 
ing that Bis hands Were ready for action,; 
and his club lay by his side with the strap 
around h's wrist.

The detectives at once began a thorough 
Investigation. Between the sidewalk in 
front of Clement Lafferty's and Benjamin
F. Sutton's houses and the fence were a; 
quantity of dead leaves, covered with the 
light snow which foil iu the early part of 
the evening. Through the leaves, with the; 
aid of h lantern, the detectives easily traced 
the footprints of three men. The leaves 

.-were sc .ttered and the priuts somewhat1 
idurrcd ts if ma<!o while running. They 
were traced lo the corner of Lafayette ave­
nue, where tney seemed to halt and then i 
turn abruptly to the right.

When the detectives reached the corner, | 
upou throwing the light of the lantern over l 
the fence, they discovered a yellow leather 
satchel, apparently new. This being taken 
to the'-light and examined was found to con­
tain a smaller satchel, several coils of fuse, 
a small dark lim era, several finely tem- 
[»ered drills, two punches, two large jirp- 
mies, two packages of dynamite, a pair of 
key nippers and several other articles be­
longing to a kit of burirlars’ tools. Among 
the article^ was a large cloth bag used to 
hold stolen silverware, an old cap and some 
collars end cuffs. The baggage master at 
the Wabash depot, foot of Twelfth street, 
says that about 10 :‘2() o'clock local time, a 
few minutes after the shooting occurred, he 
noticed four men hanging around the depot 
who attempted to board the outbound train 
as it was leaving tho depot, but who, find­
ing they were discovered, jumped from the 

f train anti disappeared among the freight 
! cars. C

As Thayer was killed two and a h(ilf 
blocks . way from his beat, tho theory) of 
the pblit e is that he saw some crooks acting 
in a suspicious manner, and following, 
surprised them as they were about to un­
dertake a job, when they turned upon him 
apd shot him dead. Thayer’s left ear beijng 
blackened with powder leads to the suppo­
sition that they surrounded him, and one) of 
them placing a revolver close to his head 
fired the fatal shot.

The detectives think that Thayer tired 
the second shQt while failing, and that one 
•of fhe murderers seized the revolver when 
he dropped it so as to have something to 
.protect himself in case of pursuit.

THE MINE ON FIRE.' f>
T h e  C a lu m e t Ss H ee l*  M ine A g a in  15u rn -  

lu g ---E ig h t L ives L o s t.
The gre^t Calumet & Hecla mine! is 

again on fire. This time the-fire started on 
the sixth level of Np. 3 shpft and is burning 
with terrific force. Like the fire of last 
year it started on Thanksgiving day, when 
the mine was practically idle. Thore were 
about 200 men on the seventeenth level on 
the night shift About 11 o’clock they 

•V smelled smoke and atonce understood the. 
terrors of their positibn. An attempt to' 
signal the surface disclosed the terrible 
fact that the signal wire was not working. 

-They were cut off from communication/ 
and out for the coolness of tho men! in 
charge, from escape as ‘tveiL Word was at 
once dispatched to warn the men to flee 
for their lives. Faithful pilots set about 
leading the squads of terror-stricken 

I miners through different avenues 
.% to the main engine shaft, some distance 

away. Two men started up No. 3 shaft to 
locate the fire. They found it on the sixth 
level, and also found the water connections 
cut above them. There was no hope but 
flight to a lower level, and escape through 
the main engine shaft. All doubt of incen­
diarism is exploded. The fire is the delib- 

v orate work of a cool, calculating, murder- 
. ous fiend, who would not only destroy the 

mine, but the lives of the miners as well.
Of the 200 miners all escaped but eight, 

who are certainly dead and not oven tjheir 
ashes are iiabio to be seen agSin. - 

Tho men behaved with remarkable Cool­
ness and slowly made their way to the sur­
face, but none too soou, as in a short time 
the main cugiue shaft was filled to suffoca­
tion with hot smoke and it is probable |that 
the doomed meu, met their dpatha soine- 

' where'between the sixth level and theisur- 
* face in that shaft on tho way up.

The scenes at the surfaco at*- the men 
came out were terrible, and only such as 
are to be found at a gre at mine disaster If 
it is possible to find the fiend who fired 
the mine he would be hurled headlong 
down tho burning shaft by the people J who 
aro frantic with rage. But, as yet, there is 
not a clue to point even to a suspicion, ex­
cept the fact that he was evidently i well 
acquainted with the mind. It would be 
foolish to attempt to approximate thej loss 
os the fire is in every way much yorse 
than that of last year, and is liable to'burn 
for months.
i The whole community is grief-stricken at 
the horrible fate of eight of their towns­
men. The fire must burn itself out, and it 
may take weeks and even months, unless it 
can bo flooded, which is hardly probable.

