Ready access to the principils is afforded 
to every one; and here may be seen inven­
tors from all parts of the country showing 
tffcir models and drawing, and exi laiaing 
their inventions. The models left by in­
ventors form a large.and 'interesting col­
lection, and ate kept in a room by them­
selves. The large corps ot draughtsmen 
who prepare the patent drawings are. for 
the most part expei rented mechanics, elec­
tricians, or engineers, some of them hav­
ing been connected with the U. S. Pateut 
Office. Most of tbe cot respondent; is 
carri- d on by writ rs, and this neces-iiates 
a special department, where a number o! 
expi rienced female type writeis and st- n- 
ojjraphers are constant y etnp!o)ed. The 
dark room, where the photographs of the 
patent drawings are cf»pi« d, and where the. 
photographs for the architectu>al depart­
ment are developed, is also oa this floor. 
On the floor above may lie found the edi­
torial rooms, compositors’ and subscrip­
tion room, and the engravers’ department.

The Architectural Department occupies 
the top floor, and here may be seen the 
manager di this d« purtment, and also a 
number of draughtsmen at work prepar­
ing the plans and general designs for the 
Architect and Builder edition of the Scien­
tific American, which is publish* d month­
ly, and lias attained a widespread circula­
tion. Tbe printing of the papers is car­
ried on in a separate building.
