Arid Lands.

Major Powell of the geological qur-
vey has been explaining to the
house cotamittoe on public lands ihis
plan for the reclamation of the arid
lands throughout the great Western
sbelt.  'The plan, which is but imper-
fectly understood, lias many points ot
interest.  Major Powell is very care-
ful to make it clear that the plan dloes>
not contemplate the improvement of
private property, and that it hasno
resemblance to. the (Mississippi le|vee
scheme.  The planldoes not contem-
plate the irrigation of public lands at
the government expense nor for the
improvement of private property at
public .cost  The geological survey
proposes to collect the necessary]in-
formation at present to determine
whether these great storage reservoirs
can be successfully established. the
work wa» begun in the last congress
with a comparatively small ap-
propriation. mMajor Powell, who
has made this project the study of
many years, is so confident of success
that he believes that it, will resultin
"adding at least 100,000,000 acres to
the arable lands |of the country. Some
ten yekrs ago Mri Powell made his
first report on the arid lands west of
100th meridian. That report has
been the standard for all discussions
of the subject since that time. It eon-’
tained tho first extended statement of
scientific methods of irrigation in this
country, and was used tot a guide for
a great many experiments, most of
which have proved successful, by net-
tiers on the frontier. The results of
this work are being daily receive® at
the Geographical survey in the form
of typographical maps, field notes and
written reports as to certain great
regions in California® Colorado, New
Mexico and Montana. It iB
tained that when this work shall
been done for the whole arid
the task of reclaiming -by private
terprise will be comparatively
These maps and reports will indi<
the irrigable lands, and the conditl
to be compiled with to make
fertile. The water supply to be de-
pended upon will be made known,
the condition necessary to procure hnd
distribute it.

Woman Soffrace In England.

The conservatives in’the British parlia-
ment are extremely anxious to Pass the
government's woman suffrage bill and a
vote upon the measure is fixed for Wednes-
day, April 17.  The bill permits women t0o
vote at all elections under the same qualifi-
cations as are required of men, the wives
of malg voters. however, being excluded.
The passage of this biLl will enormously in-
crease the electorate, and the Tories are
unanimously of the belief thatthe augment-
ation will be largely in their favor.
