LUNATICS LEARN FARMING.
Mor$ Thart Three Hundred of
Them Employed at Central Islip.

An insane village. A section of
land two and a half miles long and
nearly one mile at it's greatest breadth,
situated within fifty miles of the city
of New York, is peopled by the *infor-
tunates who have lost, their reason.
They till the soil and reap the harvest,
and the cloud of their lives is lifted a
little by work in the fields under tho
great canopy of heavenr.

It has long beeu the dream of those
whose hearta go out to the afflicted
that the time would come when the
service of.the care of the insane would
reach a point where ‘it would liot be
necessary to confine them within stone
walls and iron-barred windows, and
thtit instead active outdoor work might
be the aid to the physician in building
up the -body and strengthening the
mind. ai

The time has come and to New York
is due the credit of first putting this
principle into operation. The first
transfer of patients pvas made May 6
la9t  Immediately on their arrival
they were piit to work cleaning the
ground. By degrees other patients
followed, until 311 had arrived. Since
the day the pioneers went to worjc fifty
acres have been cleared of underbrush,
roads have been built, lawns lud out,
and a very creditable stock of garden
truck raised. This, too, without any-
outside help. Tho wants of these 311
patients are looked after by thirty' at-
tenefaritg rand three doctors. Each of
the doctors, besides looking after the
health of thei? patients, is a specialist
in some branch of agriculture. They
have studied the men under their pare

A ship 1and singled them out for the branch of

work most suitable to their prefer-
ence. t

For several miputes a'fcer their arri-
val tho most obstreperous of their
number harrangue<ji their comrades
and declared that thby were not farm-
ers and would not work. Ono wanted
to be a printer, another to paint, and
each told the vocation most preferablo
to his tastes. It was a-very amusing
sight to see some fifty of tho new re-
cruits working stoutly along without
paying the slightest attention to the
ravings of these mal-contents no mat-
ter what they said or how loudly they
talked or how near they happened to
be. Finally, when the diecontetned ones
had had their say, they all went quiet-
ly to work and received instruction
from their keepers. By supper tiifio*
they were fully content with their lot
and were ready to enjoy what was pro-
vided for them and after a ramble
around the veranda of the cottage to
retire for a good night’s sleep in tho
quiet of the country.

. These same scenes that were enacted

were*only repetitions of what had oc-
curred on the arrival of every contin-
gent that had b6en sent down. Now
they all work in harmony together,
nnd it is one of the sights of the farm
to see an insane man skillfully hand-
ling a plough or driving a yoke of fine
oxen.

Among the patients is one who be-
fore his affliction was a builder. He
has chairge of the work of putting up
a green-house fot* the protection of the
shrubs and plants during the winter.
His hallucination is that he is at pres-
ent earning a vast, sum of money, and
nothing could induce him to leave the
premises. Another, patient has charge
of one of the chicken-coops and takes
especial pride in distancing his rivals,
of' whioh he fias three, in the care of
his house and the number ,of eggs
foiich he obtains every day. He hasa
fine litter of spaniels'under his care
and, also a “baby” cow, which he has

cared for since its birth, its mother
having died at that time.

The Village Hall.
Mr. Editor—

In the “communication” from Mr.
Starkweather in the last issue, of jthe
“Mail,? there are a few statements which
he demonstrates “lacts” which will hardly
be accepted as such, by many of our citi-
zens. A

At the village election held last spring,
the issue—Hall or no hall,—was squarely
met. Mr. Conner being the candidate of
those who wished a village hall, and Mr.
Starkweather the candidate ot those who
opposed such a building. a

At the same election, a proposition was
submitted to the voters, to bond the town
for $2,000—to be used toward the construc-
tion of said hall.

The result of the vote was 166 lor Mr.
Conner and 103 for Mr. Starkweather.
168 votes for the loan and only 65 against
the loan.

The council acting for, and in beWalf of
the people, immediately took measures to
carry out the will of the voters.

The contract for building the hall was
made, and the work commenced.- »

A petition was circulated by those
opposing the building, in which the peti-
tioners asked the council to erect a building
for corporate purposes only. 1 his petition
wasl unanimously accepted by the
council.

Mr. Starkweather says in his commu-
nication, “a proposition was .then made to
submit the legal power of thelrcouncil in
the matter, to any jurist learned in the
law, or to the circuit court judges without
litieation,” their opinion to be final in the
matter. “This, ”Mr. Starkweather says,
“was rejected and hurled back a9an insult
tp the council, who seemed determined to
proceed with the work right or wroug.ll
Now Mr. Editor, this is o »e of Mr Stark-
weather’s “facts” and lacks ouc very
essential element in a fact, namely: truth,
as no such proposition was ever made to
the council. But the matter was submit-
ted to the judges of the circuit court,
through the application of Mr Stark-
weather for nh injunction restraining the
erection of a building tor other than corpo-
rate purposes. The papers were served ou
the contractors, as well as the council.

