the designs for the New York and New 
Jersey bridge, and work upon ihje struc­
ture will be begun as soon: us possible. 
The designer of the bridge states that, his 
plan \yill unite the efficiency of the sus­
pension cable with the^igidity of the can­
tilever system. The under r6ide of tbe 
bridge will be 50 feet above high water 
mark and the top of the rails 154 feet. 
The openings will be wide,, beginning from 
New York 900 feet, 1,700 feet, 1,160 feet 
and 900 feet. These large openings are 
necessary, because uo obstruction should 
statid in the channel of the river. The 
bridge will be 120»ljeet Wjide, have three 
tracks-and be composed of five girders and 
eight suspension cables, the whole to be so 
constructed as to be able to carry a load of 
14,400 tons, which will never be put upon 
it at the same time. In addition to this it 
will have an extra system of girders v  
withstand the wildest hurricane. Thfe 
cable^ are composed of 3,721 stool wires of 
3-16 111 oh.in diameter. • The weight *f the 
eight cables will.be 5,400 tons, tbe weight 
ol tlio girders 23,000 tons aud of the bridge 
32,550 tons. The aim of the company in 
erecting the bridge is to ednseatrate all 
the railroads coining from the east, qort.b, 
west and south into one great union depot.

A few weeks lines a gentleman 
named Hastings died In New York, 
says the Philadelphia Times. He had 
(or years lived the life of a recluse al­
though known to be wealthy. Hi* 
fortune came from his uncle Lewis W. 
Hark, who was at one time a note 
roker in this city. About 1830 he 

had an office in Front, near Hook, but. 
was not very successful, being ex­
tremely proud and unsociable It.was 
about this time that, he inherited from 
his Uncle Egmftnd of Halifax, a large 
sum of money and retired! from active 
business. The elroumstanees con­
nected with his inheritance were both 
curious and startling.

Sable Island, ninety miles cast of 
Nova Scotia has for centuries boon a 
terror to the mariner. Hundreds of 
6hlps have been wrecked here and 
lives lost 6ixty years ago t{ie dan­
gers were enbanoed by a band of 
wreckers, who were, in fact, pirateft 
and had no scruples about killing tnh 
unfortunates who reached shore. If 
necessary to make robbery effectual.

The plunder was sent to Boston and 
Halifax to be dtaposed of. Egmond 
Clara. was and had been for years, th e , 
agent and counselor of this confed ex*- 
acy of ruffians, furnished them sup­
plies. and made a large fortune out of 
their booty.'

There was no report 
of her on the coast and all on board 
must haVe perished. 4

It was a  terrible blow to tlio hus- 
bhhd and father, a d ho searched in1 
vain for some intoliigen o of tip* ulti­
mate.fate of the ship until a year aft­
erward. looking In tho window of a 
Boston jewelry store, ho saw a lookel 
set with turquoises with the motto in 
French, ■■lou'ourS et toujours, ” that 
he at once recognised as having been 
worn by his wife.

He entered the place examined t'le 
locket and found, as he expected, his 
name engraved on tho baok. The 
store-keeper was not very communica­
tive until threatened, when he told all 
he knew.- The jewel had been pur­
chased from a Canadian who came to 
Boston frequently to sell such goods. 
He was at once looked up and arrested. 
He gave Mr. C lark, of Halifax, as his 
principal. Mr. Eaburn saw Clark, 
who was insolent and indifferent In 
the matter, and this so enraged tho1 
Bostonian that he handled the ruffian 
so severely as to cause hi,s death not 
long .after.

His brother Lewis was an upright 
gentleman and deeply shockod at tho 
exposure. The estate was left unset­
tled until after Lewis' death In Ber­
muda in 1846; when jt had become 
very valuable by the growth of tho 
real estate of whioh it largely con­
sisted. and about 185Q, it camo by in­
heritance to Mr.’ -Hastings, the only 
Burviving relative of W. Lewis Clark. 
Mr. Hastings never • married, and his 
wealth will go to distant relatives in 
the North of Ireland.
