Follow­
ing one fusiliade four men w£re seen to 
tumble from their seats in the wagons, one 
in one and three in tho other. It could npt 
be ascertained whether they were filled or 
wounded. The pursuing party finding that 
their horses would not carry them further 
made a detour of some half a mile to reach 
a ranch where they procured fresh .horses 
and the race-was resumed. The jcour.er 
started b!kck fx*om that point. Great ex­
citement prevails throughout that section 
of the state. Tbe governor has sent troops 
to Springfield io keep peace. The feeling 
is of such a bitter nature ‘that a special 
session of the legislature will probably be 
necessary to redislrict tue .southwestern 
portion of the state before the trouble is 
finally settled.

A B a t t le  In  B r a z i l .
A mail steamer running between the 

United States and Brazil.bas brought news 
of a terrible scourge of yellow fever and a 
bard, fought-battle in-Sautos, Brazil.

! steamer left that country, and a large 
I number of deaths had occurred. Several

sulrrouuded by trpops the revolutionary 
feeling of the people broke loose arid Vhe' 
storm was soou raghig. The soldiers en­
deavored to disperse the citizens and were 
pelted with stones and other missies. The 
6rder then came to lire on the people, and 
at the first volley a dozen citizens fell dead, 
while a number were wounded. The rev­
olutionists gave \Va>, but quickly gath­
ered renewed courage and prepared ,tov 
make a desperate resistance. The troops 
charged upou and drove them from. street 
to street, many of the citizens falling1 
pierced by bayonets or bullets. A pitched 
battle took place on one'of the plazas, the 
citizens fought slubboynly, fbut the trained 
soldiers were too much for^ them. When 
the tumult finally subsided and opportu­
nity was offered to look over the scene of 
carnage and bloodshed it was found that' 
30 had been killed outright and 75 or 100 
wounded.

The ex teat of the gold-bearing area 
Df the fields that were discovered re- 
sently in Maine is a matter of con­
jecture the prospecting having been 
only along the Swift river and its 
branches, .principally tho east branch, 
and the inquiries on the subject have 
been so numerous that the Portland 
Argus has published a description of 
the operations and indications from a 
correspondent at Byron.

The operations on the east branch 
have extended three miles. For two 
miles from Its mouth the river rushes 
th r o u g h  a narrow gorge the moun­
tains closing Ip. and leaving only nar­
row banks. jT,he bedrock is usually 
in sight on ealch side and in the hard- 
packed gravel that covers it in places 
the masses of bowlders and broken 
bedrock on the shores and the crevices 
of the ledges considerable gold has 
been found.

For the next two miles the moun­
tains fall away from the river, and the 
valley opens out to a width of half a 
mile. . The basin is a net-work of 
gravel bars of modified glacial drift 
and old channels in the soft bed-rock, 
many of them being deeper than the 
present bed of the river. The river 
has a fall of 200 or 300 feet through 
the basin, which has been purchased 
by one company. Beyond the basin 
the mountains come together again, 
and the bed-rock comes to the surface.

"The top soil in the fields and woods 
carries considerable gold dust The 
bed-rock and gravel gold ranges in 
sizes fyom clover seed to pieces worth 
$10 to $15. The land along tho river 
is owned by lumber compan es and a 
few farmers, and 6mall sections can 
not be bought The men who have 
worked the fields will not talk much j 
about the quantity of gold that has 
been mined. The finest gold that has 
been obtained by washing is in the 
form/>f slender threads and sprays, 
and the larger pieces indicate the ef­
fect of intense heat

Three theories are advanced in re- 
gara to the fields. One is that glacial 
drift carried the gold there, another is 
that the quartz veins that cross Ihe 
valley have been worn away, and the 
third Is that the quartz iformations 
were melted by intense heat

No other member of the animal 
kingdom displays more maternal 
affection than the whale, especially 
if its calf is harpooned, says "the 
Detroit Free Press The harpoooor 
ne—r throws his harpoon into the 
little one with the intention of 
killing i t  for if his Is done the 
mother will instantly forsake I t  If 
alive and struggling, however, the 
dam can be easily enticed toward the 
boa£ to meet its fate. K go wing this, 
the whale fishermen always strike a 
calf if possible, and thu9 often make 
captures that could not be effected un­
der other circumstances.

As soon as the dam becomes aware 
of the Sharing of her young she rushes 
toward i t  encourages It to swim away, 
and even assists by taking it  under 
her fin. She seems to lose all regard 
for her own safety, and boldly attacks 
the boat containing tbe whalemen, or 
circles about it totally regardless of 
the harpoons that are hurled at her 
and enter her flesh.

