A Curious Circumstance Cpnnected With a
Trip Around the~Varld.

It comes about in this way
There are 360 degrees of longitude In
the entire circle of the earth., As the
world rotates on its axis once in each
twenty-four hours* one-twenty-fqurtb
of 3 0 degrees, which equals fifteen de-
degrees, corresponds to a difference ol
ione hour in time. Now. ifliagibe a
ship sailing from New York to the
Eastward. When it has reached a
point fifteen degrees east of the start-
ing point the sun will come to its
meridian, or noon line one hour
sooner ihan it does at the point from
which the ship  sailed-* When
the 9hlp has reached a place thirty
sailing point

As it will be noon two hours sooner on

Ishipboard than it will 30 decrees ta
| the westward, and so on until jvhen
mthe ship ha9 reached a point 180 de-
grees from the placa of sailing it will
ibe 1 o’clock, say Tuesday morning
with the people in the ship when it ia
lonly 1 o'clock in the afternoon of
Monday with the people at home; in
other words* the ship has sailed just
one-half the distance arotind the
world (180 degrees), and has gained
exactly twelve hours. Double this
and you can readily understand how
the day is gained iq sailing around
thp world to the eastward.

Hitherto it has always been
extracted from red antslbut the possi-
bility of getting it in large quantities
from grasshoppers suggests a method
for employing tl*ose insects* to rin un-
looked-for advantage, Sctvs;the New
York Recorder.

Incidentally to the experiment” con-

ducted by ithe division of €htomcilogy. k gladthered at

respecting the edible quality of in-
sects. a number of trialis were made
of a beverage particularly novel,
which might be termed “ant-ado.”
it was an imitation of lemonade made
from ants. They were mashed up.
a few hundred at ii time, in a mortar
with a pestle, and the liquid from
them, after being strained, was mixed
just like lemon juice, with water and
sugar. The resulting beverage re-
sembled lemonade so closely as to be
scarcely distinguishable from it. The
reason why is* very easy to explain!
Formic acid is the nearest approach

to citric acid, which gives lemon juice;

Ps flavor. known to the chemist. In
act there is very little difference be-
tween them.” Since formic acid can
be obtained so plentifully from grass-
hoppers. possibly “hopper-ade” may
be looked forward to as a luxury of
the iutore.

Awhile ago Prof. 0. Y. Riley.
«United States entomologist, jsent a
bushel  of %rasshoppers. freshly
caught and scalded to Mr. Bonnet, a
St Louis caterer. 8 he latter made a
soup from them which :was pro-
nounced perfectly delic;bu9 by many
people who were afforded an oppor-
tunity of tasting it. It closely re-
sembled crawfish bisque. Mr. Bon-
net declared he would gladly have It
on his bill of fare every day ii only
he could obtain the insects. His
method of preparing the dish, a9 de-
scribed by himself, was to boil the
hoppers over* a brisk fire, seasoning
them with salt, pepper and grated
nutmeg, ancl occasionally stirring
them. When sufficiently done they
were pounded in a mortar with broad
fried brown."” Then tblejf were re-
placed in tho safucepan and thickened
to a broth, which was piassed through
Astrainer before being served. Frof.
Riley treated some friends of his on
one occasion to a cirpry of grasshoE—,
pers and grasshopper croquets, with-
out informing them as to the nature
of the banquet but an. unlucky hind
leg discovered in one df the croquets
revealed the secret
