tary employment is historically true, 
and the reproach which has been 60 
long connected with the word Hessian 
in tnis country ?s as undeserved as it 
is unfounded, for the Hessian soldiers 
bad no more option in their employ­
ment to fight against us than had our 
negroes to work in our rice and cotton 
fields bo i ore the war. As men they 
were honest, industrious and peculiar­
ly domestic, and would have given 
half they were worth or years of labor 
to have remained in their fatherland.

To England alone belongs the dis­
grace and infamy of enticing the rulers 
of these men by large subsidies to com­
pel their subjects to fight in her wars. 
The facts, according to the Charleston 
News and Courier, are these: On I»'eb. 
16, 1776, Lord Weymouth laid before 
the house of lords a treaty with the 
Hesse-Darmstadt dated Jan. 5. 1776; 
second a treaty between George Ilf. 
and the Duke of Brunswick, dated 
Jan. 9. 1776, and a third treaty with 
the landgrave of the Hesse-CasseL 
dated Jan. 15, 1776, for the line of 
troops to the number of 17,300. 
After arrangements pro and con, and 
after much opposition, the treaties 
were ratified. Brunswick furnished 
4.08-1 men for an annual subsidy of 
about seventy-seven thousaud dollars; 
Hesse-CasseL 12, 000 men for $51,000; 
Hesse-Darmstadt, 688 men for $30.000; 
prince of Waldeck. 670, on about the 
same terms. Tne king of England 
further agreed to guarantee the dom­
inions of these variods provinces 
against any foreign attack.

To the Englishman belongs the 
terrible disgrace of hiring men of an 
alien race to slaughter men as noble 
as themselves and related by ties of 
blood and speaking the same language. 
But to the landgraves of Hesse-CasseL 
Hessen Darmstadt' and the Duke of 
Brunswick attach a deeper infamy 
and disgrace more damnable for the 
manner in which they obtained pos­
session of their subjects. They tore 
them without warning, or an oppor^ 
tunity for leave taking from their 
fumilies and sent them to a foreign 
land, and many to their graves.

Such were the foreigners to whom 
we. in our short-sightedness, have at­
tached all the brutality and the fiend­
ishness .which obtained with Eng­
land’s king, and which grew rank 
and foul In the lives and acts of those 
German princes. Late, though it be 
to do justice, yet let us endeavor to 
divest the name of Hessian of the in­
dignities which have surrounued it 
and retainonly our memory of hatred 
for those embodiments of human de­
monism who bade tbeir sub ects to 
lift unwilling hands against men 
whom these subjects would have 
gladly protected.

The public prejudice against the 
stiletto and the effort of the courts to 
ehforCe against bearers of that in­
strument the law forbidding the 
carrying of concealed deadly weapons 
have led the Italians'to get educated 
iu American ways, to adopt the razor 
as a weapon of offence^ says the New 
York Sun. and doubtless to use itj 
negro fashion, since it is a  dangerous; 
instrument to its master if wielded in' 
any other way. The habit of >carry-r 
ing the razor or some other cutting 
weapon in the boot isstili not uncom­
mon with negroes jin the country, 
where long boots are iyet worn. 
Sometimes a pocket Is made just in­
side the leg of tHe booL and to ‘Teach 
for a razor” means simply to stoop aj 
little, and draw forth the weapon. 
Another favorite weapon with the 
negro of the Soutfo is a knife with a 
sort of spring that makes blade and 
band1e temporarily one. Sometimes 
this is. managed by means of a notch 
in the blade, to which is fitted a  little 
metallic peg in the handle. Notch 
aad peg are brought together by 
merely shaking the knife with a hard, 
sudden jerk, such as one gives to rid 
a pen of superfluous ink.

