A GALLANT RESCUE.
For m ao; years I resided In the,' 

Tillage of Chippewa, situated at the 
mouth of Welland river (commonly 
.called 1 hippewa creek), which' flows 
into the- Niagara about one and a 
half miles above the falls and per­
haps three-fourths of a mile above 
the first rough water of the terrible 
rapida

- Notwithstanding the dangewjus 
proximity of the falls people are con­
tinually crossing and recrossing the 
.river beret between the American and 
Canadian shores.

Great caution Is generally exercised 
hy boatmen, and the loss of life off 
th is  stretch of water is less then on 
pny body of equal width—constantly 
traversed by small open boats—that 
I  know of. Deplorable fatalities have 
occurred from time to time, but these 
have always been the result of ig­
norance or gross carelessness- ,

Three cases of this kind have come 
tinder my own observation and- I was 
unhappy enough to see the victims 
drawn down to the first leap of the 
rapida after whioh not a trace of any 
•ne of them was ever seen. One of 
these instances; was that of- a farmer, 
who drove his horses and wagon Into 
(the edge of the river, a shoal place 
tnboat a mllg above Chippewa to let 
th e  animals drink—that particular 
spot being the only one for many 
miles which was adapted to the pur­
pose. '

The man. though perfectly familiar 
With the loo&lity. carelessly drove in 
too far. and. upon attempting to turn 
about one of the reins caught under 
the neck-yoke, the horses floohdered 
Into deep water, the heavy running 
gear sank dragged the poor brutes 
down and drowqed them, while the 
light pine wagon box floated ofl with 
dhe man!

The unfortunate fellow was known 
to he a good swimmer, and if be bed 
instantly jumped out and made for the 
ehorp all wouldh&ve been welL But 
he was frightened out of his wits and 
did nothing but scream for help. Now 
comes the strangest part of the I story. 
The aocident was witnessed hy another 
farmer plowing in a field close at hand. 
As he well knew, there was not a,boat 
of any kind nearer thati Chippewa 
and yet instead of springing on one 
of bis borses and riding for life he 
actually walked down along the bank, 
keeping abreast of and talking to his 
Imperiled neighbor and cneering him 
hy the assurance that he would get a 
boat and take him off when he should 
come in front of the-village!

Gradually—for such is the trend o( 
the current there—as the box floated 
down stream, it was borne further anrl 
further from laud and when it dt<l 
arrive oppos te the m outh of Welland 
river was fully 400 yards out

Orly then did the sympathising 
friend rush into the village and give, 
the alarm.

From the edge of the Niagara to 
Chippewa bridge where the nearest 
boat lay. was at least three hundred 
yards This distance he had to run 
and find some one to unlock, equip 
With oars and man the boat The 
consequence inevitably was that the 
doomed farmer,was far beyond human 
help even before it started—started 
only and then turned hack from the 
hopeless cease.
*  That awful ory: "A man going over 
th e  falls!" resounded through the vil­
lage streets and a crowd of people 
quickly gathered.

The helpless castaway was now 
", shooting down that smooth, swift in- 
' cllne of water Immediately Above the 

rapida He had evidently gived up all 
hope of rescue and was kneeling on 
the bottom of his frail raft with out­
stretched. clasped hands apparently 
In prayer.
S Faster and faster he was hurried 
adong ami in soother moment we saw 
th e  bo. Kifted high on the crest of the

rapids first tumultuous ridge, shaken 
ter  piece# like a packfpf cards and 
floated In fragments sway amidst the 
soothing hell of watera/while its late 
occupant disappeared 'forever from 
human view.

A knot of interested spectators 
soon flocked down to the r iv e rs  edge 
to see thtf exciting event—opinions 
being about equally divided as to 
Whether the ligh t sk ff woul<J live to 
reach the cataract itself, or would go 
to pieces on touching the rapida

As .we -thus speculated, our idle ’ 
talk  was suddenly replaced by * gen- 
eral cry of horror for from the bot­
tom of'w hat we had thought an emp­
ty shelL ihe head and shoulders of a 
man all at once became visible, and 
the nejx.t moment he rose-to his feet.
Beyond all doubt ifao luckless being 
had only th a t instjant awakened.

Can human imagination conceive 
or mprtal pen describe what that 
awakening must have been? *

A few short hours before he had 
lain down to rest in fancied security 
and with bright anticipations of com­
ing spo rt N-qw he opens his eyes and 
lboks arounerto find himself—where?
—on the very brink of that wildly- 
tossing. awful'flood from w,bich all 
the wealth, .all the; un-iled powers off 
the world cannot say’e him! I

The boat w.as almost in the exact 
cen ter of the iliver. Those of us who 
had field-glasses could see that-: a 
group muen larger th an  our own had 
'congregated on the American shore 
to witness the catastrophe.

I t  was not long delayed. In less 
than  a minute after the poor man had 
become -aware of his situation, .he 
took oil his hat waved it frantically 
toward e ither bank, and an instant 
later was gone!Nor did any pa rt of 
the boat appear again.

One more sad Incident and we will 
turn  to som ething brighter.

Two half-intoxicated young men. 
residents of Chippewa, one m orning 
made some disturbance in one. of the 
hotera. j

To get out Pf-the way for the pres­
e n t  .they then crossed the riv er to 
Fort Day. There they drank, we 
were told, more liquor and became 
very quarrelsome. Toward evening 
they set out to return, but instead of 
m aking a  s ta ll  from away up the 
stream, they rashly pushed directly 
into the current and attem pted to 
make the passage in a s tra ig h t line.

It is barely possible they m ight 
have succeeded in landing on the 
Canadian side away down by the head 
of Street1 s island had nqt a g re a t: 
crowd of people, noticing their dan­
gerous position, assembled on the 
bank to watch their progresa v The 
jpoor fellows, each pulling .a pair of jN^ithi 
sculls, had come more Ihdn half»way convinced, 
across, and were now. as nearly as shore, 
we could judge only a few hundred The 
yards above the echge of the rap ida  yards 
when, to our infinite dismay, they aceele 
suddenly turned back toward the frigh t 
American shore! Why. will never 
be known, but it was supposed that, and 
seeing the crowd op. the bank, the tween 
young men. in theip , maudlin condi­
tion. conceived the i&ea th a t It had 
gathered for the purpose of arresting  
them for the morning’s- fracas.

W hatever the reason for their mad 
move, it proved a fatal ona They 
had lost some d istance in turning, 
and had not got fifty yards on the  r e ­
turn course when we could see th a t 
they were being carried rapidly down 
atream. >ow the appalled and ut­
terly helpless spectators were com­
pelled to witness a pitiable sight in­
deed The imminence, of. their pelrri-Hifted 
seemed to have sobered the men; and 
so soon as they found themselves ba l­
ing swept broadside down they 
turned the bow of "their boat stra igh t 
up-stream, meantime plying their 
oars With desperate energy, in the
