Erastus Wiman, formerly manager 

for R. G. Dun & Co.’s mercantile 
agency of New York City, and builder 
of the Staten Island rapid trknsit rail­
road, was arrested charged with forg­
eries amounting to $229,000. He was 
arraigned before Judge Martin in 
chambers in the. general sessions, and 
committed to the Tombs in default of 
[bail. The complaint charges that “by 
various acts of embezzlement, through 
misrepresentations, breaches of agree­
ment, concealments, misuse of the 
powers confided to him and gross 
usurpation of powers with which he 
was not trusted, he succeeded during- 
the years 1889, 1890, 1891, 1892, and up 
to February. 1893, in stealing from R. 
G. Dun the enormous sum of $229,- 
018.90”

Erastus Wiman has long been known 
as one of New York’s prominent citi­
zens. He was'an advocate of commer­
cial reciprocity with Canada, an au­
thority on economic questions, a pro­
moter of numerous projects of great 
financial importance, and a prominent 
member of the New York chamber of 
commerce and the board of trade. He 
was. nntil his assignment in April, 
1893, considered to be a miHjqtoaire. 
He did much to further the inKlTMkof 
Staten Island, and lived in a magnifi 
cent home at Erastina. His name has 
hitherto been synonymous with all 
that was upright and honest. Mr. 
Wiman, was bom near Toronto 53 
years ago, and rose from a poor farm­
er's boy to wealth and importance by 
his own exertions.1 His latest enter­
prise was the plan to tunniel between 
Brooklyn and -Staten Island, and 
tberebv carry the New Jersey tnink 
lines into Brooklyn.

The majority report of the senate 
committee on foreign affairs was pre­
sented to the senate today. I t was 
prepared by Senator-Morgan, of Ala­
bama. The question in point was a 
resolution asking information concern­
ing what irregularities had occurred 
in the 'diplomatic and other intercourse 
between the United States and Ha­
waii; .

Mr. Morgan in r the first place lays 
down thp proposition* tha t there can 
be no break in the policy of the United 
States corresponding to a change in 
the presidency. A new president, 
however, has a right to change his 
opinion, and a change of po icy on the 
part of one president from that inau­
gurated by his predecessor or prede­
cessors must be regarded simply as a 
change of mind in the same person.

The report then denounces thq prin­
ciple of monarchism. It_says that Ha­
waii is an American state, embraced in 
the American commercial and military 
system and that she has a right to ex­
pect indulgeat consideration, if not ac­
tive sympathy, in her efforts towards 
freedom.

The report details the conditions ex­
isting in Honolulu when the revolution 
occurred, declares that the queen was 
helpless, that there was no efficient ex­
ecutive power in the islands to protect 
property and that Stevens was justified 
in landing troops to protect American 
interests.

The committee takes the view that 
when the queen made public her de­
cision to absolve her$elf from her oath 
to support the constitution of 1877, her 
abdication was complete and she no 
longer rightfully held office. Liliouk- 
alani had only been kept on her throne 
by the forbearing tolerance of the 
white people, who owned $50,000,000v>f 
the property on the islands. It re­
quired nothing but the determined ac­
tion of what was known as the mis­
sionary party to overthrow the queen, 
and that action had been taken. When 
tbe troops from the Boston landed, 
there was no executive head of the 
government of Hawaii; it had perished. 
The report declares that the purpose 
of Minister Stevens and Capt. Wiltse 
were legitimate atad that they acted in 
good faith and with no motives except 
that of protecting American citizens.

The report declares that the raising 
of the American flag., and the declara­
tion of a protectorate was unlawful, 
ana the order to abandon the protect­
orate and haul down the flag was in  ̂
acsordance with the duty and honor or 
the United States. ; “To haul down 
the flag of the United States was only 
an order to preserve its honor.”

The report deals extensively with 
the question of; annexation. I t  does 
not declare in favor of annexation, but 
its.whole- tone implies powerful de­
sire in that direction. Tjie Hawaiians, 
it says, have always contemplated an-' 
negation as not unlikely and 4»ther 
desirable.

Concerning Mr. Blount's report, the 
committee says that he executed his 
commission with impartial care, but 
that in the agitated condition of pub­
lic opinion it was next to impossible to 
obtain full, fair and complete informa­
tion. The committee regard^ its own 
information as more reliable, and de­
clares that Liliuokalani originated a 
revolutionary mowment by her own 
evil policy.

The testimony covers 739 printed 
pages. Among the most Interesting 
statements are those made by Stevens 
and Blount.

Mr. Stevens explained that his rea­
sons for declaring a protectorate were 
that the Japanese and the British were 
both proposed, and the latter were 
making overtures for an alliance with 
the native population.

