“Jt Would Mot Be Mooh of A Odd

BrooklsYN, March 25 1994,—The
faster seHices in the tabernacle to-
day were, attended by immense laudi-
ences Beautiful tloial decorations
almost })id the pulpit.from view, and
the preat orpan pave forth its'most

in honor of the day.
In the forenoon”~ev. Dr.Talmagedeiiv-
ered an eloquent sermon, the text be-
ing taken from Genesis 23 : xvii, xViii:
“And the field of Hebron, which was
in Machpelah, which was befo|?*
Mamre. the field, and the cave !which
was'therein, and all the trees that
were in the field, that were in all the
borders round about, were made sure
unto Abraham.”

At-this Easter service 1ask and an-
swer what may seem anovel question,
hut it will be found, before® 1' get
through, a practical ~nd useful and
iremendouti-question: \Vhat will res-
urrection day do for ~the cemeteries?

First. I remark, it will ~be their super-
nal beautification. At certain seasons
customary in all lands to strew

flowers over the mounds of the depart-
ed. U may have been suggested by

fact that Christ’s tomb was in a
parden. And when 1-aay garden | do
not mean a garden of these latitudes.
The late frosts of spring and the early
frosts of autumn are so near each otfiec-
that there are only a few months of
fiowers in the field. All the flowers
we see to-day had to be petted and
coaxed and put under shelter, or they
would not have bloomed at all. They
are the children of the conseiwatorieii
Hut at this season and through the
most of the year, the Holy Land is all
ablush, with floral Opulence.

You find all the royal family of
flowers there, some that you supposed
indigenous to the far north, and others
indigenous to the far south—the daisy
and hyacinth, crocus and anemone,
tulip and water lily, geranium and
ranunculus, mignonette and sweet
marjoram. In the college at Beyrout
you may see Dr. Post's collection of
about eighteen hundred kinds of Holy
Land flowers: while among trees are

the oaks Of frozen climes, and the
tamarisk of the tr<”ics, walnut and
willow, ivy and havvthorne, ash and
elder, pine and sycamore. |If such
floral and botanical beauties are the
wild growths of the field, think of

what a garden mUst be in Palestine!
And in such a garden Jesus Christ
slept after, on the- soldier's spear. Ms
last drop of blood had coagulated.
:And then see how appropriate that all
our cemeteries should be floralized and
tree shaded. In June Greenwood is
Brooklyn's garden.

“\“ell, then,” you sayv “bow can
you make out that the resurrection
day will beautify the cemeteries?
Will it not leave them a plowed up
ground? On that day there will be an
earthquake, and will not this split the
polished Aberdeen granite, as,well as
the plain slab that can afi'ord but two
words, Ciur Mary,'or Our Charley?™
Well, I will tell.vou how resurrection
day will beaulify all the cemeteriea
It will be by bringing up the faces
that w*ere to us once, and ini pur
memories are to us now, more beauti-
ful than any calla lily, and the forms
that are to us more graceful lhan any
willow by the.waters. Can you think
of anything more beautiful than the
reappearance of those from -whom we
have been parted? J do not care
which way the tree falls in the blast
of the judgment hurricane, or if the
plowshare that day shall turn under
the last rose leaf and the last china
uster. if out of the ..hrokeni sod shall
come the bodies of our loved ones not
damaged, but irradiated.

The idea of the resurrection gets
easier to understand as | hear the
phonograph unroll some voice that
talked into it a year ago. just before
our friend's decease. You touch the
lever, and then ecome forth the very
tones, the very song of the person that
breathed into it once.'but is now de-
parted If a man can do that, can not
Almighty God, without'half trying,
return the voice of your departed?
And if he can return the voice, why
not the lips and the tongue and the
throat that fa.<hioned the voice? And
if the lips and the tongue and the
throat, why not the brain* that sug-
gested the words? And if' the brain,
why not the nerves, of which the
brain is the headquarters? i-And .if he
can return the nerves, why not the
muscles, which are lcs« ingenious?
And if the muscles, why not the bones,
that are less wonderful? And if the
voice and the brain and the muscles
and.the nones, why notithe entm
body? If man can’do the phonograph,
God can do the resurrection. ,

Will 1t be the same body ;that in the
last day shall .be reanimate? Y'es,
but infinitely jmproveiL iOur bodies
change every seven years, iand yet in
one sense it isthe same body. On my

burned them oif afid bamed them,
out. Since then my'body has chang”'
at least a half dozen times, .bnt those
scars prove it is the same body. We
never lose our identity. If God can
and does sometimes rebuild a man five,
six, ten t mes, in this.World, is it mys-
terious that he can rebuild him once
.more, and that in the resurrection?
If he can do it ten times 1 think he
can do rteleven timea Then -look at
the seventeen year locusts. For
seventeen yearrs gone, at the end of
seventeen j-ears they appear, and by
rubbing the hind leg against the wing
make that rattle at which all the s>
bandmeu and vine dressers tremble as®
the insectile hoit.takes up the mar.:h
of devastation." Resurrection every
seventeen years, a wonderful fact!
Another consideration makes the idea

of resurrection easier. God made
Adam. He was not fashioned after
any model. There had never beena

human organism, and so there was
nothing to copy. At the first attempt
God made a perfect man. He made
him out of the dust of the earth. If
out of ordinary dust of the earth and
without a model God could make a
perfect man. surely bul of the-"xlra-
ordinary dust of mortal body, and
with millions of models, God Can make
each one of us a perfect being in tlie
resurrection.

Gjreat Britain has a wider range of
sources of national income than the
Uniited States. Instead of two main
sources the British government has

four. The -two largest are like our
own—import duties and internal
revenue (excise) on spirits. The other

two are the income tax and a scries of
impiosts known as stamp taxes. These
stai"p taxes are collected on all kinds
of legal transactions, add the great
bulk of them pertain to the settling of
estates and are known as death duries,
i. C, taxes upon the probating of
estajtes, upon legacies and upon suc-

cessions. {Stamps upon deed.s, receipts,
insurance policies, patent medicine
packages, and various papers and

transactions make up the rest. There
is a small national land tax and a
hou” duty that yield some revenue,
