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Plym outh township seemed to be the 

center of the rain storm which occutred 
last Saturday afternoon. I t commenped 
radning about 11 o'clock in the fo re n ^ u  
and continued almost incessantly ufatil 
5 :d0 in the evening. I

By 4 o’clock in the afternoon the brook, 
which is generally but a few feet acr» ss, 
had swollen to a  stream - twenty rods, in 
width, down which a  huge volume of 
water was coursing with great rapidity. 
This stream, however, soon became un ­
able to m eet the demands made upon it 
and, as a consequence, the water rushed 
toward the river Ro igc through a hun­
dred different channels At 7 o’clock 
there were five or six bouses on So|itb 
Main Street completely surrounded wjith 
water and it retjuifed considerable eflfort 
to keep the 6ut buildings, poultiy houses 
etc. from  l)elng carried away by the cur­
rent. This section of the village re­
sembled Venice to a considerable extent- 
A few gondolas would have completed 
the spectacle.

A majority of the bridges in the tcraii, 
and also adjoining towns, were destro^led, 
and it will take considerable;^ time :lnd 
labor to repair the fences that were qar- 
ried away. On Sunday morning it was 
reported that the Phoenix dam had gi^eh 
way during  the night but on investigation 
i t  was discovered that the dam was uipn- 
jnred, but that the immen.se weight of 

' water in the pond had cau.sed a  washbut 
of about twenty feet at the ndrth end I of 
the bndge. Tliis left the^ water main of 
the Plym outh water works, which crosses 
the  river at this point, unsup{H>rtod and it 
consequently broke. The water supply 
was not shivt off for-any length of tijme 
however. .Men were put ati work liud 
by Wednesilay night people’'[.were agtiin 
drinking spring water. The Nortlivtllie 
and Nankin ilams were reported brokjed, 
b a t it has since been denied. i

Thecrowd  
pressed in upon them , and as each  
fighter tried to strangle his opponent 
inti) submission ye lls  and shrieks filled 
the air. All semblance of a fair fight 
had di.sappcared. Only the pres­
ence of the gloves on. the fighter's 
hands prevented them  from tearing  
out each other's eyes. Seconds, tim e­
keepers and spectators crowded in 
upon t)\cm. Efforts N>’ere  made by a 
few to stop the contestants w hile still 
more urged theni oh. Spectators raised 
chairs and threatened to  sm ash their 
neighbors.

Then the frantic 
riaders fe liju p o n  Tarr and Roddy as 
W hitel struggled to his feet’, blinded 
w ith lj)16od.= The tliree me^i fought 
(lesperktely,i but thg odds were too 
great, And finally-all w erodown agaih, 
under Gie feet of the mob.

When the battle w as ended White 
and Roddy were found fatally  injured;

A crowd of about 8,000 unemployed  

men and boys, m ostly foreigners 
formed a procession in  Cleveland and 
marched, through the streets filling  
the thoroughfares * from building to  
building and stopping all traffic. 'The: 
motorman of one electric^par refused  
to stop and the car w as wrecked. A 
few  m inutes later another car w as  
met. A policeman on the front plat­
form commanded the mobJte give way. 
When they refused to do so he fired 
his revolver into the air. Many of the  
marchers drew pistols and began fir­
ing. a t least one hundred slntes l>eing 
discharged, hut nobody w as hurt. 
Some of the bullet.s w ent through the  
winddw of a V«tore, hqwever. And tw o  
of the clerks had narrow escapes. The 
driver of a truck w h o refused to take 
his team out of the way received a 
bad wound in th c 'sid eo f tiie face fix)m 
an iron bolt thrown b}’ one of 
marchers. During all these disturb- 
auces not a .single arrest wa.s mode 
the police evidently not desiring to  
court trouble w ith a mob in such an  
ugly  temper. ,

The next day about T.CKH) of the riot­
ers started out, bent on destruction ofj 
property. On Scranton avenue everj*  ̂
window w as broken at the Variet^  
Iron works, and llie entire force o f  
men w orking'run out. At the Upecui 
Nut Ih)lt works window.s w-ere 
Ik’oken, machinery smufthed and the 
men driven away. T\%vnty-tive^ m en

were driTCU from the C'hurch Furnitere 
works. At this* point, the police
charged the mob and dcove it up the 
hill on Jennings avenue.

Police were ordered to the scene 
from all available sources. All the pe- 
serve force were-ordered out. Tlie mob 
re-formed, and were again aaJ again  
re-eharged by the police. Thu rioters 
ha^m cantim e raided a scrap-iron yard 
and armed them selves 'w ith intjces o f  
iron. They were in a frenzy of excite­
m ent and were constantly urged on-by 
the ir  leaders to resi.st the ofiicers. At 
this juncture a large reinforcem ent o f  
police arrived on the scene, aud an- 
otlier charge was made on the mob 
w ith drawn clubs. Many rioters were 
beaten down, many arrested and sev­
eral oilicers badly injured.

T he officers cap tured  them  and 
th ey  resisted , b u t were prom ptly  ar- 
re.-.ted. M eantim e the  arm y Jiad re ­
m ained in line in tac t and aided by the 
th o u san d s -o f  spectato rs ' con tinually  
cheered  Coxey an d  w hen th e  general 
w as again  in h is carriage th e  arm y 
m arclied to  th e ir  new cam p in the  
so u th e rn  p a r t  of the  city. Many lum  
d re d s  of people followed and  tlie ir  
h ea rty  cheers w ere a source of com­
fo rt to  th e  m ucii-abused “ poi’r  cusses" 
in th e  ranks.

Gen. Coxey ta lk ed  to  a rcjx )rter w hen 
he reached th e  new’ camp. *T w as 
carefuT  to  w alk  on th e  sidew alk and 
trespass upon no lo ca l’ regu la tions 
w hen I w en t up  to th e  step.
