So seldom does a plum fall this way that,
when one is in sight, we should endeavor
to secure it.

Crop Report.

Temperature and rainfall were both
favorable during April, and the growing
wheat madg fairly good progress. The
average condition May 1, in the southern
and central counties was 89 percent, north-
ern 97 percent, nd State 90 per cent, com-
parison being with vitality and growth
of average years. One year ago the average
condition in the southern counties was
73 per cent, and central 79 pe' cent, and
the crop of 1893 was estimated in October
at 33,690,693 bushels, an average of 15
bushels per acre for the State. In 1893
the average condition May 1, in the south-
ern counties was 84 per cent, and cen-
tral 81 pec cent, and the total yield in the
State was 35.384,318 bushels, an aveptge
of 1559 bushels per acre. lo 18?1 the
average condition May 1, in the southern-
counties was 104 per cent, and in the
central 99 per cent, and the crop of that
year was 38,039, 483 bushels, an average
of 18.49 bushels per acre. Nearly 97 per
cent of the total crop in the State is grown
in the southern and central counties.

The total number of bushels of wheat
reported-fnarketed by farmers'in April is
1,189,603, and in the nine months. August-
Apr 113718.198. which is 371,580 bushels
more than reported marketed in the same
months las* year. At 19 elevators and
mills from which reports have been re-
ceived, there was no wheat marketed
during the month.

Timothy and June grass meadows are
in prime condition. The statement that
they never looked better at this time of
year occurs frequently in correspondents’
notes- Clover that was seeded last year
promises an average crop, IfBt old clover
is about all destroyed, probably in most
cases by the clover root borer. Variims
names as “grubs,” “crown-worma” “In-
sects," “green, brown, and jfellow worms,"
“root borers,” “small black bug that eats
the clover roots off,” etc., are given in the
reports. O'.e correspondent in Livings-
ton county reports from eif~t to fofty lit-
tle green worms, about onerfqutth of an
inch long, aropgid each elpreg 1. It
is estimated that on”~-fourth of the clover
in the southern counties wjiu be plowed
up. The aveegge condition of what re-
mains ranges from 81 pejr cent in the
southern counties to 98 per cent in the
Dortbem countie.s.

The present ontlook for an average crop
of apples is encouraging. The figures
for the southern counties dre 84 per cent,
central and aorthem 94 per cent and
State 88'per cent. Peach”promise from
five-eighths to three-fburths of a full
average crop.
