Section 1. The [>eople of the State of
Michigj] n enact. That it shall »ounlaw-
ful for 4ny person t(> keep any ix'ach, al-
mond, ajpricol plum, prune, cherry .or
nectarire tree, infected with the conta-
gious disease know i as tlie yellows or
black knot, or to of'er for sale or shi[>
ment, or to self, or to Ship, any of the
fruit thereof, except the fruit'of the plum
and chqrry tree; that botli tree and fruit
so infected shall jlje “subject to destruction

as pubKc nuisances as hereinafter pro-"

vided. 'No dainiigei® shall be awarded in
any coujrt in the .State for entering upon
the premises and, ddstroying such diseas-
exi trees, or parts, of [trees or fruit, if done
in accordance with the provisions of this
act.

It shall be the diiity of every person as
soon as™e becomes“ware of the existence
of such'disease in any tree, parts of trees
or fruit;owned by him to forthwith de-
stroy, of cause said trees or fruit to be tle-
stroyed|

Section 2 In any towflship, city or
village jin the Stutt in which such con*
tagiousjdiseases exht, r>r in which Uuto
is good! reason to believe they exi.st, or
danger may be justly apprehended of
their irtrotlucti'nn, ii shall be the duty of
the to>*nship or village board, or city
council, as soon us :nch information be-
comes bnown td eiiher such board or
ecouncil, or any meinber thereof, to ap-
.point f~nvith three :ompetent free hold-
ers of Said township, village or uty as
commissioners, who sliall hold office dur-
ing thd pleasure! of i;aid board, village or
city cojiincil, and such order of appoint
ment a(nd of revocation shall be entered
at largt upon .the® township, village or
city retfirds: Ptoziefed, That the commis-
sioneri now appointed and in office shall
continjuj in said office until their succes-
sors aite-appointed ind qualified.

SEtTifs 5. Whenever any person
shalllrefu.se or neglect to comply with the
order to remove and destroy the tree or
parts of trees so designated and marked
by tlio dommissioner as aforesaid, it shall
becofiveithe duty of the commissioner to
causi stiid: trees, or parts of trejes to be re-
moved land destroyed forthwith, employ-
ing all tecessary aid for tha™ purpose.
The expenses for such removal and de-
struction of trees or parts of ti*ees to be a
charge ligainst the township,.* village or
city; and for the purpose of sif*h removal
and destruction, and said commissioners
their iigeiits and workmen, shall have the
right and power to enter upon any and
all premises within their township, vil-
lage or city.

Section 6. If any owner neglects to
uproot Jind destroy or caused to be removed
an” destroyed as aforesaid, such diseased
tree, or parts of trees or fruit, after si*ch
examiuition and notification, and within
fbie time hereinbefore, specified, such
persons shall be deemed guilty of a mis-
denieanbr, and punished by a fine notex-
ceeding one-hundred dollars, or by im-
prisonment in the county jail not exceed-
ing three months, or I>oth in the disenv
tion df the erturt; and any justice of the
peace, of the township or city wh'ere such
trees may bo. or wliore such nursery stock
«or fruit is sold, shipped, disposed of, or
delivered as aforesaid, shall have jurisdic-
tion tliereof. The words “parts of trees",
whenever used ill this act shall referto
the black knot only,, and not to trees af-
fected with the yellows.

Section 7. The commissioners shall
be allowed for_~vicos under this act two
dollars for each full day, and one dollar
for each half day, and their other charges
and (iisbursemenU hereunder, to be audit-
ed as well as any other charges and dis-
bursements under this act, by the town-
ship board, village or city council, all of
which costs, charge<5, expenses and dis-
bursements may be recovered by the
township, village or city from the owner
of said diseased fruit or nursery .stock or
from the owner of the premises.,oh which
said diseased tred4*s stoo”, in action Of
assump.sit. [

Section 8. AIT of act number one
hundred and fi fty o f the public acts
of eigliteen hundrt*d and ninety-one, be
and the same is hereby ropejilcd.

This act is ordci;ed to take immediate
effect.

The Goodrich W ill Case.

An important will; case Was decidedby
njury intlie circuit court on Saturday-
evening. >y which tlie will of Merchant
TT. Goodrich beijneuThcR the larger por-
-tion of his e.state to his niece, Mrs. Il. K.
Lum, of Columbus, O. The contest set-
tled the title of several valuable pieces of
property on Hunui and Ann streets and
«North Fourth avenue.

