Joseph A. Safford, whose death oc-cur- 
red May'2S, after an illness of 2 months, 
was born May 21,I>m  at Canton, Wayne 
Co., Mich., and was a sou of .Tames Salford, 
one of the pioneer settlers of that ^own 
who came from.' Connecticut in IH2'.i.

Mr. Safford worked cn his father's farm 
until 1862, when he enlisted in Co. 24lh 

''M ioii. Inf. After some, service, was. ta k ­
en very sick, suffering many months^ and 
not recovering sufficiently to attend to 
active duty, was placed in the  V^^terans 
Reserve Corps, wh(*ni he did sorvifce 
a hospitJil nurse: after his honorable dis­
charge in JSJm. secured a clerkship ip. the 
Q. M. General's office at Washinjgton. 
M arried Miss Phoebe Russell a t Adrian, 
Jan . 14, 1861). with whom he had over 
twenty-five years of haj^py wedded life, 
though no children bles.>ed the union.

Came to Grand Haven township where 
he had a farm, soon after marraige, after­
wards moving to the  city where he clerk­
ed in Mr. Lacey’s store.
