The small-p»x stories now going the 
rounds have no bearing whatever as far 
as Plym outh is concerned. Several of 
our citizens have been accosted in outside 
places regarding it. How the story g^ts 
started can not be ascertained.

The incident above recalls one of a 
sim ilar nature when, sotnetllne ago the 
d iphtheria was having a  run  in many 
places. Plym outh was made a m ark for 
the neighboring towns and placards were 
posted up to notify people not to come 
to Plym outh as diphtheria was abroad in 
its worst st ges The evident purpose 
then was to draw trade away from Plym ­
outh. Now that.some of the larger cities 
have had cases of small-pox spring up, it 
w’Ould appear that our neighbors are try ­
ing to m ake game of it, by throwing out 
the story of small-pox at P lym outh. ^

P lym outh has the reputation of givning 
its patrons the  best goods fon the least 
money, and as that fact is wide spread it 
can be readily seen why others would 
grasp at any stniw  to do us an injury in a 
business lino.

Have no fears, we have not th e  least 
sign of sraall-pox. W hen we do, (if such 
should ever l>e the ctiae) Plym outh peo­
ple will be the first to sj^read th e  news, 
and thus not lay anyone liable to be ex­
posed to it. L e t^ s  hope that such will 
not be necessary.

Crop Bep-'rt.

The w eather the first half of May was 
exceedingly w arm ..th e  tem perature for 
several days averaging ten degrees above 
the normal, and the latter half it was un- 
.usually cool, the average tem perature 
ranging from five to ten degrees below 
the  normal. General and heavy rains oc­
curred at the very beginning of the 
month and continued until r tt^e 20th, 
keeping the ground well soaked for more 
than  three weeks. Such w eather was 
favorable to the growth of wheat, and the 
average condition, Ju n e  1st in the^outherb 
counties;’w here 85 per cent of the crop is 
grown, is reported at 92 per cent as com­
pared with 77 in 1893. 91 in 1892, and 96 
in 1891. The average condition this year 
Is h igher than in previous year of 
which we have record e.xcepting 1891. **

The average condition in the central 
counties is 90, an i in the northern 95. 
The figures for I t  centraljcounties are- 
the highest for this secdon Ju n e  1, since 
1889.

The total number of bushels of wheat 
reported m arketed by farm ers in May is 
818,747. \  '

The total num ber of bushels of wh^*at 
reported m arketed in the ten months, 
August-May, is 13,481,945, which is 422. 
456 bushels more than  reported m arketed 
in the same month last year.

The heavy and continued rains serious­
ly interfered with the planting of corn, 
and .a much larger area than usual r.e- 
mained to planted Ju n e  1, and o ^ th a t 
planted early, more than an average 
amount had to b • rej^Ianted.-^-^Phe reports 
indicate, however, that the acreage qf this 
crop will not be lee- than  in average 
years.

The area seeded to oats is fully equal 
to the area in average years, and the crop 
Is in fine condition.

Barley is not e.vtehsively grown iu this 
State. The figures indicate a decline in 
area. T he average condition is about 93 
per cent, comparison being with average 
years.

The average condition of meadows a»'(i 
pastures in the soAthern four tiers of 
counties Ls 89 per cent, an average much 
below what would ordinarily be expect­
ed in a season when; w eather conditions 
were as favorable as prevailed in Hay; 
The low' condition may be always w'holly 
charged to damage h y  the clover root 
borer. The conditions in the central 
counties is 95, and in the northern 101.

Clorei sown this year has made good 
growth. The average condition in the 
State is but little short of 100.

The outlook for apples is promising. 
The figures indicate nine^enths of a full 
average crop. One year ago the crop in 
the southern counties w asest mated at 55, 
and in the central at. 65 per cent of an 
average. Peaches are estimated at two- 

'th ird s of an average crop.
In the southern counties the wages per 

month of farm hands average $15.89 with 
board, and $22.16 without, board; in 
the central counties $ lo20 with board, 
and $22.99 without board, and in the 
northern counties $17.09 with board, and 
27.14 w ithout board.

The average wages this year are low'er 
than ever before reported to this office. 
Compared with one year ago wages with 
board have declined; $2.12 in the  south­
ern counties, $2.25 in the central counties, 
and $2.19 in the northern counties*.

The farm statistics of 872 townships col­
lected by.supervi.sors; have been received 
at this office. The footings of the sheep 
and wool columns indicate that the num ­
ber of sheep now on hand in the southern 
counties is more than  five per cent less 
than sheared in 4893- There has been 
same increase in the central and northern 
counties, but . not enough to offset the 
loss in the^ southern counties. The 
aggregate loss in the state exceeds three 
per cent of the num ber sheared last 
year. .
