The returns at hand indicate that the
wheat crop of the State this year will be
about 15 per cent less than the crop of
1893. The reduction is entirely due to
decreased! acreage. The farm statistics
returned by supervisors, so far as com-
piled, show a loss of _15 per-cent in the
southern and northern counties, and 19
per cent in the central. The average
yield per acre,will fall little if anything
below-the average of a long series pf
years. With the crop yet standing cor-
respondents estimate as follows: South-
ern counties, 15.42 bushels ~ central coun-
ties, 15.74 bushels; northern counties,
16.13 bushels; State, 15.58 bushels. The
average yield per acre for seventeen years
has been as follows: Southern counties
16.90 bushels; central counties, 15.42
bushels; northern counties, 13.62 bushels;
State, 16.63 bushels.

The harvest will be largely done in the
southern and central sections of the State
this week, or by July 14.

The total number of bushels of wheat
reported marketed by farmers in June is
866,361.

The total number of bushels of wheat
reported marketed in the eleven months*
August-June, is 14,298,306, -which is 537,
816 bushels more than reported marketed
in the some months last year.

The area planted to corn equals thesarea
in average years. The per cent iarfhe
southern counties is 98, central 102, and
State 100. In condition the crop ranges
from 88 per cent in,the southern section
to 97 in the northern. The outlook for
oats is promising. The area planted to
potatoes has been largely increased
throughout the State. Compared with
average years the increase in the south-
ern counties is 8 per cent; central, 12 per
cent; northern, 10 per cent, arid State 9
per cent. The average condition is high
ranging from 95 to 99 per cent.

Clover meadow's and pastures are in
bad. condition, due to insect depredations.
The timothy fields are in better condition,
but are much below a fair average.
Clover sowed this year promises well.

Apples promises about three-fourths,
and peaches six-tenths of an average crop.
One year ago apples were' estimated at
only four tenths of an average.

Decline and Fall of the Middle Glass.

In the comparatively primitive days of
handicraft when lands, were cheap and

ing the last decade middlb class society
instead of continuing its former growth
and prosperity has been vainly struggling
to maintain its relative position. Not
only has capital closed one door after
another of opportunity to the beginner in
business life, but has seized Upon one
after another-of the profitable industries.,
until it seems certain that it will be but a
few years before middle class competition
will be driven from the field. In other
words the former back bone of society
will be gone. A very small contingent
will wriggle themselves into the capitalis-
tic class, while the great majority must
drift to the ranks of the wage workers.

Hand in hand with the extension of
commerce has come the growth of intelli-
gence. The traffic in commodities has
been accompanied with the exchange of
knowledge and ideas.

The intermingling of business interests
has virtually brought about the amalgama-
tion of the civilized nationsinto one human-
ity. Individual, local* and international
predjudicies are rapidly disappearing and
we have an intelligent, aspiring and cosmo-
politan people who in the day of their
misfortune will refuse to believe that this
earth was intended for sole enjoyment of
the weal*h and the degradation and
misery of the impoverished many. There-
fore it may be predicted with mathemati-

alcertainly that upon the downfall of
me m "' "lass, both from fraternal

sentiment and the necessity, of self
preservation the people wiil c*lablish the
co-operation brotherhood.—Com.

EX-GOV. WINANS DEAD

HE PASSED AWAY 'VERY SUD-
DENLY AT HIS HOME.

V as Talking With Friends but a Short
Time Before and Had Been Ailing for
Two Weeks—A Brief Sketch of His
Career- Dther Michigan News.

Ex-Gov. Edwin B. Winans died of
heart failure at his residence near_
Hamburg. The ex-govefrnor had been"
ill for about two weeks, but was able
to be up and around the house until
the last few days, and only four days
before he was out in the garden direct-
ing the boys who were applying paris
green to the potatoes, and it isthought
he probably overdid himself. He sat
np in bed on the day of his death and
read the newspapers, llis voice was
strong and he talked with friends at
his bedside until within a few minutes
before he died. He leaves a wife and
two sons. Major George Winans, of
.Hamburg, and Lieut. Edwin B.
Winans, Jr., of Fort Supply, I. T.

