Th* area planted to potatoes has been
largely increased throughoutthe state,.

The timothy fields are in better
condition, but are much below a fair
average. Clover sijfwed this year prom-
ises well. Applespromise about three-
forxrtha, and peaches six-tenths of an
average crop.

ARBITRATION.

PRESIDENT CLEVELAND* SAYS
IT MUST BE.

Wiill Proceed Under the
183A-Such U the

O’Neill Law of

Announcement In

W ashington Dispatches—Other Fea-

tures of the Strike Situation.

Washington: It has been officially
announced from the White House that
the President will appoint a commis-
sion by the authority given him by
the. arbitration act of 1888 to investi-
gate the labor troubles at Chicago and
elsewhere and report to the President
and congress. This determination on
the part of the President .was arrived
at after an interview with Secretary-
Treasurer Hayes, of the Knights of
Labor,» Mr. McGuire and C. N. French,
of the executive committee, and Mr.
Schoenfaber, who were introduced to
the President by Senator Kyle. After
discussing the various features of the
situation for more than an hour, the
President promised if the leaders
would return to Chicago and use their
influence toward restoring peace and
order he would appoint the commis-
sion as soon as the disturbances had
ceased to such an extent as to render
a careful, thoughtful investigation
possible.

The President laid great emphasis®
on the fact that no steps could be
taken in this direction until lawless-
ness had ceased, and he made his
promise contingent on the pledge of
the labor leaders to see to it that so
far as organized labor is concerned the
trouble at Chicago and e’sewhere will
immediately disappear.

General Secretary-Treasurer Hayes,,
of the K. of L., in speaking of the de-
cision of the President said: “The
President seemed pleased to receive us
and immediately opened the subject
by referring to the law which the
parties interested desired to see en-
forced. An hour was spent in discus
sing the various provisions of the act
which authorizes the President on his
motion to appoint two arbitrators, to-
gether with United States.Labor Com-
missioner Carroll 1). Wrigljt, to act as
a commission.of arbitration and in-
vestigate and decide what should be
done by either"party to settle the con-
troversy. The commission has all of
the powers necessary to administer
oaths, subpoena witnesses, etc. We
expect to secure much more from this
arbitration than the final settlement
of the present difficulty in Chicago.
While it is in itself a great victory for
labor organizations and everything
that the A. R. U. has fought for. it
gives official recognition to the justice
of their demands for arbitration, and
it will lead much further, for in the
momentsof the future, when defects
of the present arbitration law have
been made apparent by actual experi-
ence, prompt steps will be taken to
amend the same.”

Debs Is Pleased.

Chicago: Mr. Debs said: “We are very
much gratified over the action of the
committee and at. the act of President
Cleveland in appointing a board of
arbitration. We have no doubt that
the board will be composed of men of
high character and ability and that
they will he able to locate the right or
wrong involved in the existing con-
troversy,rby virtue of which a satis-
factory settlement will be readied.

Stockholders to Fire Pullman.

Chicago: A movement -originated,
among a coterie oLPullman stockhold-
ers on the board of trade to induce the
resident directors of the Pullman com-
pany to bring their influence to bear
on Mr. Pullman to yield to the de-
mands for arbitration, or, if necessary,
to call an emergency meeting of the
executive committee of directors to
act independent of the president in
the interests of a majority of the
ownership. It has always been sup-
posed that Pullman and his most inti-
mate friends owned a controlling in-
terest in the Pullman Palace Car Co.,
but investigation shows that ove.r two-
thirds of the stock is owned by scat-
tered outsiders, but as the company
has been going on swelling its capital
and apparently coining money, it never
occurred.to the shareholders to be in-
quisitive. Now, however, they are
openly criticising the management.

The annual meeting of the stock-
holders is held in this city the first
week in August. With some the pos-
sibility has suggested itself of “throw-
ing Pullman down” and putting a man
at the head of the company who can
be more polite in his intercourse with
the rest of the world. ’Local stock-
holders view with openly expressed
alarm the effect of the strike and feel
that by his autocratic and stubborn
refusal to permit disinterested inquiry
as to whether or not there is anything
to arbitrate he is jeopardizing their
property.

i PRENDERQAST HANGED.

