Economic Possibilities.

Prof. Hertzka of Austria, has devoted 
much time and study to the task of 
ascertaining the amount of labor force 
and time required under moderh methods 
to supply the twenty-two millions of 
A ustrians with the  necessaries of life, 
and in his. “Laws Of Social Evolution” 
has given the following as the result of his 
inquiries. “The running of the various 
departm ents pf agriculture, building, min­
ing, machinery, clothing and the 
chemienil industries w o u ld  require the 
labor of 515,000 persons supposing a l­
ways that they worked the num ber of 
houfs per day that is at present 
customary”.

"To give tlije whole population the 
luxuries of lifelas enjoyed by the well-to- 
do, require the labor of 315,000 more.” 
“Exclude from! service all males under 
the age of sixteen arid above tha t of fifty, 
also exclude absolutely all females, and 
the total Working population of Austria 
will be found'to amount to five millions 
in round numbers, and if all of these were 
employed they could supply the whole 
pppulation wtyh all the necessaries and 
luxuries' o h  life as above described by 
working thirty-seven days per year.”

“If  they chose to work th ree  hundred 
days per year, they would only have to 
w orkl%  hours or less than tin hour and 
a half-per day.”

At first , glanlce these-conclusions are 
startling, and would seem to be the wild 
guess-work of some hair brained enthusi­
ast instead of the result of the careful 
scientific analyses of a highly reputed 
authority. But jas we look over the wide
field of industry and consider the possible 
results of a thorough and systematic 
organization of [the forces of labor in all 
of the necessary departm ents in conjunc­
tion with know^i science and invention 
operating as a solidarity, and th ink  of the 
m agnitude with which industrial en ter­
prise could be undertaken dwarfing all 
previous effort, we must conclud^that the 
figures of Professor H ertzka are at 
least approximately correct, and our 
own country Yajnkee ingenuity would no 
doubt soommakp them  wholly true.

This could ohly be accomplished by 
placing the whole society upon a co-oper­
ative i asis. W ith th is done and the 
duties and products distributed by a just 
and impartial system, no one would be 
over*-worked' o * over-worried and all 
would have am ple time for rest, amuse­
ment, social enjoyment, intellectual and 
mural aspiration:; and abilities. No long­
er would talent a[nd genious be suppress- 
ed; ignored and forgotten under the 
necessity of concentrating all energy up ­
on procuring thie means of subsistence 
and mere fortun^ making would become 
a lost art.

Who can. doubt tha t w ith, the best use
and- economy <}f forces aud resources
hum anity would march upon these lines 
to a higher destiny' and in a few genera­
tions would reach a development that in 
com parison. woimd make our present 
planless, bartering and bickering boasted, 
modern civilization appear crude and 
barbarous..

The Last Union Service.
The Rev. C. .T. AljleH, Presiding Elder 

of this district, preached at the union 
service last Sabbajth evening in the 
Methjodist church. A s a stranger in the 
pulpiit, there were many present to hear 
who ir e  not usually [counted among the 
church goers, so that with the regular at­
tendants Dr. Allen had a particularly in­
spiring audience to. rouse his eloquence.
Nor did he disappoint them  in the least, 
for iri addition to the regular -line- of his
sermon, he spoke of j several different sub­
jects iwith which hiearly all "are a t the 
present time specially interested. This 
he di(l with a vigor, plainness, and cour­
age, that made him eloquent, and carried 
conviction and tru th  to every heart. His' 
text was “To whom shall we go V Thou 
hast the words of eternal life.” l ie  told 
the circumstances under which the words 
were \ uttered and then proceeded to 
show that there whs no other teacher, 
author, or source, to which men could go 
for the solution of all m atters pertaining 
to.this life or to eternity, and find rest, 
peace, and salvation. From thence he 
gave ^ome of the ways in which H e could 
be found, in the Bible, by faith, and in 
pr yet. Here,-leaving the direct line of 
his subject, he branched off into several 
different subjects, family, temperance, 
finance, politics and the late strike, and 
briefly but pertinently and eloquently put 
tru th  and duty in those m atters before his 
audience, so that they could not easily 
forget, even if they would.

