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... Plym outh has of late been pestered by 
quljt fiends wh«se sole object is money. 
In many instances the  purpose has been 
a charitable one, for the purpose of 
relieving the poor, helping the church or 
paying the m inister or some other church 
debt. So far as the paying of the debt 
is concerned, it is right und ju st that it 
should be done, but the method is what 
we desire to get at.

If  a worldly minded youth has a watch, 
a  bicycle oir some other such article to 
dispose of^ and decides to do so by  a 
raffle, he is classed as a very reckless 
young man yea, even as a gambler. It 
is not long since we heard one of our 
ministers chastise a young m an . for the 
above offense. Now W ebster says a 
raffle is “a game of chance or lottery in 
which several persons deposit or furnish 
a  part of. the value of something, and it is 
determ ined by chance which of them 
shall become sole possessor."

As a general ru le the  saloon or hotel 
is made the place where such a raffle is 
held. The result is the saloon or hotel is 
given the. curse of harboring gamblers 
and all kinds of vice. Now let us see about 
that.

Somebody gets up a drawing for a quilt, 
a picture or something of the sort. W hat 
is th is drawing. W ebster says it is 
“The d istributing of prizes and blanks

in a lottery.” That is very1, simple. Hut 
*j w hat is the) result? W hy1 it is for a 

charitable purpose; it is helping some 
poor person. Away with such bosh. It 
can only be placed on a level with the 

_ former, and termed gambling, pure and 
simple. Perhaps you have not thought 
of it before.

W e are not attem pting to abuse anyone. 
W e only show that what is first needed 

• id the practicing at home what you preach 
on the outside. 1

'We adm it1 that the drawings are for a 
good cause; but are we perm itted to sin 
that we may do good? W e can say just 

'• as earnestly that the youth was in need of 
funds or he would not have raffled his 
prized bicycle or watch. Yet he is 
gambling, called a gambler, and is pointed 
to as one whose company should be 
shunned. W hy is it a d ju s t  as honorable 
to say look out for the •'drawing ?

We venture to say that the  ones who 
•engage in the “draw ing” business are 
jadged  equally before God, with the oues 
engaged in the “raffle” . Why ? Because 
they are identically the sante thing.

^Ve have no illwili or any grudge against 
anyone connected with such schemes. 
W e simply desire- to warn those 
whose daily cry is against gambling, the 
saloon and all kinds of vice, that they had 
better first learn how to live and act 
themselves before they go out in the 
missionary work. The church will not 
shield you at the judgm ent day. Get 
rid of this curse that hangs around the 
church, and church people.) Do not en­
courage the outside world tp do what in 
your own hearts you knoW to be wrong. 
The saloon or hotel is ju st as respectable 
and free from, blame as the church or any 
pther place that harbors 6uch action. It 
would be far better not to attem pt charity 
work than to do so on a gambling princi­
ple.

W hat may be the outcome of such 
practice ?

W e cannot tell. Many a virtuous girl 
- has been lead to sell her honor. W here 

did she g&t the taste of sin ? Manly a 
young man has lx*en lead to try his 
fortune in large fields of gambling. 
W here did he get his first lesson? Possi­
bly right at homo. Surely, no good can 
come from selling tickets for such pur­
poses. The lessors are first given by 
simple example. To' buy a ticket for 
such a cause is only temptation to deal in 
larger quantities., You wouldn’t buy a 
ticket for the great Louisiana drawing. 
Oh, no, that would be [wicked and 
gambling. Take care then  that you are 
not dealing in the same commodity.

In this wicked selfish rworld of ours 

nearly every man of ambition would be­
come a wealthy monopolist if he only 
knew how to go about it. That this should 
be true is not at all strung*', when we 
consider the condition of the millions 
■who are living in poverty or are hanging 
on the ragged edge of uncertainty, won­
dering ami worrying about w hat the 
near fiiture ‘w ill bring them, and when’ 
we come tjo compare Jjbem with those 
wjho can purchase all of the good things 
of earth they may wish and still have 
millions of wealth in reserve the general 
desire to be monopolists is not to be won­
dered at.

The fact that the condition of the mass­
es has grown worse is sufficient evidence 
that monopolies attracted to . themselves 
>i very largo-purt of the twenty-two bil­
lions of increase ip national wealth 
which was created between 1880 and 181K) 
and that they are now getting the largest 
share of surplus, and liiajve given their 
projectors and owners th i  almost unlim it­
ed power and pleasure wllieh they  wield 
and enjoy.

If  we can place them  iii a different per­
spective than the one in which they are 
generally viewed by those who are not 
of them  and* divest our minds of 
prejudice ag a in s t'th em  and also forget 
for the moment the woe add misery they 
incidentally cause, we must adm it that 
they represent the best Advancement in 
the material progress of the present age, 
add the  extent and magnificence of the 
industrial enterprises that obtain and de­
serve the name of monopolies not only 
excite the wonder and admiration of all 
who behold them but the pride as well. 
They-can also when assailed call the 
powers of law, order and government to 
their defense and they have) emerged from 
every conflict that has been! waged against 
them  with slight material injury and*been 
abl/* to go -on in the achievement of still 
greater success.

Therefore instead of declaring our­
selves its enemy an d 1 vainly wasting our 
tiihe and energy ip. the. .-trike riot and 
boycott it is best for lls t<i acknow ledge 
with ail possible grace 1\ y  Inevitable far* 
tli^it the principle of mnnipoly is right 
and has come to stay.

But as a recompense to us the best 
feature of monopoly is that it  has brought 
the long sought solution to  the industrial 
rididle and it only remains for us to carry 
the principle involved to its logical con­
clusion by m arching in soflid phalanx to 
the ballot box and nationalizing all of the 
industries placing in the hands of the 
'governm ent all of the means for the pro­
duction and distribution (if the necessi 
ties, comforts and luxuries of ljfe thus 
m aking ourselves all monopolists with 
one huge monopoly that will swallow all 
thope weaker than themselves. Monopo­
lies! have taught us that tl|e  systematic

1803, w hen he moved to  Saginaw , lie  
w as elec ted 1 m ayor of E ast Saginaw  
fo r  one term , an d  ran  on th e  G reely 
t ic k e t  for congress in 1872. He w as a  
metnbcjr of th e  s ta te  senate  for th ree  
consecutive term *, from  1887 to 1892. 
H e was defeated  for renom ination  to 
th e  senate  in 1893, b u t w as elected  to 
th e  low er house. <
