At'*the base of 
each cluster of spines is a soft, papery 
flower about one-eight of an inch in 
diim eterj ripening a single. The 
hopie of th is plant is in eastern 
Europe or western Asia, and it has a bad 
reputation in Russian wheat fields. It 
was introduced into South Dakota about 
seventeen years ago, and a t present is 
spreading rapidly in half a dozen neigh­
boring states'. This pest flourishes best 
in dry season, when growing crops cannot 
crowd it out. Spring plowing is favor­
able to the growth of the Russian thistle, 
because it spends a part of J  uly and 
August in getting established, for flower- 
ing'and seeding. Sheep are f’said to eat 
this plant until it becomes coarse and 
woody. Plowing in  August and early 
September, before the plant ripens its 
seed will tend to check it. The large 
harbor on the east shore of Lake Michi 
gan will be the first points to be watched 
in attem pts made to prevent'the landing 
of th is pest. A knowledge of the enemy 
and of the best means of fighting it  must 
be made known at once. Small patches 
may be best destroyed by hand pulling and 
burning every plant.

I t is known that the  disease is produc­
ed by the growth of a separate and dis­
tinct smut plant in the w heat plant itself 
and tha t the sm ut plant is propagated 
from year to year by its spores which ad­
here to the  w heat kernels, making them 
dark and dingy and giving a sample of 
wheat a  disagreeable and characteristic 
odor when present in any noticeable 
quantity. Means of prevention are di­
rected towards killing these spores w ith­
out injuring tine vitality of the seed 
wheat.

In  the autum n of 1893 wheat badly af­
fected with stinking smut was procured 
for seed and small quantities subjected 
to different treatm ents, were sown on ad- 
jace;.v plots. In all fifty-six different 
treatm ents were tried. One of thorn was 
so simple and at the same time proved so 
efficacious in entirely exterm inating the 
sm ut without in juring  the vitality of the 
seed.wheat tha t it is here commended to 
the farm ers for extended application to 
the seed w heat th is fall.

A Sm all Silo.
Is the  sm all silo a  success? asks 

M assachusetts P loughm an. W ill the  
ensilage keep, and  does i t  pay? T hou­
sands of New E ng land  fa rm ers  and 
milkmen, w ho keep from  th ree  to  six 
or e ig h t ca ttle , a re  ask in g  these ques­
tions. M ost of th e  artic les  on silos 
apply to  la rg e  s tru c tu re s  w here  a n u - ! 
merous herd  of c a ttle  is k e p t  M any 
farm ers, w ho believe in  ensilage in 
general, have n o t sufficient p as tu rage  
for a  la rg e  num ber of cows, and  hence 
can n o t w ell increase th e ir  s tock  suf­
ficiently to  use up the  con ten ts  of a 
la rge silo. To farm ers s itu a ted  th u s  
an in terv iew  w ith  a  6m all silo  m an' j 
w ill be o f in te re s t  o j

Mr. N. E. U pham  of W eston is ^  
very capable and  successful farmer* 
who has had  ab o u t te n  years’ experi­
ence w ith  silos.

"A FIVE-COW SILO.
“ We b u il t a sm all silo  ab o u t five 

years ago ,” said Mr. Upham. “ T hesize  
w as 12x6t£ fee t and 13 fee t deep. A bout 
an  acre of so u thern  ensilage  corn  w as 
requ ired  to  fill it, and  th e  ensilage is 
sufficient fo r five cows, tw o bushels a 
day fo r fou r o r five m o n th s.”

“ Does i t  keep?”
"Yes; ju s t  as w ell as in any  o th e r 

Bilo. I have an o th er silo now, several 
tim es as large, and  I can n o t see b u t 
th a t  the  ensiiage in th e  sm all silo is 
ju s t  as good. Once I filled th e  sm all 
silo w ith  w hole co rn  fodder of the  
large kind, and  th e  ensilage th a t  yea r 
had a  very loud sm ell The cows 
would e a t i t  w ell enough, and  the re  
was no troub le  except th a t  we d id n 't 
like the  odolr. O ther years  we have 
h a d  the  corn cu t in to  th re e -q u arte r  
inch pieces, h ir in g  a m an to  b rin g  the  
m achinery  and  do the  work.

