The average rainfall in the state in 
August did not exceed three-fourths of an 
inch, <}r two inches less than the usual 
amoupt in th is month. In  Ju ly  there was 
a deficiency of one and three-fourths 
inc.hes- There was a very light rain 
throughout the state, general Ju ly  20, but 
none from that date to the 1st of Sept. 
With a drouth thus practically unbroken 
during the tw e principal crop growing 
months of Ju ly  and August, it  is not diffi­
cult to--estimate the condition of crops. 
They are dried up. Corn, potatoes and 
garden truck are damaged beyond recov­
ery', the yield will be but a small per cent 
of an average, and pastures afford little or 
no feed for stock. The fact tha t in a few 
localities rain has been slightly more 
abundant and crops are consequently 
somewhat better, does not disprove the 
general statement. ».

F irs t of all i t  cripples 
investigation . You are w rong, and  I 
am  righ t, and th a t  ends it. No (taste 
fo r exp lo ration , no s p ir it of investiga­
tion. F rom  the  g lo rious realm  of 
God’s tru th , over w hich  an  arch an g e l' 
m ig h t fly from  e te rn ity  to e te rn ity  
and  n o t reach  th e  lim it, th e  m att-shuts 
him self out- and  dies, a  b lind  mole 
u n d e r a  corn shock. I l  s tops a ll in ­
vestigation .

W hile each denom ination  o f  Chris­
tian s  is to  p resen t a ll th e  t r u th s  of 
the  Bible., i t  seem s to  me th a t  God has 
given to  each  denom ination  an especial 
m ission to  give p a rticu la r em phasis 
to  some one doctrine ; and  so the  Cal­
vin is tic  churches m ust p re sen t the 
sovereign ty  of God, and  the  A rm in ian  
churches m ust p re sen t m an’s free 
agency, and  th e  E piscopal churches 
m u s t p resen t th e  im portance of o rder 
and solem n cerem ony, and  the  Bap­
ti s t  churches m ust" p resen t th e  neces­
s ity  of ord inances, and  the  Congrega­
tio n a l church  m ust p resen t th e  r e ­
sponsib ility  o f the  ind iv idual member, 
and  the  M ethodist church  m ust show  
w h a t’holy eu thusiasm , h e a rty  congre­
g a tio n a l s in g in g  can  accomplish. 
W hile each  denom ination  o f Chris­
tia n s  m ust s e t  fo r th  a ll th e  doctrines 
o f th e  Bible. I feel i t  is especially  in­
cu m b en t upon each  denom ination  to 
p v t p a rtic u la r  em phasis on som e' oae 
doefccine. 1

A nother g re a t dam age done by th e  
sec tarian ism .and  b igo try  of th e  chu rch  
is th a t  i t  d isgusts  people w ith  the  
C h ris tian  re lig ion . Now. m y friends, 
tb s  ch u rch  o f God w as never in tended  
foY a  w ar barrack . People are  a fra id  
of a  riot. You go  dow n the  stree t-an d  
you  see an  exc item en t, a n d  m issiles 
fly ing  th ro u g h  th e  air, and  y on  h ea r 
th e  shock  o f firearm s. Do yon, the  
peacefu l and  indu strio u s  citizen , go 
th ro u g h  th a t  s tre e t?  Ob, no! y on  w ill

say, " I ’ll go a round  tne  block.”  Nov* 
men come and look upon th is  narrov. 
p a th  to  heaven, and  som etim es see 
th e  ecclesiastica l b rick b a ts  ftyin 
every  w h ithe r, and  they  say, “ Well, 
"guess I ’ll .ta k e  th e  b road  road; the re  
is so  m uch sharp -shoo ting  on th e  nar 
row  road  I  guess I ’l l  try  th e  broad;

