For 
tw o  days the  Japanese  had  been m ak­
ing ' a ca re fu r reconnaissance in  force 
to  ascerta in  th e  position of th e  Chinese 
arm y. On the  th ird  day th e  Gen. Sans 
colum n faqed the  Chinese le f t flank, 
th e  P ong San colum n th e  ce n te r and 
th e  H w ang Zn colum n th e  righ t. T he 
Chinese ^defenses had been . g rea tly  
S trengtntfped. The b a ttle  opened a t  
daybreak , both  sides cannonad ing  
heavily . T he Pong San colum n did 
the  hardest of th e  fighting! fo r the- 
Japanese  w hile th e  flanking  p a rtie s  
gained  some in positions,, b u t a t  n ig h t 
th e  s itua tion  w as practica lly ' un ­
changed. F iring  w as continued a ll 
the  n ig h t and  m eantim e th e  Japanese  
r ig h t and  le f t  closed in  upon the- 
Chinese position, and  a t  3 a. m. the  
Japanese  a tta ck  w as delivered sim ul­
taneously.- The Chinese lines, w hich 
w ere s tro n g  in fron t, w ere found to  be 
w eak in the  rea r  and  the  Chinese w ere 
taken*com pletely by surprise , became 
panie stricken- and w ere c u t dow n and 
bayoneted  b y  th e  hundreds.' S ow ell 
w as th e  Japanese  a tta c k  directed  th a t 
the Chinese were- surrounded a t  every 
po in t and  even tually  sough t safety  
in flight. The Pong San column, 
sw arm ing  over't>lie dam aged d e fu s e s  
of th e  Chinese fyont, com pleted the* 
ro u t of th e  Chinese.

Some idea of tike m anner in  w hich 
th e  Japanese  a t ta c k  was delivered may 
be judged  from  th e  fac t th a t  one-half 
an  hou r a f te r  the  ea rly  m orn ing  a ttack  
com m enced th e  s trong ly  defended po­
s ition  of P in g  Y ang was in the  hands 
o f  .the  Japanese  troops. It js believed 
th a t  th e  Chinese position was defended 
by 2 0 .0 0 0  Chinese, of whom only a  few 
succeeded in  escaping. '  *

T he Japanese  vic tory  w as b ril lia n t 
and  com plete. An immense.! am ount 
«>£ provisions, arm s, am m unition  and 
o th e r stores, .in add ition  to  hundreds 
o t  flags w ere cap tu red  and 1 6 ,0 0 0  of 
th e  Chinese^soldiers killed, w ounded 
o r  taken- prisoners. Among tlie  la tte r  
w ere Gen. Tso Fonk  Wat, the  com­
m ander-in-chief of th e  M anchuruin 
arm y, and  several o th e r prom inent 
Chinese officers. T he Japanese  loss 
w as tritiiug f only 30 being  k illed  and  
270 w ounded ; eleven•> officers* being 
am ong  th e  num ber.

 ̂ So fu r as th e  ac tive operations of the 
Chinese in K orea a re  - concerned the 
w a r  is p ractica lly  a t am end for a long 
tim e to  eoine and th e  m ainland of 
K orea may be said to  lnr com pletely iu  
th e  hands of th e  Japanese..-.

He 
made i t  a  p ractice to  trad e  a li t t le  and 
to  ta lk  to  all th e  Ind  ans, a sk ing  them  
w here they  hu n ted  th e ir  furs, w here 
the  b es t trap p in g  grounds were, and! 
so on, and. in a  very sh o rt time, young  
A stor had accum ulated  a  fund of very 
valuable inform ation. . He then  set 
o u t for him self, ca rry in g  his pack on 
his back and roving  a t  w ill th ro u g h  
fhe w ell n igh  im penetrab le  w ilder­
ness. I t  is said th a t  J o h n  Jaco b  A stor 
acquired a know ledge of New York 
s ta te  equalled  by no man in  his time, 
and such was h is  sagacity  and  fore­
s ig h t th a t  he poin ted  o u t th e  places 
w here, in  the  nea r fu tu re , g r e a t  cities 
w ould one day be b u il t  

The traffic th a t  A6 to r  plied w ith  the

C u ltu re  o f M u sh ro o m s.

