In  last w eek’s issue we noticed the 
ileath of one of our oldest citizens, air.
Samuel Baker. We were unable at that 
time to give more than the mere notice, 
as there was little tim e before going to 
press, to make further inquiries. ^ We 
here give the particulars of which, no 
doubt, m any -o f his friends near and far 
are desirous of learning.

Mr. Baker was eighty-two years of age, 
being horn on the 28th of May, 1812. and 
though beyond thyTburscore.mark was re 
markably hale! and hearty,;and as erect iD 
his carriage as a weW'drilled soldier. He 
was born in the-town of Richmond, On­
tario Co., X. Y. There he lived till he 
was thirty  years of age, when with his 
family he moved to Michigan and settled 
in or near the village of Plymouth. This 
was in 1842. From that time to the pres­
ent. with the exception of a year or sd in 
Tennessee, he has always dwelt here. A 
family of three, sons and six daughters, 
with his widow, survive him.

Mr. Baker was m arried twice. The first 
wife died in 186(5. Seven of the children 
were born by his first wife and two by 
his widow. W ith the exception of Oscar 
Baker, of Wayne, and Mrs. John Adams, of 
Detroit, the children all reside in P lym ­
outh and were all present at the funeral.
A little over a year ago the deceased was 
taken with the grip from which he never 
fully recovered, and though not a hard 
sufferer, was confined to his house for the 
past two weeks;—being able to move 
around "up to that time. On Tuesday he 
was tip and around the  house. Shortly 
after dinner W ednesday he took a  severe 
chill, and ju s t as the chill passed away 
Mr Baker died as, if  he was going to 
sleep, w ithout the , least pain or 
struggle, his last words being "They're 
coming, they 're coming.” The funeral was 
held Saturday from the house, Rev. Geo.
H. W allace officiating, and Mrs. L. C.
Hall and Miss Maude Sherwood sang.
Henry, Chauncy and Osqar, (his sons,) L.
H. Bennett, M. A. Y  roo man an d  E. B..
Baker; (the first two his sons-in-law, and 
the latter a cousin) acted as pall bearers.

Though one of the oldest citizens Mr.
Baker never aspired to  any office or promi­
nence in.public affairs. He was peaceful
:tt his disposition, law abiding and always one fare for round trip.

I t  is an 
aw fu l th in g  fo r any  m an.to  seek office 
under governm ent unless his p rinc i­
ples of in teg rity  are  deeply fixed. 
Many a  man, u p r ig h t in an  insignifi­
ca n t position, has m ade sh ipw reck  in 
a g re a t one. As fa r  as 1 can te ll, in 
th e  city  o f Je ric o  th is  Zaccheus be­
longed to  w ha t m ig h t be called the 

•Ring.’’ They had  th ings th e ir  
ow n way, successfully  avoiding 
exposure—If by no o th e r way, 
perhaps  by h irin g  som ebody to  
break  in and s tea l the  vouchers. N ot­
w ith s tan d in g  his bad repu ta tion , th e re  
were s treak s  of good ab o u t him. as 
th e re  is ab o u t a lm ost every man. 
Gold is found in quartz , and  some­
tim es in a  very sm all percentage.

Jesus  was com ing to  tow n. The 
people tu rn ed  o u t en m asse to  see hiqx 
Here he com es—'file Lord of Glory-— 
on foot, dust-covered and road- w eary, 
lim ping a long  the  wyiy, c a rry in g  the  
g riefs  and  woes of th e  world, lie  
looks to  be s ix ty  y ea rs  of age w hen he 
is only ab o u t th ir ty . Zaccheus w as a- 
sh o rt man, and  could n o t see over th e  
people 's heads w hile s tan d in g  on the 
g round ; so lie g o t up  in to  a sycam ore 
tree th a t  sw u n g  its  arm  clear over the 
road.

