S i x  o t  t h e  C re w  o f  S e v e n  D r o w n e d  n e a r

In  a heavy gale th e  schooner Home. 
305 tqns. owned a t  D etroit, foundered 

• off sou l Chaix point. 20 m iles below 
Alanisti-rue, and  w ent to  pieces soon 
aft<-r. All of h e r crew  of seven, excep t 
one man, w ere drow ned. The one s u r ­
v ivo r w as A nton M iniger, of D etroit. 
H e cti-it'tcd ashore, unconscious on a 
piece of w reckage, and  w as picked up 
a n d  resuscitated  by the  ligh thouse 
keeper.

T he one survivor says: “ T oge ther 
■with th e  schooners Alvina and F u lton  
■we cleared from  M anistiqne in tow  of 
th e  F. R. Buell, w ith  pig-iron for 
Cleveland. Soon a f te r  our deck load 
sh ifted . T he schooner's old tim bers 
cou ldn’t  s tan d  th e  s tra in  and she soon 
began  to  leak. Torches w ere used to  
s ig n a l the  steam er and the  o th e r tw o 
schooners, b u t they  gave no reply. 
W ^saw  th e  Home w as doomed so the 
•tow line w as cu t and  we p u t on more 
s a il  and  tried  to  m ake the  shore. I u 
15 m inu tes the  Home w en t down. We 
a l l g o t in to  the  yaw l, b u t it capsized. 
A ll w ere w ashed off except m yself.’’

The Home's cargo  was valued a t 
$10,000 and  insured  fo r §9,500. and  th e  
schooner w as p a rtia lly  insured.

T he 
g r e a t  Chinese cam p betw een T ien  Tsin 
and T aku  is tilled w ith  raw  levies and 
d isorder is ram pan t, a lthough  execu­
tions a re  frequen t. T he m en are 
w ith o u t rifles. Foreigners do q.ot ven­
tu re  in th e  camp unless they  are  am ply 
guarded. Most of the  Europeans b a re  
gone to  th e  coast tow ns for protection. 
M any Chinese m erchan ts  have also 
m igra ted  to  the  coast tow ns, feeling  
th a t  the}' w ill be.m ore secure w ith  the  
foreigners.

A gentlem an 
w ho paid a  la rge  sura for an officers’ 
room  on deck for an  ocean voyage was 
inc lined  a t  first to g ive him self an air 
of superio rity  because of the  su­
perio rity  of his lodging.

lessen. Instead  o f advising  them  to 
deluge the  stom ach withi all sorts  of 
nostrum s recom m ended to  cure indi­
gestion . I t  u rges them  to  give th a t 
fa ith fu l b u t overw orked o rgan  a  rest. 
Leave off the  various nostrum s, change 
an  e laborate  d ish  to  one th a t is as 
sim ple as a  li ttle  oatm eal gruel o r s 
G raham  gem , and take  p lenty  of o u t­
door exercise for th e  stom ach 's sake. 
W ho, if suffering from a w ounded fin­
g e r, would hope to heal jit by*pouring 
over i t  a ll so rts  of decoctions of w hich 
som eform  of alcohol was the  prom in­
e n t ingred ien t?

T h e  Society for the  .^sivancement of 
Science, w hich recen tly  m et in  Brook­
lyn , has n o t lived in  vain. Two of its 
m em bers, inspired , no {doubt, by the  
e ru d itio n  th a t dripped jfrora the  nu­
m erous abje papers read , determ ined 
to  investiga te  th e  notorious M apleton 
g h o s t th a t has k ep t th e  te e th  of the 
w estern  p a r t of Long Island cha ttering  
fo r , lo, these  m any m onths. Their 
p u rsu it, aided by o ther^, h as  finally 
developed a  figure of straAv, covered 
w ith  a  w hite sheet. T he g roans and 
m oans and shrieks, supposed to  come 
from  th is  n  oetu rnal prow ler, were 
found to have come from the  carefully 
concealed ghost Avorkers. A nother 
tr iu m p h  of the  Society fo r th e  Ad­
vancem ent of Science.

T w o  years  ago New 'Y ork  was face 
t o  face w ith the  m ust serious cholera 
s c a re  th a t  i t  has eve r experienced. 
T h e  experience of th a t  unhappy 
period  is n o t obe to  be looked back 
u p o n  w ith  pride o r satisfaction: b u t  
som e im p o rtan t lessonsJwere 1 arned 
th e n  an d  have n o t belen fo gotten. 
T h e  need of vigilance in  guard ing  
a g a in s t th e  invasion  of th e  d read-in ­
sp irin g  disease is n o t less now th a n  a t 
any  tim e in  th e  past, though  w ith 
p ro p er care in  deten tion  and inspec­
tio n  a t  po rts  on  th e  o th e r side of the 
ocean th e re  is no  reason  why any 
cases o f cho lera  should even approach 
o u r  shores.

