Battle Greek Train Wrecker* Caught.

On the morning of July 10 last an
eexpress train on the Chicago & Grand
Trunk road was wrecked just inside
the city limits of Hattie Creek. The
fireman.

An in-
spection of the track showed that
the bolts and fishplate had been re-
moved from the ties and the tools with
swhich the work was done were found
lying near by. As that was the time
of the big A. *R U. strike it was sus-
pected that the wreck was caused
through strikers'instigation. Areward
of 91,000 for the arrest of the wreckers
was offered, and the case was taken
up by \V. S, Oeveraux, a Chicago
detective. The case has been quietly
and persistently followed and nothing,
was Kuovvn by the public of its pro-
gressuntil Thursday. October 11. when
Deverau:: arrested John Bodweig iD
Kansas City. The arrest of Stanley
Knowles- in Chicago and George W.
John;-)'in and Ernest M. Jewett in Bat-
tle i-reek followed. It is said that
Knowles has weakened and given
away the whole affair, with the names
.of to -c liapliicated with him.

Wi a 1 jin* Y. M. C. A. Convention.

The Michigan Y. M. C. A. conven-
tion was held, in the Presbyterian
church, at Ann Arbor. About 400
delegates were present, weports show
that there are associations on five con-
tinents, 50 nationalities being reached.
There are in all 5,000 associations,
with an aggregate membership of 300.-
000. The -report of the treasurer, F.
M. Thompson, showed that the actual
expenses of last year were $-1,413.82.
The receipts from pledges were S4.-
552.22; the disbursements, $4,431.10.
leaving $71.13 on hand. The financial
report shows a.credit of $105.74. there
being $1,037.68 due in unpaid pledges,
etc., while there is due on salaries,
etc., $981.94. The followingpermanent
officers were elected: President, Rev.
Xi. P. Rowland, of Michigan; first vice-
president, Henry Ictema, of Grand
3Rapids; second vice-president, J. T.
Jenkins, of Detroit: third vice-presi-
dent, O. L. Partridge, of Alpena: sec-
retary, I. K. Swindt, of Olivet college:
assistant secretary. E. E. Green, of
Kalamazoo.

The-University Homeopathic Department.”

The management of the Michigan
University are. up in arms owing to a
report that the homeopathic depart-
ment was to be abolished. It is
true that the attendance in this de-
partment has been very small during
the past’ three years, only a dozen
students being enrolled this year, but
the matter of abolishing the depart-
ment has never been agitated by the
University senate. It is provided in
the law allowing one-sixth of a mill
tax for the University of Michigan
that: “Should the board of regents
fail to maintain any of said depart-
ments as herein provided, then at such
time shall only one-twentieth of a mill
be assessed.” This, in itself, would pre-
vent the abolition of the school.

mConfessed the Murilnr and Than Suicided.
- ‘The mystery surrounding the murder'
of the tramp known as Gus, Sept. 8.0on
the railroad track three miles north <1
Cheboygan, has been cleared up. Geo.
V. Taylor, who was with Gus at the
time of the murder, and has since been
-detained in the county jail at Cheboy-
gan as a witness and suspect, commit-
ted suicide by cutting his throat from
eear to ear with a razor which had been
given him to shave himself. Taylor
left a written confession in which he
6aid that Gus Genesemeer's clothes
could be found near the scene of the
murder, also $311 in money; he also
econfesses to having committed four
other crimes. He stated that he de-
sired to be taken to his home in Ohio
And buried beside his mother.

Sensation In Maccabee Circle*.

Michigan Maccabees were excited

*Keeper Joseph Boughten; of Grand
Rapids, has been unable tb to qualify
to the satisfaction of Great Commander
Boynton. Houghton's bond is $23,000
and a prominent eastern indemnity
company furnished a bond which
Boynton refused to approve. The last
day for Boughton to qualify came, and
the story isthat a new bond which he
forwarded was rejected. In default of
what he deems proper qualification
Boyflton will appoint to till the
-vacancy.

Strike at Grand Rapid*.

The 300employes of the Oriel Cab-
inet company, of Grand Rapids, are
involved in a strike. One yearago the
-wages were reduced 10 per cent, aud
the men wanted the old schedule
restored now that the company is
receiving so much business that thc.v
are compelled to work over time.
Twenty men in the trimming depar®-v
ment walked out when the demand
was refused and the result was the
closing down of the entire institution,
the largest furniture factory of the
mkind in the! world.

