A fight between confidence men and
passengers, in which'guns and knock-
downs played prominentparts occurred
on board a D., L. &N. train near Grand
Rapids. Three confidence men tried
mo work Geo. H. Flowers, a Detroit
drummer, and Reuben Reynolds, a
Grand Rapids roan. Their game failed
and then they begap work on Father
O’Connell, pastor of St. Andrew's
church. Grand Rapids, and had suc-
ceeded inflimflammingthe good priest.
Flowers and Reynolds took a hand and
endeavored to force the confidence
men to restore what they had obtained
from the clergyman. An altercation
ensued, when Flowers struck one of
the crooks and knocked him down.
Reynolds hitanother crook and floored
him. The third man then drew a
revolver. The train crew tried to
arrest the crooks one of whom pull-
ed the -bell rope to stop the train.
Then there whs a fight for liberty on
the part of the confidence men and
the entire coach load of passengers
tried to head «them off, but with re-
volvers in their hands they forced
their way out. During the progress
of the fight the greatest confusion pre-
vailed. The confidence men jumped
from the train and escaped into the
woods.

Dr. Conklin's Very Strange Story.

Dr. Conklin, who has been missing
for six weeks, returned to Cassopolis
g;ving abduction as the reason for
liis absence. lie says that Sunday
night, September 2, he was met in his
office by two colored men. Before
being able t* geta light he was struck
down unconscious. When he came to
he found his hands and feet bound.
He was gagged and driven until 4
o'clock in the morning. He says he
was kept by the Negroes one week
and then transferred to the keeping of
two white men, who kept him in the
outskirts of a strange town about a
week. They then traveled by night
for four weeks. Everything appeared

to have been prearranged. They slept
in strawstacks or any convenient
place. He was constantly guarded.

At last he was allowed hisliberty and
he took to the highway, walking into
the city of Cincinnati. He was com-
pelled to pawn his watch in order to
secure money toreturmhomc. Hewas
not robbed of his money or watch, ex-
cept his cuff buttons with his initials
engraved qp them. He was allowed to
keep his money and was told that it
was desirable that he should be kept
out of Michigan for a while. His re-
lease came immediately after I)r.
Anderson's acquittal at Traverse City.

CHRONICLE OF NEWS.

EVENTS OF GENERAL INTEREST
AND IMPORTANCE.

The Czar of Rnula Is Doomed to DleSoon,
bat May LIvp Some Weeks—The Czarina
and Grand Dolce George also Very 111
—Oriental War News, Etc.

London: Dispatches from Livadia
and St. Petersburg regarding the ill-
ness of the czar show that no hope is
held of his recovery, and the political
situation of Europe is in suspense,
waiting the end of the present ruler of

the |Ifussias “aud the beginning
of a new regime when his suc-
cessor shall have been crowned.-

One dispatch sa\'S it is in accordance
with the usual course of of the czar's
malady that lie should (still be able to
rise and dress at his usual hour. *Sud-
denly a spasm accompanied by diffi-
culty in breathing attacks him and the
nervous crisis Ls attended by sharp
muscular pains which cause great
agony and extort cries of anguish, but
there are days when these distressing
symptoms are entirely absent, and the
imperial patient regains his normal
spirits. The night time is the most
dreaded, as sleep can oply be obtained
by ever increasing injections of mor-
phia. In spite of the latest bulletins
there is reason to believe his life may
be prolonged by careful treatment, for
weeks if not months.

It is asserted that the physicians
have now been compelled to turn their
attention to the czarina, whose mind
is said to have been seriously affected
by the strain of nursing her husband
and anxiety concerning the Grand
Duke George, who is also ill.

JAPANESE REPULSED.

They Attuck the Chinese Intrenched i the
Yalu lilver—Other War News.
London: A dispatch received here

from Shanghai says that, according to
Chinese advices, a se,-ere battle has
been fought on the lower portion of
The Japanese are said
to have crossed the river and to have
attacked the Chinese, but, it is re-
ported, after fierce fighting the Japan-
ese were repulsed. Bothsides are said
to have lost heavily. The Chinese do
not claim aconclusive victory, but they
declare that they still maintain their
position. No confirmation of this dis-
patch is obtainable, but it is thought
probable that fighting lias actually oc-
curred.
Negotiations for Peace.

London: A dispatch received here
from Shanghai istates that negotiations
for peace between China and Japan
have been reopened.

Yokohama: Several hundred natives
of Collada, Korea, have risen against
the Japanese at that place. 'A force of
Japanese troops has been dispatched to
the scene of this disturbance. The
Japanese diet has manifested the great-
est willingness to grant everything
asked by the government. The two
houses on the ;20th in.it. passed, by a
unanimous vote, the bill introduced by
the dgovernment relating to war ex-
penditure which involved a total sum
of $150,000,000.

American* In Chinn W ill I>e Protected.

Washington: A cablegram received
it the state- department from U. S.
Minister Denby, at Pekin, is calculated
to reassure persons who have friends
:n China and who have been fearful as
to their safety. The minister says*that
the reports of danger to th™ foreign
residents of Pekin are exaggerated.
There has been only one instance of an
attack on Americans, and adequate
punishment was meted outat once to
the perpetrators., A proclamation has
been issued by the authorities- enjoin-
ing protection for foreigners.

