The men were imprisoned for over 40
hours but at no time did they consider
“themselves in danger or despair of res-
cue. The men were plentifully sup-
plied with water and the air was pure
and beyond missing a few meals, they
suffered no inconvenience.

Kills on Prison Contracts.

In response to a query from Jackson
in regard to the legality of the contract
recently made by Warden Chamberlain
mwith the Derby Cycle company. At-
torney-General Ellis says that the law
concerning the prison contracts is
meager as to how convicts shall be
employed. The legislature will have
to make its meaning more clear by
passing more laws relative to this
matter. As it now stands itissoun-
certain that no one can tell just what
is meant. He says the legality of the
.contract could be tested in the courts.

Jackson prison is now so crowded
with coiiviets that 25 short term men
sleep on cots in the corridors and a
great many of them are not employed
in any productive labor. It will be a
serious problem for the board of
inspectors to solve, in case it should be
«decided that the convicts cannot be
eemploye 1 on contracts.

GO PERSONS KILLED.

Explosion of an Underground Powder
Magazine at Rio de Janeiro.

Capt. llodgins, of the coffee bark
Dom Pedro Il., now in port at Balti-
more, gives a graphic description of a
dynamite explosion that occurred in
Rio just before his vessel sailed for
Baltimore. A Brazilian soldier discov-
ered a subterranean magazine. In
which the insurgents of the recent.re-
bellion had concealed a large quantity
of gunpowder, cartridges and dyna-
mite shells. In consequence a rough
cart, drawn by two mules, was sent to
the scene to remove the contents. A
detachment of soldiers and a curious
crowd of citizens followed. A quan-
tity t>f the shells had been placed in
the cart, when one of the soldiers,
while in the act of handling a"shell,
dropped it among the others.  An ex-
plosion shook the earth. A sheet of
flame shot upward and a cloud of
whitish  smoke hid everything from
view. JThe vessels in the harbor rocked
at their mooriugs and_the entire city
was thrown into wild excitement.
Over a ton of dynamite had exploded.
The soldiers and mules were blown
into fragments and only the iron tires
of thE cart wheels were found. Over
@persons-were reported killed.

Japanese Win Another Victory.

I'ondon: A dispatch from. Tokio
says Field mMarshal Count Yaimagata
has telegraphed to the war office that
adetachmentof 1,600Japanese infantry
crossed the Yulu river and attacked
the enemy. The Chinese force con-
sisted of 3,500 of all arms a number
of guns. The enemy fled. The
Japanese captured a Chinese fort, two
guns and, many rifles. The Chinese
loss was 200 killed and wounded. The
Japanese sustained no loss. The Jap-
anese advance columns are marching
upon Lishvien and Kulienchav.

Yokohama: |Itis reported that the
army corps under Field Marshal Count
Oyatna, formerly minister of war, has
effected a landing at Seikiosso. near
Port Arthtft*. It is also asserted here
that the Japanese army under Field
Marshal Yamagata has successfully
crossed the Yalu river and entered
Manchuria.

Nbw Y ork.—Dun s weekly review of. Irade:

*and the demand for products, if not equal to
that of prosperous years, is better than It: has
been most of the time th's year. The prices of
farm products do not improve much, and there
are still some strikes to resist reduction of
wages,

so that the purchasing power of the
people cannot have materially increasecL

wholesale dealers of cotton report rather more
Improvement in trade with the south than with
any other section. The wheat market is lower
anil nothing appears to justify any important
changes. The demand for wool Is not so great
as it has been and prices have scarcely changed,
t'orn is higher, wngou( any very clear reason,
and pork, lard and live hogs have taken a bi

drop. The contrast indicates how little the
provision market depends at present upon
the law of supply and demand. In iron and
steel the west shows weakness, while- uast/jji
markets shows mere encouragement. During
the past week the failures have been 2211 in the
United States against 352 last year, and 52an
C&czvda against 44 lost year.

Naw Y ork.—Hradstreet's trade review says:
Merchants' interviews -in various portions’ of
the country report in some .instances the con-
dition of business as not having realized antici-

pations. and at other points that the receut
bnghl outlook for trade is modified. Such
advices are based in part on the practical con-
clusion of fall trade and delays in demand for
holiday goods. Dealersin dry goods, clothing,
groceries, shoes, hats and a few other lines
have relallvslg the more satisfactory volume
of business, although in’ many instances fauit
has been found with the totals shipped.

