'EVENTS OF GEN EBAL INTEREST
AND IMPORTANCE.

The Japanese Capture Port Arthur and
Two Other Chinese Strongholds— The

United States Offers Her Services as

a Mediator for Peace.

Port Arthur Surrender*.

London: A dispatch received from
Shanghai says that the Japanese cap-
tured Fort Arthur after meeting with
a feeble resistance on the part of the
Chinese. Fort Arthur was bombarded
previous to its surrender. The Chinese
laid down their arms and yielded
themselves prisoners of war7 The
Chinese commanding officers aban-
doned Port Arthur during the night of
November 0.

Washington: The Japanese lega-
tion had not received official corrfirma-
tion of the capture of Fort Arthur.
They say. however, that if Fort Arthur
has in truth fallen it will be the most
disastrous blow that China could hare
received. Fort Arthur has been pro-
nounced impregnable by the first naval
experts of Germany. Li Hung Chang
has built there modern gun factories
which rivaled those of the Krupps. It
is a city given over to the assembling
and making of modern war materials.
It is in some respects similar to the
Brooklyn navy yards, although 10
times greater in extent and stiength.
Moreover. Li Hung: Chang had cen-
tered there the pick of the .Chinese
army. 1n any event, it is said that

1great quantities of war material and
jimplementsefor making them must
necessarily fefilow the capture of Fort
Arthur. It is pointed out, however,
that the capture if effected .is mainly
important in giving the Japanese a
fortification inside China from which
they, cannot hereafter ixv dislodged.
The Japanese soldiers would undoubt-
edly make the place a depot of opera-
tions. and it would also afford a pro-
tected shelter for the Japanese fleet.
The gun factories which have-been the
chief reliance of Li Hung Chang- would
henceforth be at the service of Japan.

Yokohama: Advices from the*armies
commanded by Field Marshal Count
Oyarna. now operating on the liiatung
peninsula, confirm the reports of* Jap-
anese-victories at Chinchiu (Kinchaui
and Talienwan.

It is the purpose of this article to
set forth for the benefitlbf prospect-
ive judges at county and district fairs
a few points of procedure that may
prove useful. Asa general rule judg-
ing at local fairs is badly conducted
although decisions made may be just
There: is usually
a sad lack of what may be termed
“discipline;” The public evidently
enjoys the right to crowd: around coru-
.peting animals, so that the judges can
with difficulty approach them and
offen have to explain who they are be-
fore having a chance to ngake a critical
examination. It is also frequently the
.case that the judge .does not look like
'his business, in’ other Words lack-
official dignity”and »o has difficulty
in making the visitors and even own-
ers believe that he is vested with

authority to make awardB.I Now this
isall wrong yet easily set right.- In
the first place a judging ring should

be roped off in every fair ground and
from this inclosure all except owners,
judges, .reporters and officers of the
fair Bhould be rigorously excluded;
secondly, judges and officers should
have designating badges of ribbon to
bring th%m the required recognition
from all others concerned; thirdly,
there should be a marshal |of the ring,
whose duty it should be tolcall out ex-

hibits, arrange them properly, pre-
eserve order in ifce aren”,- and an-
nounce classes and winners. The
prospective judge should take note
of these things and see to it
that they are observed wherever
he is engaged to award premiuma

Asto thework of the judge himself,we
oftesn fincU hsthip work is poorly dorie
from lack of experience in judging,
rather than lack of knowledge. To go
about the work ofjudging properly is
a most important point and one that
requires.a little thooght and practice.
In a large riag of horses the inexperi-
enced judge walks aimlessly iabout
from horse to horse trying in vain to
find the heater keep track of the one
he at first approved of, until he finds
himself confused: and afraid to make
a decision, in case he makee a fool of
himself. It is absolutely impossible
to judge a daw in this way, for indeed

ing problem. This is an important
factor, upon which too much stress
can not be laid in the matter of breed-
ing, for the seeming ,disregard of nat-
ural law in the past has placed us
where we are to-uav. There is prob-
ably no part of the world wbereliorse
breeding is reduced to a finer art than
in England. W ith the Englishman in-
dividuality is one of the mostimport-
ant factors in the problem of breeding
thoroughbreds. A horse with consti-
tutional defects, be he ever so good as
an individual, is religiously avoided,
while if he hare a weak point physic-
ally no mare with a like defect is ever
mated with him. The result is noted
in the splendid specimens of thorough
breda we now see in triut country.
ComineiKlable Treatnrent at Horse*.
No observer of New York scenescan
have failed to have noted the kindness
which drivers 6how to their horses, in
this weather, says the New York Sun.
Theintroduction of the cable cars has
led to the weeding out of the old and
sickly horses of the street car lines,
and the superintendents of the big

stables have learned that it is better
to have frequent relays for their
horses and keep their stock in good

condition rather than save tne wages
of a few extra men at the expense of
the horses.

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FREEZING «Y MACHINE.

An fdea That Is Yetin Its Infancy. Bat
Is Valuable.

