T ru s te e  G ale  said  "he d id  not th in k  a 
m ajo r ity  c o u ld  be h ad  on a  vote  fo r  $3,000 
b u t h e  th o u g h t $1,500 w o u ld  c a rry  w ith 
a  sweep.' T ru s te e  Chaffee w as o f th e  
sam e opin ion  and  ask ed  the  com pany 
w h a t g u a ran tee  th ey  c o u ld  fu rn ish  for 
th e  fa ith fu l d isch a rg e  of th e  co n trac t if 
c a rried  in to  effect.- M r. Shaw  said  they  
w ould  give a lien  on  th e  p ro p erty . T h is  
b ro u g h t T ru s te e  Jo liiffe  to  h is  fe e t  who 
c ited  a case in  C anada w h ere  a  com pany 
h ad  received  a  bonus an d  th e  tow n took a 
l ie n  on th e  p roperty . T h e  com pany b u s t­
e d  and  th e  tow n g o t th e"  p roperty , b u t 
w h a t good w as it  to  them . H e  w as not 
in  favor o f any  b o n u s giv ing .