Horse Breeders' Association.

T. Sherman, died at the family residence 
iin New York Nov. 27. 
j Mrs. Sherman has suffered from heart 

trouble*for about five years* About three 
weeks ago her malady assumed ti serious 
aspect. Everything that skill could sug­
gest was do.ie to prolong the life of the 
patient, and tope was not abandoned until 
the morning Qf tho day of her death, when 
she grew worse, and passed away about 10 
o’clock.
I Gen. Sherman and his wife had been mar­

ried thirty-eight years and grew up as chil­
dren together in Lancaster, O., where Mrs. 
Sherman was born sixty four years ago. 
Her father was the celebrated Thos. Ewing, 
senator, representative and cabinet officer, 
and the mother was a Miss Boyle, and it is 
from her th&t Mrii. Sherman inherited her 
rig.d Catholic - faith for, which she was 
noted.

Mrs. Sherman's remains were taken to 
St. Louis, Mo., for interment. St. Louis is 
the old home of the Sherman family, sever-’ 
al members oi which are buried there. A 
special car was placed at the disposal of 
Gen. Shermlan to convey the remains west. 
The train started on the morning of Nov. 
30, and reached its destin.ttion the next 
morning, the interment taking place in the 
afternoon.

Among the members of the family who 
accompanied the body to iis last resting 
place were: Gen. Sherman and the two 
daughters, Lizzie and Rachel, Thomas Ew­
ing Shermap,! the son who is studying for 
the priesthood, a married daughter, Mrs.

IIow mi Irish  R etriever Saved tho 
Lives of Seven Fishermen.

A good dog story comes from Maine 
to a Washington letter-writer. A. C. 
Buell a former well-known journalist 
of ibnt,citjy. usually goes hunting dur­
ing the sporting season ou the Penob­
scot Bay: iWhen not hunting he leaves 
his dog “Pat." a very fine-bred Irish 
retriever, jin care of a fisherman on 
the shores) of the bay. , A few days ago  
Mr. Buell!received a  letter from the  
fisherman; telling of a remarkable 
performance or Pat in rescuing no less 
than sev^n persons from a fishing 
smack that had been thrown on a reef 
in a heavy gale. The smack ' was 
lodged wj one of the reefs ot Great 
Spoon Island, about tWo hundred feet 
from the shore. The men hoisted sig­
nals of distress, and were in momenta­
ry danger! of being swept away. Tre­
mendous yvavos were running, and the 
crowd' of! excited fishermen on the 
shore kne|w that it would be fatal for 
tbem to ajltempl a rescue, as no boat 
in their possession could live in that 
sea. Suddenly the one who had in his 
care the (jog Pat bethought him that 
(he dog brut been taught to not only 
retrieve, bqt to low boats by a rope 
from one poind to another; and often  
When a boat would get adrift he .would 
bo sent for it, and would ran his, nose 
under the painter till he would come 
to tho end of it. when he wouM take 
it in his tpetli and fetch the boat to  
shore.

A long 
cod-line was attached lo a piece of 
iath and .flung as far as possible into 
the Witten -P at” promptly sprang iu, 
swam to! it, and brought d to llic 
siiore. -Several timos lie repeated this 
performance T ic fisherman were in 
despair. iTlie waves were splashing so
high theyi. could not direct the dog's 
attention ito the men on tbs' re-f.

A New York paper, in some p’essant 

gossip about Mr. Longfellow, tells a story 
ot the way he treated the charges of plagi­
arism against the Indian |>o«m, “Hiawa­
tha,” in following do«ely both the torm 
snd substance of The Kalevala, the nation­
al epic of Fa and. When they began to 
appear, he showed a profound indifference 
on the subject; but before long his publish­
er thought best to call hia attention to th. m 
and suggested that a reply from the poet 
be written. “Well, I’ll think at&ut it,'’ 
said Mr. Longfi-llow, and there the mat- 
ter dropped The press continued to echo 
sod re-echo the charge; and the publisher 
again called on the poet, saying, “Really, 
Mr. Longfellow, I think it is high time 
this charge was answered.’’ Again Long- 
fellow said, “I’ll see about it,” adding, 
quickly, “How is.the book selling!” “Oh, 
wonderfudy well,” said the publisher 
“B. tte« than my other IxVkst” “Oh, 
much better,” and be named the figures.