The order ot the court was not construed
by the council as an injunction restrain-
ing the.buildiug of an assembly hall, but
the contrac.ors, not knowing all the cir-
cumstances, refused to proceed until the
court’dissolved, what seemed to them,'at
least ajjartial injunction. The court in ren-
ciumig bis decision dissolving the injunci-

among other things, very wisely said, “it
was not for the court to determine the
size, or shape of the building.” And
right here. Is where Mr. Starkweather
makes himself appear ridiculous.

All a?ree that an assembly room isneces-
sary. All the difference is in regard to the
size of said building. Now who has the
right—who are the proper persons to de-
cide this matter ? Should it be the council
composed of a presi‘ent and six trustees
all taxpayers selected from among our
best citizens; men whose honesty and in-
tegrity have never been questioned”-rmen
who give their time and best judgment
for the good of the village, auda lwithout
benefit or reinumeration ?.or by Mr, Stark-
weather who was defeated at the poils on
this very issue?

From whom does Mr. Starkwea’her
obtain his authority, or what right has he
to cause unnecessary trouble or to inflict
additional taxes upon ihe people to pay
the cost of defending a suit inthe courts?
Every suit costs a large amount of money
and the tax payers have to foot the bill.
Is it not about time the tax payers arose
in their might and put a stop to such a
needless waste of money? Yes, and the
people have done so.

In an affidavit made by 58 firms and
members of firms in the village of
Plymouth, themanutacturing and business
tax payers declare that the building is
necessary, and not too large for village
purposes.

By these affidavits the peop’e say the
council was right in their decision as ,re-
gards the size ot the building, and further
believe that the people’s money is ninch
better expended in erecting the beautiful
building on Main street thantin, defending
a law suit, instigated by jealousy, selti ti-
neas and spite.

HOW THEY MAKE IT PAY.

Whb» Aot  Go Between! for
the Politicians and Keep Up Style.

Like the lilies of the" field, they reap
not, neither do they sow, but the Fifth
avenue dude in all his glory is not bet-
ter dressed, dor has he more cash in his
pockets than the city-hall lounger, says
The New YorkMail and Express. From
the hour at which the veteran Marty
Keese unlocks the iron gates until sun-
down, little knots of wed dressed men.
with shining silk beavers, their dia-
monds glistening and sparkling in the
sunlight, stand arcJund the marble cor-
ridors and discuss politics and the
various city departments. They are not
officeholders, nor are they engaged in
mercantile or .professional pursuits.
Their ancestors lett no fortunes to any
of them, and they have no visible means
of making a-liveiihood. To the casual
observer it is a source of wonder and
speculation how these men manage to
liveon tpe fal of the land; have their
pockets filled with money, and do no
work. "Where do their means come
from? That Is>ene of the standing con-
undrums of the city hall. A few of
these mysterious individuals have held
office, but the salaries attached thereto
seldom exceeds $1,000 per annum.
Some of the wire-pulling politicians
could relate interesting stories about
the new species of lounger in the city
hall if they saw fit But they are not
at all likely to do so. If any one who
frequents the city hall will take the
trouble to stroll up Broadway from
Twjenty-third street to the Gilsey house,
between these two points, on any fine,
evening, he will encounter nearly all the
well-dressed men who have lounged in
the city hall during the day-time.
Someof them will be in evenihg dress,
loitering about the entrances to. the
hotels as if waiting for some tardy
friend to keep an appointment, while
others may be observed chatting with
keepers of gambling-bouges and other
disreputable resorts. An old politician,
who has seen the ups and downs of
life, but is now out in the cold, chatted
with a reporter about these mysterious
fellows, yesterday, and threw some
light on their calling. “*They manage
to dress well and hare enough money
in their clothes, because some of the
political wire-pullers in this town are
in their power. Such men are abso-
lutely necessary to the professional pol-
itician. In politics an honest man has
to wink at a great many queer things.
I don't gare how strait-laced he may be,
if he is running for a big office he has
to act upon the advice of those wire-
pullers. The gambling-house keepers
and proprietors of unmentionable re-
sorts arqthe power behind the throne
in-many districts in this city. They
never appear on the surface in any
scheme, but tbeir agents are city-hall

loungers. They are the -men who
carry messages to the political leaders
or to men Who d ctate to the leaders

and manipulate for them to their per-
sonal advantage. It is intimated that
even the captains of the police in some
of the precinots are in the power of
these go-betweens. Why they make
their headquarters in the city hall is
another couundrum. They have Only
been there in their present force for a
few mouths past. It is agreat change,
indeed, to the class of loungers who In-
fested the city hall in times gone bv.
When the Offices of the department of
public works occupied the easterly eud
of the hall the men who thronged tho
corridors were for the most part hard-
fisted sons of toil looking for work on
the big pipes. After hanging around
for a day or t~o. if their applications
met with no favor, they generally dis-
appeared and sought for employment
elsewhere. The change la indeed to
be regretted.”