Capt. Scroseby relates a striking 
instance of this affection. One of his 
harpooners struck a "sucker." as the 
calves are generally called, and in a 
few moments the mother rose close to 
the boat. Seizing the young one she 
dragged out of the boat about 600 feet 
of the line and disappeared beneath 
the water. Rising again she darted 
lo and fro, frequently Btoppmg short 
and suddenly changing her direction. 
For a long time she acted in this' man­
ner. and so solicitous was she for the 
welfare of her offspring that she 
seemed totally oblivious to any danger 
to herself. One of the boats finally 
approached near enough to allow a 
harpoon to be thrown at the dam. 
After two failures one of the instru­
ments struck her, but she made no 
attempt to escape, hut on the contrary 
allowed three other boats to gather 
about her, and was eventually killed 
without any further resistance.

Other authorities claim that in some 
instances the females desert their 
calves in order to save .themselves, 
but this'assertion has never been 
proved beyond contradiction, the fact 
being well established that only in 
isolated cases has this been observed 
by either scientists or whalemen.

. TO KILL TIME.

T h e Strength  o f  A n im ate’ J a w s .

A few years ago M. Felix Plateu, a 
noted soientlst made a -series of ex­
periments with insects to determine 
their muscular force. He found that 
a  cockchafer could draw fourteen times 
its own weight and a bee twenty timea 
From this he argued th a t weight for 
weight a cockchafer is twenty-one 
times stronger than a  horse and a  bee 
thirty timea Soon after another 
Frenchman, M. Paul B ert noticing 
the terrific snap of a crocodile's jaw, 
proceeded to experiment with one of 
the creatures.

Having seourely fastened the lower 
jaw and feet to a  table he attached a 
dynamo meter, to the cord whioh se­
cured the upper jaw to a beam above. 
The crocodile being angered by a 
slight electric shock, was induced to 
snap its teeth. The dynamometer 
showed that the beast, which weighed 
120 pounds, made an effort to S06 
pounds in closing its jaws. A dog was 
found to |have a little less muscular: 
power, weight for weight than 
crocodile. —Chicago News.

T h e  M a th e m a t ic a l  C ra n k  G ets  In  M o re  
W o rk .

A man whose head is bulging with 
mathematical problems has calculated 
the disposition of every hour of daily 
life of an average man, and tells just 
how. many hours a man of fifty has 
devoted to his toilet meals, or news­
paper.

• ‘Let us assume,” said t a  "that 
the sleeping hours of an average man 
will number eight daily. That is 
one-third of his time so that in fifty 
years your man will have slept all 
told, sixteen years and eight months. 
The man who is shaved daily at fifty 
years probably had his face scraped 
not oftener than three times per week- 
at twenty-five years, while during his 
first eighteen years a raisdr never 
touched his face.

•■Say that the semi-centenarian has 
averaged two shave3 a week tor fifty 
years, that will give 5,200 scrapes in
the half century. At an average of 
fifteen minutes per shave, the time de­
voted to this one small element of life 
will run up to fifty-four days and four 
hours. »

"If a man should not shave in fifty 
years, and then attempt td make up 
his proportion all at once, he would 
have to shave night and day for nearly 
two months. The average man who 
is not limited to twenty minutes for 
dressing, breakfast and catching the 
train Ansumes thirty minutes in get­
ting inside his clothing in the morn­
ing. "Half an hour per day for fifty 
years would amount to one year, fif­
teen days, and five hours, so that if a 
man should dress himself at the start 
in life for the whole fifty years, he 
would pass two weeks beyond his first 
birthday anniversary, and this means 
working twenty-four hours per day.”

E d u ca tin g  C hildren.
Remarkable oases of precocious in­

tellectuality, preceding future power 
rather than weakness or early decay, 
were John Stuart Mill, who read 
Greek at three; and Macaulay, who 
read incessantly from the time he was 
three years old; but ordinary human­
ity is slower and should not be unduly 
hastened. I t is found to bo undoubt­
edly the case that progress in learning 
is far more rapid in the great majority 
of children when they are left without 
any systematic attempt to teach them 
until the seventh year at least has 
been reached.

SCIENCE A N D  M ECHANIC ARTS.

A new method o^diverting and healing 
the insane of Blackwell's Island, N. Y., Is 
to have them rehearse in comedy.

ga£ed patterns in their usual diversity.

The theory of the light of the aurora 
borealis was evolved from the analysis of 
the light by the spectroscope, which 
showed that it was caused by electrical 
discharges among the particlos-of meteoric 
dust in the atmosphere. The broad red 

, line of the spectrum of from is shown in 
all these cases, and thus upholds the the­
ory, as it is well known that the principal 
part of meteors is metalic iron.

According to the recently published ex­
perience of a German engineer one. of the 
most satisfactory methods of treating 
wire ropes to insure their better preser­
vation is to boil graphite in tallow and 
apply this butter-like mixture either with 
a brush or let the rope run through a 
vessel of trumpet form, filled with the 
grease, the lubrication to be repeated 
abont every four weeks; this treatment 
is found to be protection against rust, 
preventing also abrasion when the rope 
comes in contact with any hard bodies or 
substances.