The Southern negro carried his 
razor much less with thought of in; 
surrection than as a weapon of offence 
or defence against private enemies df 
his own race or against the dreaded 
“ stoodents.” The enslaved negro 
had a natural horror of being seized 
by. medical students and murdered 
in order that his body might ^dorn 
the dissecting table. This super­
stitious fear was once strong upon the 
negroes of Maryland, and perhaps 
still has some bold among them. 
•*8toodent9 git'cher” was an effective 
threat with negro mothers in manag­
ing pickaninniea and what was a 
vague terror to children was a solemn 
fear to parents. The belief in such a 
danger may have come to the negro 
through some distorted rumor of 
Burke s crimes in Edinburgh.

Isaiah stands head and shoulders 
above the other Old Testam ent authors 
In vivid descriptive ness of Chnst.Othfer 
prophets give an outline of our Savior’s 
features. Some of them present, as i t  
were, the side face of Christ; others a  
bust of Christ; bu t Isaiah gives u s . the 
‘full length p o rtra it of C hrist Other 
scripture w riters excel in some -things. 
Ezekiel more weird, D avidunore par 
thetic, Solomon more epigrammatic, 
Habakkuk more sublime; but when 
you w ant to see Christ coming out, 
from the ga tes of prophecy in all his 
grandenr and glory, you. involuntarily  
rfcurn td  Isaiah. So th a t if the proph­
ecies iff regaKl to  Christ m ight be called 
the “ Oratorio of the  Messiah,” the 
writing of Isaiah is the “ Hallelujah" 
Chorus,” where a ll the batons wave 
and all the trum pets come iff Isaiah* 
was not a  man pick up out of gnsighifi- 
r»nce by inspiration Ho w^S, known 
n«d honored. Josephus, aha Philo, 
imd Sirach extolled him in their w rit­
ings. W hat Paul was among the apos­
tles, Isaiah was among the prophets.

My tex t finds him standing oil a 
mountain of inspiration, looking put 
into the future, beholding Christ ad­
vancing and anxiouSfthatall men m ight 
know him; his voiefe rings down the 
ages; “Seek ye ]the Lord while he 
may be found.” vO /' says some one: 
••that was for olden times.” No my 
hearer. If you have traveled in 
o ther lands you have - taken a 
circular le tte r of credit from 
some banking-house in London, and in 
St. Petersburg, or Venice or ROme,r or> 
Antwerp, or Brussels, or Paris, you 
presented th a t le tte r and go t financial 
help immediately. And I w ant you to. 
understand \ b a t  the text, instead of 
being appropriate for one age, or for 
oneland, is a  circular le tter .for all 
ages ahd for a ll lands, and, wherever i t  
is presented for help, the help comes: 
“Seek ye the Lord while he may be 
found.”

(I come to-day witfa,n£>Jish’-spun the­
ories of religion, with no nice destina­
tions, w ith no elaborate disquisition; 
bu t with a plain talk  on the m atters of 
personal religion. I fee 1 th a t the ser­
mon th a t I preach this morning will be 
the savor of life uptoshfe, or of death 
unto death. In other" words, the Gos­
pel of Christ is a  powerful med­
icine; i t  either kills or cures.
There are those who say: “ I
would like to become a Christian. I  
have been waiting a good while for the* 
rig h t kind of influence to eome;” and 
still you are waiting. You are wiser in 
wordly things than  yon are in religious 
things.' And $ret there are men who 
say they are waiting to get to heaven— 
waiting, waitings bu t not with intelli­
gen t waiting, or they would get on 
board the  lino of Christian influences 
th a t would bear them into the king­
dom of God.

N pw you know very well th a t  to seek 
•  thing is to search for it w ith earnest 
endeavor. If you want to see a certain 
mail in London, and there is a m atter 
of much money connected w ith your 
seeing him, and you cannot, a t first find 
him, you do no t give up the search. 
Yon look in the directory, bu t cannot 
find the name, you go in circles where 
you think, perhaps, he may mingle, 
and, haring  found the  part of the city 
where h e  lives, bu t perhaps not know­
ing the street, you go through street 
after street, and from block to block, 
and you keep on searching for weeks 
and for months.