In  answer to a- letter by the chair­
man Mr. Blount said: - “ I never 
dreamed of such a thing as the rein­
statement of Lilliouk&lani; I never 
heard it suggested until my return to 
the United States.”

It is full time th a t thq United 
States government adopted a ration­
al and comprehensive forestry sys­
tem. The policy of reserving forest 
lai&ds from settlement or private 
ownership has at last secured a firm 
place in the laws* The last admmis- 
tration reserved over 1S,0vX).000 
acres. The present administration 
has already added 4,5»,0iX) acres to 
th is area, and the  total.in forest res­
ervations is not much below 18,000,- 
000 acres. This is far from being 
the extent of timber land tha t should 
be put under government protection, 
bu t it  may be considered settled that 
the reservations will be extended 
within a  few years to include most of 
the remains of our forests. But it  is 
not enough th a t forest reserves 
should be .created,. They -must be 
rationally heed i f  the country is to 
get the benefit from them. A forest 
can. to her sure, serve a  useful pur­
pose being le t alone, for i t  preserves 
the watercourses and feeds **he 
streams tha t irrigate the farpiB. 
But the forest, besides this, can be. 
made to furnish a perpetual supply 
of timber. The trees are a crop tha t 
should be harvested when ripe, and 
when cleared away should be re ­
newed like any other crop.

“The island has never been surveyed 
nor explored,” said Mr. Millar, “and 
some day it must prove, I think, a 
most inviting field for exploration.

They consist of many different tribfes. 
Most of those 1 came in contact with 
are Hydahs. There are between 300 
and 400 of them a t Hunter’s Bay, and 
they are quite industrious as fisher­
men and salters of the salmqn. The 
Hydah Indians came up from the 
Queeu Charlotte Islands .many years 
ago and mode conquest, driving the 
native tribe out. The former are very 
superior Indians. They are intelligent, 
and pick up anything very quickly. 1 
think’ they originally came from Mexi 
co. as they much resembleyhe Mexican 
race. Soine of them, 1 hahre noticed, 
have as fine faces as any white roan, 
and as full and tine beards.

“Though Prince of Wales Island has 
many resources I do not think it will' be 
of any use for agriculture. When I 
left on Dec. 11 there was some snow at 
Hunter's Bay, but still it was not cold. 
My nearest white neighbors are a t the 
Presbyterian missionary station ot 
Howlcan, twenty-five miles away. Ai 
my place there are no white persons 
except my wife anld children, and they 
are away for the winter.” ,

Mr. Millar is of middle age and has v 
pronounced *Scotch accent. He is of b 
type of the hardy pioneer only to be 
met with a t such, far-away outposts.

In tropical oountrlei, where tho 
struggle (or life seems to  rage even 
fiercer than in the'tem perate regions, 
a  vast number of animals have been 
driven by wants to seek their liveli­
hood in the dark, through stress of 
competition. The Cornhill Magazine 
mentions the howler monkeys, for 
example, who make night hideous in 
large tracts of South American for­
ests, beginning their dismal music 
as soon as evening sets in and only 
retiring for the day as dawn purples 
the horizon. There are the lemurs 
of Madagascar, so called because, 
like ghosts, they walk by night and 
withdraw a t cockcrow— strange,
stealthy, noiseless creatures, with 
great, wistful, poetical eyes and 
enlarged pupils: monkeys th a t prey 
on birds and insects in the gtaemy 
depths of their native forests. There 
is the sleDder loris, a graceful and 
beautiful beast, with eyes like a 
gazelle’s, but treacherous man­
ners, who pounces upon birds as 
they sleep in their little  nests.'creep- 
ing Bilently upon {them from behind 
like an Indian upon the w arpath.anl 
affording no indication of his hateful 
presence till he id within arm 's reach 
of his slumbering victim. There is 
th a t curious little nondescript ani­
mal, the aye-aye, who attracted so 
muoh attention a few years ago at 
the zoo—a quaint, small beast, half 
monkey,half rodent, who comes forth 
a t night in search of fruits or insects 
and crawls, through the woods with 
catlike pace upon butterfly and cater­
pillar. And there is tha t other con­
necting link, the galeopithecus, or 
“ flying monkey”—a lemur well on 
its way to develop into a bat, apelike 
in form, but with a membrane 
stretched loose between his arms and 
legs after the rudimentary fashion of 
the flying squirrel,by mean3of which 
he glides from tree to tree with a sort 
of hall jump, half flight, very curious 
to witness. These are but a few of 
the nocturnal mammals of the mon­
key and lemur type, ancient ances­
tors of our own, gone wrong through- 
keeping such very late hours, and 
now stranded for the most part in 
islands or peninsulas of extreme an­
tiquity.