Merchant H. Goodrich, one of the first
graduates of Michigan University, who
had always made his home in this city,
died here in Fel*ruary, 1891. A will was
offered for probate, made, by him in May,
1888, which gave one. piece of property to
his nephew, George Goodrich, and the
remainder of his estate to his niece. Mrs.
I1. K. Lum, nee Lillie Goodrich, whom
he had raised from childhoorl. There
was a proyipon in the will that Mrs. Lum
should care for her aunt, Sarah Goodrich,
during her lifetime, and later a
memorandum or tiodicil was added pro-
viding that Ann North, another sister
of Mrs. Goodrich's and Sarah Goodrich,
should each enjoy the use $2,000 from
the estate during their lives. Mrs. North
and Morrell Goodrich, of Dexter, a broth-
er of Merchant H. Goodrich and father of
Mrs. Lum and George Goodrich, the
beneficiaries of the will, contested it, but
the probate courtadmitted it and the con-
testants appealed tp the circuit court.

about the union; Totall membership in
Michigan. 7,77J; honorar3*membership,
676; the number of unions in the state,
425, and Loyal Temperance legions,
110. The unions that showed an in-
crease in membership during the year
numl>ered 11", while 71 reported a
decrease and the remainder just about
held their own. The amountraised by
the unions during the year is $14.8.50.57.
The lines of work carried on are ejran-
gelical, preventive, educational, liegal
and social. The state p*ess and
churclies have treated the urfion fairly
and the temperance sentimeat inr the
state has increa.sed. . The ‘Mary T.
l.athrap hall at Hackley park. Muske-
gon, had been tinl.shed during the Jtar.
The Michigan I'nion.'the official organ
of the association, had been conducted
at a small profitduring the year.

President Mary T.j Lathrap found
considerable to object to in the result
of the unions’ work and offered several
recommendations, among which “cre
the following; That' we opposertjic
the local option, state regulation and
<Jothenberg systems as having within
them the pormis.sion and partnership
of the nation and state; tliat we tscek
closer alliance With other societies of
women, that the! intlijeuce of our prin-
ciples may be brought to bear in*tlie
study of great! publi-0 questionSv that
every token of God's providence points
to the speedy en;ranchiseinent of
women: that we staud for the truth,
and us an organicalien we show
greater activity and l.elpon every plan
that looks to the balljot for woman in
Michigan.

B«llcs of a Roc« Who XJTod on »n Is-
land Off the French Coast.

Those who have read]the story
of King Arthur and his knights will
remember that they started outlover
the sea in pursuit of the driagdb. In
this, the Marbilian sea. is a little
island which Can be reached from
the mainland only when the water is
smooth. The sole inhabitant is a
Breton shepherd, who lives®n a little
hat and spends' his time in caring
lor bissheep. The party landed and
were met by the kind-faced.old man.
who led them over the grains; slope
where his flock was feeding, and
showed them the way aroiind a hill,
on the east side of which they found

the entrance to a tunnel. 'This ev-
tended some distance, ' and its
floor, sides and roof were
made of immense flat pieces of
stone, covered with hieroglyphs
and figures, “looking Somewhat
like wreaths and again like coiled

serpenta” At the ead of thistunnel
was a ball also floored, roofed and
walled with the same curious stones,
and in the center was an altar and a
stone upon which it is thought that
human sacrifices have been ofllered.
The strangest part of all is: that no
stones or rocks like those iused in
this tunnel can be found on the
island, and at no place hearer than

100 mites inlaud. Who' brought
them? How did they oome? There
is no record left—at least none has

been found—to tell who these people
were or anything about them. They
must have I*ved many centuries ago,
hut have vahiahed entirely.] yet their
work is as perfect apparently as
when first buil.t. It is thought that
they may have been Druids, who
came here when they Ileft Great
Britain: others, again, think that
they were worshipers of the serpent
god called Hoa. Butitis conjecture.
All we know is that the s”nes are
there, strangely carved, skillfully
put together, but of their builders
there is no traue. ~

What trees bear ‘thi largest
leaves? AO' English botajnist tells
us that it is those that belong to 'the
palm family. First mus( bo men-
tioned the inaja palm, of the banks
of the Amazons, the leaves of which
are no less than 50 feetinilength by
10 to 12 in width. Certain leaves of
the Ceylon palm attain ~ length of
20 feet and the remarkablje width of
16. The natives use thei” for mak*
Ing tenta Afterwards cjomes the
eocoanut palm, the usffal length of
whose leaves is about 80 ieet. The
umbrella magnolia of Ceylon bears
leaves that are so large that a single
one may some times sejrve as a
shelter for 15 or 20 peraonla One”of
these leaves carried to England ae a
specimen was nearly 36 feet in
width. The plant whose leaves at>
tain the greatest dimensiODS in a
temperate climate is the Victoria
regia. A specimen of this truly
magnificent plant exists in the gar-
den of the Royal botanical society
of Edinburgh. Its leaf,! which is
about feet in diameter, is [capable of
supporting a weight of 395 pounds.