'Edwin ,R. Winans was born at Avon. N. Y..
May 1S, 1828. In 1831 his parents moved to
Michigan, locating at Hamburg. His father
died.soon afterward and young Winans was
forced to depend upon his own resources for a
aiving. He ﬂaar the trade of clothmaker in
«one of.the Hamburg mills. He received a com-
monschool education and saved enough money
to enter Albion college when he was 20 years
eold. He remained here two years and a half
preparatory to entering the law department of
the University of Michigan, but in 1849 he cast
his fortunes with the gold-seekers and went_ to
California. Arriving there on July 20. he im-
mediately-engaged in placer mining in the town
of Bough-and-Keady. In 1858 he closed out his
California interests and returned to Michigan,
settling on a farm of 400acres at Hamburg. In

ilties Mr. Winans was an uncompromising

mocrat. He served two terms in the legis-
lature in 1881-4.and was a member of the con-
stitutional convention in 1887. In 1877 he was
;udge of probate and was a member of congress
rom 1883 to 1888. Mr. Winans received the
Democratic nomination in 1800 and was elected
by s vote of 183.725 to 172.205. over James M.
Turner, of Lansing. He was the first governor
elected on astraight Democratic ticket since
the war. Qov. Winans was married in 1855 to
Elizabeth Galloway, whose parents were pio-
neers of Livingston county. 'His wife still sur-
vives him.

A Mass Meeting in Detroit.

‘Fully 6,000 people crowded into the
‘big Auditorium at Detroit to partici-
pate in a labor mass meeting. The
.meeting was clearly in sympathy with
mthe big A. R. U. striker- The speakers
were President McMinn, of the east
side A. R. XL: Mrs. M. M. Oderkirk, of
the Typographical union: Sam Gold-
water, a well-known agitator; L. E.
Tos6ey, president of the Carpenters’
union; Edward Keusch, president of
the Iron Holders’ union, and last but

‘'wmot least the executive of the city,
Mayor Pingree.

All of the speakers were applauded
frequently, but Mayor Pingree and
Sam Goldwater carried the crowds
away by their remarks. Mayor Pin-
gree seemed to touch the right chord
when he said:

All corporations and aggregations of men.
especially those that derive their powers from
the people, like the Pullman Car company,
should have the interests or the people and the
peace of the country, so near at heart, as to be
willing to submit the difference”® between them
and their employes to arbitration. (Cheersand
voices *r’hatj3 right. *

We are informed by the newspaper reports
that the head of the Pullman company refuses
to eriterfaln the proposition made to him by
men to submit the difference to arbitration:
but there are some influencesat work which
may cause him to look upon the proposition
favorably: It is because of such refusal, and
inorder that we may Install reason in place of
force, that arbitration should be made com-
pulsory. If the constitution of the United
States and those of the states are not flexible
menough to permit of the enactment of laws to
compel arbitration under national and state
.ausg;ces.;th_ey can and should be changed.

This meeting can take the first step in the
accomplishment of this grand and humane pur-
pose by adopting a resolution demanding that
the congress which is now W session pass an
act providing for submitting to the states an
amendment to the federal constitution looking
to the establishment of an interstate board, or
boards of arbUration, to which shall be sub-
mitted _all differences between capital and
labor. This would make strikes and theirdire-
furconsequences impossible: and it would give
the man who has only the labor of his hands
and the intelligence” of his brain to sell an
equal chance in the struggle for existence with

~the man who controls a fortuue in money.
ATremendous applause.)

ACharlotte's Fine Court House Burned.

Charlotte’s handsome court house
was entirely destroyed by fire and
nothing but the bare walls are left
standing. The fire caught in the cor-
nice where painters Were at work
burping off old paint with a gasoline
torch. On account of the height of
the building the firemen could not
reach the flames. In a 1short time the
whole roof and dome were one mass of
fire and the big bell and clock came
crashing down through the building.
It was soon followed by the dome.
Tfhen all hopes of saving the building
were gone, everything movable in the
offices was -taken out. The ,county
records are locked in the vaults and
probably will be saved.

The court house was built in 1883
and cost about S100,000, being one of
the handsomest in the state. There
was $30,000 insurance on it until lately,
when the supervisors cut it down to
$10,000 in a spirit of economy. The
loss will reach $40,000 to $50,000.