1]

The Cowardly Murderer off Mayor Har-
risou. Punished W ith Death at Chicago.

P aprickEugene Joseph Prendergast,
who on Oct. 28, 1893, shot and; killed
Mayor Carter H. Harrison in cold
blood at the latter’s home on Ashland
Boulevard. Chicago, was hanged as an
expiation for the cruel crime. .

The last chance for life which re-
mained to Prendergast was swept
away when Judge Grosscup, of the
federal district court, refused ~inter-
fere by granting a writ of habeas cor-
pus or permission to appeal. When
Prendergast was informed that the
last hope had faded away he refused
to believe it. Again and again he
argued that malice,was a necessary
element of murder and that there was
no malice in his act. It was merely
an unpleasant duty as he saw it, and
it had been accomplished. He insisted
that it would be judicial murder were
he hanged.

Meantime the gallows timbers wefe
being taken from the store-room, and
tested. It was the same gallows on
which Buff Higgins suffered for his
crime a few months ago. and from
Which the anarchists dropped in ’80.
When the structure was erected it was
tested with sandbags.

The mifrderer's last night was spent
in sound slteep and he ate a very little
breakfast. At 11:43 a. m. the sheriff
appeared in the corridor, followed by
the condemned man who was sup-
ported -by Chancellor Barry of tlie
Cathedral of the Hqly Name. Pren-
dergast looked like aj poor, seared boy,

he walked, without urging, behind
tlie young priest. He wore a cheap,
whbrn suit, his shirt was white but
without a collar. Jailor Price deftly
put straps upon hisarms, feet and legs.
Then the white shroud was put about
him- He was fearful and nervous.
As the clasps were prepared for his
arms he raised his right hand and made
the sign of the cross. He was sane
enough to keep his lips moving in
prayer as the final preparations were
being completed and the cap was drawn
over his head.

At 11:48 he was standing on the trap
and the crowd waited expectantly. It
had been stated that he had a speech
>ready that would take 40 minutes to
read, and reporters drew their papers
and pencils, ready, to put down his last
words, hut Fr. Muldoon-bad dissuaded
him from making any scene in his last
moments. The t*ap fell from under
Prendergast at 11:49. and he fell like a
bag of sand. There was a slight shrug
of the left shoulder as the rope
stretched, and so far as Prendergast
knew it was all over. His pulse beat
until 11:57. and then the jury of physi-
cians filed by. Each listened at his
heart to see if life was extinct. Nine-
teen minutes after the drop fell, the
irope \<'as lowered, the shroi.d removed
and the body placed in a coffin.

REFUSE TO STRIKE.

American Federation of Labor

lutriolic Stand.

The coriference of th?e American Fed-
eration of Labor iu session at Chicago
decided against a general strike. The
action of President Debs and the
American Railway Union was indorsed,
however, and $1,01)0 voted for a de-
fense fund for the coming trial of Debs.

An address to the public was issued,
which in substance saysc

After careful, calpi and full consid-
eration of the gr”at industrial up-
heaval and in view of complications
we are forced to tlie conclusion that
the best Interests of the unions affil-
iated with the American Federation of
Labor demand that they refrain, from
participating in any general or local
strike which mav be proposed in con-
nection .with the .present railroad
troubles. It must not be understood
that we are opposed in any wav to the
labor organizations struggling for
right and justice. The public press
has maliciously misrepresented mat-
ters in favor of corporate wealth. We
are patriotic and law abiding,"ve pro-
test against the assumption by certain
corporations that, because we oppose
them we stand for lawlessness and
anarchy. The trades union movement
is one of reason, one of deliberation
and depending entirely upon the vol-
untary. and sovereign action of its
members: it has its origin in economic
and social injustice. Industrial con-
tests cantoot be entered into at the
behest oi any individual oflicef of this
conference, regardless of the position
he may occupy in-our organizations.
While we may not have- the power to
order a strike of the working people
of our country,-*we are fully aware

that a recommendation to them
to lay down their 'tools would
largely irifluenee them to, do so,

and appreciating the responsibility we
declare that we believe a general strike
at this time inexpedient® and unwise.
We fujrther recommend "that all con-
nected witl"the American. Federation
of Labor, now out on sympathetic
strike™ should return to work, and
those ivvho-contemplate going out on
sympathetic strike are advised to re-
main at their usiial-vocations.  Mr.
Pullman, in his persistent repulses of
arbitration and in hU heartless, auto-
cratic! treatment of liis employes, has
proven himself a public enemy.
For[years the railroad interests have
shown the lawlessexamples of defiance
to injunctions, apd have set aside laws
to control them. They have displayed
the utmost contempt for the interstate
comraierce law. have avoided the pen-
alties land sneered at its impotency to
prevefit pooling, discriminations and
other iimpositions on the public.