The sermon was lengthy, but none 
sefemed wearied, nor w ished it ended. 
The reason was that Mr. Allen had some­
thing to say; he h ad ’ deep and righteous 
convictions on im portant matters, and he 
was not afraid to give them  voice. The 
sentim ents uttered by the audience on 
their way oyt were most highly com­
mendatory, and honest tribute to plain, 
vigorous, and righteous speech on m at­
ters wrhich have to do with every day life, 
as wreil as with man’s eternal future. The 
next union serv ee will be in the Baptist 
church on Sabbath evening.

T he would-be 
w reck ers  again  placed th e  ties on the  
tra c k s , b u t th e  n ig h t opera to r a t  T row ­
b rid g e  m anaged to clear1 them  aw ay 
before th e  approach  of th e  tra in . T hree  
p rev io u s a ttem p ts  have been m ade 
w ith in  a  w eek to  derail tra in s  on .the

c ian  of th e  U. S. d ep a rtm en t of a g r i­
cu ltu re  gives th e  fo llow ing p ercen t­
ag es of condition  of th e  various Michi­
g a n  crops: Corn, 93; w heat, 92; rye, 
99; oats, 90; barley . 96; potatoes, 9$; 
beans, 98; sorghum , 88; clover, 78; 
tim o th y , 80; apples, 70; peaches, 7*2; 
g rapes, 70. M ichigan sjbjpvs a  large 
increase in th e  po ta to  acreage, exceed­
in g  in th is  re sp ec t a ll  s ta te s  excep ting  
Ohio. T he average condition  of apple^ 
fo r  th e  whole co u n try  - deno tes a mea­
g re  crop of th is  m ost necessary  of 
fru its . M ichigan is one o f  the  few  
lo calities in w hich  the  conditions still 
p o in t to~a crop ran g in g  from  fa ir  to 
good, b u t a  fu r th e r  reduction  df the  
p ercen tag es w ill doubtless be show n 
by  th e  n ex t re tu rn s . T he outlook for 
th e  peach crop is abou t th e  sam e as it 
w as a  m onth  ago.

A W h o le  T o w n  B u r n e d .
M bsstown, a  suburb  on th e  n o rth ern  

o u tsk ir ts  of M anistee, was com pletely 
d estroyed  by fire. I t,is  a Polish s e t tle ­
m ent. T w en ty  houses w ith  barn s and 
b u ild in g s w ere burned, leaving 150 
hom eless people. T he fire s ta r te d  in  a 
b a rn  in th e  cen ter of the  se ttle m e n t 
caused  by a  young boy nam ed Hojen- 
sk i d ropp ing  a m atch  in th e  hay. Most 
of th e  people w ere a t  chu rch  in the  
c ity  and  a  stiff w ind fanned  th e  flames 
in to  fury . T he household gdods w ere 
tak en  from  th e  houses on th e  o u tsk ir ts  
a n d  p iled  in prom iscuous heaps in the 
groves. T he loss w ill be ab o u t $10,000. 
O nly  tw o  houses w ere insured , each 
fo r $>.">00. The hom eless people w ere 
housed  in  th e  M anistee tow n  hall. All 
o f  them  are  em ployed in th e  m ills a t 
E a s t  Lake.

H o r s e w h ip p e d  b y  a  W o m m i.
Mrs. George 'W alro th  gave A. J. 

M ason, a  young  c lerk  a t  th e  H ub gro- 
-cery  store , M uskegon, a  m ost tho ro u g h  
ho rsew hipp ing  in  th e  store . His h a t 
w as sm ashed, h is co llar to rn  off h is 
n eck  and  g re a t w elts  w ere ra ised  on 
h is  face and  shoulders. Mrs. W alrotli 
cay s th a t  Mason w en t to  h er home to 
g e t  an  o rder fo r groceries as usual, and 
found  h e r  10-year-old d a u g h te r  alone. 
T h e  g irl says he gave h e r  candy  and  
m oney  and  a ttem p ted  to  a ssau lt her. 
Mrs. W alrotli. a f te r  co nsu lta tion  w ith  
h e r  friends, cam e to  th e  conclusion 
th a t  a  flogging w as th e  p roper pun ish ­
m e n t for Mason. The c lerk  den ies the  
c h ild ’s s to fv . ‘atod th e  case w ill  p ro b ­
a b ly  be tak en  to  th e  courts.

Mr. H ay lie 9 w ent o u t to  the,, 
iake  one a fte rn o o n  to lay for ducks. 
T h e re  is a  sp o t on th e  n o rth  sh o re  of 
th e  lak e  known as £)uck bay. w here 
flags ancl reeds grow  th ick ly , m ak in g  
a  p e rfe c t place of co n cea lm en t fo r 
th e  h u n te r.