MAKING IT KEEP.
“ W hen I filled my silo  w ith  w hole 

corn I had  tw o tiers  ru n n in g  len g th ­
w ise and a lte rn a ted  {the layers  in  each 
bo th a t  th e  j in te rio r w as k ep t p re tty

w ide board  w ith  beveled  edges le n g th ­
w ise in  each corner, w hich  is w here 
m ost of the  spoiled silage is found.

" I  th in k  a  c ircu la r silb  w ould be 
6t i l l  b e tte r , b u t m ore costly  to  make. 
If  I  w ere bu ild ing  aga in  I should  
adop t th e  p la n  of Mr. L earned  of 
W atertow n, and  build  mv ti lo  w ith  
th e  w allsjslan ting  ou tw ard , th u s  m ak ­
in g  i t  a  l i t t le  la rg e r a t  th e  top  th a p  a t  
the  bottom . Mr. L earned te lls  me 
th a t  by th is  m e th o i th e  w eig h t on top  
keeps th e  s ila g e " pre.ssed tig h tly  
aga in st th e  sides and  corners, and  a l­
m ost none of i t  spoils.

TO GET AT THE ENSILAGE.
" I  had a  door tw o  fee t w ide, ex tend ­

ing from  th e  top  to  the  g round  su r­
face. Inside th e  door I had  a  lin in g  
of m atched boards, w hich w ere re ­
moved one a t  a  tim e as th e  ensilage 
was needed. .j

IN FILLING THE SILO.
"W hen we used w hole corn  We made 

a wooden trough , and  sen t the  corn  
dow n in to  th e  Bilo, w here  i t  w as re ­
ceived and  packed by an o th e r m an. I 
should  advise a  fa rm er w ho w ishes to  
have a 6ilo and  pack w hole co rn  to  a r­
ran g e  th ings  so th a t  he can  d^ive his 
load n ea r the  top  of his silo. W here 
only cu t corn is packed, the :pow er 
ca rrie r  w ill ta k e  th e  stu ff anyw here.
□  WEIGHTED WITH I.OAM OK STONE.

“ I w eigh t th e  silo  w ith  ab o u t e ig h t 
inches of stone. F irst, I  coyer closely 
w ith  tw o  inch p lanks, th e n  lay  th e  
6tones upon the  planks.

“One y ea r I filled a lo t  of old g ra in  
and fe rtilize r bags w ith  loam  and used 
th a t  to  w eigh t th e  s i la  T he p lan  
w orked  w ell, and  the  loam  becam e 
d ry  and  w as used fo r bedd ing  th e  ca t­
t l e  I sha ll do th a t  w ay ag a in .”

Let the  Hens Scratch .
T he n a tu ra l food of fo w l3 consists 

m ostly  of seeds, insects and  grass. I t  
is n o t a n a tu ra l cond ition  w hen th e  
b irds have b u t one k ind  of food, says 
M irror and  Farm er. T he b ird s th a t  
build  in  trees  ancl feed th e ir  young 
would be unab le  to  supply  them  if only  
seeds could be provided. As th e  con­
cen tra ted  foods m ust be given, th e  va­
r ie ty  is also to  be considered. Such 
substances as g rass and the  shoots of 
ten d er herbage are in tended  as m uch 
fo r d ilu tio n  of th e  co ncen tra ted  foods 
as fo r th e  n u tr i tio n  to be ob ta ined  
therefrom .

has l i t t le  o r no tim e to  devote to  
honoring  o r  ass is ting  those  who) have

—a t le a s t u n ti l  a f te r  they  are  dead— 
un less th e  benefacto rs can g e t  | some 
so rt of a  “cinch” in  th e  w a y ; of a 
p a te n t on the  public and  charge a 
good rouhd  price fo r th e  benefits they  < 
confer.

The p a r t  below  
ground is cem ent, th e  upper h a lf is 
wood; tw o  th icknesses o f common 
hard  pine board , w ith  ta rre d  paper 
betw een. I shou ld  prefer a l l b o ard  
w here th e  silo does n o t ex tend  below  
th e  surface. The ensilage n e x t to  the  
boards is of a  l i t t le  b e t te r  q u a lity  th a n  
th a t  beside th e  cem en t H ut boards 
extended below  the  surface w ill ro t 
aw ay 'very  quickly  in  the  silo.