A gain, b igo try  and sectarian ism  do 
g re a t dam age in  the  fac t th a t  they  
h in d e r th e  tr iu m p h  of th e  gospel Oh, 
how  m uch w asted  am m unition! how 
m any men of sp lendid  in te lle c t have 
g iven th e ir  w hole life to  con troversial 
d ispu tes w hen, if  they  had  g iven th e ir  
life to  som eth ing  p ractica l, they  m igh t 
have been v astly  useful! Suppose, 
w hile I speak  th e re  w ere a common 
enem y com ing up  the  bay, and  a ll the 
fo rts  a round  the  h arb o r began  to  fire 
in to  each o th e r—you  w ould ' cry out, 
“N ational suicide! w hy don’t  those 
fo rts  b lazeraw ay in one d irection , and 
th a t  ag a in s t the  com mon enemy'?”. 
And y e t I som etim es see in  th e  church  
of the  Lord Jesu s  C hrist a  s tran g e  
th in g  go ing  on: church  ag a in s t church, 
m in ister a g a in s t m inister, denom ina­
tion  a g a in s t denom ination , firing 
aw ay in to  th e ir  ow n fort, or th e  fo r t 
w hich  o u g h t to  be on the  sam e side, 
instead  of co n c en tra tin g  th e ir  energy 
and g iving one m igh ty  and  ev e rlas t­
ing  volley a g a in s t the  navies of d a rk ­
ness r id ing  up th rough  the  bay!

P erhaps  I m igh t fo rcefu lly  i l lu s tra te  
th is  t ru th  by ca llin g  y o u r a tten tio n  
to  an  inc iden t w hich took place ab o u t 
tw en ty  years ago. One M onday m orn­
ing  a t  ab o u t 2 o 'clock, w hile her 900 
passengers were sound asleep  in  her 
b e rth s  d ream in g  of home, the  steam er 
“ A tla n tic ’ crashed in to  M ars Head. 
Five hun d red  souls in  te n  m inutes 
landed  in e te rn ity . (Hi, w h a t a scene! 
A gonized m en and w om en ru n n in g  up 
and  dow n th e  ' g an g w ay s an d  c lu tc h ­
ing  fo r the rigging , and  th e .p lu n g e’of 
the  help less s team er and the  c lapping  
of the  hands of th e  m erciless sea over 
the  d row n ing  and the  dead th rew  tw o 
co n tin en ts  in to  terrolr. B u t see th is  
brave q u a rte rm a s te r  push ing  o u t w ith  
the  lrfe line u n til he g e ts  to  the rock, 
anti see these fisherm en g a th e r in g  
up th e  sh ipw recked, and  ta k in g  
them  in to  th e  cabins, and  w rapping 
them  in  the  flannels snug..-’and w arm; 
and see th a t  m in is te r of the  gospel,

Never! Never! In  w h a te v e r p a r t  of 
the  e a rth  they  meet, the j’ w ill be 
friends- w hen they  m ention  th e  story  
of th a t  n ig h t w hen the  “A tlan tic” 
s tru ck  M ars Head. Well, my friends, 
o u r w orld has gone in to  a 
worse sh ipw reck.

P re v e n tio n  o f  F o ta to  B lig h t.
B ulle tin  22  of th e  New H am psh ire  

s ta tio n  says: T he p o ta to  crop  is liab le  
to  serious losses from  tw o  sources, 
w hich  losses a re  to  a  g re a t e x te n t p re ­
ventable. T hese tw o  sources of loss 
a re  th e  Colorado beetle , o r po ta to  bug, 
and  th e  b lig h t or ru s t. E very  farm er 
know s how to-deal w ith  th e  p o ta to  
bug. P aris  g reen  is th e  sovereign 
rem edy, b u t i t  is on ly  w ith in  a  com­
para tiv e ly  few  years th a t  a  successful 
tre a tm e n t has been  found fo r the  
b ligh t. I t  seem s now , how ever, th a t  
an  effective rem edy has been found in 
th e  B ordeaux m ixture.

CAUSE OF BLIGHT.
T he b lig h t is caused by th e  g ro w th  

in  th e  po ta to  vines of m inu te  p a ra s itic  
p lan ts , know n as fungi. T he re  are 
tw o  d is tin c t species of fu n g i w hich 
produce th e  b lig h t in  p o ta to es—one. 
know n b o tan ica lly  as M acrosporium  
solani, causes w h a t is now  know n as 
the  ea rly  b ligh t; th e  o ther, P hy toph - 
th o ra  in festans, causes th e  la te  b lig h t 
w hich  has been th e  m ost com m on a n d  
destructive. B ligh t, ru 6 t, an d  ro t are 
the  various nam es by  w hich  i t  has

th u s  a tta c k e d  a re  very  likely  to  decay; 
and  g re a t loss occurs, n o t on ly  befori 
they  are  dug  b u t  even a f te r  th e y  an
sto red  jin th e  ce llar, if th e  cond itions
th e re  ' shou ld  be favorable. T he 
th re ad s  of th e  fungus live over w in te r 
in  th e  'tubers, w hich, if used fo r seed, 
serve to  s ta r t  th e  d isease ag a in  the  
fo llow ing summer.