Some tim e ago a  co rresponden t of 
th e  F a r m e r s ' R e v ie w  requested  m ore 
in fo rm ation  on th e  g row ing  of m ush­
rooms, w hich we prom ised to  give w hen 
oppo rtu n ity  presented. We w ill de­
vote th is  artic le  to  th e  cu ltu re  of 
m ushroom s in  buildings, because such 
cu ltu re  is th e  on ly  k ind  th a t  is advis­
ab le  d u rin g  th e  rem ainder of th e  ,year. 
We hope th a t  some of ou r readers w ill 
ta k e  in te re s t in  th e  sub jec t sufficiently 
to  begin  cu ltiv a tin g  them  on a-smaU 
scale. T he ou tlay  is sm all and  th e  
vork n o t hard. Besides, m ushroom s 

a re  n o t p a r tic u la r  as to  conditions, and  
m ay be g row n in cellars, barns and 
o th e r outhouses, especially  old green  
houses. We believe th a t  m any a  fam ily  
m ig h t grow  m ushroom s w ith  li ttle  
tro u b le , and  find in them  a  v a lu ab le  
food p roduct, even if th e  fam ily  of th e ' 
g row er consum ed th e  e n tire  crop. 
M ushroom s are- very  n u tritious . T his 
is co n tra ry  to  th e  idea o f those th a t1 
know  n o th in g  of them . M ost people 
suppose, because of th e ir  rap id  g row th , 
th a t  th e y  a re  u n su b s ta n tia l in  tex ­
tu re  and  can  possess l i t t le  of food 
value. On th e  con trary , i t  is d o u b tfu l 
if th e re  be any  o th e r vege tab le 
possessing a  like  am oun t o f n u tr i­
m e n t T h e  s ta tem e n t is m ade th a t  
m ushroom s possess as  m uch nu trim en t,

som etim es m ixed w ith  a small 
tion  of loam . T h e  g re a te r  
how ever, consist of m annre. 
th e  tn b  is h a lf  fuH o f th is  so il 
m anure, p u t in  th e  spaw n,-.and  
up  th e  tu b  w ith  m anure  and  
(well pressed  dow n. T he m an u re  
com post n*ay be  rounded  n p  if 
desired.

D uring  th e  fa ll m onths, a t  li 
m ushroom s m ay be g row n in  th e  
o r b a rn a  If  th e  beds -a re  to  be 
hausted  d u rin g  th e  sum m er and  
m onths even th e  open dheds m ig h i, 
used, especially  w hen  th e y  a re  in  
te c ted  localities. / I t  wiU be safer to
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for a  sm all consideration . B u t how 
sm all the  'ou tlay  was, and  how  la rge  
the  profits, was- n o t fu lly  b ro u g h t 
home to  me un til I possessed some of 
the  books of the  A m erican F u r com­
pany.

A b it of red pain t, some g lass beads, 
or o th e r baubles, w ere exchangedffor 
va luab le  skins. T he Ind ian  loved 
finerv, loved furs, loved beads, b u t he 
loved fire w a te r b es t of all. I saw 
records w hich told how  Mr. A stor no t 
in freq u en tly  charged Mr. Lo as much 
as $10 a  q u a rt for w hisky. In  dll the 
big ledgers one seeks, in vain. too. fo r 
any  s a tem en t as to  the  re la tive  d ilu ­
tion by w ater. Mr. A stor found out 
very so.ori th a t  he could buy a beaVer 
skin in  w estern  New York fo r one dol­
la r 's  w orth  of trash , sell i t  in London 
fo r 8 $, and re invest the  proceeds in 
cutlery, w hi^h w ould re ta il in N ew  
York for 840. He k e p t th is  so rt of 
th in g  up  fo r a good m any years, and. 
wiien he tired  of it. he en tered  the  tea 
trad e  w ith  China, for he had  learned 
th a t  the re  w as no fu r m a rk e t in 1;he 
w orld equa l to  th a t  of th e  C elestial 
empire.

M any w ere the hard  d rin k in g  b a r ­
gains s tru ck  by Jo h n  Jacob  Astor, 1st 
lie  w as aided in  his endeavors by his 
corps of F rench  w oodsm en, o r “vpy- 
ngeurs." T he ir m anners; like th e ir  
dress, w ere ha lf savage. T hey  spoke 
a piebald language. They w ere ever 
ready  to  sing  and dance, and as fo r 
w hisky, they  w ere never w ith o u t it. 
T hey w ere dex terous a t  the  oars, 
w hile w ith  th e ir  th ro a ts  they  k ep t’the

songs. T hese men lived and had t t e i r  
being  in  th e  v ic in ity  of M ichilim acki- 
nac, .where As to r’s tra d in g  post was 
located.