A b o u t  H e a v e s .
T he following appears in Indiana 

Farmer: A veterinari** says heaves is 
generally termed broken wind by 
veterinarians, and is a diseased con­
dition of the lungs in which portions 

. o f ike air cells are ruptured. Youatt 
says that in almost every broken- 
winded horse which he has examined 
after death, he has found dilation of 
some of the air cells, particularly to­
ward the edge of the lobes. There 
has been rupture through the parietes 
{the membrane which forms the inclo­
sures) of some of the cells, and they 
hare evidently communicated with 
i n c h  other, as the air could be easily 
forced from one nortion of the cells to 
another. There was also a crepatat- 
;ng. noise while this pressure was 
made, as if the attenuated members of 
the cells had given away. When an 
animal is suffering from heaves or 
broken wind there is a peculi­
arity of breathing which ean not 
be mis'aken, particularly directly 
after violent exercise. The air is 
drawn Into the lungs in less time by a 
hefoyhetfse than a sound one, and 
with- a perceptible degree of labor. 
The < fTort of expelling-, air is accom- 
pan.eot by a peculiar difficulty which 
requires a double effort, in the first of 
wLich.as described by Mr. Blaine, the 
mu.-vcltfS operate, and in the other the 
3l u x  liary muscles, particularly the 
abdominal, are put on the stretch to 
ectu plete the expulsion more-perfectly; 
anti that being done the flank falls, or 
the abdominal muscles relax with a 
kind of jerk. From this peculiarity 
of breathing the name heaves has been 
given. The disease is generally pre­
ceded and accompanied by a peculiar 
sough, a cough perfectly character­
istic, and by which an^experienced 
horseman wonld detect the disease 
in the dark. When the dis­
ease has become established there 
is no possibility o f a cure, 
for the ruptured cells can never 
be repaired. Much can be done, how­
ever, to ward off the disease and also 
alleviate it. More depends upqm the 
food and exercise than is generally 
supposed. Horses that are greedy 
feeders, and cat large quantities of 
slightly nutritons food, when worked 
or driven upon a fall stomach, are the 
ones most likely to be affected, hence 
the disease is more common among 
farmers’ horses, which are fed mostly 
upon hay. than among those kept in 
livery stables and cities where the 
ration of hay is limited and grain is 
fed regularly. Narrow-chested horses 
Jare more subjected to heaves than 
deep-chested ones. Many advocate 
feeding cat hay or chaff to heavy ani­
mals. Youatt objects to this, and ad­
vises feeding good hay sparingly, with 
n  sufficient quantity of oats to sup- 

:p ly the' nutriment required. "M)usr 
■ty and mow-burnt, hay should 
■ be avoided. Water sparingly, 
particularly in  the morning and 

ithrough r,he_day when the animal is 
•exercised. Green food is always prefer­
able to  dry. Carrots are particularly 
jusefoL They are rapidly digested and 
-appear to nave a peculiar beneficial 
■effect upon the respiratory system. 
T h e  horse affected with heaves should 
'’have moderate exercise every day. 
f ie  should never be le ft standing in 
draft of wind, and should always have 
a  blanket thrown over him when 
-standing in harness out of doors oi 
under an open shed. The following 
mixture will generally be found bene­
ficial, viz.: Ground ginger, four ounces; 
powdered licorice root, two ounces; 
phosphate of soda, one ounce. Mix 
and give a teaspoonful in the grain 
night and morning. . It is not advis­
able to breed from a stallion suffering 
from this complaint, and the offspring 
o f  heavy mares are believed to be 
much more susceptible to the disease 
than those from sound ones.

S o m e  S t o c k  N o te s .
A mess of partially eaten food left 

in  his trough is distaateful even to a 
hog; and makes him eat less in quan­
tity  and with less relish than he other­
wise would.

One of the principal advantages in 
keeping a variety of stock on the 
farm, is that a large number can be 
kept in nroportion to the pasturage 

.and the amount of food.
▲ steady, every day growth will, in’ 

/nearly all cases, coat less per pound 
than cramming or high feeding; but 
th is should never be made an excuse 
for stinting the ration.

Lack of eare has more to do with 
th e wearing out of farm horses than 
has hard work. The race horse is 
good a t twenty years, often, because 

; he has the best care intelligence and 
. self interest can give.

In breeding it  is not sufficient that 
th e individual possesses good qualities, 
but his ancestors must have them, and 
th e  greater number of generations 
back, the greater the power to trans­
mit to its offspring.

An experim ent w ith the thumb- 
m ark may be made by anyone who 
w ill take  a knife blade, bold it over a 
lam n till It i^ b la c k  w ith smoke.-allow 
it to cool, apply the thum b to the black 
surface, then lightly press it upon a 
slightly sticky’ piece of paper, such as 
the back of a  postage stam p. W hen 
exam ined under a m agnifying glass 
the difference in the thum b-m arks of 
different individuals comes out very 
strongly.