O f course, the  m oral obliquity  of 
th e  m ilkm an would be dense if he did 
n o th in g  m ore th a n  to  ad u lte ra te  milk 
w ith  such w ell-w ater as the  M ontclair; 
N . J . .  m ilkm an used n o t long ago. 
w ell-w ater th a t had been contam inated 
w ith  typhoid fever germ s, and w hich 
re su lted  in  one hundred  cases of 
typho id  fev e r  developing along one 
m ilk  rou te  in  M ontclair. B ut w hat 
shall be said of th e  responsibility  for 
m ilk  adu ltera tion  when} it is rem em ­
bered  th a t as a  resu lt lof it. w hether 
im pure  o r  pure w ate r is used, thou- 
•sands of.childrea. compelled to  depend 
upon  i t  as  food, die annually  from lack 
of p roper nourishment!, from  sheer 
s ta rv a tio n ?

T h e  W est is beyond the . dom ination 
of th e  Ekst. T he sea t1 of em pire is 
n o t in  N ew  England, no f in the  middle 
s ta te s . I t  passed from tjhem long ago. 
E v e ry  decennial census! is followed by 
a  red istrib u tio n  of seats  in  th e  national 
house of rep resen ta tives, and  each 
successive appo in tm ent strengthen* 
th e  W est a s  com pared  with, th e  E ast.

To t h e  F a r m e r s ’ R e v i e w : In  y o u r 
issue of Aug. 1 I read  an  a rtic le  from  
th e 'P o u l t r y  Jo u rn a l w here a  w rite r  
gives i t  as his opinion th a t  100 liens 
can  n o t be p ro fitab ly  k e p t to g e th e r  in 
o n e  flock- Of a ll sub jec ts  p e rta in in g  
to  ag ricu ltu re , stock  and pou ltry , I be­
lieve those  of p o u ltry  a re  of th e  m ost 
variance. I  have read  w ith  m uch in­
te re s t th e  re p o rt o f pou ltry  ra ise rs 
and  egg  producers in  th e  R e v i e w  th is  
p a s t season and find we! can  learn  
som ething  in  n ea rly  every  a rtic le ; 
am ong  o th e r th in g s  th a t  I  am  n o t 
a lone  in  th e  w orld  by n o t ag ree ing  
w ith  a ll my neighbo rs’ ideas. Wo keep 
a b o u t one hun d red  hen* on an  aver­
age. On Nov. 1, 1S93, w e h ad  tw en ty - 
seven hens, 1 to  3 yea rs  old, and  sev­
enty-seven pullets, h a tch ed  th e  pre­
ceding A pril, May and  Ju n e , and  four 
cockerels. We g a th e red  from  te n  to  
tw en ty  eggs per day  from  Nov. 1 to  
Jan . 1, b u t k e p t no record. In  Decem ber 
we finished our hen  house, 12x40 feet, 
w ith  a space o f Sx2G fee t devoted  to  
th e  fow ls, and  on Jan . 1 began  w ith  
a  record . T h e ir  feed m ain ly  w as w heat; 
ou r m ethod  in feed ing  is, in  th e  m orn ­
ing, mess of boiled culled  po ta to es  w ith  
b ran , th re e  o r fou r tim es w eek, and  
w h ea t every m orn ing  w ith  corn  and  
some oats  in  th e  evening, and  m eat 
gen e ra lly  befo re them ; abundance  of 
fresh  w a te r  alw ays. D uring  Jan u - 
uary , F eb ru a ry  and  M arch  we 
g a th e red  197 1-6 dozen eggs. T h a t 
averaged  19 cen ts pe r dozen on the

corn  ab o u t th e  size of No. 8ishot, and 
here  le t  m e say th a t  if you  a re  ru n ­
n in g  th e  incubv to r co n stan tly , I. be­
lieve i t  to  be a  good p lan  to  leave one 
o r tw o  3-weeks-old chicks in  each 
pen of th e  new ly  h a tch ed  ones, as  by 
so do ing  th e  o lder ones soon teach  
th e  you n g er to  pick and w here  to 
d rink . G enerally  one o r tw o  days is  
a ll th a t  is necessary, and  you can 
th e n  tu rn  th e  “ fe a th e rs ’’ o u t w ith  
th e  o lder brood. Feed re g u la rly  th ree  
tim es a day.

U se  o f  I n s e c t  lo id c s .

F arm ers’ b u lle tin  No. 19, issued by 
the  d ep a rtm en t of ag ricu ltu re , gives 
some d irec tions concern ing  th e  prep­
a ra tio n  and  use of a  few  of th e  insec­
tic id e  ag en ts  hav ing  th e  w idest range 
and a tten d ed  w ith  th e  g re a te s t u s e f u l ­
ness, econom y and ease o f application . 
T he re  are  c o n s ta n t ca lls  fo r  in fo rm a­
tion  of th e  ch a ra c te r con ta ined  in  the  
b u lle tin , and  th e  effo rt has  been  made 
to  give in  a  concise y e t comjplete m an­
n e r  th e  b e s t m ethod  of p rep arin g  and 
ap p ly in g  th e  rem edies suggested , by 
w hich  th e  b est re su lts  can  be  ob­
ta ined . T he overw helm ing, experi­
ence of th e  p as t dozen years, th e  b u l­
le tin  says, m akes i t  a lm ost necessary  
to  urge, on th e  g round  of pecun iary  
.returns, th e  adop tion  of m easures rec­
om m ended a g a in s t insects. To emr 
phasize th e  value of such p rac tice  it 
is only  necessary  to  ca ll a t te n t io n  to  
th e  fa c t th a t  th e  loss to  o rchard , ga r­
den  o and  farm  crops freq u en tly  
am oun ts  to  from  15 to  75 per ce n t of 
th e  en tire  product, an d  innum er­
ab le  in stances could be po in ted’ o u t 
w here  such  loss has been sustained  
yea r a f te r  year, u n ti l  now , by th e  
adop tion  of rem ed ia l m easures, la rg e  
y ie lds are  re g u la r ly  secured  w ith  an  
in s ign ifican t exp en d itu re  fo r tr e a t­
m e n t I t  has been estab lish ed  th a t  in  
th e  case of th e  apple crop, sp ray ing  
w ill p ro te c t from  50 to  75 per cen t of 
th e  fru it, w h ich  w ould  o therw ise  be 
w orm yv and th a t  in ac tu a l m arketing