Mr. and Mrs. E. C; Dayhuff, offcolfax
township, Wexford county, celebrated
the 53d anniversary of their marriage.

She: got out of bed to
take a dose of nitre, but got the wrong
bottle in the dark.

Michigan state Iprison is crowded
with convicts. The, roll call shows an
attendance of 800, and the officials are
worried to find room for the inflow of
offenders, who come in bunches, some-
times reaching as high as 10 a day.

Mrs. Minnie Horn*, charged with
the murder of her son in May. 1893.
was acquitted in the-Ingham county
circuitlcourt, the theory of the wo-
man's insanity atithe time the crime
was committeed b”ing accepted by the
jury.

\yill be sent to tjhe Allegan authorities,
jvho, it is alleged, have dealt unfairly
SvithO. Ludlow] of Benton Harbor, who
is charged with! being implicated in the
murder of Ira llurd at Allegan. The
petition saysthat he isa young man of
sobriety aud rectitude, and that he has
not received fair play at the hands of
the authorities of Allegan. William C.
Hicks, a local Attorney, has been sent
by citizens to defend Ludlow.

The Marquette county boerd ol
supervisors, f{> economical reasons,
have not appointed a game warden,
and as a result the' southern part of
the eounty is flooded with hunters, it
being estimated that there are over 300,
in that district!. Most of these are men'
hired by commission houses and all
the deer they kill are shipped to these
houses, in egross, violation of the state
law which prohibits the shipment of
venison out of!the state. It was the
same with partridge in September.

Over 100laborers employed on the ore
docks of the Chicago *& Northwestern
mjlway at ISscanaba are on a strike.
They have been receiving $1.25 per day.
but asked to have their wages raised to
$1.63. This tlie company refused t-vdo
and the men Ha"e been paid off. The
work is hard and disagreeable at )his
season of thej year and the increase
they ask is not considered unreason-
able. Good wages are being paid in
the lumber woods and the 'railroad
company will find it difficult to obtain
men at less than $1.75.

Willard M. Johnson, aged about 40
years, living two miles from Burr Oak.
was found chad in the St. Joseph river,
northwest of Colon, lie had been shot
amt his body [thrown into the river.
Four bullets la;i been tired into his
body. ,one taki effect in his heart.
The crime mu; t have been coinmited
as Johnson was returning from his
father-in-law'j. near Athens, where he
had gone to ry to settle lawsuit
with his brotler-iu-law. The object
of the-crime wi* not robbery, as the
dead man's watch, money ami valuable
papers were found on his body.

Keiri from the Oriental War Continue*

Mott Favorable to the Japanese Who

are Rapidly Neartar China's Capital.—

Eight Drowned In Lake Ontario.

The Kver-Vletorton* Jap*.

London: A dispatch from Tokio says
that a detachment of Japanese cavalry
and infantry made an attack upon a
force of 2,000 Chinese at Wei Ju and
that the place is now in the hands of
Japanese. Japanese field marshal.
Count Yagamala, has established his
base of operationsat Ping Yang, which
is near the sea and easy of access to-
sup-plies. A state of seige has been
declared in the district of Horoschima,
China. A dispatch from. Tien Tain
says that the Chinese officials no’
longer deny that the Japanese fleet
commands the Gulf of Pechili. It is
added that the Japanese admiral pays
a weekly visit to every important
station on the gulf.

Washington: The cable report that
the Italian minister at Pekin, in pur-
suance of instructions from his govern-
ment, had offered his services-as’medi-
ator in bringing the China-Japan war
to a close, is construed at the-legations
here as a possible move on the part of
the triple alliance — Germany, Italy
and Austria—to intervene. The views
of the Japanese authorities are that
there can be no mediation which does
not give Korea complete independence,
crush China's power to further retard
the progress of the east, and reimburse
Japan, either in money or territory,
for her enormous expenditure con-
tracted by the war.