A Monstrous Crime.

Charles O’Neill, a Negro, wa-s ar-
rested at Hicksville, O., charged with
outraging- Harriet lleckerman the 3-
year-otd daughter of Airs. Dajiiel Ileck-
srraan. The child wa$ discovered un-
conscious. in a barn and when she
came to she told how she had been
carried there by O'NeilL The latter
admitted the charge and for a time it
was thought he would be lynched.
The law prevailed, however, and
O’Neill was safely lodged in jail.

Anaa
came from Detroit.' !She had a Lover,
George Fisher, a switahman on the
Pennsylvania road, who had just lost
his leg in an accident and the girl v
prostrated and under the doctor's care
in consequence. She was left alone for
a few mimites when she arose and took
nearly half of the medicine which was
used to qmel her and died ia a few
minutes.

Jones and his wife found dead in their
partially burned home, near Knoxville,
D., together with surrounding circum-
stances, leads to the belief in the com-
munity where they lived thatthe burn-
ing of Jones' house and their death was
not accidental but that Mrs. Jones in
an insane condition murdered her hus-
band and burned the'house over them.

Mrs. LutherjBailey, of Vergennes.
while temporarily insane, committed
suicide by taking poison.

Bloody Tragedy at WNzqugfton C. Cl.
Ohio, While Trying to Lynob a Negro.

Wi illiam Dolby, colored, who crira
inally assaulted Mrs. Mary C. Boyd,
aged 55, at Parrots Station, near Wash
ington C. H., O., was captured at
Delaware and taken into court.
An angry mob- gathered about the
jail after Dolby had been identified by
his victim, and Sheriff Cook called to
his assistance the local militia com-
pany. This action increased the fury
against Dolby, and Gov. McKinley was
appealed to for additional assistance,
and troops from Columbus were sent;
Colonel Colt in command. The mob
attempted to take Dolby from the
officers when removed from jail to the
court house, for trial, but were kept at
bay by -the free wuse 'of bayonets.
Deputieswith revolversdrawn guarded
the prison info the court room. Dolby
cried like a baby, and pleaded guilty.
He was promptly sentenced to JO
years in prison. The prisoner was
then taken to the grand jury room. A
mob gathered about the court house
and it was impossible to get the pris-
oner through to take him to the train.

The mob kept Dolby and his guards
prisoners in the court house until 6
p- m.. and then made an attack. The
militia repelled, them without firing at
first, butat 6:45p. m. the south door
mwas forced open. Thisdooropens upon
the street, which was filled with men.
women and children. Thedetachment
of the guards finally fired on the at-
tacking party. A dozen or more per-
sons in the street were struck, two
killed outright and four more were
fatally wounded, one.having since died.
Nearly all of.thase*shot were merely
spectators.

Smith Welsh, aged 16, died in an
hour: Jesse .Judy, aged 25, mechanic,
shot through the heart; W. G. John-
son, of Kyle Station, Butler county,
shot through the stomach; William
Sams; shot through the bowels, fatally;

The Chinese steamer
Tung Chow reports that two Chinese
ironclads and one Chinese cruiser,
which ha”e been under repair at Port
Arthur, have left that place and
reached Wei Hai Wei. Later it was
reported that tle Chinese warships
whieh reached Wei Hai Wei from. Port
Arthur were the Ting Yuen and the
Cheu Yuen and that they fired on the
four vessels of the Chinese southern
squadron while the latter were ap-
proaching Wei Hai Wei, mistaking
them for Japanese ships.

.I'lre and Flood In China

San Francisco: The mail from «'the
orient by steamers City of Pekin and
Australia brings news of a disastrous
fire at Chung Kiaug near Hong Kong,-
China. Over 30 people were burned
to death, 2.000+ houses destroyed, in-
cluding two templestand a total loss of
10,000.000 taels entailed. Disastrous
floods were reported in northeastern
China. Many women and children
were drowned and an enormous-prop-
erty loss suffered.

Tried to Blow Up 100 Italians.

But the changes have
taken place, nevertheless, and are plain-
ly noticeable to outsiders.

Those
who play uprtn them' evciry day fail
to mark the gradual falling off of their
tone that time effects. The deteriora-
tion has taken place in such impercep-
tible degrees that the ear has failed to
dist nguish it. Hence a piano five or
six years old is as satisfactory to the
ordinary player as it was when be
first bought it. and it was new.

“Pianos are at best, but imperfect
instruments.” continued juio dealer.
“The chamois skin caps that cover the
hammers in ihe middle.octaves are
worn down -sooner than those in the
upper and lower, because they are
brought into play of tenor] and an un-
evenness £f tone in the instrument re-
sults. Fven the sounding board wears
out in time. The constant vibrations of
sound to which it is subjected cause a
disintegration of particles in tire wood
of which It is made and it becomes
porous, losing its resonant quality.

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CLEARING UP A MYSTERY.

Strange Story of a Maniac Who Was Sup-
posed to Have Killed His Wife.