The Japanese Defeat the Chinese In Two
Battles on Chinese Soli—Port Arthur
Cut off from the Mainland.—Fiendish
Dynamiters in Pennsylvania

Those Kver-Conj;.uering Japs.

Yokohama: It is stated that after
the Japanese defeated the Chinese at
the Yalu river the whole of the Japan-
ese army advancedmorthward and that
Kiulen castle was attacked upon all
sides. The Chinese made a desperate
defense and the lighting was very

jsevere. The Chinese are reported to
lhave numbered 20,000 men. The
enemy fled toward Antung. The Jap-

anese (Captured a quantity of booty, 30

guns aud 300 tents, as well as a quan-

tity of provisions. The Chinese lost

200 killed, and anumber were wounded.

Many were taken prisoners. Another

dispatch repeats the assertion fre-

quently made thatthe second Japanese
army has landed on the east, coast of
the peninsula at Kin-Chow, upon
which Port Arthur is situated. The

Japanese army, according to these dis-

patches. now occupies the neck of the

peninsula, thus cutting off communi-
cation between the port and arsenali
and the mainland.

London: The correspondent of the
Pall Mall* Gazette at Che Foo cables
that the fleets of China and Japan are
now off the portand that a battle is
expected shortly.

London: The Japanese legation here
has received official telegrams from
Tokio contiming the reports of the
fightijhg at Kiulen. They state that
the .Japanese loss was 21) killed and
83 wounded. Field Marshal Count
Yamagata is now at iju. A dis-
patch from Shanghai states that sev-
eral thousand troops, at Nankin muti-
nied and refused to march to Tien Tsin
because their pay was in arrears for
several months. The (hine.se fleet lias
been ordered to protect Shunliai-Quon.
It adds that the Japanese fleet with

4 torpedo boats, is threatening Wei-
al-Wel.

Washington: The Japanese legation
has received its first mail of Japanese
newspapers since the battle of Yalu
and Ping Yang, and they are filled
with the details of the engagments,
lists of killed and wounded, accounts
of heroism and other evidences of. war.
The bad tactical nvethods of the Chi-
nese soldiers excites the derision of the
Japanese. The latter point out that
the Chinese erectbreastworksand then
sit qniitly within them without throw-
ing out skirmishers to harrass the
enemy. The Chinese soldiers also raise
a <ntimber of banners just as they fire
a volley, so that the Japanese troops'
always know when a shower of lead is
impending. The Chinese also exhaust
their cartridges in the magazine guns
as fastias they can fire them, making a
hail ojf bullets and theu a long calm.
The rifles captured from the Chinese
show rustof long standing and other
careless treatment.

BOARDING HOUSE DYNAMITED.

Three Killed, Four Fatally Injured
and a Score Hurt—No Motive Known.

A large Hungarian lioarding house
at l.airel Run, near YVilkesbarre, Pa.,
was blown to atoms by dynamiters at
3 o'clojck a. in. and three.of the inmates

outright, four fatally injured
and aihalf dozen seriously hurt.

The! fiends who planned the explo-
sion did theirwork well. They placed
about;24 sticks of dynamite under the
building, each about, nine inches long
and weighing half a pound. A wire
connected the sticks with a battery
about;50 yardsaway. When the signal
was given only about half a dozen of
the sticks exploded. They were suffi-
cient. however, to completely wreck
the building, nota beam or plank of
which was left standing. .Several of
the inmates who occupied beds on the
upper floor were hurled 50 feet in the
air and some of them escaped fatal in-
juries by alighting in the trees near
by. Half-dazed they managed to hold
on to the limbs until they recovered
their senses and were able Lo reach the
ground. The track walker, who ar®
rived on the scene shortly after the
]gxgl)dlosion, says it resembled a battle-
ield.

Five Tone of Dynamite Exploded.