The superiority of refrigeration
obtained by mechanical processes, as
compared with that obtained by .molt-
ing ice, appears in ithe facts that by it
more intense cold may |>0 socurcd,
that any desired degree of coitl may be
maintained with perfect uniformity,
that a dryer atmosphere- is secured in
, the refrigerating, box or room, that
the inconveniencej of frequently re-
plenishing icp bunkers and the slop
and dirt attendant upon this work are
avoided, that the uncertain-
ty.of ice supply and the variability in
its price aro avoided, that space in the
room or boxes to be cooled is econo-
mised by substitution (if a coil of pipe
on walls or ceiling for the bulky ice
bunker, and that this refrigeration
can be employed for many purposes
and places where ice cannot ho used
atall. Added to this is the fact, of
paramount importance, that where
much refrigeration’' is required the
cost of a machine and its operation is
far less than the cost of ice sufficient
to do an equal amount of work.

These advantages have proved so
great in practice that every brewery,
packing-house,cold-storage warehouse.
or other establishment requiring a
large amount of refrigeration, contains
an individual refrigerating plant
Where consumption amounts to ten
tons or more of ice daily tho question
of economy will be almost invariably
decided in favor of the machine; if less
than ten tons be required, the cost of
a machine and its operation may ex-
ceed the cost of ice sufficient to do a
similar amount of work. In many
cases, the superior-quality of the re-
frigeration obtained, its cleanliness,
reliability, and convenience, or the re-
quirement of more lintense cold than
ice will produce, secures tho adoption
of the machine. Therefore, small ma-
chines aro frequently found on ship-
board, in hotels and' apartment houses,
and in many manufactories/ But
most of tho icc gatherod from rivers
or lakes or made in factories is not
consumed by the few who require large
quantities., but by tho many, who sev-
erally require less than ten tons a day.

The effort to bring this superior re-
frigeration within the reach of small
consumers has takoa two directions—
the production of small and inexpen-
sive automatic machines and a system
«of supply of tho refrigerant from cen-
tral stations. The first has failed
hitherto, because the balance of con-
stantly varying pressures, tempera-
tures, strength of solution, etc., is too
complex a matter foij purely automatic
regulation,’ says the Chicago Times.
Without constant skilled attention the
machines work unsatisfactorily, while
the relatively high cost of plant, fuel,
and cooling water, iki operating on .a
.small scale, defeats economy.

Beer In the United State*.

The brewing of lager beer in this
country was begun about fifty years
tgo in tho outskirts of Philadelphia.
Before that brewery products were
entirely ale and porter. Now, how-
ever, nearly all the output, which last
year amounted to 33,822,000 barrels It
of lager. Each barrel contains 248
pints, or 496 glasses; therefore, ac-
cording to the latest internal revenue
returns, there was made and sold last
year an averago glass of beer for every
working day to every man, woman and
child in the United States.

Butthe
father says, “Nothing is too good;
nothing is good enough.” There sits
the young man, glad at the hearty re-
ception, but a shadow of sorrow flit-
ting acrosa his brow at the remem-
branceiof the trouble he had seen. All
ready now. Letthe covers lift. Music-.
He was dead and he is alive again! He
was lost and he is found! By such
bold imagery docs the Bible set forth
the merrymaking when a soul comes

home to God.
First of all, there is the new con-
vert’s 303. It is no tame thing to be-

come a Christian. The most tremen-
dous moment in a man's life is when
The
grandest time on the father's home-
stead is when the boj* comes back.
Among the great throng who, in the
parlors of my church, professed Christ
one night was a young man, who next
morning rang my doorbell and said:
“Sir, 1 can not contain mj’solf with the
joy Ilfeel; | caine here this morning
to express it. | have fownd more joy
in five minutes in serving God than in
aill the years of mj- prodigality*. and 1
came to say so.”

You have seen, perhaps, a man run-
ning for his phj-sical liberty, and the
officers of the law after him; and you
saw him escape or lafterward you.
heard the judge had pardoned him,
and how great was the glee of that
rescued man; but it is a verjr tame
thing that compared with the running
for one's everlasting life—the terrors
«f the law after him. and Christ com-
ing in to pardon and bless and rescue
afid saVe. You remember John Bun-
j-an, in his great story, tells how the
pilgrim put his fingers to his ears and
ran,' crying, “Life, life, etomal life!”
A poor car driver, after having had to
struggle to support his family for
j-cars, suddenly was informed that a
large, inheritance was -his. and there
Was!joy amounting to*bewilderment;
but thatis a small thing compared
with the experience of one when he
has put in his'hands the title deed to
thejoj’s, the raptures, the splendors of
heaven, and he can trulj' say. “Its
mansions are mine, its temples are
mine, its songs are urines its God is
mine!”!