ROYAL GAMBLERS.

Palaces Where Klnas, Queens, and
Cardinals Played.

Gamblers being so prevalent and
fashionable at present it will surely
be interesting to look back upon some
of the old gamesters, their winnings,
losings, peeuUartjHy”~"idi experiences.
During the reign of Henry 1V. of
France gaming in Paris was more uni-
versal than in London. Biron, one of
the King's friends, lost in a single
year 4,000,000 or 5.000,000 francs. The
very evening before his arrest he was
playing primero with the Queen, the
favorite game everywhere at that time.
Louis XIV., it is said, raised card-
playing into an institution of state.

Jewelry, princeless Venetian lace,
point lace ruffles and euch other trifles
were frequently staked when bank ac-
counts had given out, which reminds
os that southern planters on board tha
Mississippi steamboats when they lost
their all wpuld wager their body-serv-
ant on the turn of a card, the poor
mlave being turned over to bis new
master with a curse. On another oc-
casion Gourville won from Doc de
Richelieu in a few momenta 65,000
livrea. which amount was paid by the
Duke transfering to him an estate he
owned in Saintonge. It must be re-
membered also thatthe value of money
was infinitely greater in those days
than itis now. In the works of St
Evremont it is related thattbe Duehess
of Mazarin, the niece of the Cardinal,
notwithstanding the fortune of twenty-
five millions of lives left ber by her
cardinal uncle, gambled so recklessly,
so madly, A to die insolvent and in-
sane.

After the grand monarque had paid
the last debt to eternity, another great
character in the annals of gaming made
a pyrotechnical debut among the no-
bility of Paris. He fairly dazzled them,
and like the birds who beat themselves
to death against the lighthouse beacon,
they rushed to their ruin in his cham-
ber of chance, which was,'after all, to
many of them but an entresol to the
grave. This was, we need not say.
John Law, the date of his advent.1716,
He ‘opened a back and in partnership
With Duclos, a famous tragdeienne of
the day, became of the rich richest
He seldom lost but when be did.paid
hisdebts of honor (?) in medals of gold
of the value of eighteen louis each,
which he had designed and struck for
his own self-aggrandizement lu u
short space of time he had won £67,¢
000 sterling. It wa9 at the bouse of
this grand master of tfife cards that the
Duchess of Berry lost in one night
seventeen hundred thousand livrea.
He soon became a Fast Grand Master,
however, as he was expelled from Paris
aa suddenly and unexpectedly as ha
had appeared.

So gaming went on unchecked until
the Code Napoleon made its appear-
ance, when it fell into a decline. How-
ever, it is not dead, but sleepeth. It
is bard now, however, ta imagine a
state of affairs where Kkings, cardinals
and courtesans could play uucriticised
and unmolested day Iin and day out:
where high dignitaries of the church
wasted in gaming the sacred moneys
intrusted to the r charge; and where
ladies of nobility spent their nights
over the faro tables in a public gaming
house.

In England, after Oliver’s lime, it
was very much the same, Pepys. in
his ingenious diary, tell us that Lady
Castlemaine, afterward ~uchess of
Cleveland, a favorite of Charlps, lost
betwen sunsut and dawn in February,
1667, £25,000, and also at another time
won £15,000. “Pretty, witty Nelly,”
not to be outdone, had an evening with
the crazy DucheBS of Mazarin, and lost
to her 1,400 guineas, equal to about
£5,000 at the present day. The cele-
brated Clancy, who is described as
combining in himself the commission
Of a major, the tastes of a swindler
and the presence of mind of a jester,
was af this time a marked man.
with marked cards. On one oc-
casion being closely confined to
his house—not by illness, but by the
unwelcome attendance of a bailiff,
who, seated on a joiner's stall, was
patiently waiting to nail him—a hap-
py thought struck him. viz: why not
nail the bailiff? So sending his ser-
vant for the joiner’s apprentice he
promised him a crown if he would

tty nail the bailiff to the stall by
Sleather belt. It was done a mo-

nt after a carriage dashed up to hit
door, and as. he jumped in and drove
off. he had the supreme delight of see-
ing..the.bailiff fidslers pile of cabioets.
coffins and tools, which he had. pulled
down about his ears with a tremen-
dous clatter, when he strove to rise
and nail Ais man. This quick-witted
Mr. Clancy had but a short time in
which to disport himself, for at the
early age of 30 he “danced on notta-
ing;”in other words, he was hanging
near the fashionable neighborhood ol
Tyburn Hill.

It was not until 1777 that gambling
in London became a serious matter
hut once becoming fashionable h
spread like a plague all through the
great city, attacking royalty and cos-
termongers with the same indiffer-
ence to cast and rank which is, so
characteristic of disease and death.