You say: “ I t  Is a m atter of £10,000 ,. 
w hether I se& hiuvor not**- O th a t men j 
were as persistent in seeking for Christ! 
Had you one-half th a t persistence you ; 
would long ago have found him vjho is 
the joy of the forgiven spirit* We may 
pay our debts, we may attend church, • 
we may relieve the poor, we may be 
public benefactors, and yet all our life 
disobey the text, never seek God, never 
gain heaven. O th a t the spirit of Oqd 
would help this morning wh|le I  try to ■ 
show yon in carrying out the idea of 
my text, first, how to seek tbe Lcrrd, 
and iij.the next place, whten to seek 
him. “ Seek ye the Lord while he may 
be found.”

I-do not care so much w hat posture 
you take in prayer, nor how large an 
am ount of voice you use. You m ight 
get down on your face before God, if 
yiou dr# not pray ,righ t iowardly, and 
there would be no response. You

unless yon had a believing spirit within, 
your cry would not go farther up than  
th e  shout of a  plough-hoy to his oxen. 
Pi ayer must be believing; earnest, low 
iog. You are  in your hqi$se some tarn- 
mer day, and a  shower comes up, and a 
b ird affrighted d a r ts in to  the window, 
and wheels around the room. You 
seize iK  You smooth its ruffled plum­
age. You feel its fluttering heart. 
Yon say, “Poor thiDg, poor tjiing!” 
Now a prayer goes ou t of the storm of 
th is world into the window of God’* 
mercy, and he catches i t  and he feels 
its  flattering  puse, and he puts i t  in 
his own bosom of affection and safety.

Prayer is a  warm, ardent, pulsating, 
exericise. I t  is the  electric battery  
which; touched, th rills to  the throne 
of God! I t  is the diving'bell in which 
we go down into the depths of God’s 
m ercy'and bring  up “ pearls of great 
price.”. There is an instance, where 
prayer made the waves <of Uennesaret 
solid as granite pavement. O how 
m any wonderful things prayer has ac­
complished! Have you ever tried it? 
In the days when the Scotch Cove­
nantors were persecuted, and the  ene­
mies were a fte r them, one of the head 
men among the Covenanters prayed: 
O Lordv we be as dead men unless thou 
sha lt help ns. O Lord, throw  the lap 
of thy  cloak over these poor things.” 
And instantly  a  Scotch m ist enveloped 
and hid the persecuted from their per* 
secutors—the promise literally fulfilled: 
“ While they are yet speaking, I  will 
hear,”
j O th a t  you m ight have tin a lta r  in 

the  parlor, in the kitchen, in the store, 
in the barn, for Christ will be w ilting 
to come again to the m anger to hear 
prayer. He would come in your pl^ce 
of business as be confronted Matthew, 
the tax* commissioner. If a measure 
should eome before Congress 'th a t you 
th o ugh t would ruin, the nation, 
how you would send in petitions,t and 
remonstrances. And yet there 
has been enough sin fri vour heart to 
ruin it forever, and you have never re­
m onstrated or petitioned against i t  If 
your physical health  failed, and you 
had tbe means, you would go and spend 
the summer in Germany, and the win­
te re d  Italy, and you would think i t  a 
v e^ 'ch eap  outlay if you had to  go all 
around the earth  to g e t back yonr phy­
sical health. Have yon made any ef­
fort, any expenditure, any exertion fpr 
ydur immortal and spiritual health? 

you have not taken one step.
6  th a t you m ight now begin to seek 

afte r God wfth earnest prayer. Some 
of you have been working for years and 
years for the support of your families. 
Have you given one h a lf  day to the 
working out of your salvation with fear 
and trem bling? You came here th is’ 
morxii|Qg with an earnest purpose, I 
take it, as I have come hither w ith an 
earnest purpose, and we meet face to 
face, and I tell you, first of all, if yon 
ivan t to find the Lord, yon m ust pray, 
and pray and pray.

There are manyjpeople to whom the 
Bible does not am oun t to much, If 
they merely look a ttb eo u ts id e  beauty,

S E A S I C K N E S S .