Detroit Strikers Capture 8ca,l>s.

While the strikers at Detroit are do-
ing no damage to railroad property,
they are very severe on any “scabs”
who may fall into their hands. They
ecaptured one Wabash train at Delray,
and after drawing the fire and water
from the engine left -it on the track.
The “scab” engineer and firemen were
roughly handled and sent down the
track withp warning never to return
to Detroit. Later the same day an in-
coming Wabash train with a “scab”
crew was flagged and the engineer
and firemen pulled from the engine,
and while the train was taken to the
depot by strikers the poor wretches
were unmercifully cursed, pounded
and jeered by men, women and chil-
dren, and after a farewell ducking
were sentout of town with an injunc-
tion to “make themselves scarce.”
Trains with union crews were not in-
terfered with.

TROOPS SHOOT WpMEN.

Two Women Killed Near Their
by Careless Firing.

Mrs. Michael Glennan and Miss Clara
James were killed and an unknown
man mortally wounded- at Westville,
IIl. The miners had been rioting.
A number of freight cars were de-
stroyed by incendiary fires and a num-
ber of cars were derailed. When the
wreckage had been cleared the inbound
passenger train proceeded without
molestation until  Westville was
reached. When it stopped there it was
surrounded by a crowd of miners and
held.

Word was telegraphed to Danville,
and a special train with a company of
the state troops started at once for the
scene of the trouble. About one mile
from Westville a large crowd of miners
had collected, and upon the approach
of the train bearing the militia began;
warlike; demonstrations. Several pis-
tol shots were fired at the soldiers,
who returned the fire, shooting over
the heads of the mob, intending to
scare them. Miss Clara James, a 17-
year-old girl was standing in the door-
way of her home. A bullett struck
her just below her right breast, and
she died almost iristantly.

SHOT THEM DOWN.

TROOPS AND STRIKERS MEET
IN BATTLE AT CHICAGO.

Leaden Hall Fell Thick and Fast, Mingled

W ith Stones and Iron—Strkers Liter-

ally Mo’red Down—Many Thousands of
Dollars Worth of Property Destroyed.

Chicago® At Kensington, a junction
near Pullman, a milk train on the way
to! Chicago was attacked by a mob of
seVeral th >usands. There were only
a few marshals, but they fired into the
mob with great vigor, killing two riaen
outright aad wounding several others.
This wrought the mob to a terrible
frenzy. They rushed, to the'Lr*in and
began tipping the cars over! They
then detached the engine, ran it down
the track half a mile, stopped it, re
versed it, opened the throttle wide
and drove it back into the mass of
overturned freight cars, scattering the
debris far and wide and rendering the
track imp:issable in any direction. A
frantic ap peal was sent at once to Chi-
cago for assistance and troops were
dispatcher to theyjipene. At Burnside,
near Chicago, 50*empty freight cars
were standing upon the track. The
mob set fire to these and they were all
practically destroyed. Later in the
day the deputies guarding an incom-
ing passer ger train replied to the vol-
ley of sliots and stones whieh the
strikers si Lowered upon them by turn
ing their trevolvers loose, killing four
of their :assailants and wounding
number ol others.

The day following the. “milk train
riots” the strikers and tfielllinois state
troops caare.together and a pitched
battle was the result. The number of
killed and| wounded will never be
known, as the mob carried off a num-
ber of men who were seen to fall, and
whether they were dead or wounded,
or how many ,of them fell, it is impos-
sible at this time to ascertain. As far
as known] the causualties were as fol-

The fight occurred at the intersec-
tion of (Forty-ninth street and the
Grand trunk tracks, a locality which
has ahmys had an evil naine and
which can produce two toughs for
every square yard of territory within
a,radius lof a half mile. The’troops
were called to that point because of
threats to burn the Grand Trunk yard.
The moo was driven away twice, but
finally gathered fully 8,000 strong and
began to turn over freight cars and
tear up-tracks. They ran a ear into a
turntable pit destroying that machine,
and when an effort was made to repair
the damage the mob began to throw
stones ind iron., Lieut.- Reed was
struck twice on the "head and fell like
one deac. Then Capt Kelly gave the
order to charge and the :militiamen
sprang iorward with leveled bayonets.