KILLED SOLDIERS.

THE STRANGE EXPLOSION ,OF
A CAISSON AT CHICAGO.

Two Artillerymen, One Trooper and

Seven Hornes Kil'ed—A Score Mor* of
Soldlere Wounded—Remains of Dead
Men Blown 300 Feet—Other News.

A caisson of Battery F. Second artil-
lery, U. S. A., exploded with terrific
force at Grand and Oakwood boule-
vards, Chicago. Two artillerymen and
one trooper were ijstantly Kkilled.
Nearly a score of other persons—
troopers, residents in the vicinity and
passers-by—were injured, some of them
fatally. The list of the killed is: J.
Donovan, private, Battery Second
artillery; Edward Doyle, private, Bat-
tery F, Second artillery; Joseph Gay-
lor, farrier. Troop B, Seventh cavalry.

The tjroops left Brighton Park fora
long march around the city to exercise
the horses. There were 150 men and
officers in the detachment. Every-
thing went smoothly and there were
no incidents until the'column, majeh--;
ing south on GrancHloulevard, was’just
crossing Oakwood Boulevard. Then a
terrific explosion occurred. The men
on the caisson, Supposed to- be Dono-
van and Doyle, were literally blowp
to pieces and others were thrown
many feet by the violence- of the con-
cussion. Fdur of the horses drawing
the caisson fell in their tracks, shot
through and horribly mangled, while
three others were blown 50 feet ahead
against the trees on the boulevard,
dying instantly. The caisson was
blown to atoms, not a piece of it
larger than a man's hand being
found. The boulevard looked like ,
a battlefield. There was a quick
series of explosions after the first
report and shrapnel shot rained like j
hail among the trees on the boulevard:
and pierced thesurrounding dwellings.
The concussion broke every window’
in the houses for blocks away. The
walls and roofs of the dwellings/
showed the ferritic effect of the mis-]
siles., Uijiexploded shells of the rear*1
part of the caisson lay strewn over the 1
ground.  With tl"e explosion came
great confusion of the troops, and fox’
a moment the ipen and officers seemed
powerlessto move. To this was added
the fright of the occupants of the sur-
rounding houses, who ran screaming
from their dwelling only to be sick-
ened by the sight in the street.

A still alarm was responded to by
the fire department and a complement
of 50 police officers. It was some little
time .before tlie two dead artillerymen
could be found. One of them, maugjed
beyond recognition, butsupposed to be
Doyle, had been blown overa board
sign 25 feet high, and was found in a
vacant lot behind it. One leg and an
arm were gone. The>man supposed to
bo Donovan had been tlrrdwn 300 feet
diagonally to the right an'4 was found
in a vacant lot. Joseph. Gaylor was
found near where he was struck.
Great damage, was wrought by the ex*
plosion to the neighboring property;
Windows in the surrounding houses
were- blgwn out adi& the, damage to
residence and' park property in the
neighborhood of the accident is [esti-
mated at about $10,000.

Col. Wilson, who was detailed by
Gen. Miles to investigate, said of the
cause of. the explosion: “My theory,
of the accident is that the screw plug
at the base of one of the -shrapnel be-
came loosened, some! of the powder-
leaked out, and being ground and
pounded by the jolting of the limber,
ignited powder in the cartridges, ex-
ploded. and the ignition of the cart-
ridges in the othertwo chests followed.
The force (>fthe explosion can be more
readily understood when itisremem-
bered that the' 132cartridges contained
495 pounds of,powder.”

The Burdens of Labor.