Mr. H aynes took  a long  a  h a lf  doz­
en sto o l ducks and  se t  th em  in th e  
w ater. F rom  a  h id in g  place am ong 
th e  flags h e ;w a tch ed  for th e  com ing  
of ducks. In  less th a n  fifteen  m in ­
u tes  afte& he  had se t th e  w ooden 
ducks h is a t te n tio n  was a t t r a c te d  by 
a  sp la sh in g  sound in th e ir  d irec tio n , 
and  th e  dum m y b ird s began  to  bob 
a round  as if th ey  had  b.ecome sud ­
denly im bued  w ith  life. T he h u n te r  
was a  good deal su rp r ise d  a t  th is ,a n d  
m oved to  a  p o in t n e a re r  th e  ducks, 
so th a t  he could g e t  a  b e tte r  view  of[ 
w h a t was g o in g  on.

T he noise ev id en tly  a t t r a c te d  th e  
a tte n tio n  of sn ak es th a t 'w e r e  ly in g  
a ro u n d  in ' o th e r  p a r ts  of th e  lake , 
for th e  su rface , asufar as th e  eye of 
th e  h u n te r  could  reach , was soon 
sp o tted  w ith  sm all d a rk  o b je c ts 'th a t  
m oved ra p id ly  in  th e  d ire c tio n  of 
th e  ducks. H aynes w atch ed  th e  fun 
u n til th e  duck s had been g a th e re d  
in to  che co ils of th e  snakes, t h a t  
w ere a p p a re n tly  s tr iv in g  t> d ra g  
th em  u n d er th e  w a te r  to  d row n 
them , th en  i t  o ccu rred  to h im  th a t  
he o u g h t to  tak e  a  han d  in th e  fun. 
Aiming! h is gun  a t  th e  m ass he  le t  
b o th  bajrrels go. A t th e  sound  th e  
w a te r  seem ed to  leap  up  in a ll d i­
rec tio n s, and  th e  h o rrif ied  h u n te r  
saw h u n d red s  of b lack  head s pop up  
in  th e  v ic in ity  of h is  duck  boat. 
C a tc h in g  up  an  o ar ho m ade for th e  
sho re  a9 rap id ly  as possible. Once 
he  looked back, and  saw w h a t looked 
lik e  an arm y  of sn ak es m ak ing  fo r 
th e  boat as rap id ly  as possible.

F or 
y e a rs  th e  lak e  h as been a  fam ous 
9pot for p ic k e ra l fish ing  and  P ortlow  
w ent th e re  for a  d a . ’s s p o r t  He 
took a  boat and  tro lle d  a ro u n d  th e  
shore) for an hour, w ith  in d iffe re n t 
success. H e decided  to  c ro ss  th e  
lak e  to  a  b it  of sha llow  w ate r w here 
th e  fish w ere usua lly  found, and  w ith  
th e  idea  th a t  he  m ig h t ca tch  a  b lack  
bass in  c ro ss in g  he  p u t a  youlng 
p erch  on th e  hook, and  fa s ten in g  th e  
line  to  a  b u tto n -h o le  in h is co a t, he  
s ta r te d  ac ro ss th e  w ate r w ith  th e  
perch  tro llin g -so m e  d is tan c e  b eh in d .

n o t a  p leas in g  one, and  P o rtlo w  la ­
bored  a t  th e  o ars  as if he was a  s tro k e  
in a  u n iv e rs ity  b o a t race.

A t la s t th e  snakes cam e so n ea r  to  
th e  c ra f t  th a t  th ey  w ere s tru c k  by 
th e  o ars  and  m any of th em  w ere 
killed , b u t th is  only e n rag ed  th e  
o th e rs , a p p a re n tly , for th ey  cam e on 
m ore savagely  and in increased  num ­
bers. * F inally  som e of th em  climbed! 
o v e r  th e  bow of thp  boat. These; 
P ortlow  k illed , b u t w hile d o ing  th is, 
h is  oars lay id le  in th e  w ate r, and 
th e  sn akes w rapped  th em se lv es 
a ro u n d  th e  b lades, so  th a t  w hen 
P ortlow  began p u llin g  a g a in  th ey  
w ere w rig g lin g  m asses.