“T here is n o th in g  a t  th e  bo ttom  of 
th is  Silo b u t th e  n a tu ra l e a r th  floor, 
w hich soaks up th e  d ra in ag e  fro m 'th e  
silo  and 'leaves the  stu ff a t  th e  bo ttom  
as  good as th a t  a t  the  top. I  should 
never cem ent a  silo floor un less w ate r 
is liab le  to  come in  from  outside. There 
is likely  to  be a nas ty  mess nea r the 
bottom  of a  silo w ith  a cem ented  floor.

* One th ing , be sure and have the  silo 
as deepas  possible in  proportion . T h a t  
form  of construc tion  w ill leave a 
sm aller surface a t  the  top  expQsed to  
th e  h ea t w liile be ing  fed. A silo b u ilt 
like my sm all one is $11 r ig h t fo r five 
o r  six cows, and  the  eosilage w ill n o t 
spoil. F o r a  sm aller num ber of cows 
i t  m igh t be b ^ tt^ r  to  have a  p a rtitio n

E igh t com panies of th is  reg im en t 

w ere organized  a t  Evansville, Ind., 
Aug. 2 0 , 1861. to  s?rve for the  te rm  of 
th re e  years. L a te r  in the  yea r tw o 
com panies of cav a lry —C aptain Stew ­
a r t ’s am> C aptain B racken’s independ­
e n t com panies—w ere assigned to  th is  
reg im ent, fo rm ing  I  and  K. D uring 
N ovem ber, 1302, tw o  m ore com panies, 
composed of d ra f te d  men, w ere as­
signed to  the  reg im ent. These com­
panies w ere m uste red  o u t J tlly  2 2 , 
1363. The o rig inal m em bers, excep t 
veterans, of the e ig h t com panies com­
posing the  old reg im en t w are m us­
te red  o u t in Septem ber. 1304, by 
reason  of exp ira tion  of term s. _The 
veteran's a n d  re.cruits w ere consoli­
dated  into a  b a tta lio n  of tw o com­
panies. w hich rem ained  in service u n ­
til Ju n e  2 2 , 1305, w hen it  w as mus­
te red  o u t  T he m em bers of Cos.

A S m a ll Silo.
Is the  sm all silo a  success? asks 

M assachusetts Ploughm an. W ill the 
ensilage beep, and  does i t  pay? T hou ­
sands of Ne|w '  E ngland farm ers and 
milkmen, who keep from  th ree  to  six 
or e ig h t ca ttle , are  ask ing  these ques­
tions. M ost of the  artic les on silos 
apply to  la rge  s tru c tu re s  w here a  nu­
merous herd of ca ttle  is k e p t  M any 
farm ers, who believe in ensilage in  
genera l, have n o t sufficient pastu rage  
for a  la rge  num ber of cows, and hence 
can n o t w ell increase th e ir  s tock  suf­
ficiently to  use up the con ten ts of a 
large silo. To farm ers s itu a ted  thus  
an in terv iew  w ith  a 6m all silo man 
w ill [be of in te re s t

Mr. N1 E. U pham of W eston is a 
very capable and successful farm er, 
who; has had ab o u t ten  years’ experi­
ence w ith  silos.

A FIVE-COW SILO.
“ We b u ilt a sm all silo ab o u t five 

years ago, ” said Mr. Upham. “ The size 
waa|12x6?-2 fe e t and 13 fee t deep  A bout 
an  acre of sou thern  ensilage corn was 
required  to fill it, and the  ensilage is 
sufficient fo r five cows, tw o bushels a 
day fo r four o r five m onths. ”

“Does it keep?”
“ Yes; ju s t as w ell as in any o ther 

silo. I have ano ther silo now, several 
tim es as large, and I can n o t see but 
th a t  the ensilage in  th e  sm all silo is 
ju s t as good. Once I filled the  small 
silo w ith  w hole corn fodder-tof the 
large kind, and th e  ensilage th a t  year 
had a  very loud BmelL T he cows 
would ea t i t  w ell enough, and  there 
w as no troub le  except 'th a t we d idn’t 
like the  odor. O ther years we have 
had the  corn cu t in to  th ree -quarte r 
inch pieces, h iring  a  man* to b rin g  the  
m achinery and  do the  work.