TREATMENT.
I f  i t  can be avoided, po ta to es  w hich 

a re  know n to  be diseased or w hich 
have been g row n in a  field a tta ck e d 1 by 
the  b lig h t should  n o t be used fo r seed. 
H owever, a  rem edy has been found 
w hich, if  used in  season, seem s 
to  be very  efficient in  check­
ing  o r p reven ting  th e  dis­
ease. T h is rem edy is the  B ordeaux 
m ix tu re , w hich, w hen app lied  to  th e  
vines, destroys th e  v ita li ty  o f th e  
spores w ith  w hich  i t  com es in  co n tac t 
and  th u s  p reven ts  th e  in fec tion  of 
hea lth y  p lan ts . I t  should be applied , 
if  possible, befo re th e  d isease m akes 
its  appearance , a t  le a s t by th e  la s t  of 
Ju ly , and  th e  app lica tions  should  be 
repea ted  a t  in te rv a ls  o f te n  to  fo u r­
te en  days, and  o f te n e r if th e  m ix tu re  
is w ashed off by  ra in s, u n ti l  th e  tu b e rs  
have m atu red . U sually  th re e  applicar 
tions  wiU be sufficient b u t a  fo u rth  
m ay som etim es be required.

EXAMPLES.

In  an o th e r  case, in  a  d iffe ren t field, 

a sm all sp rayed  p lo t yielded  th re e  
tim es as  m any m erchan tab le  po ta toes  
as th e  co rrespond ing  unsp rayed  plot, 
w h ile  th e  w eigh t of ro tte n  po ta to es  on 
the  unspraved  p lo t w as th re e  tim es as 
g re a t as on th e  prayed plot.

Seedless Grades—It  has  been s ta ted  
in a rece n t essay by a  p ro m in en t h o r­
tic u ltu r is t th a t ' seedless g rapes are  
produced by g row ing  a  p la n t from  
c u ttin g s  for several successive gen e r­
ations. T h e  theo ry  is th a t  a  p la n t 
becom es accustom ed to  th is  m ode of 
p ropagation , a n d  th e n  th e  n a tu ra l 
process, of p roducing  seeds becom es 
abo rtive  by disuse. W hile those of 
w ide experience m ay ' sm ile a t  th is  
speculation, i t  is rea lly  one on w hich 
m any scientific men differ. T h a t 
th e re  is no g round  w h atever fo r be­
liev ing  th a t  seedless grapes can be 
produced in th is  w ay is  ev iden t from  
th e  case of th e  red  c u r ra n t in our g a r ­
dens. T h is h as  been  con tinuously  
p ro p ag a ted  by cu ttin g s  from  th e  tim e 
w hen the  Rom ans had  sw ay in  E n g ­
land, and  yet, as  i t  is w ell know n, it 
p roduces seeds as freely  to-day  as if 
i t  had  been raised  con tinuously  from  
seeds fo r a couple of th ousand  of 
years. J u s t  how  n a tq re  does produce 
th e  seedless grapes is n o t y e t  w ell 
know n; and th e  honest an sw er to  the 
questions as to  how  seedless grapes 
are produced w ould be to  say th a t  “ we 
don’t  know .”—M eehan’s M onthly.

F i e l d  B e a n s — We m ay have said i t  
before, b u t i t  w ill do to  rep ea t now  as 
a  .rem inder, th a t  a  crop of common 
field beans is a  good th in g  to  p u t in  if 
you have a  piece o f  land  to  spare. 
T hey  do n o t requ ire  very rich  soil, n o r 
is th e  cu ltiva tion  very la b o rio u s  B u t 
it  should b i  c lean  cu ltu re  from  the  
s ta r t , as  th e  crop  can  n o t m ake head­
w ay ag a in s t w eeds  T he harvesting  
also m ust be done w ith  grea^t care, n o t 
a llow ing  th e  beans to  lie upon the 
ground if i t  is a t  a ll w et. A good 
crop should  pay  a t  le as t as w ell as a 
crop of w heat, and  h as  th e  good po in t 
th a t  i t  helps to  d is tr ib u te  th e  labo r 
over a  la rg e r  po rtion  o f th e  year. 
A fter th e  beans are harvested  th e y  
m ay be sto red  and  th re sh ed  o u t a t
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te rm s, i t  seem ed a lihost possib le  
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w ith  considerable p ro f it Dr. Shep 
a rd  is inc reasing  his te a  garden* 
every  year, and  w hen th e  plants; are 
old enough to  yield good crops he pro­
poses to  p u t in  good m ach inery  and 
s ta r t  in to  te a  se llin g  o r money. 
Prof. M assey says th a t  th e  finest 
tea he ever ta s ted  w as g row n in 
the  sou th , and  he has no d o u b t b u t 
i t  w ill be a  fu tu re  p rofitab le 
crop  in th e  Carolinas. Mr. Jack- 
son, an  e x p e r t - te a  g row er from  As­
sam, w ho had  charge of th e  Sum m er­
ville p la n ta tio n  un d er Gen. Le Due, 
says th a t w ith  negro  la b o r he can 
raise te a  m ore cheaply  th a n  is done 
w ith  coolie la b o r  in  Ind ia , becausp of 
its  g re a te r  re liab ility .