They 
carried w ith  th e m  a  cargo o f sm all 
articles, to  be offered in  tra d  a

W hen 46 yea rs  o f age J o h n  Jacob  
A stor em barked  in w h a t he called  his 
“g re a t n a tio n a l ad v e n tu re .” This 
w as th e  A m e r i c a n  F u r  com pany, some 
of th e  books o f w hich  a re  n ew  in  my 
possession  M ontrea l w as th e n  the  
cen te r of th e  fu r  trade. T he Njorth- 

.w estern  com pany, founded in  ]1IT83. 
had  tw en ty -th ree  sh a reh o ld ers  and

A m erican F u r  com pany; J o h n  Jacob 
A stor &  Son, proprietor^, depa rtm en t 
of the n o rth , from  1817] to  1835.1 De­
tro i t  w as -the h e a d q u a rte rs  of the  
n o rth e rn  departm en t, wjith b ranches 
a t  M ackinac and  M ontreal. T he books 
a re  in  a fa ir  s ta te  of i preservation . 
T hey are  large, heavy volumes, bound 
in calf, th e  b in d in g s’ be ing  firm  and 
Strong. T he pages a re  ionly sligh tly  
discolored by time. l.hq  ink  is b rig h t 
and strong. T he h an d w ritin g  w ould 
l|e the  p ride of any bookkeeper. The 
nam es of th e  d iffe ren t accoun ts  in the 
ledgers, as w ritten , a re  especially  fine 
exam ples of penm anship. T he books 
con ta in  ab o u t oue thousand  pages 
eaeli, of the  best glazed ledger p ap e r  
H ere and th e re  a  page is loosened. 
T he ru lin g s  have a ll been m ade by 
hand.

T he b lo tte r  is begun  on the  first 
page, th e  open ing  en iry  being  on 
A pril 1. 1617, a t  M onjreaL Among 
o th e r item s is one show ing  th a t  Lewis 
Cass took  ab o u t 835,000 of A stor 
money from  M ontrea l j to  D etroit, in 
consideration  of som eth ing  n o t se t 
down. T here are  tw o (columns used 
in the  b lo tte r, one fo r E ng lish  money 
values, the  o th e r fo r American. The 
accounts in th e  ledgers  Contain figures 
th a t  even in  these  d ay s  w ould be 
looked upon as re p re sen tin g  a  la rge 
business.

pound fo r pound, as beef. T h is is 
j doubtless a  fact, as  m ushroom s ta k e  in  
( oxygen and th ro w  off carbonic 
.acid gas, os do anim als, w hile nearly  
a ll vegetables do th e  opposite; th a t  is, 
th ro w  off oxygen and ta k e  in  carbonic 
acid gas.

To those liv ing  w ith in  easy reach  of 
cities, tjhe cu ltu re  of m ushroom s p re ­
sen ts m eans of revenue. T he d e ­
m and ifor m ushroom s is la rg e  and 
prices a re  h igh. F rance  supplies m ost 
of th e  m ushroom s used in A m erican 
h o te ls  and  re s ta u ra n ts , and  even then  
canned goods have to  be used. W ith 
an  increase in th e  supply  o f fresh  
m ushroom s would come an  inc rease in  
th e  dem and. . I t  seems "strange, th a t  
A m erican gardeners have so lo n g  neg­
lected  g row ing  th is  delicious vege­
table.

In  F rance  oaves an d  ce llars  are  used 
extensively  fo r th e  g row ing  of m ush­
rooms. M ost o f our farm ers have 
cellars, e ith e r  in houses o r barns, th a t  
a re  su ited  fo r th is  vegetable . A few 
requ isites a re  necessary: th e  ce llar 
should  be w arm , d ry  aud  dark . D rafts  
by m eans of doors and w indow s a re  to  
be avoided, w here  th e  d ra f t w ould 
come im m ediately  over th e  m ush­
room  beds.