Of 
course i t  is provok ing  to  find a  h il l of 
co rn  u pset o r a- tom ato  pecked Into, 
b u t  th is  is m ore th a n  o ffset by  th e  
good done in  o th e r w ays. However, 
th e  w hole 'tro u b le  is reduced  to  a  
m inim um  by  g iv ing  th e  b ird s  a  ru n  in  
tHe e a rly  m o rn in g  an d  ag a in  ju s t  a t  
n ig h tfa ll , an d  in  these  sh o rt ru n s  
th e y ’l l  find p le n ty  to  occupy, th e ir  a t ­
te n tio n  w ith o u t m ind ing  th e  garden .

th e  disease is m ore com m on am ong 
farm ers’ horses, w hich  a re  fed m ostly 
upon hay, th a n  am ong  those k ep t in 
livery  s tab les  and  cities w here the 
ra tio n  of hay  is lim ited  and g ra in  is 
fed  reg u la rly . N arrow -chested  horses 
are  m ore sub jec ted  to  heaves than  
deep-chested ones. M any advocate 
feed ing  cu t hay  o r chaff to  heavy an i­
mals. Y o u a tt ob jec ts  to  th is, an d  ad­
vises feeding  good hay  sparing ly , w ith 
a  sufficient q u a n tity  of oa ts  to  su p ­
ply th e  n u tr im e n t requ ired . Dus­
ty  and  m ow -bu rn t hay  should 
be avoided. W a te r sparing ly , 
p a rticu la rly  in  the  m orn ing  a n !  
th ro u g h  th e  day  w hen  th e  an im al is 
exercised. G reen food is a lw ays p re fe r­
ab le  to  d ry . C arro ts  are  p a rtic u la r ly  
useful. T hey  a re  rap id ly  d igested  and 
ap p ear to  nave a  p ecu lia r beneficial 
effect upon  th e  re sp ira to ry  system . 
T he horse affec ted  w ith  heaves should 
have m odera te  exercise every  day. 
H e should  nev e r be le f t  s tan d in g  in 
d ra f t  of w ind, and  shou ld  a lw ays have 
a  b la n k e t th ro w n  over h im  when 
s ta n d in g  in  harn ess  o u t of doors or 
u n d e r an  open shed. T he follow ing 
m ix tu re  w ill g en e ra lly  be found bene­
ficial, viz.: G round g inger, fou r ounces;

T hese a re  p a r tia l eclipses, how- 
ever.ex cep t in  th e  com parative ly  ra re  
case in  w hich  th e  moon passe? n ea rly  
ce n tra lly  over th e  su n ’s disc and  pro­
duces a  jtotal obscuring  of his lig h t. 
Since th e  inven tion  of th e  ispectro- 

• scope in  1860 th e re  have been  bare ly  
a  score of to ta l  eclipses, and  many! of 
th e se  could n o t be observed because  
th e  b e l t  of to ta li ty  fe ll a t  th e  e a rth 's  
po la r reg ions o r upon th e  oceans. The 
b e lt of to ta li ty  is  a  n a rrow  s tr ip —nev­
e r  m ore th a n  170 m iles wide!—w here 
th e  p o in t of moon’s shadow  fa lls  upon 
th e  ea rth . T o ta l eclipses ra re ly  oc­
cur, th e re fo re , a t  th e  sam e po in t of 
th e  ea rth .

In  some tow ns the  
p rac tice  of bu ry in g  in  th e  churches 
h as  a lw ays p revailed , and  is p e r­
p e tu a ted  th ro u g h  th e  j influence of 
p riests, w ho derive a considerable, fee 
from  each buria l. T he consequence 
is  th a t  th e  ground  w ith in  and  around  
th e  churches has been  li te ra lly  honey­
com bed w ith  th e  dead. T he "burials 
a re  m ade, accord ing  to  th e  am oun t 
p a id ,to  th e  church, fo r periods, say 
from .six  to  tw enty-five years, a t  .the 
end  of w hich  tim e th e  bones, w ith  th e  
e a rth  a round  them , are  d ug  up and 
sold ;t6 th e  m a n u fac tu re rs  of n itre .