Shanghai: Various local rumors are
in circulation. *the most prominent
being that 40.000 Japanese troops have
landed near Shan llai Kwan, on- the
boundary between Manchuria and Chi
Li. at the eastern end of the great wall
which traverses China. Sha-ng llai
Kwan is directly on the railroad build-
ing from Tien Tsin to Moukden. and
is of great strategic importance. In
fact the opinion has been expressed
that if Shan Ilai Ivwang is captured
there is nothing to prevent,the Jap-
anese from mai’ching on to Bbkin.

Yolcohoraa: The Japanese have oc-
ciipied the south bank of the Yalu
river after driving back the Chinese.

Lynched » Wealthy Murderer

At the close of the Beattyville, (Ky.)
fair.'Oscar Morton, a prominent citizen
of Stanton, in Powell county, wenton
the warpath. Only two weeks' ago
Morton killed his man at Stanton, and
was out on $5,000* bond to appear next
week at the Powell circuitcourt. When
he arrived at the fair lie proceeded tf
getdrunk, and then went to hunt for
Sheriff William Simms, who was his
deadly enemy, a feud of long standing
existing between the two men. When
they' met both drew revolvers, Morton
having two, and when the smoke
cleared away Simms was found dead
and Morton wounded. The murderer
was hurried off to jail, but public in-
dignation was aroused as Morton had
killed two men in less than two weeks.
A mob was quickly (formed and
marched to the jail. The jailer was
merpowered. Morton was found lying
in his shirt sleeves on the floor of his
cell, and after a bitter struggle
was seized and dragged out and
taken to a bridge some distance from
town and the l:ope placed around his
neck and then he was forced to jump.
Ilis body was then tilled with bullets.

London: A dispatch from Tien Tsin

says that the Chinese overtures for
peace having been rejected, the war
now enters upon a chronic stage, de-
manding an appeal to the latent forces
ofthe empire. The latter are described
as being quite great; but it is added
they may require time in order to
organize them. The Chinese govern-
ment is prepared,, though reluctant to
do so. to engage in a protracted con-
flict. The party in power recognizes
the urgency of radical military and
fiscal reforms. The question is, how
Jong will the natural cohesion bear the
strain of a great war: the danger is,
the correspondent adds, that a revolu-
tion may be followed by prolonged
anarchy. The l‘ei Yang squadron has
been able to leave dock, completely
refitted, with magazines filled, and
otherwise ready for active service.

Another dispatch that an impartial
edict has been published in Pekin as-
suming for the government full respon-
sibility for protection of the foreign
residents, denouncing rowdyism and
punishing certain culprits shown to
have taken part in the recent as-
saults upon travelers. The edictalso
assures strangers' that their persons
and property will be protected, and its
wording especially favors the mission-
aries. The whole tone of tlie edict is
entirelv satisfactory.

Great. Irrigation Works.

It will surprise many people to learn
of the magnitude pf some of the irriga-
tion works constructed in the United
States during the last few years. In
Colorado over $15.001).000 -nave been
spent in such works and in California
over $13,000,000, while many single, en-
terprises to cost several millions each,
are in progress. The greatest irriga-
tion enterprise in America and one of
the greatest in the world ,is in the
Pecos valley, in southeastern New
Mexico, where upwards of $3,000.-
000 have already been ex-
pended. These works consist of enor-
mous storage reservoirs—one of which
is the second largest in the world, sub-
merging 8.000 acres and haring a
capacity of nearly fifty billion gallons
of water; and of a vastnetwork of
canal* aggregating J.200 miles in
length. Four hundred thousand acres
of land will ultimately be brought un-
der cultivation, about 70.000 acres of
which have already been settled upon.
From all accounts the Pecos valley isa
paradise for the fruit grower and live
stock raiser: while its dry air and sun-
shiny climate, practically winterless,
is said to be even more beneficial than
that'of Colorado for consumption and
other chronic troubles.

Scientists canrtot give the exact
period, but it was prior to the ad
vent of Christianity and probably be-
fore the exodus of our Darwinian
ancestors from the * Dark Continent"
that a very interesting and peculiar
colony of monkeys lived in the in-
terior of Africa. The only authentic
accountof these monkeys together
with a translation of their language
which was quite extensive—was con-
tained in a Greek manuscript de-
posited in the Alexandrian library by
an Athenian traveller and was Ks:
wrien that library was burned in 47
B C., therefore our present knowl-
edge of them is semi-traditional, but
the following account is supposed to
be substantially correct. They were
white in’color, much larger and more
intelligent than any other monkeys,
and from their habits and usages the
question has been very exhaustively-
discussed by Naturalists without ar-
riving at any generally accepted con-
clusion, whether they were or were
not the long sought ‘missing Links"?