John Darby, who has for many
years been considered hopelessly in-
sane, is once more in hisright mind,
and the return of reason enabled him
to give the solution of his wife’s death
which has long remained a mystery,
says the Reno, Nevada, correspondent
mwof the Cincinnati Enquirer. She was
supposed to have been murdered,as her
body was found, mutilated and partly
covered with earth, while her husbhand
was caught roaming through <the for-
est with an ax on his shoulder, a rav-
ing maniac. The woman' was Killed
and the man crazed in a fight with a
bear. In detail it is perhaps the most
pathetic story of life ever known, and
would furnish a theme for a novelist’s
pen. John Darby came to California
when a boy, thirty years ago, travel-
ing with his father and mother, the
former, an invalid seeking a climate
where-he might be restored to'healthl

He dieii suddenly in the little town of
Grass Valley. His widow-could not
survive the shock, and in a few days

she rested by the side of her husband,
leaving the son. then but 14 years of
age, alone in the world without friends
or money, all of their means having
been exhausted in the expenses of the
sickness and death of the parents.
The boy worked at anything he could
do, drifting eventually into Nevada.-
Here he met a girl as poor as himself,
and they were married, going to house-
keeping in a small cabin with a few
acres of cleared land around it. They
prospex*ed on the little place, and it
used to be a common expression among,
the settlers of that community; “As
happy as John and Mary Darby.”
One day a lyoung- pig disappeared,
then another, land another, and bear
tracks were seen. The husband and
wife started .together to hunt the
“varmint,” he carrying the ax and she
the rifle, with which she was an ex-
pert. John in some way became sep-
arated from His wife, and was some
distance ahead of her when he was
suddenly confronted by a bear. It
was! too close quarters for a fight with
nothing but an ax asja weapon, and he
climbed a tree, calling/ tb his wife to
be careful, that the bear was there.
In some way she misunderstood him
and thought that he wanted her. Not
suspecting that the bear was there,
she was within a few feet of the ani-
mal before she saw him. Hastily
raising! the rifle the woman fired, but
only succeeded in maddening the
brute, and a moment later he was
crushing her in his ponderous paws.
The husband, when he saw hiB wife's
late, jumped from the tree to get his
ax, but the animal had carried his vic-
tim into a thicket, " and the
man, crazed with grief, could not find
him. It was noticed that the Darby
house was open, and yet no one ap-
peared to be thgre, and in a few days
a search was made, resulting in find-
ing the mutilated body of the woman
in the thicket and the marks of the
-death struggle. The next day the
husband was seen roaming through
the woods with an ax upon his
shoulder, alternately moaning and
.shrieking. He was captured by strat-
egy. several men appearing in front
of him to attract his attention, while
others lassodd him from behind. For
five years he was araving maniac, but
two years ago he began to show signs
«of returning reason, and is now cured,
but he is a broken-down old man at
the ago of 45 years, and will never
again be fit for work. His recollection
vis vivid up to the moment that the
bear seized his wife, while beyond that
he remembers nothing.

Domesticating the Denny Pheasant.

A young woman of Oregon has ac-
complished what the most experienced
fanciers have been unable to do: that
is, the domestic propagating of the
Denny pheasant. She has tamed the
wild young chicks so that they are
mwilling to feed among domestic fowls
and do not try to escape to the woods
and fields.

It is the
opinion of experts that the chicks
hatcited from eggs laid in the pheas-
ant's native nest in the fields and
hatched by a domestic fowl will never
be tamed.

springs make the damp earth brackish
-and seem to furnish something neces-
sary to the growth of the plant.—N.

DISEASE IS FATAL.

FORTY DEATHS REPORTED
ONE WEEK.

IN

Diphtheria Raging In Southern Illinois
and Kentucky—Mysterious Plague In-
Idaho—Bad Water Causes an Epi-
demic of Typhoid Fever.

Sturgis, Ky., Oct. 25—A death-deal-
ing plague of diphtheria is raging in
Illinois opposite Caseyville, Ky., and
coffins can hardly be furnished fast
enough to bury the dead. Forty
deaths have occurred within the week,
and it isnot uncommon to bury' two
children in a single coffin. « A man
from across the river arrived at Casey-
ville yesterday for the fifth coffin fur-
nished in one family. The plague
has now crossed the Ohio and is
epidemic at Caseyville and Mulford-
town, having been brought thither by
families from Illinois fleeing from its
ravages. A numberofdangerous cases
are developing there and all the
schools have closed. Among the few
recoveries noted, the victims have been
left blind or paralyzed, similar to the
sequel of the “spotted” fever plague,
which swept over portions of Webster
county several years ago.

Mysterious Plague In Idaho.
Idaho, Oct. 25 —In the
Coeur d’Alene mining country .within
the last few days a mysterious plague
has broken out and several hundred
people have been stricken, most of
them miners. Local physicians are
baffled as to the origin or nature of the
epidemic. No deaths have occurred.

DESTROY BAD MONEY.

ARTICLES CONSIGNED TO THE
MELTING POT.

Some of the Devices Designed to Fool
the Good People—Lead Is the Pre-
vailing Material, But Some More Val-
uable Metals Are Found.