Chippewa Falls,-Wis., and vicinity
were terribly shaken by an explosion
which occurred on a hill a mile from*
town, where was stored five tons of
dynamite. [Itia presumed that a rifle
bullet fired by a hunter into the
building was the cause and that the
person lost his life. The ground was
tom up to a great depth for some dis-
tance. while trees and fences for many
rods were torn and twisted, and quite
a number of trees were pulled out by
the roots. The glass in every farm-
house for miles around was shattered..
It the city the--effect was distraatrous-
to plate glass fronts, and windows in
numbers of dwelling were blown out.
The shock threw women and chil-
dren’to the ground. A handkerchief
and a coat slaeve was found about 50
rods awayr * .

Killed Him for8aoring.

At St. Joseph's hospital, at Fort
Wayne. Ind., John Hoffman shot Hu-
bert Aller in the head with a revolver
for keeping him awake by loud snoring
and then shot himself 'in the head.
They were more than. 60 years old and
for ten years had been inmates of the
hospital employed as janitors. Two
weeks ago Hoffman bought a revolver
to shoot Allerif hedid notquitsnoring.

Fog Canxes a Wreck at Lima.

A fast freight west bbund on the
Pittsburg, Fort Wayne & Chicago,
was run into from the rearbya freight
jn a dense fog just east of the Ottawa
River bridge at .Lima, 10. Six cars
were thrown from-anembankment and
wrecked utterly. One gondola loaded
with coke caught fire and was con-
sumed. Brakeman Frank Ferris,
Engineer John Kohler,' Fireman \V. I).
Rhodes, all of Ft. Wayiie, were injured
seriously but not fatally. ILoss #40,000.

SIXTEEN BURNED TO pEATH.

Seattlerffotel Fire u«*ed by a Lamp Ex-
plosion—t W.O m Fire Trap.

Sixteen persons—10 men. three
women and three children—were’
burned to death in the We-t Street
Hotel at Seattle, Wash. The flames
broke out so suddenly and feo fiercely
that the occupants were .taken by
surprise and tljere was a wini panic,
men and women jumping from the
windows in all-' manner of attire. A
sharp explosion was heard ?n the
Vyitehen in the rear part of the second
story by S. F. Butler, a son of the pro-
prietor. and immediately the flames
began to spread rapidly through the
dry inner timber of the corrugated
iron building. Butler raised a cry of.
tire which aroused the guests with
ivhom the house was crowded and a
rush for life followed. He says the
fire undoubtedly originated from a
kerosene lamp in the kitchen, which
was located on the upper floor near
the rear wall. The building was an
ideal fire trap, being constructed of 1
corrugated iron and timber with no
iuner brick partitions.

Also of the ftiblm fii.—MarS lI: 23-38,
I 13,
Introductory. The Sabbath was

made for man. It is a,necessity of
his nature: he cannot, well get along
without it. At no stage of civiliza-
tion, however advanced, is it possible
for him to dispense with it. When he
begins to ignore it or to trample it un-
der foot, jhe begins’also to lapse into
barbarism. All nations and all ages
must remember the Sabbath day, to
keep it holy, f At the same time we
may learn from the example of Jesus
Christ that it! is not necessary to keep
itin any gloomy or Pharisaical spirit
Itis lawful ojn the Sabbath day to be
cheerful and happy, to perform all
works of necessity, and espemally all
works of mercy.

1 Plucking the Ears of Corn,
vers. 23-"S. 123. “He went through
the cornfields.” Wheat fields. “On

the Sabbath day.” On which the
traditions of the. elders allowed no
traveling beyond about three-quarters
of a mile. “His disciples began

to pluck the ears of corn.” They
were hungry*, as Matthew tells us;
and they rubbed out the wheatgrains
in tlieir hands aud ate them.

24. “And the Pharisees said.” etc
They were on the lookout for a
chance to criticise. “Why do they on
the Sabbath day that which is not
lawful?” The meredact of taking the
corn was allowed by the law of Moses
(see Deuteronomy xxiii: 25), but the
Pharisees claimed that it was. not
lawful to take it on the Sabbath day.

25, 2G “Have ye never read what
David did?" etc. The incident to
\yhich our Lord referred the Phari-
sees is contained in 1 Samuel xxI, 1-9,
and should be read ip full. He knew
thatthey would not wish to censure
the conduct of the great King David,
and that they would be compelled
either to do that or else to hush their
accusation against himself.

a divine glance. “With anger, being
grieved.” Anger forsin, grief for the
sinners. “Eor the hardness-of their
hearts.” [Which rendered them un-
willing to see the force of the truth,
and therefore incapable of feeling it.