Oh, itis no tany thing to become a
Christian. It is ft merrjmaking. It is
the killing of the fatted calf. It is
jubilee.  You know the Bible never
compares it to a funeral, but always
compares it to something bright. Itis
more apt to be compared to a banquet
than anj’thing else. It iscompared in
the Bible to the water—bright, flash-

ing water; to the morning—roseate.
fireworked. mountain  transfigured
morning. | wish 1 could to-day take

all 'the Bible expressions about pardon
and peace, and life and comfort, and
hope and heaven, and twist them into
one garland. and put it on the brow of
the humblest child of God in all this
| ,and unu ctyv: “""'ear it. wear it nmv,
wear it forever, son of God, daughter
of the Lord God Almighty. Oh. the
joy of tjie new convert! Oh. the glad-
nessiof the Christian -service!

You have seen so'metimes a man in a
religious assembly get up and give his
experience. Well, Paul gave his ex-
perience. He rose in the presence of
two churches—the church on earth
and the church in heaven—and he said:
“Nojw, this is my experience: ‘sorrow-
ful, lyet always rejoicing; poor, yet
making many rich; having nefthing,
"yet posseasing.all things.”” If all the
Peb»le who read thi3 sermon knew the
1 th® Christian religion, they

all pass over into the kingdom

i

of God the next moment. When Daniel
Sanden an was dj-ing of cholera, his
attendant said: “Have you much
pain?”  “Oh.” he replied, “since |
found the Lord I have never had anj’
pain except sin.” . Then thej' said to
him:  “Would j-ou like to send a mes-
sage to your friends?” “Yes, | would;
tell them that outy last night the love
of Jesus came rushing into raj’ soul
like the surges of the sea, and | had to
crj’ out, “Stop, Lord; it is enough
Stop, Lord—enough!’- Oh, the joys of
this Christian religion!

Just pass over from those tame joj’S
in which jou are indulgipg—joys’ of
this world—into the raptures of the
gospel. The world can not satisfj’j’ou;
j’ou have found out—Alexander, long-
ing for other worlds to conquer, and
yet drowned in his own bdttle; Bj-ron,
wltipped by disquietudes! around the
world; Voltaire, cursing his -own soul
while all the streets of Baris were ap-

plauding him; Henry Il.i consuming
with ’hatred against p<bor Thomas
a-Beeket—all illustrations of the fact

that this world can not make a man
happy. The very man wjho poisoned
the pommel of the saddle on which

Queen Elizabeth rode, shouted in the
street, “God save the queen!" One
moment the world applauds, and the

next moment the world anathematizes.
Oh, come over into this greater joy.
this sublime solace; this Imagnificent
beatitude. The night after the battle
of Shiloh, there were thousands of
wounded on the-field, andj the ambu-
lances had not come, one Christian
soldier, lj'ing there a dj’ing under the
starlight, began to sing: | *

There is a land of pure ddigbt,
And when he came to tlie next line
there were scores of voicejs uniting:

Where saints imhiortal reign.
The song was caught up all over the-
field among the woundedJ until it was
said there were at least tjen thousand
wounded men uniting thjeir voices as
thej’ came to the verse:

Death like a narrow stream divides,
That heavenly land jrom ours.

Oh, it is a great religion to live bj*
and it is a great religion to die by.
There isonly one heart throb between
j’ou and that religion ijhis moment.
Just look into the face of j-our pardon-
ing God, and surrender j*ourself for
time and for eternity, anjd he is j-ours.
and heaven is j-ours, aiuljall is j-ours.
Some of you, like tlie jjoung man of
the text, have gone far astray. 1know
not the history, but youicnow it—j’ou
know it.

When a j’oung man webt forth into
life, theTegend says, hisguardian angel
went forth with him. and getting him
into a field, the guardiag angel sfvept
a circle clear around where the young
man stood. It was a circle of virtue
and honor, and he must step beyond
that circle. Armed fobs came down,
but were obliged to halt!at the circle—
thej’ could not pass. But one dajr
temptress, with diamonded hand,
stretched forth and crossed that circle
with the hand, and the tempted soul
took it. and by that one-[fell grip was
brought bej’ond the circle, and died.
Some of j'ou have stepped bej'ond that
circle. Would j’mi not liljce this daj\ by
the grace of God. to step back? This,
1say to you, isyour houjr of salvation.
There was in the closing hours of
Queen Anne what is called the clock
scene. Flat down on. the pillow
in  helpless sickness] she could
not. move her head or move her
liand. She was waitjing for the
hour when the ministers of state should
gather in angrj' contest; and worried
and worn out by the coming hour, and
in momentaiy absence of the nurse, in’
the power—the strange! power which
delirium sometimes give's one—she
arose and stoodjn front} of the clock,
and stood there watehing the clock
when the nurse returned. The nurse
said. “Do j'ou see anything peculiar
about that clock?” She made no
answer, but soon died. There is a
clock scene in every history. If some
of j'ou would rise frinn the bed of
lethargy and come fit of j-our delirium
if sin. and look on the clock of jour
destiny this iboment. you would see
and hear something yop have not seen
or heard before, and every tick of the
minute, and every stroke of the' hour,
and cverj’ swing of [the pendulum
would say: “Now, nojw, nowl now!"