Sundry T h eories, W ise and  O th erw ise , R e­
gard in g  I ts  P reven tion .

For the prevention Of seasickness a 
curious notion seems to be common 
that the stomach should be kept as 
full as possiole, says the Lancet- 
Thus have we seen stout old men and 
women take wiih praisew orthy per­
sistence—had the result been satis­
factory—biscuits, brandy and soda 
applea a  pint of porter, a  red herring  
and various o ther edibles and pota­
bles with an dntire want of success in 
retaining them, a  c iu rse  of procedure 
peculiarly try ing  td those who hap­
pen to be standing, o r ra th e r lying 
on the verge of m e act of vomiting. 
Were we to council those who are 
liable, to this affection we should 
recommend as follows: Take a mod­
erate meal-two hours before going on 
-board. Remain on deck amidships, 
well protected against cold, as long 
as possible.. As soon a9 the premoni­
tory symptoms appear retire  to the 
berth, undress as quickly as possible 
and lie flat on the hack for th e  first 
twelve or even twenty-four -jiours 
without food. Then tak a  a  sm all 
portion of dry bread and roast beef 
without fluid; this the stomach will 
probably retain. f t  there is much 
movem ent; of the vessel lie quiet 
again o f  even go upon . deck, and in 
the  course of thirty-six or forty- 
eight ho rs the system will have 
recovered itself and no further 
trouble will be experienced. I t  is a 
mistake to introduce a  quantity of 
fluid, even of strong coffee, into the 
flaccid stomach, but if tickness per­
sist a  glass of ebainpagne will p ro b ­
ably prove serviceable In some lew 
persons quinine or antipyrin, chloral 
or potassium bromide may act welL 
but as a  ru le medicines of all kinds 
should be eschewed by- those who du 
not wish to aggravate, what is already 
hard to bear. '

cestry. who lives on West Vine s tre e t 
S t  Louis, solemnly asserted to the re ­
porter th a t pie is largely responsible;

Peo­
ple's minds depend on the condition 
of th e ir stomachs, and th e ir stom­
achs depend on what they e a t  Now. 
pie is the only kind of food eaten by 
Americans th a t is not eaten by others 
of the Caucasion race  I t  is a  dis­
tinctively American dish. W hen It 
is considered th a t nearly 2,UMU.000 
pies per day are eaten in America ‘ it 
may be said to be our nationaL food. 
And I do not th ink  it unreasonable to 
infer th a t pie may be the inspiring 
source of many of t our g reatest 
achievements and-subllmest thoughts.
At any ra ta  all opr g reat men have 
been very fond o f pie.

Abraham  Lincoln used to go out of 
his way to get a  good old-fashioned 
piece of cherry p ia  such as bad 
stained his youthful lips and fingers 
in the old Kentucky days. George 
W ashington was so notoriously fond 
of m nee pie th a t the Quaker house-; 
wives used to send them to him. with 
th e ir humble respecta even after he 
had become presiden t The Marquis 
de Lafayette is said to have pro­
nounced the pies of Mount Vernon 
‘evquisite.”and be attem pted to Intro­
duce them  to the haut ton on his r e ­
turn to Baris. The attem pt failed,be­
cause the m arquis forgot to take an 
American cook back with him  aDd no 
French chef has even until reoently 
conquered the mysteries of p ie  I t  is 
a  rem arkable fact th a t pumpkin pie 
has recently become very popular in 
F aria  I t  is the pioneer, but i t  will 
undoubtedly become the avant courier 
of all our delicious pastry.

••The French have nothing a p ­
proaching our pie. They make all 
aorta of delicate and creamy puffs and 
meringue# th a t are dreams of the 
culinary art. In mapy respects they 
excel our efforts in sim ilar directions.
But tl^ey have never attained to the 
sublimity of pie. The English have, 
nothing th a t will compare with it but 
tarts. W hile these are pleasant little  
fripperies of diet, they no more <^m- 1