John Burke was standing in the
front of the mob throwing coal as fast
as he co lid move his arm. One’of the
first sok .iersin the charge plunged hi's
bayonet clear through his body, the
point coming out at the back. Burke
went down like a log and died ina
few mirutes. The mob broke before
-the charge, but quickly rallied, and
after a short pause came on again,
sending a pattering of revolver bullets
befor® t. The troops, the deputies
and!,the police waited foj* no orders,
but the rifles came to a level, revolvers
were dawn and a storm of leaden
death .lwept in the mob. Men fell
right aiid left, but the militia, depu-
ties an 1the police pressed forward
rapidly driving the crowd before them
in the wildest confusion. It was all
over in-three minutes, and the militia
marche linto their train and with the

deputiesreturned to the city. They
looked as though they had been
through a battle when they disem-
barked at Dearborn station. Their

uniforms were torn, hats gone and
they w ire covered with dustand dirt
and many of them badly bruised by
flying stone”.

As the train w&h military on board
moved off fully 20,000 people crowded
about die handful of police left be-
hind. From all sides they rushed upon
them, burling stones and iron in their
mad assault. The men, realizing their
position, drew their revolvers and
hackee up againsteach other, prepared
for a desperate battle. The work that
had been done by the wrecking party
was attacked as the police retreated.
A car vas set on fire, the switch close
by broken and rails ..tore up; alarm
of fire was sent in, and with ita second
call f>r police assistance, to which
& miin responded. The Condition
of things was now extremely crit-
.ical. Loomis street, the heart of
the anarchist.settlement, Wasjcrowded
by a howling, shrieking /mob. At
the sight of the reinforcements the
crowd fdll back. Each officer thought
his lif; was in danger and without any
order they raised their weapons and
fired is fast as possible directly into
the ¢ owd, which wavered and then
beatf retreat, first replying to the un-
expee «d rain of shot with a shotver of
stone:. Asthey retreated leaving sev-
eral oathe ground, the police followed
with clubs, showing no mercy.

The great strike of 1894 will go down
in history as one of the greatest events
of the 19th century. It had its origin in
Pullman, 111, and grew out of oppres-
sion. The Czar of Russiahasnt much
more authority or control over the subjects
mof his empire than George Pullman has
overthe inhabitants of the city which beais
his name. There the laborer lives in
Pullman’s house, shaves at Pullman’s
barber shop, obtains the necessaries of
life, food and clothing, at Pullman’s
stores. He is compelled to spend what
money he earns in Pullman and to pay
whatever price is demanded. « Should we
"wonder that the inhabitants
are not in lovk with their employer? It
is high time they raised a cry for freedom
anil demand that the rights and privileges
tlue them be recognized by their million-
aire biNfcer. 1Because a man is shrewd
enough to accumulate a million dollars
or ten million) dollars, we do not envy
him. That is a right accorded every
man; but when he steps over the line and
dictates to those in his employ where and
how he shall spend tiis earnings, then it is
time to call a halt. It is against human
nature to stand oppression longer than is
absolutely necessary and when the time is
ripe he will turn every time. This time
has come with the American laborer, and
upon the settlement of the great question
which confronts us to-day, [depends his
future destiny. Let us hopej.it may be
settled satisfactorily to the majority of
our people.

A Lo0S Angetes iad of thirteen
years deliberately murdered a play-
mate. The question “What shall
we do with our boys?” 'seems to be
growing more complex.

M ayor Walbridge of St Louis
has been givina* the students of
Drury college some advice. He
says, “aim low.” “Timothy Tit-
comb” advanced thi9 idea years ago
when he ridiculed the practice of
“telling every boy that he should try
to t- resident of the United States.
“A  *d name is rather to bo chosen
than great riches.” which is the old
Hebrew for saying that a worthy
gripman is better than a bad senator.

A Kansas City man who contracted
the habit of telling his wife that she

like a “guy.” has become the defend-
ant in a suit for divorce in the cir-
cuit court. The worm has turned
and the law has been invoked to set-
tle the question whether there i3
any protection for a woman’s pride
against the brutality of men who
have no eye for the beautiful and no
appreciation of the subtle art which
is displayed in the arrangement of
the feminine toilet. Nothing but a
liberal alimony can wipeout such an
injury.