According to the statistics of the United
States of the recorded interest bearing in-

debtedness in this country, including
government, state,,, county, municipal,
ecorporative and individual bonds and

mortgages, the people are paying interest
to the amount of upwards of one million
dollars per day more than the surplus
wealth created by all of the combined in-
dustries. The same statistics show in the
department of manufactures that the
average manufacturer receives one dollar
and eight cents profit for every dollar
paid out as wages. The annual report
of the dairy and food commissioner of
Ohioissued in July, 1893, says that “Not
less than fifteen per cent of the food sold
in Ohio is adulterated.” This would
probably be a fair estimate for the other
states also, add to these facts the enor-
mous amounts which cannot be wholly
estimated derived from rent, insurance,
apecolatfon, swindling* stealing, and the

many and various ways of securing the
nimble and almighty dollar without real-
ly producing anything of value, and we
have a colossal aggregate of appalling pro-
portions which every producer mu9t help
to pay whether he be a wage worker re-
ceiving, as Dalleged “ a fair day’s pay for
a fair day’s work” or a supposed inde-
pendent producer working on his own
account. These facts are sufficient to
show that the producer actually receives
only a small percentage of what he really
earns and is soTne indication of the rate
at which capital is absorbing the wealth
of the country. They also furnish
the abundant proof that the present
anarchic, haphazard, demoralized and de-
moralizing system of economics is gross-
ly unjust and can find no successful de-
fence in reason or ethics, and no valid
excuse except prevailing custom.

They furthermore give evidence that
the often prescribed remedies of tariff
reform, free silver, fiat money, income
tax, arbitration between capital and labor,
laws against pauper immigration etc. are
only inadequate attempts to patch up and
gloss over a structure which has outlived
its usefulness and which 9hows to the
observ&nt eye innumerable indications of
decay, from foundation to apex.

W hatever the nature of the palliative
remedies offered, this condition of affairs
will.continue as long as the earth is hung
up as a prize to be contended for by
grasping greed instead of being regarded
as a vast storehouse containing every-
thing needful to satisfy all of the proper
material 4ants of every man, woman and
child upon it, and which should be en-
joyed in peace. Man must learn that
justice to his fellow man 19 the highest
justice to himself. The principle of
‘equal rights for all, special privileges to
none,” must cease to be a hollow pretense
of sentiment which begins in oratorical
pyrotechnics and ends with the applause.
It must be fundamental and operative,
permeating and dominating the practical
affairs of every day life and have Its
foundation in the co-operative politics,
economic organization of society. In this
way only can conglomerate humanity re-
ceive an emphatic affirmative answer to-
the question “Is life worth the living?”

IT 13 NO NUISANCE.
The Meat Market Highfijklommeiided.

The -carrying on of
their business necessitates the greatest
care being taken especially in summer,
in order thit they retain the large patron-
age they have gained. To do anything
that would injure their business would be
folly.

To the contrary, since the
story has gone out that they are conduct-
ing a nuisance to the detriment of their
neighbors, an investigation has been made
that assures all that they are not.

Many of the women who
are thus training their/ minds will
never go out into the world, but will
make home more beautiful by what
they have learned and help to bring
up a generation with greater refine-

ment and larger intellectual capac-
ities. .

They’ll Laugh.

Brooklyn, JU'y 15.—R
mage, who is now in Austrl
round-the-world journey, h:
as the subject for his sen
the press to-day, “Laughter)
being taken from Psalm 126<2X “Then
was our mouth filled with laughter,”

and Psalm 2: 4 “He that sitteth in
the heavens shall laugh.”
Thirty-eight times does the Bible

make reference to this configuration
of the features and quick expulsion of
breath which we call laughter. Some-
times it is born of the sunshine and
sometimes the midnight. Sometimes
it stirs the sympathies of anfeisand
sometimes the cachinnation of devils.
All healthy people laugh. W hether it
pleases the Lord or displeases him;
that depends upon when we laugh and
at what we laugh. My theme to-day
is the laughter of the Bible, namely:
Sarah’s laugh, or that of scepticism;
David’s laugh, or that of spiritual ex-
ultation; the fool’s laugh, or that of
sinful merriment; God’s laugh, or that
of infinite condemnation; heaven's
laugh, or that of eternal triumph.
Scene: An Oriental tent; the occu-
pants, old Abraham and Sarah, per-
haps wrinkled and decrepit.