O pposite  th is  bluff th e re  is  a 
m agn ificen t g rove  of| c h e s tn u t  trees, 
and i t  is a  fam ous sp o t for p icn ics  
and cam p m eetings.

T he f irs t  in tim a tio n  th a t  th e  lak e  
h ad  bebomo a  rendezvous fo r se r ­
pen ts  cam e th ro u g h  O lin H aynes, a  
h u n te r . Mr. H aynes w ent o u t to  th e  
lake one a fte rn o o n  to lay  fo r ducks. 
T h e re  is a sp o t on th e  n o r th  sh o re  of 
th e  lake  known as Duck bay. w here 
Hags and reeds grow  th ick ly , m aking- 
a p e r fe c t  place of concea lm en t fo r 
th e  h u n te r.

Mr. H aynes took  k long a  h a lf  doz­
en stoo l d u ck s  and |set th em  in th e  
w ater. I l-'rom a h id in g  place am ong 
th e  flag^ he  p a tc h e d , for th e  eom itig 
of ducks. Jn less th a n  fifteen  m in­
u tes  afiter he had se t  th e  wooden 
ducks h is a tte n tio n  was a t t r a c te d  by 
a  sp la sh in g  sound in  th e ir  d irec tio n , 
and th e  dum m y bird|s began  to  bob 
a round  as if they  h ad  becom e sud ­
denly  im bued w ith  life. T he h u n te r  
w as a  good deal su rp r ise d  a t th is .a n d  
m oved to  a  p o in t n e a re r  th e  d u ck s 
so th a t jh e  could g e t  a  b e tte r  view  of 
w h a t wjas go in g  on.

To a  young  m an who had  
been born  and b red  in th e  sn a k e le ss  
confines of a  c ity  th e  sp ec tac le  was 
n o t a  p leas in g  one, and  P o rtlo w  la ­
bored  a t  th e  oars  as if he was a s tro k e  
in  a  u n iv e rs ity  b o a t race.

A t la s t  th e  snakes cam e so n e a r  to  
th e  c ra f t  th a t  th ey  w ere s tru c k  by

D uring  the  fo u rte e n th  cen tu ry  in 
I ta ly  a  tax  w as levied on every  one 
w ho w ore shoes.

T he tobacco ta x  in Spain b rings as 
m uch revenue as th e  tax  on land; 
each is abo u t $30,000,000.

In*Ceylon th e  go v ern m en t dues are ' 
o ften  se ttled  by th e  p ay m en t of cin^' 
nam on, cloves and  allspice.

In  Siam, lin til a  few  y ea rs  ago, a  
heavy ta x  was im posed on um brellas. 
E very  u m b re lla -ca rr ie r  had to  pay.

P e te r  th e  G reat levied .a heavy tax. 
on beards, n o t for th e  purpose of 
revenue, b u t to  com pel h is people to  
shave. .

In m ost parts, of Syria , P a le s tin e  
and  A rabia fig tre e s  and  d a te  palm s 
are  counted, and  a  ta x  is levied o n  
each tree.

In stan ces w ere know n in th e  early  
h is to ry  of severa l of th e  W estern 
s ta te s  of tax es b eing  paid  in  coon- 
sk ins end beaver pelts.

In several d is tr ic ts  of K urd istan  the  
w ea lth  of th e  ind iv idual p roperty- 
ow ner is estim ated  in goats, and  he is 
ta x e d  so m uch per goat.

T he Chinese go v ern m en t lev ies a  
reg u la r  tax  on beggars, and  g ives 
them , in re tu rn , th e  -p riv ileg e , of 
begg ing  in a  ce rta in  d is tr ic t.

Queen Anne inven ted  a  ta x  on ad­
vertisem en ts . Each paid  th re e  sh il­
lin g s and six pence to th e  govern­
m ent. I t  w as abo lished  in 1853.

THere is a tax  on g ravesto n es in 
E ngland , and  the  m an w h o  w ishes to_ 
inclose a  g rave  by m eans of a  fence or 
w all is com pelled to  pay d ea rly  for 
th e  privilege.

A tax  on canes w as once levied in 
M arseilles, F rance. T he excuse fo r it 
w as found in the  s ta te m e n t th a t  th e  
canes w ore o u t th e  pavem qnt. The 
tax* w as app lied  to c lean ing  th e