MAKING IT KEEP.
“ W hen I filled my silo w ith  whole 

corn I had  tw o tie rs  run n in g  len g th ­
wise and a lte rn a ted  th e  layers in  each 
so th a t the  in terio r wa§ k ep t p re tty

wide board w ith  beveled edgek le n g th ­
wise in  each corner, w hich is w here 
m ost o f  the  spoiled silage is found.

“ I th in k  a  c ircu lar silo w ould be 
s till b e tter, b u t m ore costly  to  make. 
If  I w ere bu ild ing  again  I should 
adopt th q  p lan  of Mr. L earned of 
W atertow n, and build mv filo  w ith  
th e  w alls s lan tin g  ou tw ard , th u s  m ak­
ing  it  a  li ttle  la rg er a t  the  top  th a n  a t  
the bottom . Mr. Learned te lls  me 
th a t  by th is  m e th o i th e  w eigh t on top 
keeps th e  silage pressed tig h tly  
aga inst the  sides and corners, and  al­
m ost none of i t  spoils.

I TO GET AT THE ENSILAGE.
“ I had  a  door tw o  fee t wide, ex tend ­

ing from  the  top  to  the  ground 6ur-. 
face. Inside th e  door I. bad a  lin ing  
of m atched boards, w hich w ere re ­
moved one a t  a tim e &6 th e  ensilage 
was needed.

IN FJLLINO THE SILO.
“ W hen we used w hole corn  w e made 

a  wooden trough , and  sen t the  corn 
dow n in to  the  silo, w here i t  w as re ­
ceived and packed by an o th er man. I 
should advise a farm er who w ishes to 
have a  silo and pack w hole corn to  a r­
range th ings so th a t  he can  drive his 
load nea r the  top  of his silo. W here 
only cu t corn is packed, the  pow er 
ca rr ie r  w ill take the  stuff anyw here  
□  WEIGHTED WITH LOAM OK STONE

“ I w eigh t th e  silo w ith  ab o u t e ig h t 
inches of stone. F irst, I cover closely 
w ith  tw o  inch planks, then  lay  the 
stones upon the  planks.

“One yea r I filled a lo t of old g ra in  
and fertilizer bags w ith  loam  and used 
th a t to  w eight th e  silo. T he plan 
w orked w ell, and the  loam  became 
d ry  and w as used fo r bedding th e  ca t­
tle. I shall do th a t  w ay ag a in .”

Let th e  Hens S eratrli. 
j T he  n a tu ra l food of fow ls consists 
m ostly  of seeds, insects and  grass. I t  
is notj a n a tu ra l condition  w hen the  

j b irds have b u t one k ind  of food, says 
| .M irror and F arm er. The b irds th a t  
■ build  in trees and feed th e ir  youag  
w ould be unable to  supply them  if only 
seeds could be provided. As the  con­
ce n tra ted  foods m ust be given, th e  va­
r ie ty  is also to be considered. Such 

I substances as grass and the  shoots of

T he p a r t  below 
ground is cemenL th e  upper ha lf is 
wood; tw o thicknesses of common 
hard  pine board, w ith  ta rred  paper 
betw een. I should p refer a ll board  
w here the  silo does n o t ex tend  below 
the  surface. T he ensilage n ex t to  the  
boards is of a  li ttle  b e t te r  quality , th a a  
th a t  beside th e  cem en t B ut boards 
extended below  the  surface w ill ro t 
aw ay very quickly  in  the  silo.

“ T he re  is n o th ing  a t  the  bottom  of 
th is  silo b u t th e  n a tu ra l e a rth  floor, 
which soaks up  the  d ra inage  from  the  
ailo and leaves the  stuff a t  th e  bo ttom  
os good as th a t  a t  the  top. I should 
never cem ent a  silo floor unless w ate r 
is liab le to  come in from  ou ts id e  There 
is likely  to  be a  n as ty  mess near the 
bottom  of a  silo w ith  a  cem ented floor.