GEO. D eHAVEN, G. P. A.
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Capital and Labor-
Thjere is an apparently, irrepressible 

conflict between the two great factors of 
modern civilization—capital and labor. 
T hat th is is so seems anomalous in view 
of tfie fact tha t they are Interdependent 
and that each is necessary to. the other. 
But notwithstanding this natural relation­
ship, differences have sprung up between 
thein of such m agnitude and importance 
as to make their adjustment and the har­
monizing of the two factors the great 
problem of the age. Before attem pting 
any solution of the problem we must dis­
cover the cause of the differences be­
tween them. The improvement in meth 
ods of production has rendered a large 
amount of human labor power ■superflu­
ous, therefore we have a great reserve 
army of unemployed, and as the*Wtliods 
of production are being constantly im­
proved this army is always increasing. 
Owing to these conditions, the^capitalist 
can select such laborers as he may re­
quire at a low wage price, and should he 
desire to increase Iris profits or- should 
there be from any cause a declirie in the 
market price of his products, he can re­
duce the scale of wages of his employes 
while they have only the two alternatives 
of accepting the reduction or quitting 
work, and should they strike in a body 
they have no legal way of preventing oth­
ers jfrom filling the ir places. This gives 
the capitalist an arbitrary power over his 
employes which may be made more or 
less tyrannical in many ways as his inter­
ests may require. Furtherm ore, as an il­
lustration, the laborers in a manufactory 
working ten hours a day may and often 
do produce in half the tim e sufficient val­
ue to  cover the ir own wages, cost of ma­
terial used, insurance and wear and tear 
of building^ and machinery, salaries of 
superintendent and office force, interest 
on capital invested, cost of marketing 
products ami all necessary items of ex­
pense, while during the other half of the 
time they produce a surplus'value which 
the capitalist appropriates as his legiti­
mate profit. Thus he takes from his em­
ployes a part of their labor for nothing, 
the same as though they gave it to him  in 
charity or he had actually stolen it and 
from a class who are in more want of it 
than himself. This is customary and le­
gal but it can in no way be defended as 
good morality or as beneficial to the lar­
gest number of people.

The whole system bf profits now in 
vogue rests upon the principle of taking 
value from others w ithout giving equal 
value in return, and however refined may 
be the methods of doing it. the principle 
remains. The thief who argues that his 
methods are ju s t as honest as tho9b of 
commerce jhas much of plausibility on 
his side and the moral difference be­
tween the two is a very thin partition. In 
truth, the present economic system, if it 
can be called a system, might t>e very apr 
propriately named "The best method fpr 
creating poverty, suicide and crime,’’ as 
thjey have become its most prolific pro­
ductions. The recent report of the At­
torney General of Michigan shows over 
17,000 convictions for criminal offences in 
the past year and tha t crime had increased 
a fraction over 23 per cent during the 
year. Society at large is responsible for 
all of this and if we would have an ade­
quate remedy we must find a more moral 
basic principle upon which we can do 
business. Capital is now represented by 
one class of people, and labor by another 
each class having an especial interest 
in securing as much of the product 
to itself as possible without-regard to the 
needs and moral rights of the other, thus 
creating an antagonism which grows in 
volume, strength and turbulence as time 
goes on.

As a  specific, socialism proposes a 
union of the two factors in the same 
hands on a national basi^ to the end that 
all may enjoy the full fruits of the ir la- 
l>or with none to tyrannize or take what 
is not the ir ju s t due, and that all may live 
honestly in a manner consistent with [civ­
ilized life. L. H. C.