T em p era tu re  and m o istu re  should 
be uniform , from  day  to  day, as  n e a r­
ly  as possible. Sudden fluc tuations  
of tem p era tu re  o r of m oistu re a re  n o t 
desirable. T hese are, how ever, b u t 
th e  requ isites o f a  good ceUar, and  
th e refo re  any  one th a t  h as  a really  
good ce lla r  can  grow  mushrooms. In  
some p a r ts  o f the  ea s t w here th e  m ar­
k e t ga rdene rs  are  beg inn ing  tk> grow  
m ushroom s on? a  la rg e  scale, ce lla rs  
a re  be ing  b u ilt fo r th is  purpose alone.

I f  i t  pays to  excavate and build  cel­
la rs  fo r th is  crop  i t  c e rta in ly  w ill pay 
to  grow  them  w hen th e  ce lla r  is  
a lready  a t  hand. As th e  m ushroom s 
are-tq  be g row n in th e  w in te r as w ell 
as  in  th e  fa ll m onths, care sheu ld  be 
ta k en  to  m ake th e  ce lla r  im pervious 
to  cold, especially  if th e  c u ltu re  is to 
be on a  la rg e  scale. I f  only  a sm all 
bed is to  be made, "it w ill be b e t te r  to  
expe rim en t w ith  . th e  ce llar ju s t  as 
i t  is, to  save expense. I f  th e  
cu ltu re  is in  sufficient m agn itude  
to  w a rra n t th e  outlay , m ake th e  w in ­
dow s tig h t  fo r th e  w in te r, by hav ing  
double sash. T h is is needed anyw ay 
in m ost ce llars  to  p ro te c t th e  vegeta­
b les sto red  th e re  fo r w in te r  keep. I f  
a„ door opens in to  th e  open air, i t  
should  be supp lem ented  by ano ther 
door, th u s  in su rin g  freedom  from  
g u sts  of cold a ir  w hen  th e  doo r i« 
open. B u t m  m ost cases th is  is unnec­
essary , as th e re  w ill be an  en tran ce  
from  Hie house above o r  from  some 
o th e r room . As toi shape  Of beds, 
th e re  is no prescribed  rule.- T h e  above 
c u t showrf on ly  one form . T hey  can 
be m ade fla t if  desired , o r  p u t in  abox

If cjne builds a 
a beau tifu l home, he w an ts  his ac­
quain tances  to  come and enjoy i t  If 
one buys an  exqu isitq  p ic tu re, he 
w an ts  his friends to  come and appre­
ciate it: and  i t  w as a la udab le  th in g  
frben  the w ealthy  m an of my tex t, 
happy himself, w anted  t»- m ake o ther' 
people happy. And so the inv ita tio n s  
w en t ou t; b u t som eth ing  w en t very 
m uch 9  rong. You can im agine the  
em b arrassm en t of any  one w ho has 
provided a g ran d  feas t w hen he finds- 
o u t th a t the  guests  inv ited  do n o t in­
tend  to  come. T he re  is n o th in g  th a t 
so provokes the  m aste r o f the  feast 
as tha t.

Well, these people inv ited  to  th is  
g re a t b a n q u e t of th e  te x t made m ost 
frivolous excuses The fact was, I 
suppose, th a t  some of them  w ere of­
fended th a t th is  man had  succeeded so 
much b e t te r  in  th e  w orld th a n  they 
had.

a ll by them selves, t u t  w hile  they  sat 
by the  ta b le  th e  leaves began to  grow 
and spread, anil one lea f w en t to  the 
e a s t and an o th e r le af w en t to  the 
w est, u n ti l th e  whole e a rth  w as cov­

I s topped one n ig h tfa ll, y ea rs  ago, 
a t  F reyburg , S w itzerland , to  hea r the  . 
o rgan  of w orld-w ide ce lebrity  in th a t  
p la ce  I  w en t in to  th e  ca th ed ra l a t  
n igh tfalL  All -the accessories/^yvere 
favorable. T here w as only oner-light 
in a ll th e  ca thed ra l, and  th a t  a  fa in t 
ta p e r  on the  a ltar. I looked up  in to  
th e  venerab le  arches and saw  the 
shadow s of centuries, and  w hen th o  
o rgan  aw oke, th e  ca th ed ra l aw oke, 
and  a ll the  arches seem ed to  l i f t  and 
qu iver as th e  m usic came un d er them  
T h a t in s tru m en t did n o t seem  to  be 
made o u t of wood and m etal, b u t o u t 
of hum an hearts , so ;w onderfu lly  did 
i t  p u lsa te  w ith  every  m otion; now 
la u g h in g  like a  child, now  sobbing 
like a. tem pest.