Although there were several hun-
dred in the colony, about twenty of
them seemed to form an exclusive
aristocracy of .their own who*not
eonly did riot associate with the oth-
er members of the colony, but pos-
sessed an arbitrary control and com-
pelled tli; other monkeys to do all
sorts of menial tasks for them, pay-
ing for this work in cocoanuts which
was their only medium of exchange
Snd their principal food.

They lived in an extehsive cocoa-
nut grove which would furnish suffi
cient sustenance for many more
monkeys than were there, but the
twenty bosses or rulcis claimed it all
and when the nuts were to be gath-
ered they had the other monkeys
bring them and pile them in rude in-
closures,, constructed for that pui-
pose. The nuts which the laboring
.monkeys received for their work,
was very limited in number and as
they were not employed steadily,
their supply of food often ran short
causing great distress and
if they begged the rulers for more
they were told that they should be
more economical when they had a
supply and'save part of it until they
could earn more.

When they came the second time
to beg they were bound to a tree and
severely whipped, and at the third of-
fence they were beaten to death with
clubs. A few would piece out their
supply by picking up the shells and
fragments thrown away by the bosses,
but cases of starvation were quite
frequent, and often some monkey
would contrive to commit suicide.
Should one get into an inclosure
and steal a few nuts, he would, when
caught, be instantly put to death,
which shows that they had great re-
gard for honesty and morality.

This state of affairs was frequent-
ly discussed by the unfortunate class
and many plans were profused for
bettering' their condition,” buDso
great was their fear of the rulers,
that they could never agree in suffi-
cient numbers on any one plan to
give any assurance of success. At
one time a monkey proposed that
the grove become common property
and as there would be cocoanuts
enough for all, each one could get
what he ueeded and all would be
liappy. This proposition was favor-
ed ay a.few, and some of them were
very enthusiastic, but the majority

said they would wait and see what<

their wise and distinquished rulers
sthought of)it. When the boss mon-
keys heard of the proposition they
became greatly excited and called a
meeting at once to discuss it.

The first speaker said that it was
an absurb and impractical dream
which would never amount to any-
thing. The second speaker pronounc-
ed it a crazy idea that originated in
the brain of a monkey whose head
had been turned in hanging too long
by his tail* and he had ever since
seen.everything upside down. The
third speaker declared that it was
dangerous and un-African and they
had no use for it in monkevdom.

The fourth speaker thought that
the lower class did npt sufficiently
appreciate the kindness and generos-
ity of the upper class who virtually
supported the tower class by giving
them so many chances trxcnrn their

living.

The fifth speaker said that there
was no precedent for such a proce-
dure in all the traditions of the race,
that it was contrary to former and
presents laws and customs, therefore
itwas monstrous and illegal. The
sixth speaker proposed that the low-
er class be given some salutary les-

. sons in patriotism, and that a decree

be issued forbidding the further dis-
ecussion by the ignorant lower class
of all such questions.

The seventh speaker saul that
had been placed in

.their present position by a power

shigher than themselves, any dissatis-

faction on their part was rebellion
and sin, they should be taught to ac-

cept their condition and, fate with’

resignation and ‘humility! and as it
!'Was in the beginning so it is now and
will be to the end, Further speech

jmaking was ‘cut short by the intro

duction of a resolution to bind all
of those monkeys who favored this
scheme, place them in a strong in-
closure under a,guard and starve
them to death.'* This resolution was
carried unanimously amild great ap-
plause; and they at once proceeded
to-put it into effect. *This is about

all that is known concerning these j

curious monkeys.
assert that this species of monkey
has been long extinct, while others
declare that they still exist and are
very numerous, but further research
will be required to decide- which is
right. ' |L. H. C.

A Sermon from Ljonab 1: xill, x!v: "The
Men Rowed Hard to Brins It to the
Land, but Could Not, Wherefore They
Cried Unto the Lord.” Ak

Brooklyn, Oct. H.—Rev. Dr. Tal-
mage, who is still absent on his round-
the-world tour, has selected as the sub-
ject?jof to-day's sermon, .through the
press: “The Oarsmen Defeated.”