Seventeen boxes and thirteen big
money bags of the coin productions of
counterfeiters, gathered by the secret
service officers during the last eighteen
months, were destroyed recently in
the furnaces at the navy yard.
heavy wagon load of over two tons,
including $20,000 in spurious coins of
every denomination from a copper
cent "to a bogus tvventy-djollar gold
piece, together with dies, devices, and
jim cracks of various descriptions,
were hauled away from the treasury
early in the morning, and with the
permission of Secretary Herbert a ten
ton cupola blasting furnace and seven
or eight smelting pots in .the estab-
lishment adjoining the gunshops were
pressed into service for reducing the
deceptive metals to ingots.

The great treasure, which would
have paid the salary of the head of the
treasury department two or three times
over if it had been the true coin of the
realm, was watched as if by sleuth
hound* from the time it left the keep-
ing of the secret service till it was
transformed into a molten mass by a
committee of three tried treasury em-
ployes. who-annihilated $50,000 worth
of bad paper money in Uncle Sam’s
macerator and burned a lot of para-
phernalia important to that branch of
the counterfeiting business. An in-
ventory had previously boon taken of
the articles, which will be kept in the
archives of the department with the
certificate of destruction.

Master Moulder George B. Cook
divided the booty into two parts, of
which the thirteen money bags were
taken away to the crucibles at the fur-
ther end of the building.

The collection that rattled into the
fireproof receptacles was as varied as
the rats that followed the pied piper
out of Hamelin town. One of the
first pieces which one of the curious
fished out of an open bag was a circu-
lar brass check with a round hole in
it arid bearing an inscription to th” ef-
fect that it was good for the price of a
drink at the Opera House sample room.

The checks, of which there-were a
large number, were confiscated down
in Alabama, where there seems to lie
a cra,ze for .counterfeit devices of a
similar character, and each stated on
its face, “good for 124 cents to the
possessor.”

It had a monogram of the enterpris-
ing proprietor of the sample room ,on
<me side and did not [appear much like
any coin of the realm, butit was for-
bidden by the authorities because,
among other reasons, it might deceive
some people, especially the negroes,
into believing it to be mon”v.

One ingenious impositiofi .upon the
public which went into the white hot
melting pot was about 1,000 stick pins,
excellent imitations at first sight of
$5 gold pieces. They were manufac-
tured from five-ccnt pieces which werts
gilded, having the pins soldered upon
the side bearing the letter V, and were
worth in genuine money, if the gilding
could hav.e been Zemoved, $50 in hard
money. It is the principle' at the
treasury that everything connected
with the infamous occupation must be
destroyed, and the good five-cent
pieces were consigned to the crucible
without compunction.

There was also a number of solder
silver dollars.which had evidently been
captured by giving the maker a sur-
prise, for the mouths of the mold were
still attached to the coins. .They “vero
bungling pieces of work in the art of
coin fashioning, and the fact that they
were moulded was sufficient to make
them light. At the mints the isilver
coins are made from dies, and it is not
possible to get the requisite number of
grains into the standard size by any
other method,than that of compression.

There were a number of foreign
pieces also in the collection, one of
which was of Spain, and bore a like-
ness of the head of Pringess Eulalie.
The bast workmanship in ~the collec-

>

tion was in the number of silver dol-'

lars, which were made in the windy
city, and put the officers to task more
in the detection than any other coun-
terfeit scheme for years. These are
made on a base of copper, carefully
stamped and electroplated with the
white metal, earih dollar having 20
cents’ worth of the good stuff. The
ring of these dollars was all! right, as
was their weight and appearance, and
there was no way in which they could
be detected save by cutting into them.
It is hard telling how long the fraud
was undetected or how many of tho
bogus dollars there are circulating at
present around the- marts of trade.
The ingenious scheme was first de-
tected in the sub-treasury in Cincin-
nati. and the perpetrator is now 6en**
ing five years’ time.

Conformation of Dairy Cows.

A prominent dairy authority claims
that the English idea of a dairy cow
is based on the outline of the Shortr
horn, and hence is more or leas of a
beef form. Answering this a corre-
spondent) writes as follows to the
London Live Stock Journal:

There is an increasingly common
belief that an ideal dairy cow ought
to be, what may be termed, wedge
shaped, wide behind and narrow for-
ward. This, of course, means narrow
chests, and narrow chests means weak
cattle. Granted, for the sake of argu-
ment, that such is the proper con-'
formation of the ideal dairy cow, it
may be well to consider what this
leads to. We all know the story of
the ending of the experimentto geta
horse to live on nothing. How well it
succeeded up toa certain point, and
would have been entirely successful
had the horse lived; but,as luck would
have it, the narse died when only one
straw stood in the way of complete
success of th©experiment. If we are
to breed cattle to be useful, we must
breed them with strong constitutions,
and, after all, it is not yet satis-
factorily settled that we mustbreed
cattle with narrow chests if we are to
have high dates milking Borts. How
does the matter stand, at present? We
have the Channel Island cattle; essen-
tially milk breeds, and we have the
Ayrshires and Kerries. With regard
to the Channel Island cattle, we have
in them cattle whose milking qualifi-
cations have |seen most carefully at-
tended to by generations of breedera
These breeders, with their circum-
scribed boundaries, but favorable cli-
matic situations, have produced &class
of small cows that give milk of greater
richnessthan that of any other breed.
In the Ayrshires and Kerries we have
small sixid cattle, small food consum-