The Hairbreadth KHCape From Death of
an Knt;ll-«li Tourist In Ireland.

resting on a platform about a foot
wide, lying between two lodges »oi
rock, and on which some stones and
herbage had accumulated. The inter}
vening three hours were passedinmer-
cifuloblivion. His’position wasone cal-
culatedlto mako the stoutest heart
quail. Above him the cliffs towered
to a height of 200 feet, while the
waves played 100 feet beneath himl
Hero he was. suspended between
heaven and earth, with only an.inse-
cure resting-place intervening between
him and almost certain death, lie
called for assistance, but in vain. As
the night wore on he still continued to
call at intervals, but still no answer
camo. Morning at length broke and
with it came rescue. About 7 o’clock
John Leyland and Andrew MoOrie, two
fishermen, were engaged in hauling
lobster pots, when the cries from the
cliff reached them. They saw thq
awful position of the man on his peri}
lous perch. They rowed the boat to a
{>oint beneath,him and Leyland attem pt-
ed to climb to his'assistance, but in
vain. Moor advised him to return to
the boat #nd he did so, and both men
rowed to Howth for assistance. The
knowledge of the coming help inspired
the poor fellow with renewed courage!
Tho fishermen, on arriving ut Howth}
acquainted the police with the state off
affairs, and -ultimately, after further
exciting scenes, a rescue party of coast
guardsmen succeeded in removing th”
unfortunate *man from his perilous
position. No sooner had they done sd
than the platform "of rock came cra>h}
ing to the foot of the cliff.

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TABERNACLE PULPIT.

THE LOOKING GLASS AS A SER-
' MON* SUBIJECT.

If We Cochi Only See a Reflection of
Our Heart* tle World Would Indeed be
Better—The Truths of Jesus Christ
Are Forevfcr Interesting.

L

Brooklyn, Oct 28.—Rev. Dr. Tal-
mage, who has left India and is now
on his homeward journey, has selected
as the subject of his sermon to-daj’
through the press: “The Looking
Glass,” his text being Exodus. 3S:viii:
“And he made the laver of brass, and
the foot, of it was of brass, of the
looking glasses of the women as-
sembling.” !

We often hear about the gospel in
John anti the gospel iq Luke, and the
gospel in Matthew; but there is just as
surely a gospel of Moses, and a gospel
of Jeremiah, anil a gospel of David. In
other words Christ is as certain to be
found in thle Old Testament as (in the
New. |

When the Israelitesdwerc marching
through tlie wilderness, they carried
their church with them. They called
itthe tabernacle. It was a pitched
tent; very fcostly, very beautiful. The
frame work was made of forty-eight
boards of acacia wood set in sockets of
silver. Thie curtains fthe place were
purple, and scarlet, and blue, and fine
linen, and iverehung with most artistic
loops. The candlestick of the taber-
nacle had shaft, and branch, and bowl
of solid gold, and the figures of
cherubim jtliat stood there had wings
of gold; arid there were lamps of gold,
and snuffe** of gold; so that scepticism
lias sometimes asked: Where did all
that precious material come from? It
is not my place io furnish the precious
stones, it is only} to tell that they were
there.

ItWish npw more especially,to speak
of tlie laver tb it was built in the midst
of th3t ancient tabernacle. It was a
great basin from which the priests
washed their hands and feet. The
water Carrie down from the basin in
spouts and passed away after the
cleansing. This laver or basin'was
made out of the looking glasses of the
women whoihad frequented the taber-
nacle. and who had made these their
contribution to the furniture. These
looking glasses werenot made of glass,
but they were brazen. The brass was
of a very superior quality, and polished
until it reflected easily tlie, features of
those who looked into it. So that this
laver of* looking glasses spoken of in
my text did double work; it not only
furnished the water in which the
priests washed themselves, but it also,
on itsshining, polished surface£pointcd
out the spots of pollution on .the face
which needed ablution. Now, my
Christian friends, as everything in
that ancient tabernacle was suggestive
of religious truth, and for the most
part positively symbolical of truth. |
shall take that laver of looking "glasses
spokdu of in the text as all suggestive
of the gospel, which first shows us our
sins ps in a mirror, and then washes
them;away- by divine ablution.

Oh, happy day, happy day,
When Jesus washed my sins away!