That man M. Turpin who is alleged
to have presented to France the in-
fernal machine for which he refused
Germany’s .OD XOO0J fran s claims too
much for it He recently declared
that the figures given as to four dis-
charges in a quarter of an hour,
each belching 25.000 projectiles, only
represented a minimum.

The officers of
the Kearo&r™e do not appear to have
cared as much for the old ship as the
rest of the people of the United Statea

There is apparently no limit to
the acoommodating spirit of our col-
lege authorities when the under-
graduates sh -w that they really
mean business.

These facts
show in a stronger light than ever
before the true greatness of that
wonderfuUpeople. France is a na-
tion of patriots in the highest and
best sense of the term. It is filled
pith the true spirit of freedom, and
the republic being grounded in the
hearts of the people, will endure as
long as time shall lest

Jacob had long since passed
hundred year mile-stone. In
times people were distinguished for
longevity. Inthe centuries afterward
persons lived to great age Galen, the
most celebrated physician of his time,
took so little of his own medk”ne that
he lived to 140 years. A man of un-
doubted veracity on the witness 6tand
in Eoglaikd swore that he remembered
an event 150 years before Lord Bacon
speaks ofacountess who had cut three
set of teeth, and died at 140 yeara
Joseph Crele of Pennsylvania- lived
140 yeara In 1857 a book was printed
containing the names of thirty-seven
personswho lived 340 years, and the
names of eleven persons who lived 153
yeara

Among the grand old people of
whom w have record was Jacob, the
shepherd of the text Buthe had a
bad lot of boys They were jealous
and ambitious and every way unprin-
cipled. Joseph, however, seemed to
be an exception; buthe had been gone
many years, and the probability was
that he was dead. At sometimes now
in a house you will find kept at the
table a vacant chair, a plate, a knife,
a fork, for some deceased member of
the family, so Jacob kept in his heart
a platr. for his beloved Joseph. There
sits the old man, the flock of 140 years
in their flight having alighted long
enough to leave the marks of their
claw on forehead and cheek and
temple. His long Beard snows down
over his chest. His eyes are some-
what dim, and he can see further
when they are closed than when they
are open, for he can see clear back in-
to the time when beautiful Rachel;
his wife,- was living, and his children
shook the Oriental abode with their
merriment

The centenarian Is sitting dreaming
over the past when ne hears a wagon
rumbling to the front door. He
gets up and goes to the door to see
who has arrived, and his long absent
sons from Egypt come in and an-
nounce to him that Joseph instead of
being dead is living in an Egyptian
palace, with all the investiture of
prime minister, next to the kJng in
the mightiest empire of all the world!
The news was too sudden and too
glad for the old man, and his cheeks
whiten, and he has a dazed look, and
his staff falls out of his hand, and he
would have dropped had not his sons
caught him and led him to a lounge
and put cold water on his face, and
fanned him a little.

In that half delirium the old man
mumbles something:about his 6on
Joseph. He says:” “You don’t mean
Joseph, do you? my dear son who has
been dead so long. You don’t mean
Joseph, do you?” But after they had
fully resuscitated him, and the news
was confirmed, the tears begin their
winding way down the crossroads of
the wrinkles, and the sunken lips of
the old man quiver, and he brings his
bent fingers, together as he says:
*Joseph is yet alive. I will go and
see him before | die.”

It did not take the oM man a great
while to get ready, | warrant you. He
puton the best clothes that the shep-
herd's wardrobe could afford. He got
into the wagon, and though the aged
are cautious and like to ride slow, the
wagon did not get along fast enough
for this old man; and when the old
men metJoseph’s chariot coming down
to meet him,and Joseph got out ofjthe
chariot and got into the Wagon and
threw his arms around his father’s
neck, it was an antithesis of royalty
and rusticity, of simplicity and pomp,
of filial affection and paternal Ibve,
which leaves us so much in doubt
about whether we had better ["ugh or
cry, that we do both. So Jacob kept
the resolution of the text—‘T will go
and see him before I die.”