New York.—R. G.:Dun & Co.’s weekly re-
view of trade sa.Vs: When circumstances are
duly weighed, the strength ami soundness of
business iu this country during the past few
weeks are amazing. \Vith .the second city in
the country in the hands of a lawless mob. be-
sides many other cities and towns, with rail-
way traffic almost entirely stopped over the
vast area between Toledo and the Pacific, with
presidential proclamations jdocJaring the exist-
ence of an insurrection and the passionate
answer ordering halt a million men to stop
work, with a prolonged strike Of co”l miners
not fully ended in many states, and -with ifif-
fefences between the house and senate on the
tariff question so wide that duties affecting
mining and manufactures} cannot be antici-
pated, industries and trade” have nevertheless
gone on with, sublime conndeSce'that the peo-
ple and their government would soon- restore
order. The shrinkage of business and the de-
pression of values have been unexpectedly
small, the failures relatively few and unim-
portant. and there are even signs in some in-
dustries of actual progress toward recovery
from previous troubles. Wheat is slightly
lower, in profound disregard of the govern-
ment report, which indicated small yield. Re-
ceipts and exports in the present disturbed
condition of business arc notsigniticanU Corn
has advanced a little, though accounts indi-
cate a %ood" yield. The numtier of failures
during the past week has been 237in the United
Suites, against 374 last year, and in Canada 49.
against 25 last year. .

VVew York.—Br'dstreet’s review says: Gen-
eral wholesale bu i, ess at Chicago and atcen-
ters within the territory tributary hap been
Eractically .naral'yited by. the railway strike-

arger eastern cities felf the effects of the tie-
up in restricted*rcceipts of live stock, meat and
produce, while western manufactureaand mer-
chants suffered loss through inability to secure
supplies and raw materials from the east. Tho
railroad strike and boycott in part repeated the
effects of the recentsoft coal strike by shutting
up a large number of important industries in
the central west through want of fuel.

No Wonder the Land of Homer Is Unsafe
for the Traveler.

The discovery that two Greek dep-
uties have been acting as protectors
of the bandits in the land of Homer
shows the alarming power which
robbers have acquired there. --The
bandits,” says a Berlin paper, "un-
derstand how to win the sympa-
thies of the Greek officials. Indeed,
the mayor of Duzesti recently gave
a dinner in the city hall in honor of
a robber band. A few days ago it
mwas announced that the two Greek
deputies,Ghiannussis and Hadjikagis,
were anested on the charge of being
professional robbers. The complaint

against these two deputies is a
unique document, reading as fol-
lows: "At the beginning of August,

1892, a band of robbers, under com-
mand of the Messrs K. Tsanaka
and G- Tsouka, armed with Chasse-
pot rifles, crossed the Greek border
at Kastanka. and appeared upon the
Turkish estate of Hairedden Bey.
After stealing everything possible,
the robbers took possession of the
landed proprietor. Hairedden Bey,
and took him back to Greece. The
deputies Ghianussis and Hadjigakis
had already informed the border sol-
diers that their friends, eleven in
number, would oross the border with
a Turkish prisoner, and made ar-
rangements that they facilitate as
much as possible the return of the
Greeks to their native country. The
soldiers carried out the wishes of
the deputies in the most friendly
way and even supplied the band with
victuala One night was passed on
the Turkish border. On the follow-
ing night the band with the prisoner
proceeded to the village Teka, which
belongs to Deputy Ghianussis, where
the deputy and his two brothers,
Constantin anl Alexander, awaited
them. After a short rest the rob-
bers took their prisoner to the vil-
lage of Dnxesti On October 3 the
two deputies, aeoompanled by Kris-
todolos DImakis, the mayor of Ka's-
tanea, who was charged with the
pursuit of the robbers, appeared In
Duzesti, where a long conference
with the prisoner followed. It was
finally told him that he would be
held captive until his family sent a
certain Ransom for him. This hap-
pened, In fact. In November. The
motley was divided among the two
deputies, the mayor of Kastenea and
the band of robbers

It is certainly small wonder that
travel in parts of Greece is reported
unsafe, when even members of the
national legislature, called to make
laws are accused of being profes-
sional bandits