. * One th ing , be sure aDd have th e  silo 
as  deep as possible in .proportion. T h a t 
form  of construc tion  w ill leave a 
sm aller surface a t  the  top  exposed to 
th e  h e a t w hile being  fed. A silo  b u ilt 
like my sm all one is a ll r ig h t fo r five 
o r  six  cows, and  the easilage w ill n o t 
spoil. For a  sm aller num ber of cows 
i t  m igh t be b e tte r  to have a  p a rtitio n  
run n in g  leng thw ise in th e  silo and 
feed one-half a t  a  time.

then  d isso lvedJn  h o t w ate r are  then 
added, and  w hen w ell m ixed by s tir ­
ring. fire gallons o f /h o t  w a te r are 
mixed in and th e  whole aga in  stirred . 
This is kep t a  few  days closely cay: 
ered, w hen It! is ready fo r use. I t  ij 
applied ho t, being  k ep t in a  ke ttle  
over a fire. This m ay be colored 8 
lig h t brow n by b u rn t um ber or s  
cream  yellow  by yel ow  ochre. ^ 
lig h t g ray  is m ade by add ing  a  smal' 
q u an tity  of lam pblack, previously 
mixed w ith  w ate r and  thoroughly  
stirred .

W hile we wetvj eatiD g a w histle  

blew. I t  was from a l i t t le  tu g b o a t 
th a t had  steam ed its  w ay up the  sw ol­
len and dangerous  rive r from  Wflj 
m ington. I t  passed th e  anem y hidden 
on e ith e r  bank. It, w as th e  first sound 
heard  from the  N orth  since th e  arm y 
le f t  th e  ocean, w rite s  S. ,11. M. P ayers 
•in McClure's. No one in the  N orth  
knew  • w here S herm an 's  arm y  was. 
Rumors b rough t from  the South said 
It w as “ floundering and  perish ing-in  
th e  sw am ps of the  Carolinas.'” T h a t 
day th e  g en e ra l d irec ted  me to  board 
th is  tugboa t, ruri dow n the  rive r in 
th e  n ig h t and  curry d ispatches to 
G eneral G ran t in fro n t of Richmond 
and to  P res iden t L incoln a t  W ashing­
ton.

“ Don’t say  m uch ab o u t how we are 
doing dow n here,!” said the  genera l; 
as he p u t his arm! abou t me and said 
farew ell th a t  even ing  dow n a t  the 
rive r bank. “ Don’t  to ll th em  in the 
N orth th a t  we a re  cu ttin g  any  g rea t 
sw ath  here. J u s t  i say we are  ta k in g  
care of w hatever is g e ttin g  in f ro n t of 
ns. And be ca re fu l your b oa t don’t 
g e t  knocked to  the  bottom  of the  
riv e r before daylight.

Our li ttle  c ra f t (was covered n ea rly  
all over w ith  co tton  bales. T he river 
w as very  w ide and  out of its  banks 
everyw here ; th e  n ig h t ' w as dark . 
W hatever th e  enem y m ay have 
thought- of the  li ttle  puffs <i>f s team  
fa r o u t on the  dark , rap id  w ate r, we 
got dow n to  th e  sea unharm ed. A 
fleet ocean s team er a t  once ca rried  
me to  V irginia.

woods back of th e  house. T here we 
m ade an o th er sh o rt h a lt, th e n  com­
m enced to  move tow ard  C hattanooga; 
b u t soon; a f te r  th e  sk irm ish  com­
menced. If  I am  n o t m istaken  the  
sun  w as ju s t  up by th a t  tim e .—.lam es 
Larson, in  N ational T ribune.

The M oney Pow er.

The world is for sale every day and 
money buy6 it,, or at least so much of it as 
those who have the money desire to pur­
chase, and for the getting of money every 
means tha t can be devised by human in­
genuity is used.

The contest for financial success is be­
coming sharper each day and those who 
have been trusted^ a&. the soul of honor 
and virtue are falling by the wayside so 
frequent'y, tha t it almost seems as though 
genuine honor is a rarity not often found.