seemed as if a  squadron  of sp irits  
w eep ing  up from  e a r th  had m et a 
squadron  of descending ange ls whose 
g lo ry  bea t back the  woe. S tand ing  
th e fe  and looking  a t  the  dim  ta p e r on 
the  a l ta r  of th e  ca thedral, I said: 

blow m uch like m any a Christian ., 
life! Shadow s hover, and  som etim es 
his hope is dim, and fain t, and  flicker­
ing, like a  ta p e r on th e  a lta r . B u t a t 
w ha t tim e God wills, th e  heavens 
b reak  fo rth  w ith  m usic upon his soul, 
and  the  a ir  becom es reso n an t as the 
ange ls  of God b ea t it w ith  th e ir  sh in ­
ing  scep tres.”

Oh, the  Lord* God has m any fa ir  and 
b ea u tifu l dau g h te rs : b u t the  fa irest 
of them  all is she whose w ays are 
p leasan tness and w hose p a th s  are 
peace! Now. my b ro the rs  and sis ters

fo r I have a r ig h t to  ca ll y ou  also—
I know  some people look back on th e ir  
a n c estra l line, and they  see they are 
descended from  th e  P u rita n s  or Hu­
guenots. an a  they  rejo ice in th a t;  but 
I l^ok  back on my a n c estra l line, and 
I see th e re in  such a m ing ling  and mix­
tu re  of th e  blood of a ll n a tio n a litie s  
th a t  I feel ak in  to  a ll th e  world, and 
by th e  blood of the  Son of God. who 
died fo r a ll people. I address you in 
th e  bonds of universa l bro therhood.
I come o u t as only  a  servant, b rin g ­
ing an  inv ita tio n  to  a  p arty , and  I p u t 
it in to  your hand, saying, "Come; fo r 
all th in g s  are  now  ready ,” and I urge 
it  upon you  and con tinue to  u rge  it, 
and, before I g e t th ro u g h , I  hope, by 
th e  blessing  of God, to  com pel you to 
come in.

We m ust take  care how  we give the 
invitation . My C hristian  friends, I 
th in k  some tim es we have ju s t  gone 
opposite to  C hrist's  com mand, and we 
have com pelled people to stay  o u t 
Some tim es our e labo ra ted  in s tru c­
tions have been the  h indrance. We 
g rad u a te  from  our theological sem ina­
ries- on stilts , and  i t  tak es  five or, 
s ik  y ea rs  before we can  come downj 
and stand  r ig h t beside th e  great] 
m asses of the  people, le a rn in g  
th e ir  jo}-s, sorrows, victories, defeats. 
We g o t our beads so b rim fu l of theo ­
log ica l wisdom th a t  we have to  s ta n d  
very s tra ig h t le st they  sp ill over. Now,j 
w h a t do the  g re a t m asses i f  the  peo­
ple care a b o u t the  te chn ica litie s  
of re lig ion?  W hat do they  care 
ab o u t the  hyposta tic  union  o r the  d if­
ference betw een  sub-lapsarian  and  
sup ra-lapsarian? W hat do they  care 
for y o u r profound exp lanations, clear 
as a  London fog? W hen a  m an is 
d row n ing  he does n o t w an t you tq  
s tan d  by the dock and  describe the 
n a tu re  of the w ate r in to  w hich  lie has 
fallen, and  te ll him  th e re  are  tw o 
parts  hydrogen gas and one of oxygen 
gas, w ith in  com m on density  of thirty-- 
n ine F ah renheit, tu rn in g  to  steam  
under a  common atm ospherie  pressure 
of tw o hundred  and tw elve. 110 . does 
n o t w an t a  chem ical le c tu re  on w ate r: 
he w an ts a rope.

Oh my friends, the  curse of God on 
the church, i t  seem s to  me. in th is  
day. is m etaphysics.- We speak  in an 
unknow n tongue ia  ou r Sabbath  
schools, and in  our relig ious assem ­
blages, and in  our pulpits, and how' 
can people be saved unless they  under­
s tand  us? We p u t on ou r otticia,! 
gowns, and  we th in k  th e  tw o  silk 
balloons flapping a t  the elobw s of a 
p reacher give him  g re a t sanctity .