Navigation in;the Mediterranean sea
always was perilous, especially so in
early times, \lessels were propelled
partly by 6ail and partly by oar.
When, by reason of great stress of
weather, it was necessary to reef the
canvas or haul it in, then the vessel
was entirely dependent upon the oars,
sometimes twenty or thirty of them
on either side the vessel.

QUEER MQQUI ROLLS.

-I&Y ARE, IN REALITY. THE
CHILDREN’S GODS.

Little Girls Among the Moqui Toddle
About With Their lifflgle* on Their
Backs—Some Rudely Executed. Other*
With Elaborate Care. ;

A collection of dolls has bocn re-
ceived by Mrs. Fletcher S. BasSett of
Chicago, which has an interest hot
to bo measured by- its attraction for
children. These strange "dolls are
from the Moqui Indians of Arizona,
and represent the lesser gods of
the Moqui Olympus, resplendent®in
bright paint and 'eagle feathers.
The first detailed' description of odg
of these Moqui dolls was published
in the Folklorist, the journal of
the Chicago Folklore society, by the
late A. M. Stephens of Arizona. Mr.
Stephens lived for many years among
the Moqui. and his writings ape the

only authority on the subject of
these Moqui dolls and their cere-
monial significance. In describing

the dolls and the ceremony at their
distribution, Mr. Stephens said:
«The coremonial and making a
distribution of the ti-hu (native,
name of the dollS) is an interesting
subject and common to all the vil-
lage people, but With the Hopi many

of these observances are lost or dulled .
in significance through innovalionsJ

and changed environments.

“Ostensibly they are made as gifts !

to the younger female children and
presented to them wunder [circum-
stances leading them to believe that
they were prepared especially for
them by the Katrina, and in this re-
spect are quite analogous to our
child gifts from Santa Claus. But
the Hopi doll has a wider signifi-
cance, as through it the children re-
ceive their first instructions con-
cerning the attributes and funct ons
of the great host of beneficent in-
termediaries called Kateina..

«sThese ti-hu, effigies or dolls, dis-
play all degrees of excellence or im-
perfections, according to the sktfl
of the person making them, some
with merely the crudest suggestion
of features, while in others every
detail of the Kateina is reproduced
with elaborate nicety. Butin each
the prescribed colors and emblems!
of the Kateina which it is intended!
to represent are strictly conformed
to either in imitation or convention-
ally, and the simpler folklore tales
consuming it are told to the chil-
dren by theirjparents.

“At the protracted religious ob-
servance. beginning with the ad-
vent of the February moon, beans
are densely planted in large basins
and other vessels in each Kiva. and
fires are maintained in them day;
and night, raising the temperature!
until it well warrants their .Spanish!
name of e6tufa, and in sixteen days
the plants attain a height of about
twenty inches. During this time
nearly all the Kiva members prepare
ti-h'u in great variety, each man fol-
lowing his own fancy as to which
Kateina he will carve a likeness of,
some making two or three” or more
of different Kateina for different
children. For weeks after this cer-
emony the girls may be seen tod-
dling around with the ti-hu on their
backs, the head peeping from the
upper edge of the mantle, just as a
Hopi mother carries her infant.

“On the culminating day of
this February ceremony, a
little before dawn, a groujj of
two or more young men are

appointed irffeach Kiva torepresent
some Kateina, which has been de-
termined on by the Kiva chiefs and
elder members, and these young
men array themselves in the appro-
priate costumes. By mutually con-
sulting it is easy for each Kiva
group to represent a different Kajtr
cina.  While the Kateina are array-
ing themselves the plants are all

pulled up by the ffootsand each man i

ties his own plants in a neat bundle
(butt to butt and tip to tip) with
ypeca string bound around it much
after the fashion of arug strap. The
Kateina group being ready, they are*
given as many of the ti-hu shoes/

plant bundles and other gifts as
they can conveniently carry, and
those who have prepared, tl&se

things tell the distributing Kateina
to which children they are to be
given. As soon.as it is clear day-
light the village is awake and the
mothers and children throng the
house terracesin expectancy, while
the Kateina, in great diversity, bpt
all brilliantly costumed and wearing
the scarlet;bordered Whiteijmantle,
are flitting swiftly back and forth,

AGRICULTURALISTS.

on* Up to Date Hints About Cultiva-
tion of the Soil and Yields Thereof—
Horticulture Viticulture and Flori-
culture.