ers and yet, comparatively speaking,
great milkers. While both the Ayr-
shires >and the Kerries are expected to
live on harder fare, and are Bubjgct to
greater climatic hardships than the
Channel islanders, the experts in dairy
cattle judging are, and have been, in-
sisting upon having the Ayrshires and
Kerry cattle with the same narrow
chestdevelopment as is found in the
Jersey. Allpractical cattle breeders
know where thismustend. Sorry tales
are already told .of the constitutional
weakness of one of the breeds, and it
isonly a matter of time, and thata
very little time, when the effects of
such a system of breeding will show
themselves. Is it necessary to have
narrow chests in dairy cattle? How
does the matter 6tand with Shorthorn
cattle—cattle; that, after all thatis
said or can be for other breeds, are
the dairy cattle of England” Every one
who has had experience of a stock of
dairy Shorthorns can look back upon
many a wide-chested, deep-milking
cow. They can quote many a cow as
giving from fou»- to five gallons of
milk a day, milking steadily month
after month for five or six mbnths,
and gradually settling Apwn till she
was dried off after bemg in milk ten
months. They can tell of a lean cow
after ten months’ milking and a cow
full of flesh and substance atnext
calving time, so full of flesh as to be
mistaken by many for one of the beef-
bred sort. Such is no fancy picture;
itls one that tens of thousands of
dairy men and farmers coud, and
doubtless would, willingly attest. And.
with regard to Snorthorns as dairy
cattle, it can be confidently asserted
that, as they at present exist, they are
phenomenally better than could have
been expected .of them considering
that they hale been bred inrsuch a
haphazard wfcy, so far as their capa-
bilities are cbneerned. We may all
look forward! to a systematic and care-
iilly worked out.managementindairy
cattle breeding in future. We have
improved appliances by which, with
the least possible trouble, not only
the giuantityjof milk a cow may give
can be determined, buta definite esti-
mate of the quality of such milk can
be at once obtained. The tendency

Dairy Farming.

At a Canadian convention. Walter.
Carlan said: The fadt of “dairy farm-
ing” being more profitable than “grain
farming" is pretty well recognized in.
all parts of Ontario. For fear of there
being any misconception as to the
meaning of dairy farming, I would
give this definition. Dairy farming
consists of having the dairy the prin-
cipal feature of the farm, and making
all other branches adjunets to this; or,
you may consider itas special farming
if you so desire. As all prospects of
selling grain at a remunerative price at
present have vanished, the farmer
must, of necessity, direct his attention
into some other channel, and dairying
appearsto be the branch thatis most
consistent with our circumstances in
this particular locality. The demand
of consumers throughout the world
to-day-is for concentrated value and
quality, and to meet this growing
demand we must exert our energies
in the line of manufacturing instead
of selling the raw material, as has
been done in the past, much to the
detriment of the fertility of our farms.
One of the great secrets of success in
farming is selling articles that do
nottend to impoverish the land. We
find that the farmer, in selling at
average market rates, disposes of the
following:

In 200 bushels of wheat-he sells $48
worth of manurail constituents; in $200

worth  of hay he sells  $49
worth of manurial constituents;
in $200 worth of cheese he sells
$18 worth of manurial consti-

tuents; in $200 worth of beef he sells
$17 a.horse at maturity, he sells $7.08
worth ofmanurial constituents; in $200
worth of butter he sells only 25 cents
worth of constituents.

The foregoing shows that out of "all
the products sold off the farm, butter
is the most economical article. The
farmer who sells all the grain off the
farm, is selling his farm, not inch by
inch, but acre by acre; yes, selling his
farm and selling himself. You no

doubt have heard of people being
“sold." When you have sold your
grain you have 6old Jyourself, and you
have been badly eol<\ too. Is there
any known or unknown method by
which the farmer can take from the
field a portion of it and leave it as
fruitful as before? Can he take
the mineral constituents out of
the soil and transpose them,
and trust that some miracle
of nature will replace them? Here
is where science pla®s no unimport-
ant part. We, as agriculturists, need
mqre knowledge, more tigilance, than
any other class of people. In order to
be successful in any branch of agri-
culture, you must have decision of
purpose. Good results are obtained
only by hard work, close observation
and persistentapplication. The farmer
mustunderstand’'the machinery, as it
were, whereby he converts the raw
material into finished goods. There
isa somewhat true saying that every-
thing thatis sold off the farm should
be able to walk off itself; but there
are exceptions to all rules, as | believe
cheese is not of the best quality When
it is capable of walking off itself. We
should endeavor to supply material of
a highvalue according to its weigh.,.
For instance: YoU'plight sell a ton of
hay for $8, while a- ton of cheese
would probably bring $160; but the
cost of transportation of the cheese
would be about one-twentieth of the
cost of the hay according to its value.