I have to say thatthis isthe only look-
ing'gla.-,.s in which a man can see him-
self as he is There are some mirrors
that flatter the features, and make you
look better than you are. Then there
are other mirrors that distort your
features, and make you look worse
than you are; but !l wantto tell you
that this looking glass of tlie gospel
shows a man justas he is. When tlie
priests entered the ancient tabernacle
mone glance at the burnished side of this
laver showed them their need of
cleansing; so this gospel shows the
soul its need of divine washing. “All
have sinned, and come short of the

glory of God." That is one showing,
“All xve, like sheep, have gone astray.” ;
Thatl is another showing. “From
tlie crown of the head to the
sole of the foot there is no
health in wus.* That is another
showing. The world calls these, ilc-

fcetsj, imperfections, or eccentricities,
or erratic behavior, or “wild oats.” or
“high living;” but the gospel- calls
them sin, transgression, filth—the
abominable thing that God hates. It
was jjust one glance at that mirror
thatjmade Paul ery out. "Oh. wretched
man that I am, who shall deliver me
from the body of this death?” and that
made David ery out, “Purge me with
hyssop, and 1shall be clean;" and that
made Martin Luther cry out, “Oh. my
sins,, my sins!” | am not talking about
bad habits. You and | do not need
any Bible to tell us that bad habits
ar© {wrong, that blasphemy and evil
speaking are wrong. But | am talk-
ing of a sinful nature, the source of all
bad thoughts, as well as of all ba"
actions. The apostle Paul calls their
roll in the first chapter of Romans,
They are a regiment of death encamp-
ing around every heart, holding it in a
tyranny from which nothing but the
grace of God can deliver it. '

If you could catch a glimpse of your
natural heart before God, you would
cry out in amazement and alarm. The
very first thing this .gospel does is to
cut down oar pride and self-sufficiency,
Ifa man does not feel hislost and
ruined condition before God, he does
not want any gospel. | think the
reason that there are sofew conver-
sioris in Jhis day is because the ten-
denCy of the preaching is to make men
beRjevt -.at they are pretty good any-
how—quite clever, only wanting a little
fixing upr—a few touches of divine
grace, and then you will be -all right;
instead of proclaiming the broad, deep

A stone on Cal-
vary would have made a softpillow for
the dying head of .Christ. Nothing so
comfortable as that. lie does'-not lie
down to die; lie stands up to die; his
spiked hands outspread as if to em-
brace a world. Oh, what a hard end
for those feet that had traveled all
over Judea on ministries of mercy!
What a hard end for those hands that
had wiped away tears and bound up
broken hearts! Very hard, oh dying
Lamb of God! and yet there are those
who know it and whodo not love thee.
They say; "What is ail that to me?
What if he does weep,:and groan, and
die? 1don't want him.” Lorjl Jesus
Christ, they will not help thee
down from the- cross! The soldiers
will come; and tear thee down from
the eroSs, j-and put their armsaround
thee and lower thee into the tomb; but
they will not lirip. They see nothing
to move them*. Oh dying Christ! turn
on them thine eyes of affection now,
and sec if they will not change their
minds!

Oh, my dear friends, 1 wish | coaid
coax you to accept this gospel. If you
could just take one look into this laver
of looking glasses spoken of in the text,
you would begin now spiritual ablu-
tion. The love of Christ—I dare not,
toward the close of my sermon, begin
to tell about it. The love of Christ!
Do not talk to me about a mountain; it
is higher than that. Do not talk to me
about a.sea; it is deeper than that.

And that is all for you! Oh. can you
not love him? Come around tli'is laver,
old and young. It isso burnished you
can see your sins; and so deep you can
wash them, all away. Oh, mourner,
here bathe your bruised soul; and sick
one, here cool your hot temples in this
laver. 1'eaee! 1)o notcry any more,
dear soul! Pardon for all thy sins,
comfort for all thy afflictions. The
black cloud that hung thundering over
Sinai has floated above Calvary, and
burst into the shower of a Savior's
tears.

WORK OF A TORPEDO.

UGLY WOUNDS INFLICTED

UPON A BATTLESHIP.

Tho Gaping Holes Torn In the Sides of
the Urazillan Man-Of-War Agquidaban
—The Torpedo's Terrible .Destructive-
ness Shown.