What a strong and unfailing thing
is parental attachment! Was it mot
almost time for Jacob to forget Jo-
seph? The hot suns of many summers
had blazed on the heath; the river
Nile had overflowed and receded,over-
flowed and receded again and again;
the seed had been sown and the har-
vest reaped; stars rose and set; years
of plenty and years of famine had
passed on; but the love of Jacpb for
Joseph in my text is overwhelminigly
dramatic. Oh, that Isa cord that iii
not snapped, though pulled on by
many decades! Though when the Jit-1
tie child expired the parents may not
have been more than 25 years of age,
and now they are 75 yet the
vision of the cradle, acd the
childish facd, and the first utter-
ance of the infantile lips are fresh
to-day. ir spite of the passage ola
half century. Joseph was as fresh in

the
those
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Jacob's memory as ever, though at 17
years of age the boy had disappeared
from the old homestead 1 found in
our family record the story of an in-
fant that -had died -fifty years bef©re,
and l-said to ray parents: “W-hai is
this record, and what does it mean?”
Their chief answer was a long, deep
sigh. It was yetto them a very ten-
der sorrow. - Whatdoes that all mean?
Why, it means-our children departed
are ours yet, and that cord of attach-
ment reaching across the years will
hold.us uutil it brings, us together in
the palace, as Jacob and Joseph -were
brought together. That is onething
that makes old people die happy.
They realize it isreunion with those

from whom they have long been
separated.
I am often asked as pastor—uad

every pastor is asked the question—
“Will my children be children in
heaven and forever children?” Well,
there was no doubta great change in
Joseph from the time Jacob lost him
and the time when Jacob found him—
between the boy 17years of age and
the man in mid-life, his forehead de-
veloped with the great business of
state; but Jacob was glad to get back
Joseph anyhow, and itdid not make
much difference to the old man
whether the boy looked older or looked
voungpy- And it will haenougb jqv
for tnat parent if he can get DacK that
son, that daughter, at the gate of
heaven, whether the departed loved
one shall cornea cherubor in full-
grown angel-hood. There must be a
change wrought by that celestial cli
mate and by those supernal years,
but it will only be from loveliness to
more loveliness, and from health to
more radiant health. O parent, as
you think of the darling panting and
white from membraneous croup, |
wantyou to know it will be gloriously
bettered in that land where there has
never been a death and where all the
inhabitants will live on in the great
future as long as God! Joseph was
Joseph notwithstanding the pklace,
and your child will be your child not-
withstanding all the raining splendors
of everlasting noon. What a thrilling
visit was that of the old shepherd to
the prime minister Joseph! 1 see the
old countryman seated in the palace
looking around at the mirrors and
the fountains and the carved pillars,
and oh! how he wishes that Rachel,
his wife, was alive and she could have
come there with him to see their son

in his great house. “Oh,” says
the old man within him-
self, "I do wish Rachel could be
here to see all this!” | visited at_

the farm house of the father of Mil-
lard Fillmore when the son wasPresi-
dent of the United States, and the
octogenarian farmer entertained me
until 11 o’clock at night tellifig me
what great things he saw in his son’s
house at Washington, and what
Daniel Webster said to him, and how
grandly Millard treated his father in
the white house. The old man’s face
was illumined with the story until al-
most midnight He had just been
visiting his son at the capitol. And \
suppose it was something of the same
joy that thrilled the heart of the old
shepherd as he stood in the palace of
the prime-minister. It is.a great 'day
with you when your old parents come
to visit you. Your little children
stand around with great wide-open
eyes, wondering how anybody could
be so old. The parents can not stay
many days, for they are a little rest-
less, and especially at nightfall, be-
cause they sleep better in their own
bed; but while they tarry you some-
how feel there is a benediction in
every room in the house. They are a
little feeble, and you make it as easy
as you can for them; and you realize
they will probably not visit, you very
often—perhaps never again. You go
to their room after they have retired
at night to see if the lights are prop-
erly put out. for'H.he old people under-
stand candle and lamp better than the
modern apparatus for illumination.”
In the morning, with real interest in
their health, you ask them how they
rested last night. rJoseph, in the~'his-
torical scene of the text, did not think'
any more of his father than you do of
your parents. The probability is, be-
fore they leave your house they half