Almost every city, county and township 
can furnish its tale of suspected or expos­
ed crookedness in high places. Politics 
which in former times was closely allied 
to patriotism has degenerated into a trade 
in “barrels,” and stern justice which is 
S‘»id to be even handed and blind, will 
sometimes lean to  one side and squint a 
little at the electric touch, of gold. In ­
deed it has almost become an axiom tha^

W ith the present iqode of business a 
a general medium of exchange is 
indispensable, but its soon as society can 
see its way clearly to the adoption of the 
co-operative commonwealth each person 
will be furnished with a  non-transferable" ■ 
credit card entitling the holder, to a pro 
rata share of the products, and -trad in g ’ 
buying and selling between ■ individuals 
as such will be done away with and mon­
ey w ill become a back number and use­
less except as a curiosity, or for the in- 
strinsic value of its component substance 
for other purposes. As long as money 
remains in circulation there will be as an 
Irishman might say hogs who will get 
the lion’s share, and all of the evils of 
mammonism will continue to grow more 
aggravating no matter what other reforms 
society may undertake. But with a so­
cialized system of economics dispensing 
with the  use of money, there would be no 
banks, bonds, stocks, mortgages, notes 
debts, interest, speculation, bribery or 
defaulting.

That dreadful and alluring octopus 
which has blasted so many, lives and 
brilliant hopes, and which has engaged 
the attention and labors of so many bright 
reformers, the liquor traffic, when it 
fails to be a source of revenue will be. 
a  deserted sepulcher.

Crime will be reduced to a minimum 
and what a world of work and worryfwill 
be lifted from the shoulders of humanity 
together with a stupendous economy of 
effort which can be applied in other and 
more beneficial ways. ;

I t is only a question of tim e when 
hum |n ity  will discover that they are 
carrying a useless and ever increasing 
load which is crushing them down into 
dust. Socialism presents a union of 
many reforms and when once adopted 
the brightest and sweetest flowers of life 
yet known w ill bud, blossom and grow 
beautiful and fragrant over the grave of 
mammon.

Patronise Home Industries. 1

The following is from an exchange.
Editor Repository : Among the 

many questions affecting the well being 
of any city, town or village, none is of 
more vital importance than that, of where 
its citizens purchase the ir goods. The 
pnreperity of any community, depends in 
a  great measure, upon the m anner in 
which the citizen, answers tha t question.
We can conceive of no greater ingratitude 
than that of a man eaniing  his wages, or 
making his Wealth in the place he lives* 
moves and has his being in, and then buy­
ing the bulk  of his goods in another place.
I t’s like a  child slapping his parents face 
N ext to such a map, is that one, who en­
deavors to break up the harmonious rela­
tionship existing between the citizen and 
m erchant or between merchant and mer­
chant.

The cause of these rem arks is occasion­
ed by our having seen a card, alleged to 
have come from the Elgin National 
W atch Company, which they had printed 
for a jeweler, as well as the offer which 
this company is alleged to make the 
jewelers of the country to  prin t their 
business cards, envelopes, etc., a t a much 
lower price than the resident job printer 
can do the same for.

The principle involved in this m atter is 1 more ^  more

a bad one, and we hope the craft in the 
future will do as^they have done in the 
past, and tha t is, give all the^ 1 printing to 
the resident printer- L e t the Elgin Com­
pany, if they desire to £& the good will 
of their trade, select some other method 
than tha t o f competing for the printers’ 
business. Let theiii take some kind Of 
steps tha t will keep the ir goods out of 
the illegitim ate channels that they are in 
to-day, and doubtless! the craft will ap­
preciate this more than anything else they 
t& n  do. *' :

Suppose every manufacturer should 
adopt the same principle of the Elgin 
Company, and offer to supply the trade 
with printed matter, fwhere, in the-name 
of common sense, would the business of the 
printer be? Or, if manufacturers should 
adopt the same method with other goods 
than those of the printer, cannpt anyone 
see the result that would ensue ?

Another side to thie question is not to 
be overlooked and that is, that the jeweler 
who sees fit to acceptjthis offer for printed 
m atter in order to savie a small amount of 
money m ust not complain, if the printer, 
when he wants to buy a watch or jewelry, 
goes out of town for! the  same. W hat’s 
sauce for the goo*e flight to be sauce for 
the gander.

A safe ru le for all to follow, whether 
jeweler or not, is to leave in your town all 
the money you can. This will stimulate 
and make' business good and is setting the 
example tha t ~ everjr merchant should 
adopt Ihimself, if he desires patronage. 
Leave the money you earn or make in the 
town where you do business. Yours 
truly, NEW TON DEXTER.