Kind of Horse to Breed.

M. Butterworth, speakmg at a Mis-
souri convention, said: The question
of the day is what kind ~of horse to
breed. Solong os American farmers
find stock raising the chief reliance,

' .draft horse *reeding must be the most
profitable and substantial branch of
agriculture. So long as the cities and
factories continue to grow, so long

w.ll the demand for good draft horses

continue, and good prices be main-

tained in all the leading markets of
tfye world.  While many farmers con-
tent themselves with using small scrub
horses on the farm, it does not pay to
raise them; better raise a big high-
grade colt that will at maturity sell
for enough to buy two little horses.
The farmer that will content himself
with only small horses to do the farm
work generally breeds to a cheap
horse and raises a cheap colt, while
the more enterprising farmer breeds
to the best imported horse available,
and raises a colt to be proud of, that
grows rapidly, and when 2 years
old is so well matured that he can
work enough to pay his board, and,
when 3 years old, drive to town
with a load, and he can take a load
that is a load. The horse buyers are
continually asking your price°for that
horse, while the farmer driving the
little scrub never is asked such ques-
tions. But it pays to keep these big,
grades until they are 4 or <5 years
old to thoroughly mature and harden
them for the city work. The dealers
who are eager to buy our young draft
grades have them matured further
east and double their profit. It pays
our western farmers to keep them
to maturity. Few farmers can afford
the luxury of a non-producing team
of geldings or mules that can
not breed.' Many of our western far-
mers find the draft mares the most
profitable and the most practical farm
team for heavy plowing with a big
plow, for hauling'all our heavy farm
large loads of
grain to market and large loads of
manure to the fields, and when once
we use them on the farm we will never
do without them. Some here may say
they are too big and clumsy and too
Blow for them. The model draft horse
is not clumsy or slow; the American
draft horse is not bred on that line; as
to 6ize, we want all the size we can
get; there will be, in spite of onr best
efforts, too many small horses. We
must have better mares to raise the
better class of extra heavy draft
and coach horses for the city, markets.
Grade up as fast as possible, keep all
the good mares and they will breed
better with each additional cross;
breed to the best of sires and you will
have the beat colts. Then you will
take better care of them, and best of
all, get the best prices. You will not
have to hunt a buyer or sell on time.

If France, with her 3,000,000 horses,

has increased her exoortatlon from

10,000 in 1880 to 30.000 in 1889. what

might we do in ten .years with our 14,-

000,000 horses if they were only the

right kind, if they only had the size
for the foreign markets. Our export
of hVrses last year was less than four
thousand head; let the good work of
improvement go on until American
horses are the equal of the horses of
any European country, and good
enough to suit the best markets of the
world

Blindness Among: Horses.

It has been stated that blindness is
more prevalent among horses in
America than among those of other
oonntriea If this is the case the
causes of the evil should be investi-
gated and removed if possible without
delay. Itisthe fact that blindness is
more prevalent among horses in Ohio
than those of any other section of the
country, says the New York World.
The cases of blindness are attributed
in a great measure to over-feeding, the
Ohio horses being notoriously fat It
isa common practice to force the fat
upon horses intended rorsale by stuff-
ing them principally with Indian cofn,
and keeping them without service in
warm close stable*  This method of
feeding soon fattens a horse, but at
the same time its digestive functions
are injured by the treatment It is
now believed that blindness can be
traced to a sympathetic relation *be-
tween disorder of the digestive organs
and the brain, and that through
the latter the optic nerve
becomes diseased and ends in destroy-
ing the vision. Blindness is also fre-
quently transmitted to the offspring,
and thus an evil, first originating in
disease, also becomes a defect by he-
reditary descent Errors in feeding
horses, as is well kDown, also pro-
duce blind staggers and organic dis-
eases of the brain, therefore the
greatest care should be exercised in
feeding them. In order to prevent
the spread of horse blindness it is rec-
ommended that whenever tht animal
shows the least symptoms of the dis-
ease it should be kepton a light diet
of hay and oats. A horse may be
maintained in good, condition on
twelve pounds of hay and five pounds
of oats for daily food. In breeding
horses it is also recommended that all
animals showing the least symptoms
of organic disease be rejected. One
of the first symptoms ifleident to
blindness, which »Any person may
readily notice, is the disposition of
the animal to raise his(forelegsunnec-
essarily high, while, at the same time,
the ears were drawn back and forth in
quick succession,' and thus giving sure
evidence that the sagacious animal is
sounding the ground over which he