Moulting:*

When hensshed their feathers whilst
the nights are warm it is much easier
for them. Years ago, says Wm. Cook,
in London Poultry, poultry keepers
seldom took any notice of hens dur-
ing the moult unless it was real fan-
ciers. They merely said, “Well, it is
moulting time, and we can not expect
any eggs!" HeDs can not be expected
to lay during the moult, yet many of
them do. In some cases it seems to be
the birds’ very nature to lay all the
time thej are shedding their feath-
ers. Now a person who possesses
twenty or less fowls will find some
will commence shedding their feath-
ers early, evenin August, and | have
known fowls clean through the moult
by the end of July, but of course that
is unusually early. During the first
and second weeks in September it is
notan unfrequent thing to see a few
hensright through the moult—that s,
they have their new plumage. At the
same time it ianotan unusual thing
to find hens whieh have not be-

gun to moult; not,a few feather
can be seen upon them by the end of
October. There issuch a large mar-
gin between the two periods. This is
where eggs can be produced from one
pen of old birds all through the
autumn. Even those hens whichhave
already shed their feathers will often
lay as many eggs between the 1st of
October and Christmas as March
hatched pnllets; then there are many
hens which will lay right through
October and November. In a few
catees | have known hens to lay right
up to the spring, and monlt in, Feb-
ruary and March. Such cases are, of
course, exceptions If all hens
moulted at a certain month in the
year, we should not expecteggs from
ordinary birds; but a6 they moult one
ortwo at a time they will lay with
proper treatment. At the present
day there are hundreds of poultry
keepers who do not keep more than
twenty fowls, and are never without
eggs two day8 together in the whole
year; yet farmers and others who go

in the same way as they used to
fifteen or twenty years ago do
not get a score of eggs for

eggs for six weeks or two months very
often at the end of autumn and begin-
ning of winter, simply because they do
not treat .the birds properly. Years age
we should have been surprised if we
got many eggs at this ltime of th«
year, but we begin to wonder if we
don't get them how it is, particularly
if our neighbors are getting a good
supply and we are without. Many peo-
ple think it is unnatural for fowls to
lay during the winter, as they do not
in theirnatural state. No, quite true
butit must be remembered fowls are
domesticated, and they are notonly
keptas a hobby, but for domestic and
useful purposes—viz., supplying the
demand for human food, so that they
have to be treated accordingly. Those
who really go in for producing eggs
during the autumn or winter usually
give their birds hot food in the morn
ing, with- a tonic to assist them
through the moult; a little boiled lin-
seed mixed in the soft food, too, isa
*. C

Stringy Milk,—When a cow is near-
ing the time of calvingj the milk un-
dergoes a change, and*- she should be
dried. Itis not advisable to milk any

cow within six weeks of calving, the
milk organs needing this time at least
to prepare for the birth of a calf. If
the cow isnot near the time of calv-
ing, the fibrous milk indicates an in-
flamed condition of the udder, which
is commonly called garget The
treatment for this is hot fomenta-
tions of the udder, with gentle knead-
ing to soften the hard portions, and,
after ten minutes of this, the udder is
dried and well rubbed with camphor-
ated soap liniment No iodine in any
form is to be used in such cases. A
pound of epsom salts should be given
in some warm oat meal gruel. « If there
is difficulty in drawing off the milk on
account of its thickness, injectsome
solution of carbonate of soda with a
syringe, and in a few minutes milk it
out, it will then have dissolved the
fibrous matter, which isto be got rid
of, and not left in the udder.—
Exchange.

Detecting Butterine.— The follow-
ing method of detecting butterine or
oleomargarine, which was devised by
I)r. Leffman, a Philadelphia chemist,
is extremely simple, and is said to be
absolutely correct: A spoonful or two
of the sample to be tested is rapidly
melted in i tin cup, or in a test tube,
over a naked flame being best, quick-
ly brought to a boil, and kept there

for some minutes. If it be butter
It will boil quietly ~nd foam
up in a mass of fine.bubbles, often

overrunning the cup or.tube, but if it
be butterine or oleomargarine, it will
foam up but little, and will sputter
and crackle as it boils. After one or
two trials any one can interpret with
certainty from the behavior of the
tested sample whether it is pure but-
ter or not

Molasses Cake.—One cupful butter

one cupful  brown sugar, one-
half cupful molasses, one cupful
milk, one and one-half pints
flour, one and one-half teaspoon-

fuls Price’s cream baking powder, one
egg. Rub smooth the butter and
sugar; add the milk, egg and molasses
stir in the flour sifted with the pow-

Boston, WASHINGTON,
TEA CULTURE N AMERICA.

Begun Ninety Years Ago, It Has Ad-
vanced to a Promising Stage.