The terrific destructive power
modern torpedo when exploded against
the side of a first-class battleship re-
ceived its first practical illustration in
tho sinking of tho Brazilian insurgent
war-ship Aquidaban. which was. sent
to the bottom of Santa C'atharina bay
by a torpedo ffired from} one of the
loyal vessels soon after the surrender
of Da Gama and his fleet last spring,
Photographs of the Aquidaban’s ter-
rific  wounds havo been received by
tho navy department from Admiral
Kirkland,* commanding the South
Atlantic, station.

The Aquidaban was the finest) ship
of the Brazilian navy, says a Washing-
ton special to the New York Sun. Sire
was the only battleship in the naval
review at New York. But for her the
insurgent cause would havo come to
“an end months sooner. .She main-
tained practically alone tho blockade
of Rio harbor against the entrance of
the improvised fleet of warships fitted
out at New York, and, as the Peixoto
government had no vessel capable of
giving her battle, she was able to pass
the forts at the entrance of the harbor
without suffering serious injury, go
.where Mellg sent her. and-bring re-en-
forcements to Da Gama in tho bay.
The Aquidaban' was never in actual
contest with vessels of the government
fleet, and when she at lasLsurrendored
she had I>een deserted by her officers
and'crew, and the only,persons on
board were a few watchmen to care
for the machinery and ordnance, and
see that she was not boarded by peo-
ple from the shore.r The government
fleet, for some unknown reason, de-
liberately sent a torpedo at her, which
.plunged through her sides, and in a
few minutes the great battleship went
to the bottom.

Torpedoes have been used before in
modern wars, but tho sinking of the
Aquidaban was, the first instance
where a great warship was sunk by
one of them. In the Chilian war one
of the' insurgent vessels was sunk by a
Whitehead torpedo, but she was of
the unarmed type, and Small compared
with the-Aquidaban.’

Some valuable lessons have been
taught to, American ‘'naval officers as
to the effect of torpedoes, when ac-
curately used in modern warfare, bv
the destruction of the Brazilian war-
ship. The photographs sent to the
navy department were accompanied
by an interesting report made by Ad

fniral Kirkland, who was instructed
bjr the secretary to visit, the ship-on
the ways and examine the injuries

caused by the torpedo.

The report show's that-the ship was
struck on the port bow. well forward,
between the sixth and seventh frames,
the injury extending from the bow on

the twelfth frame, and below the pro- -

tected deck to the keel. The deck
was shown to havo been uninjured.”
Al tho bilge frames and interior
work gn the port side were crushed
as though they had been .made of pa-
jier, tho torpedo plirngirig through
the vessel to the starboard side and
tearing away her sides and splinter-
ing the great steel plataa with ap-
parent ease. The water-tight bulk-
heads were entirely carried away, tho
forward compartments were flooded
and the vessel filled and went down
like a rock.

Hone Dentistry.

Veterinary science has made greal
advancement in horse dentistry, much 1
to the relief of many afflicted animals,
says a writer in Drovers’ Journal..
The health of a horse depends on the 1
soundness and prop*— adjustment oi
his teeth. They are the millstones
that grind his food, and frequently
need skilled attention.  Occasionally
deformities appear, .overgrowths, oi
lateral formations interfere with the
grinding process. Shell teeth, super-
numerary or extra teeth often exist,
lacerating the mouth and causing ul-
cers and abscisses to form which some-
times cause the death of valuable
animala Horses frequently suffer
from toothache and a decayed tooth
is the cause of much torture -and;
sometimes dea-th to the sufferer. A;
horse drives <n one rein, is a hard ;
puller, or develops a tender mouth;
an examination often shows that -de-
fective teeth cause all the difficulty..
How often one sees horses out of con-
dition with no other ailment than
defective teeth. Some abnormal mo-
lairgrowth pretents the rotary action
ofthe jaws inclose connection, the food
isnot properly masticated and the suf-
jferer is sood afflicted with indigestion,a
disease that destroys the health oi
-man and boast. The animal becomes
thin in flesh, its coat loses its luster
and it isalways nosing overits feed ae
if searching for something palatable
t<? eat. Tue excrements show tjiat
thfr food is unmaatieated and the
animal suffers from indigestion. An
ulcerated tooth frequently produces
an' abscess that causes death. The
writer haa in mind a valuable imported
I'ercheron stallioa that .was ordered
to be destroyed on account of a puru-
lent discharge from the nose that had
baffled all treatment. Ttie horse cost
<2,000, but. had been reduced to a
skeleton by his sufferings. An expert
veterinary dentist examined the ani-
mal betore his ordered death was exe-
cuted aue found a decayed tooth that
caused all the trouble. The removal
uf the dieeased molar resulted in the
complete recovery of the auimaL The
usefulness and even the life of many
uorses depends often on the skill of a
competent operator in, dentistry.
None appreciate this more than turf-
men who aré careful that their per-
formers have good mouths; and who
frequently have their racers examined
by a competent veterinary. Tho ex-
pense of operating on a"horse’s mouth
an.d putting the grinding machine in
perfect order is nothing in comparison
to the extra usefulness and efficiency
of an animal with a perfect mouth.