spoil your children with kind-
ness Grandfather and grand-
mother are more lenient and in-

dulgent to your children than they
ever were with yhu. And what won-
ders of revelation in the bombazine
pocket of the one and the sleeve of
the other! -Blessed isthat home where
Christian parents come to visit! W hat-
ever may have been the style
of the architecture when they
came, it is a palace before they leave.
If they visityou fifty times, the two
most memorable visits will be the first
and the last, Those two pictures will
hang in the hall of your memory
while memory lasts, and rou will re-
member just how they looked and
where they sat, and what they said,
iand at what figure of the carpet and
iat what door atll they parted with
you, giving yoa the final good-by. Do

not be embarrassed if your father
come to town and he have the man-
ners of the shepherd, and if ~yo'hr

mother come to town and there be n
her hat no sign of costly millinery.
The wife of the Emperor Theodosius
said a wise thing when she said:
“Husband, remember whatyou lately
were, and remember what yon are
and be thankfnL”

By .this time jpon all notice what
kindly provision]Joseph made for his
father Jacob. Jjoseph did not say: “I
can’t have the old man around this
place. How dpnjsy he would look
climbing up these“marble stairs, and
walking over' these mosaics! Then
he would be putting his hands upon
some of these frescoes. People would
wonder where that old greenhorn
came from. He,would shock all the
Egyptian court with his manners at
table. Besides that he might get sick
on my hands, and he might be queru-
lous, and he Jmtrht talk to me as
though I were only a boy, when | am
second man -in iall the realm. Of
course, he njust not suffer, and if
there is famine in his country—and |
hear there is—I will send him some
provisions: but 1 can’t take a man
from Pandanaram and introduce him
into this polite Egyptian court What
a nuisance it jis to have poor rela-
tions!”

Joseph did (not say that but he
rushed out to meet his father with
perfect abandon of affection, and
brought him up to the palace and in-
troduced him to the emperor, and pro-
vided for all the re6t of the father’s
days, and nothing was too good for
the old mac while living; add when he
was dead, Joseph, with military es-
cort, took his father’s remains to the
family cemeterjy. Would God all chil-
dren were as kind to their parents.

If the father; have large property,
and he be .wise; enough to keep it in
his own name, jhe will be respected by
the heirs; but now often it is when the
son finds his father in famine, as
Joseph found Jacob in famine, the
young people tnake it very hard for
the old man. They are so surprised
he eats with a kuife instead of a fork.
They are chagrined at his antedelu-
vian habits. They are provoked be-
cause he can jnbthear as well as he
used to, and when he asks it over
again, and tnef son has to repeat it,
he bawls in the old man’s ear: ‘I
nope you hear that!” How long he
must wear the! old coat or the old hat
before thej’ get him a new one! How
chagrined they are at his independ-
ence of the English grammar! How
long he bangsjbn! Seventy years and
not gone yet! Seventy-five years and
not gone yet’ jEighty years and not

gone yet! Will he ever go? They
think it of no wuse to have a
doctor in his. last sickness, and

go up to the drug store and get a
dose of somellhang that makes him
worse, and economize on a coffin, and
beat the under:-her down to the last
point, giving a note for the reduced
Amount, which they never pay. | have
officiated at obsequies of aged people
where the family have been so inor-
dinately resigned to Providence that |
felt like taking my text from Pro-
verbs: “The‘eye that mocketh at its
father, and refuseth to obey its
mother, the ravens of the valley shall
pick it out, and the young eagles
shall eatit” In other words, such an
ingrate ought to have a flock of crows
for pall-bearers! | congratulate you
if you have the honor of providing for
aged parents; The blessing of the
Lord God of Joseph and Jacob will be
on you.

I may say pinregard to the most of
you thatyoqr parents have probably
visited you for the last time, or will
soon pay yo-* such a visit and | have
wondered if they will ever visit you in
the king’s palace. “Oh,” you say, “I
am in the pit of sin!” Joseph was in
the pit.  “Ojh,” you sav, “l am in the
prison of mijne iniquity!” Joseph was
once in. prison. “Oh,” you say, ‘T.
didn’t have a fair chance; | was de-
nied maternal kindness!” Joseph was
denied maternal attendance!” *Oh,”
you 6ay, *T am far away from the
land of my'xiativity!” Joseph was far
from home. “Oh,” you say, “l have
been betrayed and exasperated!”