These are the principal ideas
advanced bv most veterinarians re-
specting tne cause of prevalent horse
blindness in onr country and a mode
of arresting the spread of the eyil.

There are some other causes of this
disease which appear more evident,any
of which are perfectly capable of re-
moval. Blind horses are more com-
mon -in cities than in the rural dis-
tricts. This is principally caused by
bad stables. Many of them are under-
ground cellars, and with few excep-
tions all stables are too small. They
donotadmit a sufficient' quantity of
fresh air  for ventilation and

respiration, and this always tends
to injure the health of the

animals. Light is as essential

to the health of horses as that of men,
arid yet most stables are, nearly as
dark as dungeons. It would be far
better for most of the horses in our
eities to be kept in open sheds than in
the stables commonly provided for
them. | am also positive that eye-
blinds on the harness tend; to injure
the eyes of horses, and as they are to-
tally useless and unsightly append-
ages thev~should be abandoned entire-
ly. . The open bridle I*as become more
common, butit should be universal.
Tight, close collars, which squeeze
the eyes of horses in putting them on.
are also very injurious to the eyes of
the animals. | have known one case
of permanent injury to the eyes of an
excellent horse from this cause. Car-.
riage and draft horses should be pro-
vided with divided collars, secured

either at the top or bottom, so that
they are not required to be forced over
the heads of the animals.

Th© Work of Leaven.

In the fall of the year the deciduous
trees shed their leaves, the organs by
which they derive nutrition from the
atmosphere in the form of carbonic
acid. During the period of growth
each leaf is an active chemical
laboratory, drinking in carbonic acid,
decomposing it, assinfilating the car-
bon and giving off the superfluous
oxygen. This decomposition of the
carbonic acid takes place only during
the day. Light isessential to the pro-
cess, and our short winter days do not
furnish it in sufficient quantity; more-
over,* leaves are delicate structures,
affording very little protection from
oold to the sap circulating through
them, and would, consequently, if
they remained on the tree, he killed
by the first frost, causing asudden ar-
rest of all the functions of life, and a
consequent shock to the system which
would almost certainly bo destructive

of life. The transpiration of plants is
a very active process; the water
.taken up by the roots carries

small quantities of nutritive matter in
solution, this is assimilated by the
plant, aiid the water given off by the
leaves. Anidea of the activity of the
processwill be gathered from the state*
mentthat a sunflower three feet high
requiresdouble itsown weight of watei
every twenty-four hour* With a fall
of temperature, the roots cease to take
up water. The pores of a pumpkin
root close at a temperature of 43 de-
grees Fahrenheit The leaves con-
tinue to transpire, and the plant
gradually dies; the leaves wither foi
want of moisture and are no longer
capable of performing their functions.
The fall of the leaves at the beginning
of winter is thus necessary to the
plant’s protection. If they were killed
off suddenly by the frost while in the
active exercise of their functions the
congelation of the large quantity of
water circulating through the plant
would rupture the tissues and rcause
death; but the water in circulation
having been gradually evaporated at
an earlier stage, the plant is inno
danger from this cause.