The cultivation of tea in the United
States was attempted first by the
French botanist Miohaux, who.in 1804,
conducted a scries of experiments in
Bouth Carolina. Since tjjiat the cli-
mate in the neighborhood of Charles-
ton has been generally regarded as
favorable, and the ultimate success
of the experiment has -not been
unexpected. Until recently, how-
ever. the experiments have not. ac-
cording to the Montreal Herald,
been altogether satisfactory. Llittie
patches, in some instances large gar-
dens. have, produced tea of fine flavor,
though generally it has been devoid of
strength of infusion. It has been ar-
gued that this failure in pungency is
largely due to defective cutting and
especially to inadequate rolling of the
leaf, in consequence of which the cup
qualities are not fully developed.
About ten years ago the X-ntionul de-
partment of agriculture mad6 the first
serious attempt to produce commer-
cial tea on a scale sufficiently large \o
arrive at a decisive result; and since
that time a considerable share-of the
cost of procuring tea seed in Asia has
been borne by the United States gov-
ernment.

The most recent experiment, has
been encouraging.  The experts of a.
linn of tea merchants in Baltimore
have stated thatthe tea.grown on the
Summerville estate near Charleston is
equal to English breakfast tea of the
best grade and superior to many (*hi-

Every merchant is guided more or
less in the purchase of his supplies
by the character of his-customers,
but, according to the New York Sun,
the men who run the general stores
in the coke regions of Pennsylvania
have more peculiar ideas to m.eet
than is tne lot of tho average store-
keeper.. These stores are all eén-
trolled by the owners of the mines,
and it is alleged that some of them
force their men to buy from them
exclusively. The profits of these
stores are undoubtedly large, al-
though the prices at some of them
at least are lower than thev are at
themsual country stores. The unique
features of tho wares carried in
these storei are the enormous
feather beds, Polish and Hungarian
headdresses, heavy boots for tho
women as well as tho men, and
all sorts of gaudy shawls and
dress stuffs. Among the special
provisions those stores supply are
highly seasoned sausages and hams,
such as are found in the Hungarian
aud Polish quarters of -this town.
The Poles are much more extrava-
gant than the Huns and buy much
better and higher priced goods.
The Huns buy. the cheapest kinds of
meat, of which they make their
golashes. They do not buy very
much of anythin? in the way of pro-
visions, however, relying largely
upon their gardens foil vegetables,
and occasionally killing one of their
ducks or geese. The Pples,
contrary, rely very littlo upon their |
own efforts, although they also ha,ve '
good gardens, but purchase the bert

“The Stork In the Heavens Knoweth
Her Appointed Time, but My People
Know Not the Judgment of the Lord.”

Jer. 8CVIL
Brooklyn, Oct. 21.—Rev. Dr. Tal-
mage, who has left India and is now

on his homeward journey, has selected
as the subject for his sermon to-day
through the press, “October Thoughts,”
his text being Jeremiah 8:viL

When God would set fast a beautiful
thought, he plants it in a tree. When
he would put it afloat he fashions it
into a fish. When he would have it
glide the air. he moulds it into a bird..
My text sjpeaks of four birds of beauti-

ful instinct—the stork, of such strong"”

affection that it is allowed familiarly
to come in Holland and Germany, Aad
build its nest over the doorway; tne
sweet-dispositioned turtle dove, ming-
ling in color white and black, and
brown, and ashen, and chestnut; the
ecrane, with voice like tjie clang of a
trumpet; the swallows, swift as a dart
shot out of the bow of heaven, falling,
mounting, skimming, sailing—four
birds started by the prophet twenty-
five centuries ago, yet flying'on through
the ages, with rousing truth under
glossy wing and in the clutch of stout
claw. J*8upipose it may have been this
very season of the year—autumn—and
the prophet out-of-doors, thinking of
the impenitence of the people of hLs
day, hears a great cry overhead.

Now. you know it is no easy tiling
for one with ordinary delicacy of eye-
sight to look into the deep blue of
noonday heaven; butthe prophet looks
up, and there are flocks of storks, and
turtle doves, and cranes, and swallows
drawn out in long lines for flight
southward. As is their habit, the
cranes had arranged themselves in two
lines making an angle, a wedge split-
ting the air with wild velocity, the old
crane, with commanding call bidding
them onward; while the towns, and
the cities, and the continents slid un-
der them. The prophet, almostblinded
from looking into the dazzling heav-
ens, stoops,down and begins to think
how much superior the birds are in
sagacity about their safety than men
about theirs; and he puts hishand upon
the pen, and begins to write: “The
stork in the heaven knoweth her ap-
pointed times; and the turtle and the
crane and the swallow observe the
time of their coming; but my people
know not the judgment of the Lord."

Mirror Writing.