Borne Factors In the Wool Trade.

« The Boston Herald of Aug. 17, in its
review of the wool market, says of the
conditions now surrounding the trade:
Free wool is, without a doubt, an act-
ual fact atlast. This is a condition
never before experienced in the market
while it is followed by other condi-
tions unutual and very strong. These
latter conditions have grown out ol
the lact tnat free wool has been fora
long time proposed, but not till lately
reached. In the first place, if reports
and statistics are to be credited, sheef
in this country have been destroyed
or suffered to perish, till the clip ol
wool for 1894, is fully 89,000 pounds
.short of previous years. Again the im-
portations oft(oreign wools are 129.000,-
000poundsshort of the year 1893. These
are conditions that are bound to be
felt in the wool market just as sood
as theiy are fairly understood. There
isno escaping these conditions, anc
they must result in a stronger yvool
market, if there is any demand foi
goods, while for goods the prospects
are very bright. Doubtless the Amer-
ican wool market is hereafter to be
greatly controlled by the wool mar-
ket- abroad, and that at London in
particular. Turning to that marke
enterprising dealers find that pricee
have actually advanced sharply ol
late, and especially on the advent ol
free wool in America. The French
and the German manufacturers have a
new incentive in lower dutufes_to try
for the goods markets for America;

Killing Hazel Brush.—How to kill
hazel brush is often asked. For many
years the writer had to fight hazel
brush. Where stock is allowed to run
on it, that nearest to the feed lotswill
soon be tramped out, but out in the
open pasture it grows right along
without molestation. We tried the
plan of mowing it off with a brush
scythe in August, but soon found that
of no value, as the stubs were so sharp
that no animal would feed on such
ground. At last we got a few hazel
hoes and put several persons to work
on the patches in early spring while
tae ground was frozen and had the
brush cut off smooth with the ground
and then burned. On this laud we
towed timothy and clover while the
ground was frozen and then allowed
btock  run on the field during? the
summer. In eatiDg oft the young
grass the stock consumed the young
brush as well, and by fall the spots
were clear of brush, never to bother
ng.iin. This is the only sure way that
you can rid land of hazel brush.—G.
Jaqua in Eji

Temperance Sermon.

These wereL total abstinence
of the individual, attitude of preachers
and churches, thrown out of homes and
society, temperance societies, temperance
education in schools, temperance laws on
statute books, liquor men, saloon keepers
and such like-not wanted in any organi-
zation. drinking-;*nen not- wanted in any
corporation employment! or in manufac-
tories. liquor and saloon men and families
have little <rno social standing, utteran-
ces of church conferences and assemblies,
the declarations of medical science, tem-
perance and "prohibition papers, the \V. C.
T. UMtestimony of judges and juries, a
great political party polling in last nation-
al campaign nearly :200(KH) votes, similar
progress in Canada and Groat Britain,
and the decisions of the 1J. S. Supreme
Court, “That no person .has any inherent
right or privilege to sell liquors by rc'ail,”
aud.that "No legislature can bargain
away the health or morals of th" people.”
These were facts of encouragement and
aid to every temperance worker, and
oughtto spur on to greater hopes'and
efforts. In conclusion it. was urged thnt
everyone who has the sslightest claims to
be called Christian, and everyone who
seeks the moral and financial welfare of
all men are in duty bound to oppose the
rum devil and aid those who are laboring
for its suppression. s Com.