Hammond, Ind., in the Hands of a Blob
—Three Men Fatally Shot.

Hammond, Ind., was in the hands of
a wild mob. Awest bound freight ran.
into the towp and W|as at once stopped
by the rioters. Thle fireman leaped
from the engine and ran into the*
bushes. The engineer was seized by
£he leaders of the mob, dragged from
his cab and beaten almost to death.
He was left lying senseless on the
ground by the rioters. He was finally
picked up and carried into a hotel
where medical attendance was given
him. A few minutes later a Monon
train pulled in fyom the east. It was
also stopped and the engineer and fire-
man badly beaten. Both engines were,
“killed” and the mobjjthen went to
work tipping over loaded freight cars.
Both tracks were completely blocked.
The rioters broke open the cars and
carried away part of the contents.

The scene of violence was the west
end of the town, which lies on the Illi-
nois side of the state line. The author-
ities telegraphed to Chicago for aid.
Companies D and M, of the First regi-
ment, Illinois National Guard, were at
once sent on a special train to -the
scene of the trouble. On their arrival
the rioters at once retreated acrossthe
state line into Indiana, Where the Illi-
nois militia.oould not follow theni, be-
ing without authority save in their
own state. Orders were then sent to
Chicago for a company of United
States regulars. Thirty-five men were
sent out at once. The troops were
stationed about the Monon depot, ~nd
their presence quieted things for
awhile. The blockade on the tralcltfc
was finally raised and several passen-
ger trains pulled through. This
seemed to anger the mob, and with an
increase of number its passions grew
to a frenzy. Inside of two hours 5,000
men had gathered and finally made a
rush at the soldiers. The latter fired
two volleys. Charles Fleischer, a la-
borer, was killed; Victor Vaccttpr
fatally wounded, and William Camp-
bell shot through both legs. A num-
ber of other people were slightly in-
jured, but weye carried away by..their
friends and secreted, and it will be im-
possible to learn the exact number
wounded.

The news of the killing spread with
remarkable rapidity and ten minutes
afterward the streets in the vicinity
were filled with a threatening mob.
Men ran from house to house borrow-
ing shotguns, rifles and other firearms.
“To arms” vvas the cry heard on every
Side and fully 3,000 people responded..
M atters looked so threatening that
call was sent to Chicago for reinforce-
ments and two more companies were
sent out on a special train. These ad-
ditional troops were stationed at the
scene of trouble and effectually cowed
the rioters for the time being. Major
Hartz arrested four leaders of the
mob and took them to Chicago with a
small detail of troops. While the
train was pulling out of the city a
crowd gathered and stoned it. but
quickly dispersed on the approach of a
company of infantry.,

WEEKLY REVIEW OF TRADE.

York.-R.G. Dun & Co.s weekly re-
view;of trade says: The interruption of busi-
ness by the railroad strikes has been such that
the usual signs, whether bright or gloomy,
have little value. The senate has passed the
tariff bill, but iq such shape that no one ven-
tures torisk much on its tlnal passage without’
further alteration. Speculation in products
has turned largely upon temporary uncertain-
ties. but meat products have been “higher.*with
a threatened famine here and the probability
that large uantities will be spoiled at. Chi-
cagu,wﬁﬁeuimprove crop prospects have de-1
pressed wheat Ikc. The iron industry had not
yet recovered from the coal miners’ strike
when it was seriously interrupted by the block-
ade of railroads at the west. ' An obvious effect-
will be restriction of repairs and car building
and of track laying. A large and somewhat
lasting reduction in the demand foriron is the
natural consequence of disturbances affecting
railway earnings. The demand for iron pro-
ducts does not appear better and prices”re
again tending downward, inspite ofthe general
feeiing thatan advance must follow the ter-
mination of the miners strike. Textile manu-
factures do not show Improvement. Quite
large number of woolen mills have tilled all
orders in hand and closed for the present, and
in most branches orders for the future fall far
below expectations. Interruption of traffic is