M. C. Latta in a reportto the W hat-
com Horticultural society of Wash-
ington state, says of propagating and
training the currant: In order to ob-
tain the most satisfactory and profit-
able returns we take -cuttings for
propagation from bushes that produce
the largest amount of good-sized ber-
ries, marking _them; at the time of
picking the fruit for that Durpose, and
our largest yields are invariably ob-
tained in this way, in some instances
picking thirteen pounds of fruit from
a single stock, as trained in tree form,
while under the same conditions it
would take an average of three or
four of the cherry variety to yield an
equal amount While the currantwill
bear as much or more neglect than
any other of the edible fruits, yet
none of them respond so generously
to high and thorough cultivation, nor
pay a greater percentage on care and
labor. The plant is a gross feeder
and w'M assimilate readily any of the
coarse, uf the barnyard or other ma-
nures; it is easily propagated from
cuttings of about eight inches in

length, of the new wood taken
from the bush any time
from the falling of the leaves

in late summer until the buds are fair-
ly out in the spring; we take cuttings
in the fall and heel them in the ground
during the winter, covering them
lightly with mulch or rough litter,
and plant them out asearly as the
ground can be properly worked in the
spring; if heeled in the fail, during
the winter the callus for ,the develop-
ment bf the roots is formed at the
base ot the cutting, and they make a
much better growth the following
season than if taken from the bush
and planted ont in the spring. In
planting out cuttings we rub off all
buds excepting the two nearest the
top; we place them in the ground with
the top;bud about on a level with the
surface and tramp or press the soil
very firmly around them; if these
methods are carefully observed therfc
will be no difficulty in getting a large
proportion of the cuttings to grow

WENT DP IN SMOKE.

THE PLYMOUTH AIR RIFLE 8HOPS
BURNED TO THE GROUND-

They Will Probably. Rebuild Making
Larger and Better Quarters—No
Glue to its Origin.

About 12-30 o'clock Sunday morning
fire was discovered in the Plymouth Air
Rifle and Manufacturing Co.'s shops. An
alarm vias given, as best could be done
without a fire alarm, and very shortly af-
terwards hose company No. larrivedon
the scene with three men in charge.
They were followed soon after by compa-
ny No. 3, and as' No. 1 had not hose
enough. No. 3-added two lengths.” It was
evident thatthe shops could not be saved
so the firemen turned their attention to
adjoining buildings. From one o’lock
till seven in the morning a steady stream
was poured on the lire and surrounding
property.

Owing to the fact that no alarm could
be sent in, except by the church bells,
tt"ere were not-many out to the .lire. The
buildings had been burning about an
hour when company No. 2 was aroused
by the ringing of the Baptist church bell
and came to the fire, but as their assis-
tance was of no use, the flames having
been Subdued, they returned home.

The lossthe village feels, to say noth-
ing about the company, is very severe-
The company comprises Messrs. Pinck-
ney and Lyndon. They had just succeed-
ed in pulling through a esevere and dull
period and were again on the road to suc-
cess, It would not have been long be-
fore a full force would have been at work
in the shops. As it was they were away
behind with their orders and tbe outlook
was exceedingly bright. An insurance
policy of $1,500 is about all they have
left. The probabilities are, howrever, that
work will be commenced at once to re-
build. The company may start in anew
with some changes. More suitable build-
ings will be erected. They have the
sympathy of the whole community, and
the full assurance from all of a loyal msup*
porLand co-operation in assisting them to
rebudld.

The cause of the fire is a mystery. On
Friday Mr. Lyndon cleaned the shops out
thoroughly. On Saturday no fire was in
the engine furnace aftef*'2:30 p. m., and
the engine room was thoroughly cleaned.
Some who saw the fire in its iriclpiency
say that if was burning in two different
places, which makes it look very much
like tbe work of an incendiary, yet the
true cause cannot be found.

The shops were one of Plymouth’s
stand-bys apd it would- be a hard blow if
not rebuilt. No definite decision has
been reached as to how the company will
proceed. Let us be loyal citizens in this
respect and every man do what he can
towards encouraging the company to re-
lwild.

The fire has taught one good lesson
at least, and that is, the sooner we geta
fire alarm in the tower, where anyone can
reach it. the better. > Some claim that f
au alarm could have been sounded when
the fire was discovered, and the fire com.
panies brought to the scene in the prgper
time, the fire could have been checked.
Be that as it may, there is not much use of
a $35,000 fire protection if we cannot
raise a few dollars to provide wtralarm.
When a person discovers a fire, an.alarm
cannot be given that amounts to anything
until some of the churches have been
opened. Letus have a public alarm as
.soon as possible.

.Through the kindness of Mr. and Mrs.
L. Lyon'the firemen were treated to cof-
fee and cookies at the fire. We can as-
sure Mr. and Mrs. Lyon that the firemen
greatly appreciate their generosity.