Many left-handed] people have great
facilitv in writing in this way, and it
isreally the natural way in which
writing would be dione with the left
hand. It istaken advantage of by
such as can use it freely and readily
in writing. 6ay postJcards, forit isa
simple and easy wayf of concealing the
meaning, so long gs those through
whose hands the document passes are
ignorant of the simple solution.. For
this itis only necessary to hold it be-
fore a mirror, whenTthe writing ap-
pears as ordinary left to right writ-
ibgk Hence the name “mirror writ-
ing" is the obe commonly applied to
it Asregards its Explanation, it is
not easy to understand that
mirror writing wotild be naturally
used in writing | from a copy,
because even if it were, in
an automatic way, a comparison of the
copy with the original would at once
show the difference but, on the other
hand, in writing without a copy the
mental image will, :n case of one who
reproduces it with the right hand, fall,
into certain lines and curves produced
in a certain way, (while if the left
hand is used the lines ifcid curves will
naturally be writtjen in the reverse
way—the way easiest for the left
hand. It may bej asked. Why then
does not every one who tries to write

with the left hand not write mirror
writing? This, we believe, depends
upon the strong association which

years of habit have formed between
the mental picture of the word and
its actual reproduction on pa-
per. an association so strong that the
mind, as it were, rebels and forces
even the left hand to reproduce the
old familiar form. In left-handed
people this reversed writing is, as we
have said, not uncommon when the
left hand is used. In a certain pro-
portion of others who have never
written with the- left hand; the at-
tempt to write a given word With the
left hand will naturally be made in
the right to left and reversed form.
Thus it is sometimes seen in the case
of patients who, havmg -lost the use
of the right hand, in trying to write
with the left naturally write mirror
writing. But it iauncommon, as we
have hinted, probably on account of
the strength of the bond between the
mental image and its concrete symboL

For Offensive and Defensive YFarfare.
A new electrical invention soon to
be turned out of the workshop of
Edison is probably destined to revolu-
tionize modern warfare. At present
it is the debign of the'greatelectrician
to withold all information relative to
the invention, so very little can be
authentically written about it. The
machine, if such it may be called, is
built after the pattern of a modern
locomotive and is capable of emitting
electricity at the rate of 50,000,000 volts
a second. “If this force,” says an au-
thority on electricity, “were directed
at a dense forest of ten thousand acres

not a splinter would be leftin ten
minutes. With such an engine of
warfare a dozen men could in ten

seconds annihilate the largest army
ever put on a field. If directed from
a warship at a city of two million
population, not a trace would be left
in half an hour’s time.” It seems
rather doubtful, however, that such a
force could be concentrated so as to
do effective destruction ia times of
war. If there really is anything- of
the kind in prospect it would be the
duty of the government th take it in
hand tor defensive purposes.
Italian Wages.

The British vice consul at Ancona,
in arecent report on the trade of that
distriqt, gives an additional instance
of the low wages paid in Italian in-
dustrial establishments At the metal-
lurgical works of Messrs. D. Cattro &
Co., a firm giving constant employ-
ment to over <00 hands, although
wages have increased by about 10 per
cent in the last three years, the aver-
age rates paid per day of 10% hours
are—to boilermakers, 3s 2d; iron
founders, 2s.lid; riveters, 2s lid;
turners, 3s2d. The works are being
enlarged, and accommodation will be
provided for building steamships of
any size or tonnage. CoalL coke, pig
iron, and all materials for boiler mak-
ing are imported from Great Britain.

Liquids In Equilibrium.

It is an interesting featof color
blending, which can bo- performed at
the dinner table, where usually all
the ingredients can be found.. A tali}
narrow stem glass is the best Four
funnels are made of cardboard after
the pattern shown in the sketch, the
ends being turned over, so as to form
a spout-like arrangement

The first liquid which |is poured in-
to the glass is cold black coffee well
sweetened. After this the funnels
are used. A like quantity of water
comes next, which is poured through
a funnel, the bended edge of which
is held close to the edge! of the glass.
For the third claret is used, olive oil
for the fourth and alcohol last All
the liquids are poured in as described
through the separate funnels. Each
of these liquids floats on top of the
other, for each is specifically lighter
in w«ight than the preceeding one

The liquids will remain ia repose as
long as the glass-is not moved. The
secret lies in the -careful pouring in of
the liquids through the paper fun-
nels.

Klco Paper.

The rice paper tree, one of the most
interesting of the flora of China, has
recently been successfully experi-
mented with in Florida, where it now
flourishes with other subtropical and
Oriental species of tree!); and shrubs.
When first transplanted in American
soil the experimenters expressed
doubts of its hardinessj fearing that
‘it would be unable to stand the win-
ters. ( All these fears have vanished,
however, and it is now the universal
opinion that it is as well adapted to
the climate of this country as to that
of the famed Flowery Kingdom.

It isa small tree, growing -to- a
height of less than fifty-one feet,
with a trunk or stem from three to
five inches in diameter. Its canes,
which vary in color according to sea-
son, are large, soft and dovvnr, tUc
form somewnat resembling that no-
tice” in that of the castor bean plant.
The c.lebrat. d rice paper, the prod-
uct of this queer-; tree, is formed of
thin slices of the pith, which is taken
from the.body of the tree in beauufui
cylinders, several inches in length.

The Chinese workmen apply the
blade of a sharp, straight knife to
these cylinders, and turning them
round either by rude machinery or by
band, dexterously pare!the pith from
circumference to center. This opera-
tion makes a roll.of extra quality
paper, the scroll being of equal thick-
ness throughout. .. Aftpr a cyclinder
has thus been paAid itisunrolled &nd
weights are placed upop it until \b&
surface is rendered uniformly smooth
throughout its entire length.

It is altogether probable that if rice
paper making becomes an industry in
the United States these primitive
modes will be done atvVay with.—St
Louis Republic,. .
